in helping to get a cover on the
ground to protect our soil. The
District also has for rent two,
three-row seeders which were
purchased for the purpose of
drilling a cover crop in cotton
before it opens without damaging
the cotton. .

To be eligible an applicant
must have a good, past record of
livestock operations and have
reasonable prospects for success
with the help of the loan.

The loans are made to meet the
usual expenses of livestock oper-
ations such as the purchase or
production of feed, and replacing
or repairing of farm machinery.
Loans also may be made for the
restocking of herds to normal if
the applicant can carry his pres-
ent herd, plus the additional live-
stock to be purchased, without
buying a substantial portion of
his feed. Loans are not made to
pay existing debts except current
incidental bills.

The loans are scheduled for re-
payment as soon as possible with-
in a maximum period of three

years. Other creditors are not

But misconceptions of this new

phase of development in Ameria’s
industrial and scientific history
rapidly is being dispelled as of-

ficial facts and information are
reported to help shed light into
the shadows of the unknown.

Atomic energy was developed
in time of war, and as long as we
live in a world of war and under
threats of war, secrecy must
guard those phases that are im-
portant to the security of the na-
tion. But much of the atomic
story can be reported to the pub-
lic, and much of it is being told
today through congressional and
Atomic Energy Commission rep-
resentatives.

1945-1954 inclusive. If the trend
| in wheat acreage has been up or
|down, State and county allot-
| ments will move up or down cor-
| respondingly since one year is |
dropped and a more recent year |
is added in arriving at the 10-year
average.

Allotments for individual farms |
are affected by the State and
county trends. However, the allot-
ment for a particular farm is
mainly based on the farm’s aver-
age wheat acreage in the most
recent 3-year period with allow-
ance for unfavorable weather. If
in that 3-year period the farmer
has increased or decreased his
wheat acreage, his farm allot-
ment will reflect this shift.

What this means is that the
wheat acreage trend in the State
and county, and the trend on the
individual farm, are factors in the

determination of the individual
farm allotment. Because of this,
it is probable that, even though
the wheat acreage on an indi-
vidual farm has remained the
same through the 3-year base
period the allotment in 1956 may
be higher or lower than in 1955.

greater national debt. I believe in
cooperation with our allies and in
military aid when necessary, but
I could not vote again for the
general foreign economic aid con-
tained in this bill at the expense
of our children and grandchild-
ren.

REVOLUTIONARY, LOW-COST
FERTILIZER IN PROSPECT
FOR TEXAS FARMERS

Texas farmers may soon be
growing crops on tired, over-
worked soil by using a revolu-
tionary new fertilizer. If the for-
mula proves successful, it could
be produced 80 per cent cheaper
than present commercial fertili-
zers.

Now in experimental stages,
the fertilizer is said to be unique
in its ability to extract nitrogen
from the air and place it in the
soil. This would enrich sgil vital-
ly, since all crops with the ex-
ception of legumes extract nitro-
gen, essential to plant growth,
from the soil.

Much of our land has become
practically barren through a
vicious cycle of planting and re-
planting of nitrogen - draining
crops. Resultant deficient crops
then pass on the nitrogen de-
ficiency to animals and humans
consuming the plants.

The actual formula contains no
nitrogen itself. It extracts nitro-
gen from the air by use of a
chemical compound which in-
cludes cobalt, a tough, metallic
element similar to nickel. The
fertilizer is spread over the
ground where fertilizer is needed.
From there the chemical action
begins which attracts the nitro-
gen to the ground where it is
utilized by plant roots,

The compounder of the formu-
la, chemist P. W. Mader, says he
discovered the fertilizer through
accident when an overdose of
cobalt and barium, a non volutile
element, got mixed into another
formula, A small amount of this
mixture was spilled on a glass

crystals had formed.

The chemist explained his
formula works somewhat on the
reverse principle of the nitrogen
bomb.

All research on the project is
being done in Texas, where ex-
perimental stations are being set
up in the Panhandle, the Rio
Grande Valley, near Houston and
in Central, Texas.
