TDA to mail ballots for regional boll weevil vote

AUSTIN - Cotton farmers and
landowners with cotton production are
eligible to vote in an April 22 referen-
dum that will determine whether to
establish a boll weevil eradication pro-
gram and set a maximum assessment
in the 14-county Northern Rolling
Plains Boll Weevil Eradication Zone.

Based on Farm Service Agency
records, the Texas Department of
Agriculture has mailed 2,051 ballots.
Eligible voters in the Northern Roll-
ing Plains Boll Weevil Eradication
Zone should receive an official ballot
by mail after April 1. A postage-paid

return envelope will be included.
Completed ballots must be post-
marked on or before April 22 to be
counted. Producers who planted cot-
ton in 1998 but do not receive a ballot
should immediately contact TDA at
(512) 463-7593.

To officially establish a boll wee-
vil eradication program in the North-
ern Rolling Plains zone and set an as-
sessment, the proposition must be ap-
proved by a two-thirds vote in the
April 22 referendum, or those voting
in favor must farm more than 50 per-
cent of the zone’s cotton acreage.

Posey is a Hall County producer
who has grown cotton for 50 years,
and Tabor has farmed cotton in
Hardeman County for 35 years. John
Inman currently serves on the foun-
dation board as the Commissioner
appointed director for the Northern
Rolling Plains Zone.

The Northern Rolling Plains Boll
Weevil Eradication Zone consists of
approximately 271,000 acres in 14
counties: Gray, Wheeler, Donley,
Collingsworth, Hall, Childress, Cottle,
King, Hardeman, Wilbarger, Wichita,
Clay, Foard, and portions of Archer.

April 9 last day to apply for diaster relief

Sign up for the Crop Loss Disas-
ter Assistance Program is underway
and will continue through April 9.
1991. There are no provisions to late
file an application so be sure to come
in to the FSA office as soon as pos-
sible.

The Agriculture, Rural Develop-
ment, Food and Drug Administration,
and Related Agencies Appropriations
Act, 1999 Authorizes the Secretary of
Agriculture to provide Disaster Assis-
tance to producers who suffered crop
losses due to adverse weather condi-
tions in the amounts of: $1.5 billion
for 1998 crop losses and $875 million
for multi year losses.

For the multi-year Disaster, a pro-
ducer must have received an indem-
nity from either crop insurance or
NAP/Disaster in at least three of the
last 5 years (1994 - 1998) combined.
This is a major change.

Previously, a producer would
have had to receive indemnities at
least three years of the last S from crop
insurance or at least three years of the
last S from NAP/Disaster. This change
could result in more producers being
eligible under the multi-year program.
Under the multiyear program eligible
producers would receive a payment of
25% of the indemnities received on
eligible crops.

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Lubbock Judge Protects Freedom

Kudos 1o Judge Sam Cummmngs The Lubbock federal magistrate is
apparenth one of the few faderal judges who have actually read the second
article of amendment o the United States Coastitution.

Last week. Judge Sam Cummngs ruled that Timothy Joe Emerson’s
nght to keep and bear arms 15 2 protected mdividual nght under the Second
Amendment Cummmgs dismissed charges that Emerson violated a federal
law prohibiting gun ownership by someone under a restraining order.

This is a ground-breaking case according to national press reports
because no federal gun control law has ever been struck down for violating
the Second Amendment

Federal prosecutors in the case are up in 27ms (no pun intended) over
the ruling. claiming that the Second Amendment applies only to the
government's ability 10 raise a militia a /a the National Guard and that it
in no way suggests that individuals have a nght to own guns.

Well. the Second Amendment actually says: ~A well regulated Militia,
being necessary to the secunty of a free State, the right of the people to
keep and bear Arms. shall not be infringed.”

The language seems pretty clear. The constitution clearly says “the
right of the people.” It does not say “the right of the government.” In fact,
it's the same language the Framers used when writing the First Amendment
— “the right of the people peaceably to assemble, and to petition the
Government.” As far as | know, federal prosecutors have never argued
that the government has the sole right to petition itself. Why then this
confusion over the right to bear arms?

The answer to that question is simple enough. There are people —
mainly liberals — who believe that only the military and the police should
have guns.

The right of the people to own guns is one of the most fundamental
and most important of rights outlined in the Constitution. It is on par —
and perhaps even more important — than our First Amendment rights to
religion, speech, and a free press.

The Second Amendment is not about shooting clay pigeons. It is
about the ability of a free people to defend itself against tyranny. It is the
insurance policy of liberty. It is the failsafe that will keep us free if all
other elements of our republican form of government should turn against
us.

In college, a friend of mine from Haiti told me he didn’t think citizens
should have guns. “In Haiti,” he said, “only the police and military have
the guns.”

“Do you have any problems with dictators down there?” | asked.

He fell silent. There was nothing he could say because at that same
time American armed forces were invading his country to overthrow a
corrupt government.

I wonder now if ethnic Albanians in Yugoslavia have the right to
keep and bear arms.

Act would strengthen private property rights

This week, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service
will hold public meetings in our area to discuss the
plight of the prairie chicken. It seems the bird’s
population is declining, and Fish and Wildlife of-
ficials want to talk with local landowners about the
situation.

The meetings follow up on their decision two
weeks ago to conduct a nine-month study into
whether the black-tailed prairie dog deserves to be
listed as an endangered species. If there was ever
a government study that did not need to occur, this
one is it.

I recently helped introduce a bill that would
take us in that direction. The bill is called the Land-
owners Equal Treatment Act. It is intended to ad-
dress one of the biggest problems of the Endan-
gered Species Act - mainly, the fact that when a

Washington bureaucrat tells a person they can no
longer work their land because there’s an endan-
gered species on their property, they fail to com-
pensate them for this loss. This is wrong. Itis also
unconstitutional.

The Fifth Amendment clearly states that pri-
vate property should not “be taken for public use,
without just compensation.” Right now, the fed-
eral government is doing just that - which is one
reason the Endangered Species Act needs to be
rewritten and one thing the Fish and Wildlife Ser-
vice should keep in mind as they consider the fu-
ture of the prairie chicken this week.

Legislature’s health care mandates are bitter pills for Texans

Most things in life come with a
price tag attached. And getting more
of any product or service means pay-
Ing more

Ihat's the economic principle
underlying our “report on the Cost of
Hecalth Care System Mandates,” a
study of Texas’ mandated health ben-
efits -- legislative acts obligating pri-
vate health insurers to pay for specific
trcatments, benefits, services or ad-
ministrative procedures.

By some estimates, Texas has
churned out 60-plus mandated ben-
cfits, putting us right up there among
the state lcaders. Unfortunately, for
most mandates, we've known rela-
tively hittle about their costs, their
mcdical and social benefits (if any),

and their negative side-effects.

Mandates illustrate the truth of a
basic axiom: For every complex prob-
lerh, there's generally a simple solu-
tion, and it’s usually wrong.

Our report confirms that man-
dates have downsides. They're relent-
lessly raising the cost of health insur-
ance - pricing many smaller firms and
their employees out of the market. We
found that a mere one percent increase
in premium costs can result in a 2.6%
decrease in sponsorship of health
plans by small business. We also
found that five mandates alone had
raised premium costs by an estimated
17%.

Aside from causing some busi-
nesses to give up offering health in-
surance, adding benefits and raising
premiums for employers has other bad

consequences. Firms that must absorb
some of the costs may have to lay off
employees or offer decreased wages.
Moreover, when the higher costs
are passed on to employees, it con-
fronts them - especially the lower-paid
workers - with a bleak choice: either
pay more for insurance or go without.
Whether the burden falls mainly
on employers or employees, the result
is a rise in uninsured individuals -- of
which Texas already has much more

‘than its share, with about 4.7 million

uninsured. That’s more than a quarter
of our population.

Some employers avoid the eco-
nomic and social problems caused by
mandates; they drop their private car-
riers and “self-insure.” That means
they don’t have to institute mandates
or pay premium taxes, thus cutting

into state revenues. Each new mandate
decreases the probability of a firm of-
fering group insurance by 1.5%.

Texas firms’ rapid movement into
self-insurance means we have more
and more mandates affecting fewer
and fewer Texans.

Who's hurt primarily by health
mandates? One group is small busi-
nesses, the main engines of job cre-
ation. But most harmed are those
lower-paid workers who can least af-
ford higher health costs, including:
Hispanics, African-Americans,
women and “first job” young people.

Overall, health mandates have the
effect of undoing a major achievement
of the 1990s: controlling health costs
and establishing rational forms of
quality care.

Remember the fact that in just one

generation — from the Kennedy era
to the Reagan era health costs doubled
after inflation. Those rising costs also
caused the number of uninsured
Americans to double — to roughly 40
million individuals.

The U.S. ended up spending
twice as much for health care as other
developed nations without having ap-
preciably better health or longer lives
than our foreign counterparts.

Mandates have stifled innovation
by imposing the dead hand of bureau-
cratic regulation. They limit choice by
forcing insurers to offer “Cadillac”
policies to those who can afford only
“Chevrolet” coverage.

Let’s fact it: Texans cannot afford
a return to out-of-control health costs
- and a new horde of uninsured citi-

zens. That’s unacceptable.

To restore soundness to the man-
dating process, we’ve proposed some
common sense recommendations. Our
state legislature should: ¢

* Develop sound cost-benefit
procedures to study the costs and ben-
efits of past mandates - and use them
to evaluate all proposed mandates be-
fore they become effective, even ifthat
means placing a de facto moratorium
on mandates;

 Enact legislation allowing in-
surance carriers to offer a
mandate-free policy for small busi-
ness.

These steps would end our state’s
unhealthy habit of “legislating in the
dark.” And they’d help halt the rise in
the number of uninsured Texans.

Eradicating boll weevil will yield benefits, prosperity for area

Dear Editor,

Cotton producers and landown-
ers in our area are facing a very im-
portant decision, whether or not to
eradicate the boll weevil. | was asked
by the Texas Department of Agricul-
ture in 1997 to represent some 1,900
persons in 14 counties from Donley
County on the west to Clay County
on the east. As you might guess, there
are a number of different opinions
about what should be done in this 14
county area regarding the boll wee-
vil.

To help determine the course of
any action, the Texas A&M Extension
Service did extensive boll weevil trap-
ping in the summer of 1998. The re-
sults of that survey revealed that wee-
vils were present in all areas of the 14
county zone and that weevil popula-
tions varied from area to area. This
survey is available to everyone at the
local extension offices.

A 22-member steering committee

made up of one representative from
each gin area in the zone has devel-
oped an eradication plan and a fair
assessment to pay for that plan. The
plan has two unique aspects that
should not be overlooked.

1. The assessment allows the
skip-row producer and landowner to
be assessed only on the planted cot-
ton rows not the land acre. A two-
and-one producer will pay $5.00 per
land acre of cotton and the landowner
will pay $1.67 per acre of land per year
(assuming a one-fourth — three-fourths
tenancy arrangement).

2. The assessment rate of
$10.00 dryland and $15.00 irrigated
was set at a level that pays only 75
percent of the cost of the program.
The remaining 25 percent is to be paid
from state grants. We are encouraged
that representatives at both the state
and federal levels will provide addi-
tional funds to support this important
program. The legislature will likely

It has been suggested that this
zone start an eradication program af-
ter a cold winter. The cold winter
would reduce weevil populations and
thereby reduce the amount of spray-
ing necessary to accomplish eradica-
tion. The boll weevil trapping survey
done by the Extension Service in 1998
indicates the weevil numbers are down
now as a result of the extremely hot,
dry summer of 1998 as compared to
the weevil numbers in 1997. The bud-
get was prepared in 1998 presuming
weevil populations observe in 1997.

Based on current boll weevil popula-’

tions, it is logical to assume that eradi-
cation could be accomplished now at
some amount less than budget.
Producers have been desiring:
(1) Government help with eradi-
cation.
(2) Weather conditions that
would lower weevil populations.
(3) A price break for the skip-

The desired events have lined up
to make it possible NOW to begin the
eradication program.

Producers across the state who are
involved in active eradication pro-
grams are reporting that eradication
program eliminated weevil infesta-
tions and the use of insecticides while
increasing cotton yields. Producers
and landowners are now benefiting
$100 or more in increased production
income for each $10 spent on eradi-
cation, even during eradication start-
up periods.

Approximately one-half of the
cotton grown in Texas is now under
eradication and ALL other cotton
growing states are now covered by
some stage of eradication activity.

I strongly urge cotton producers
and landowners to weigh the benefits
and the prosperity resulting from
eliminating the boll weevil from our
area.
