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Clarendon Junior College 
Bulldogs blew the lid -off their 
1957-58 basketball season by 
playing three games in four* 
nights over the Thanksgiving 
week-end and came out with two 
wins and one loss. They defeated 
the Midwestern University B 
te a m  in  the o p e n e r  last Friday 
night at th e  local gym by a score 
of 08 to 64. Saturday night, they 
met Sayre, Oklahoma, Junior 
College at Estelline and defeated 
them 74. to 66 and on Monday 
night of this week they met the 
tall Texas Tech Freshmen at Lub­
bock and went down to their first 
defeat by a score of 67 to 48.

The opener here last Friday 
night was a real thriller. Billy' 
Schneider hit a field goal, Bub 
Eldridge made four foul shots and 
Loyd Stephens two, all in the 
last 26 seconds of the game to 
win for the Bulldogs. The big 
show, however, was furnished by 
Steve Jarnagin, sophomore letter- 
man from Silverton, who dump 
ed in 31 points and was perhaps 
more outstanding on defense than 
offense. Jarnagin repeatedly went 
over the tall Midwesterners for 
rebounds and stole the ball on 
several occasions to stop oppon­
ents scoring threats.

The booklet is 
provided by the Internal Revenue 
Service and is written in easy to 
understand language with many 
income and social security tax 
items covered fn detail.

sh o w n  fo r  th e  g u id a n ce  o f  th ose  
seeking first hand information or 
“know-how” .

Hi School BasketbaUers 
Defeat Silverton Twice, 
Lose To Wellington

Clarendon High,School basket­
ball teams have defeated Silver- 
ton twice and lost to Wellington 
in games played since the last 
edition of the Leader. In games 
played here on Tuesday, Nov. 26, 
the girls edged Silverton 52 to 51 
in an overtime thriller and the 
boys soundly trounced the Silver- 
ton boys by a score of 61 to 39. 
Last Friday night, the local teams 
journeyed to Wellington and met 
defeat at the hands of perhaps 
two of the strongest teams in this 
area. The girls went down by the 
slim margin of 40 to 38 but the 
boys took their lumps to the tune 
of 64 to 39.

Beef Has A  Good Year In Texas And Nation
Beef producers in Texas and 

the nation have seen consumer 
demand for their products stead­
ily increase for the past several 
years. H. M. Breedlove, County 
Agent, says beef consumption on 
a per capita basis in the United 
States reached a peak o f  83.5 
pounds in 1956.

He says the figure is expected 
to be only slightly smaller in 1957 
with the decrease due to reduced 
beef slaughterings. The 1957 per 
capita consumption, however, will 
still be well above average fig­
ures. He credits the rise in beef 
consumption -to  a number of 
factors but chief among them is 
the favorable competitive posi­
tion beef has been holding in 
comparison with other red meats. 
To further emphasize this point, 
Breedlove says consumers ate 
more beef in 1956 than all other 
red meats combined, about 51 
percent of the 163.5 pounds con­
sumed per capita was beef. This 
total figure was also a record.

Promotion and advertising are 
also cited as factors in the in­
crease. Special attention has been 
called to the nutritive and eco­
nomical values of the lower 
priced cuts with beef organiza­
tions playing a big part in this 
promotion.

To further focus public atten­
tion upon the Texas beef indus­
try, Governor Price Daniel has 
proclaimed the week of Decem­
ber 1-7 as “Beef Week in Texas” .

Is the soil on your farm moving 
off and leaving you with poor 
crop prospects for the years to 
come?

Erosion is something we see 
every day without thinkipg about 
what can be done to prevent or 
stop it. For any soil to erode, the 
individual particles must first be 
broke loose from the main body 
of soil. Then, the particles of soil 
must be transported by wind or 
water.

The splash of rain drops hit-

m s l
ting bare ground is the main way 
that soil particles are broken 
loose and made ready to be car­
ried away by water. Raindrops
also cause compaction of the soil. 
This causes less absorption of 
water and allows more to run-off.

Effects of the raindrop splash 
and soil compaction can b  ̂great­
ly reduced by keeping the land 
well covered at all times with 
vegetation, either dead or alive. 
High residue producing crops 
along with deep rooted legumes 
will improve the structure of the 
soil and increase its ability to 
absorb and store water for the 
use of following crops. The small-' 
er the amount of run-off water, 
the less erosion will occur, and 
the more moisture stored in the 
soil for crop production.

The washing of soil can be re-

<THE DONLEY COUNTY-LEADER
duced by breaking up slopes so 
that water will not get up enoug 
speed to transport the soil parti 
cles. This can be "done by struc 
tures, such as terraces or diver 
sions; or in many cases by grow 
ing high residue close grovvin 
crops and maintaining ampl 
crop residue on 'the surfac 
through-out the year. A prope 
crop rotation is one of the mos 
effective means of combatinj 
erosion. Wind erosion can b 
stopped by an abundant soil cov 
er, whether living or dead, kep 
on the soil throughout the year.

To have an effective conserve 
tion plan for the land, thes 
things must be considered anc 
adjusted to the individual farn 
or ranch according to the type o 
soil, the slope of the land, am 
the amount at erosion that ha 
and is taking place. For assistanci 
in planning your farm or rancl 
for maximum production witl 
minimum erosion, contact thi

AUSTIN— Legislative machin­
ery is not built for speed. This 
was demonstrated as Texas law­
makers moved into their third 
week of work on a bill designed 
to prevent occupation of schools 
by federal troops.

A multi-hour filibuster by Sen. 
Henry B. Gonzales bogged down 
proceedings in the upper cham­
ber. House members marked time 
tp wait for Senate action. This 
apparently was to allow the 
House committee to consider both 
the Senate and House proposals 
before reporting.

Earlier, both House and Senate 
committees heard a number of 
religious and educational leaders 
speak against the bill. Protestors 
said, in effect, that the measure 
would be detrimental to the 
school system and would encour­
age violence.

Legislative proponents retorted 
the witnesses seemed •‘more in­
terested in cramming social dog­
ma down our throats than in edu­
cating our children.”

Texas claims tidelands 10 Ms 
miles out by virtue of its 110- 
year-old annexation agreement 
with the U. S. A law passed by 
Congress in 1953 requires the 
federal government to respect the 
states’ "historic boundaries.”

Gov. Price Daniel called on the 
Legislature to protest to Presi­
dent Eisenhower concerning 
Brownell’s action. Daniel, who 
co-sponsored the 1953 tidelands 
bill, read a letter from the Presi­
dent which said, in effect, that he 
would continue to honor Texas’ 
claim. , ,

House immediately passed a 
resolution in keeping with the 
governor’s request.

Daniel said that Brownell 
“added insult to injury” by ask­
ing in his suit that Texas be re­
quired to pay to the federal gov­
ernment money received from 
leases on tidelands beyond a three 
mile limit? This would amount to 
more than $26,000,000 which the 
state has salted away in the pub­
lic school fund.

House also passed a resolution 
asking Congress to call a con­
stitutional convention. Purpose 
would be to draft amendments 
limiting the power of the federal 
government where it infringes 
on state powers.
LAKE STUDY PROMISED 

Governor Daniel promised ad­
vocates of free use of rural lakes 
that they will have their inning.

A number of legislators from 
rural areas have tried during the 
special sessions to change the law 
which limits water in small (200 
acre feet or less) farm ponds to 
livestock and domestic use. Free­
dom to use the water for irriga­
tion is sought.

Present law requires a special 
permit from the State Water 
Board to gain irrigation privi­
leges. Farmers say getting such 
permits is complicated and too 
expensive.

But spokesmen for cities and 
downstream users vigorously op 
pose a change. They fear whole 
sale ririgation would dry up the 
streams leaving no water for 
them.

Governor Daniel said he would 
not submit this issue for the spec­
ial session which “ is dragging 
enough as % is." But he promised 
a study of the problem with a 
view, perhaps, to making permits 
easier to get.

Texans have been getting rich­
er faster than the' avferage U. S.
