FEDERAL AID TO EDUCATION
The House of Representatives 

has just concluded several days 
of heated debate on the bill that 
was designed to provide federal 
aid to education. This bilf was a 
rather involved measure and in­
cluded certain rules and regula­
tions that were not, in my opin­
ion, in keeping with the best 
democratic principles. When the 
bill came before the House, it did 
not contain any reference limiting 
the eligibility of any state be­
cause of the failure of the state 
to comply with any Supreme 
Court decision. However, the 
“Powell Amendment” was added 
to the bill during House debate

THE DONtEY COUNTY LEADER
This amendment simply provided 
that a state that did not comply 
with the Supreme Court decisions 
would not be eligible for federal 
funds. This had reference .0 the 
Supreme Court decisions on the 
question of racial segregation. 
One version of the “Powell A- 
mendment” provided that the 
funds allocated to such a re­
calcitrant state should be held 
in escrow for a period of three 
years. If during this three year 
period the said state should abol­
ish segregation in its schools, then 
it would be eligible to receive the 
funds.

Subsequent to the adoption of 
the “Powell Amendment”, the 
“Gwinn Amendment” was offered 
by Congressman Gwinn of New 
York. This amendment would, in 
effect, permit each state to retain 
one percent of its federal income 
tax, which said retained funds 
were to be used for school pur­
poses. This amendment was

adopted. The effect of adopting
the “Gwinn Amendment” was to 
knock out the “Powell Amend­
ment”, because there was no 
limitation on the right of a state 
to retain the one percent of its 
income taxes. However, the 
“Powell Amendment” was again 
offered to another section of the 
bill and was adopted. Then, on 
the final vote on all of the amend­
ments, the “Powell Amendment”, 
penalizing those states practicing 
segregation, was adopted. The 
“Gwinn Amendment”, permitting 
the retention of one percent of 
the federal income tax, was de­
feated. But. in the final analysis, 
all of the heated debate, all of the 
parliamentary maneuvering, and 
all of the high blood pressure 
went for naught, because on the 
final vote the entire bill was de­
feated. This means that there will 
be no federal aid to education 
during this Session of Congress.

child should be given the oppor­
tunity for an education and 
should be required to avail him­
self or herself of that opportunity 
to the best of his or her ability. 
In this country these opportuni­
ties have always been afforded by 
the several states. The problem 
of financing schools has been one 
of the major headaches of all 
communities. Greater in some 
and less in others. Much of the 
argument for the bill.hinged up­
on the proposition that, unless 
federal funds were made avail­
able, many of the poorer school 
districts could not provide facili­
ties, and that, therefore, many 
children would be denied an edu­
cation. No one doubts but that 
there are school districts in the 
United States that are in tragic 
financial distress; but these dis­
tricts can be helped, either by the 
state in which they are located or 
by the federal government, with­
out opening the door to federal 
control and the ultimate contri­
bution to more centralization of 
government. The federal govern­
ment now provides funds for 
those districts in which it has 
taken land off the tax rolls of the 
school -districts. It also provides 
aid in those districts where a 
federal installation has caused an 
increase in the school enrollment 
by reason of the children of fed­
eral employees being brought in­
to the school districts. These pro­
grams are fair and have worked 
well. Similar programs can be 
worked out to aid and assist the 
less fortunate school districts 
throughout this land. The right of 
a child to an education should 
not be measured on a dollars and 
cents basis. However, it must be 
remembered that the concentra-

And Better Food
AUSTIN—About 25 per cent of 

Texans’ “disposable income” is 
spent for food, and more than 
three-quarters of that amount 
goes for canned and packaged 
foods, the University of Texas 
Bureau of Business Research re­
ports.

Miss Anne K. Schuler, Bureau 
research associate, surveys “Food 
Processing in Texas” in the cur­
rent issue of Texas Business Re­
view.

The writer notes a rising de­
mand for better and more varied 
food. ■—

“The sprawling food processing 
industry of Texas *is offering a 
partial answer to this demand in 
the form of rice, citrus and truck 
crops from the Rio Grande Valley 
and the Gulf coastal area; meat 
grain and dairy products from 
farms and ranches in northern, 
eastern and western Texas; and, 
for good measure, seafood from 
the warm waters of the Gulf of 
Mexico,” she points out.

Miss Schuler’s study includes 
frozen and preprocessed food, 
’canned goods, bottled drinks, 
meat packing and food packaging.

“Packaging has played a large 
part in selling Texas-grown food 
to the Texas housewife,” she 
points out. “This has led to the 
development of a large container 
industry in the state, including 
the use of polyethylene film.”

1957 WHEAT MARKETING 
QUOTA REFERENDUM 
Wheat Rates Announced Under 
Price Support. Soil Bank:

Wheat price supports have re­
cently been announced at an 
average of $2 a bushel for 1957 
production, to be available for 
those who comply with farm al- i 
lotments in all commercial wheat 
States if marketing quotas are 
approved in the July 20 referen­
dum, the Chairman of the State 
Agricultural Stabilization and 
Conservation Committee has 
stated.

This announcement was fol­
lowed, on July 6, by an announce­
ment of the “unit” rate for de- 
termning payments under the 
wheat Acreage Reserve of the 
Soil Bank in 1957. This unit rate 
has been set at 60 percent of the 
national average price-support 
level.

The actual payments which 
farmers may earn for taking part 
in the 1957 wheat Acreage Re­
serve will be determined by 
multiplying the base unit rate for 
the local county by a yield figure 
which will he established for the 
farm by the County ASC Com­
mittee.

If quotas are approved by at 
least two-thhrds of the farmers 
voting in the July 20 referendum 
the wheat unit rate under the 
Soil Bank’s Acreage Reserve in 
1957 will be 60 percent of the $2 
national average, or $1.20 a 
bushel, as an approximate nation­
al average, with the usual differ­
entials for local areas.

If quotas are disapproved by 
more than one-third of the grow­
ers voting in the referendum, 
price support on the 1957 wheat 
crop will drop to 50 percent of 
parity, as directed by law; in that 
case, the wheat unit rate under 
the Soil Bank Acreage Reserve 
would be 60 percent of the price- 
support level then in effect.

The comparable price-support 
level for 1956-crop wheat is also 
at $2 a bushel and the unit rate 
for determining Acreage Reserve 
payments is at a national average 
of $1.20 a bushel. Therefore, bath 
the price-support figure and the 
Acreage Reserve unit rate are be­
ing continued tor 1957 at the 
levels in effect for this year's pro­
duction.'

County A gent Urges 
Strict V igilance For 
Cotton Insects

County Agent H. M. Breedlove 
warns farmers to be on the look­
out for cotton insects. The time is 
here when cotton fields should be 
inspected at regular intervals by 
farmers. This is especially true in 
irrigated cotton says the county 
agent.

When insects are found in the 
field be sure to contact Breedlove 
and he will look over the field 
with you or recommend the poi­
son to use. All types of poisons 
can be obtained from local dealers 
here in Clarendon.

Some farmers have reported a 
few leaf worms but in small areas 
and the ones at this time of year 
are known as garden web worms. 
They can easily be controlled 
with toxaphene, or 2-1 mix or a 
3-5-40 dust.

Now is the time to keep a 
sharp eye on the cotton fields and 
if insects do appea. get the poison 
on the cotton before they have a 
chance to spread. *

DISTRICT NEWS

The regular monthly meeting 
of the Donley Soil Conservation 
District Board of Supervisors was 
held last Thursday afternoon, 
July 12th, in the conference room 
of the Agriculture Building. Un­
less otherwise agreed on *hese 
meetings are held regularly the

second Thursday of each month 
at 1:30 P. M. Anyone interested 
in meeting with the Board on any 
phase of soil conservation is wel­
come to do so.

Those present were: J. R. Por­
ter, Chairman of the Board; W. 
P. Qoherty, Vice-Chairman; C. B. 
Morris, Secretary; T. C. D’Spain, 
Supervisor; H. M. Breedlove, 
County Agent; Jack Gray, Book­
keeper for the Board; Jay Gould, 
Work Unit Conservationist for 
the local Soil Conservation Ser­
vice Office; and Mr. Armstrong,

Supervisors.
Items and business discussed 

were as follows:
1. Minutes of previous meeting 

read and approved.
2. Bills allowed and ardered 

paid.
3. Talk by Mr. Armstrong on 

Goodyear contest.
4. Discussion of raising the 

money needed to pay the expens­
es of Troy Harrison to the Range 
Camp to be held in August near 
Junction, Texas for 30 selected 
4H and FFA boys. This camp is 
designed to teach the principals 
of range management, and is 
sponsored by the Texas Section of 
the American Society of Range 
Management. The Board had se­
lected Troy to send at a previous 
meeting, and had voted to pay the 
$25.00 fee and to raise the neces­
sary expense money. Half of the 
needed amount was donated by 
those present at the meeting. It is 
planned that Troy will give a re­
port of the camp to the Hedley 
and Clarendon Lions Clubs after

his return.
5. Breedlove, Morris, and Gould 

were appointed as a committee of 
three to work up a proposed con­
servation tour to be held in Sep­
tember. The proposed tour will be 
presented to the Board at the 
August meeting for consideration 
and action.

6. Discussion of who is most 
eligible to receive the Lions Club 
plaque for the outstanding Con­
servation farmer in the District. 
The Board was requested by the 
Lions Club to make a recommen­
dation as to who should receive 
the Plaque. Two farmers and, one 
rancher were considered by tha 
board, but no final decision was 
reached. Action was taken to ar­
range for a committee to make 
the selection.

7. Purchase or lease of- two ad­
ditional row seeders for seeding 
cover crops in cotton in the fall 
was proposed. With normal fall 
rains, a heavy increase in the 
seeding of fall cover crops is an­
ticipated, and because the opti­
mum seeding period is brief, it is 
felt that the two seeders now 
owned by the District \i-ill Hot 
be sufficient to meet the need.

8. The motion was passed stat­
ing that the discussion of SCS

| personnel changes concerning the 
District by the Area Conserva­
tionist, or his designee, prior to

action being taken, would be suf­
ficient and that the State Office 
of the SCS need not confirm such 
action by letter as they have done 
in the past.

9. The Board agreed that the
location of the headquarters of a 
farm or ranch unit partly in this 
District and partly in another 
would determine which District 
would be responsible for writing 
and servicing the District Agree­
ment with that unit. The Agree­
ment would be with the District 
in which the headquarters is 
located. ,

10. Next regular meeting was 
set ahead one week to August 2, 
1956.

11. Meeting formally adjourned, 
but was followed by a discussion 
on Sorghum alum by Mr. Arm­
strong who had seen it growing 
earlier in the day near Welling­
ton. He thinks its prospects as a 
combination grazing and silage 
grass are exceptional. Judge Por­
ter has a small plot on his place.
