Extreme conditions 
create wildfire danger

Low humidity, very dry 

conditions, and high winds have 
created conditions favorable for 
fires that are spread swiftly and are 
hard to control. Fires have taken 
their toll in Cooke and Montague 
counties during the past several 
days. Firefighters and fire fighting 
equipment are being pushed to the 
limit. 

It is not unusual to see smoke 
billowing on one or more horizons 
or to catch the acrid smell of smoke 
blowing on the wind. 

Cooke County Judge Paul Hesse 
responded quickly to the appeal of 
county firemen for a ban on outdoor 
burning. During the Monday, Feb. 
12 meeting of Cooke County 
Commissioners Court, Captain 
Jason Moon of the Valley View 
Volunteer Fire Department asked 
commissioners to consider a ban on 
outdoor burning. 

"We've had several very large 
grass fires here recently," Moon 
explained. "The majority of them 
started out to be controlled burns of 
trash, brush piles and such as that. 
There have been a lot of near misses 
and a lot of property and lives have 
been threatened.' 

On January 29 Judge Hesse 
issued a proclamation asking county 
residents to voluntarily refrain from 
outside burning until further notice. 
"Conditions have worsened since 
then," said Moon "Today (Monday) 
there's not much wind, but 
yesterday we had about 30 percent 
humidity, over 45 mile per hour 
winds -- that's conditions for 
disaster right Were -- and people 
out burning their trash." 

He reported that he knew of at 
least five fires in the county on 
Sunday. The one at Valley View

An fast moving grass fire of 

undetermined cause destroyed the 
home of the Laren Hudson family 
Monday afternoon. It burned over 
100 acres. The fire occurred shortly 
after Cooke County Judge Paul 
Hesse issued a proclamation 
banning burning in unincorporated 
areas of the county because of his 
concern over the increasing number 
of wild fires and the dry, windy 
conditions that now exist. 

Hudson was at home at the time 
of the fire, said Herbie Knabe 
Muenster Volunteer Fire Chief. He 
was at home with his small 
daughter, but both escaped 
uninjured. There are several young 
children in the family, said Knabe. 
All of the family's belongings were 
destroyed in the fire. The double 
wide trailer was located just off of 
County Road 318 east of FM 373. 

Walt Mayfield of Valley View 
was transported to the hospital after 
being overcome by smoke from the 
fire. He is a member of the Valley 
View Fire Department and an 
employee of Cooke County EMS. 
Knabe said he spoke with Mayfield 
Wednesday and he had just been 
released from the hospital.

Robert Eggleston, Cooke County 

Appraisal Board District (CCAD) 
member, gave a detailed report at 
the February 12 Commissioner's 
Court meeting. It was to apprise 
Commissioners of the way Cooke 
County stood compared to 28 Texas 
counties of similar size measured by 
the number of parcels (individual 
properties) in each county. 

'Today I want to talk about how 
this appraisal district stacks up, how 
this appraisal district is measured in 
the eyes of the state of Texas," 
Eggleston stated. The figures he 
used were from 1994, the most 
recent available from the state. 

Cooke County's budget was 
5495,000, which represented 2.95 
percent of the revenue collected 
from taxes. The average budget was 
2.23 percent of collected tax 
revenue. Eggleston said this put 
Cooke County well within the 
common bond with all 28 other 
counties. 

Chief appraisers salaries ranged 
from $30,000 in Burleson County to 

Besides assistance from several 
area fire departments, Cooke county 
Precinct #4 brought in maintainers 
to create fire breaks. They dozed out 
grass, curling it up in a row. "It 
worked real well," said Knabe. 

On Tuesday fires could be seen 
burning in several directions. More 
than 2,500 acres burned outside 
Bowie due to fire that started on the 
Robert Ledbetter property three 
miles north of Bowie off Hwy. 59 
and FM 1758. A construction crew 
removing buried pipeline is thought 
to have sparked the inferno. 

Fourteen fire departments 
responded. Helicopters were 
brought in to drop water on areas 
that threatened homes. No homes 
were known to be lost despite the 
enormity of the fue. 

At the same time firefighters 
were called to fires in other areas of 
Cooke and Montague counties. One 
at Callisburg threatened the town at 
one point and evacuation was being 
considered. 

At press time Wednesday two 
fires could be seen burning in west 
and one in the north. One in the 
west was reportedly the one at 
Bowie from Tuesday that had 
somehow been rekindled. 

562,000 in Bowie County. Cooke 
County's was budgeted for 547,000. 

The number of personnel 
employed and wheather or not they 
do collections was the next 
comparison. Cooke County has 16 
employees and they do collections. 
The group average is 11 people 
without collections. 

Appraisers salaries averaged 
$21,000 to 529,000. Cooke County 
fell within that range. "Then we 
have the number of parcels per 
appraiser, expressed in thousands 
and this is a measure of the work 
load of a particular appraiser," 
explained Eggleston. In Leon 
County they have 47,000 parcels 
per appraiser. Well, their guy is 
really busy and not paid too well 
either since his range is from 
524,000 to 524,000. In Cooke 
County the we about 12,000 parcels 
per appraisers and the group 
average is about 517,000." 

Eggleston recommended that 
Cooke County budget more money 
to train their people a little bit better 
and more often. The average is  

he/she burns any combustible 
material outside of an enclosure 
which serves to contain all flames 
and/or sparks, or orders such 
burning by others" notes the 
proclamation. "Upon notification of 
suspected outdoor burning, the Fire 
Department assigned to the location 
of the fire shall respond to the scene 
and take immediate measures to 
contain and/or extinguish the fire. 
As soon as possible, a duly-
commissioned peace officer shall be 
sent to the scene to investigate the 
nature of the fire." 

At the discretion of the officer or 
the fire chief, first offenses may be 
only issued a warning and the 
violation logged. Second or flagrant 
violations of the order may be 
prosecuted. The order is in effect for 
seven days unless continued by 
Commissioners Court. A special 
meeting of the Court was called for 
Friday, Feb. 16 at 10:15 a.m. in the 
County Courtroom to consider 
continuation of the burning ban. 

Meantime Judge Hesse concerned 
by the growing number of fires 
issued the following statement, 
"Due to the situation of warm 
weather and low humidity in the 
county concerning the threat of wild 
fires and the fact that large 
grassfires were fought yesterday 
(Tuesday), the Cooke County Fire 
Chiefs are asking all citizens to take 
precaution and be aware of the 
potential for more fires and to 
cooperate with the ban on outdoor 
burning in the unincorporated areas 
of the county. Emergency 
Management and the County Judge 

"People don't realize how much 
humidity has to do with these Fires," 
explained Herbie Knabe. 
"Yesterday (Tuesday) at 7:30 a.m. 
the humidity was 28 percent on 
cable It got down into the teens and 
that's when it really gets bad. It 
dries everything out when it is so 
low. Also there is so much thick, 
heavy grass and with the dry windy 
conditions it is extremely 
dangerous." 

After a meeting was held 
Wednesday for the heads of the 
county fire department, it was 
decided that when a fire department 
is called out, two other departments 
will roll at least one truck each at 
the same time. Knabe said the 
purpose is precautionary to hold 
down the risk of more big fires. 
"We may be able to stop some 
disaster before it happens," he 
remarked. The procedure will only 
be carried out as long as the present 
dangerous conditions prevail. 

At the meeting Knabe learned 
that the state has also issued a ban 
on burning as long as the present 
dangerous conditions exist. Mark 
Shipman of the Texas Department 
of Public Safety gave Knabe the 
information. 

$5,000 and Cooke County is only 
53.000. 

"The Appraisal Review Board 
(ARB) is the watchdog of our 
appraisers and the spokesman for 
the people who appear for the 
second level of resolving a 
complaint issue," said Eggleston. 
"The first being an informal 
meeting with their appraiser to see 
if they can reach agreement." 

On June 10, 1994, 31,500 
appraisals were mailed out. Cooke 
County had 410 protest that went to 
the ARB. The average is 229. The 
number of lawsuits brought about 
by failure to reconcile issues within 
the system was 60 for Cooke 
County in 1994 and the group 
average was three. 

According to Eggleston Cooke 
County has 202,000 delinquent 
accounts ranging anywhere from 80 
cents owed on a 1957 Chevrolet, up 
to the latest amount of taxes that 
they owe. 

Eggleston explained how the 
state determines if a county is doing 
a good job of appraising property.

It gets 
down to be a matter of opinion 
between individuals." Between 
neighbors and communities it can 
become a real problem. 

That is why it is important to 
have a well trained, appraiser who is 
kept up to date. "So that we can 
diminish the number of protests and 
the number of lawsuits that we get 
which are a matters of opinion 
regarding appraisers," said 
Eggleston. 

The goal of this board of 
directors is rather simple. We have 
to set a direction for this appraisal 
district and it was a ship without a 
rudder for most of last year. We 
have fallen off the tax calendar and 
we've failed to get back on it. ...

had five Cue departments working to 
get it under control.

Taylor Vestal, a fireman with the 
Gainesville Fire Department, added 
that several of the trucks in area 
volunteer fire departments' 
equipment is breaking down. 
"Callisburg is down to one truck, 
Alvord had one break down 
yesterday, Valley View is down to 
one truck," said Vestal. "These guys 
have been rolling, rolling, rolling, 
and their equipment is maintained 
on a voluntary basis. They may 
even run out of funds to fix their 
trucks. It's getting into a serious 
situation." 

Moon confirmed that at one time 
Valley View had all three fire 
fighting trucks broke down and on 
Monday had two of three with 
problems. 

It was noted by the 
commissioners that since the item 
was noted on the agenda they could 
take no action. An item must be 
posted 72 hours before any action 
can be taken. Judge Hesse said that 
as county judge he could act on the 
situation until County 
Commissioners Court could call a 
meeting to address the situation. 

By Monday afternoon Hesse had 
acted on the Texas Disaster Act of 
1975 and declared a state of disaster 
based on the imminent threat of 
disaster from wildfire. The ban 
applies to all unincorporated areas 
of Cooke County.

For four years, during WWII through Feb. 1, 1946, the staff box on 
page 2 in The Muenster Enterprise read:

It was now almost 10 years since its founding on Thanksgiving Day, 
November 1936. 

Unmarried, RN. Fette had been inducted into the U.S. Army on Feb. 
3, 1942 at age 35; he was frequently called -The old man," compared to 
the youth of the other inductees. At each station. he was Over Age in 
Grade. He served at Fort Leonard Wood, MO; in Desert Warfare Training 
at Camp Indio, CA; graduated from Officer Candidate School; served at 
Fort Sill, OK, in Field Artillery until be received his discharge from Fort 
Sam Houston. TX in February 1946 with the rank of captain. 

The CONFETTI column came in whenever Fette could send rt. Long 
a staple in The Muenster Enterprise, from the earliest  years, before WWII 
and intermittently during the war, the CONI-E I 11 column continued for 
a total of almost 50 years, until August 1986. 

But that memorable day, Feb. 8, 1946, the column began: "On re-
turning home, I have only one appropriate way to start this week's col-
umn. and that is with an expression of satisfaction at being back at the old 
job at The Enterprise. A word of gratitude is in order to everyone who 
had anything to do with the continued success of The Enterprise ... the 
staff ... this community that backed us all the way ... This paper faces 
the future with the advancements of the town and surrounding area. 
Progress that includes major projects like the building of a hospital; soil 
conservation; educational and recreational advancements, the parish plan 
for building a new church, and the city's plan for expansion and beautifi-
cation ... these are ambitious programs, truly ... but there is the satisfac-
tion of knowing from experience that a great deal can be accomplished 
by cooperative effort ... 

"The Enterprise is resolved to keep plugging constantly for feasible 
improvements. It offers itself as a medium through which the community 
can Mcntss its projects both pro and con, encouraging what seems prac-
tical and discouraging what does not At the same time, it intends to rec-
ognize significant events in its news columns. If the city improves its fire 
protection facilities, or builds the kids a tennis court, the city will get the 
credit and praise. If an individual improves the appearance of his busi-
ness or home. The Enterprise will be glad to tell about it. If, on the other 
hand someone loses his home because of a grass fire, or breaks a car 
spring driving up Main Street, that certainly will be mentioned, too ... 

"We have reason to feel proud of living in Muenster. This commu-
nity has acquired a reputation for getting things done. People who make 
rounds to other small towns say it has more activity than most other towns 
twice its size. It's already a good town in which to live and make a living. 
Our hope is to see it become a lot better." 

Ramie Feue's opinion column continued as a staple feature in The 
Enterprise. His conservative political philosophy served as a foundation 
for The Enterprise's policy of reporting events in the Muenster area as 
well the content of his weekly column. He loved his community and his 
country with total dedication and commitment. When his hometown suf-
fered, be felt its pain acutely. When good fortune smiled on Muenster, he 
rejoiced with its cirizrms. 

He continued editor through a long life of service to his community, 
his church and his family, rallying three times from hospital stays, finally 
succumbing to heart failure on Aug. 5, 1986 at age 79. on a Tuesday 
morning about 8:30 a.m., while writing his CONFETTI column, with his 
pen still clutched in his hand.

About 7:30 a.m. on one of the 

coldest and iciest days of the 1926 
or '27 winter, a man came to our 
house - the Cler place - just 
northwest of Muenster. He seemed 
to be chilled to his bones and 
eagerly sat up to the stove and drank 
hot coffee while he related his stay. 

He told my folks he was traveling 
west on his way back to Olney, TX, 
when the storm blew in He was 
driving an open Model T Ford 
touring car that offered little or no 
protection from the elements. The 
wind was so cold he stopped and 
tied two 9' long cotton sacks over 
the open sides, and then decided to 
turn back and seek refuge in 
Muenster. 

About half way up Schilling's 
Hill the car overheated and died its 
radiator and engine frozen. 

Not really knowing just where he 
was in the pitch black night, he 
decided to stay in the car until 
daylight, when he spotted our 
home 

About that time Dad asked if he 
was alone or was there someone 
else still in the car.

About ten days later, a letter from 
the father along with a check to 
cover the repairs and loan, came in 
the mail along with the parents' 
expressions of gratitude, and a 
promise to never let their daughters 
go on a trip without them, especially 
in the winter.

"When farmers are uncertain 
ibout their income, their spending 
elates directly to the dealers of 
cxxl, fertilizer, fuel, parts, tires and 
,verything else required to plant, 
iarvest, store and market a crop," 
aid Wes Sims, Texas Farmers 
Jnion President. 

"Let's not forget there are 21 
nillion people in the United States 
nvolvevl in the agriculture and food 

ystem, but only about 2 million are 
armors. 

The rest build the tractors, 
arvesters, trucks and other 
quipment, provide the seeds, feeds 
nd chemicals, store the food, 
focess, package and sell it, or 
ransport it from place to place. 

"Agriculture is by far one of the 
iggest businesses in Texas and the 

Rep. Charles Stenholm of Texas. A 
few weeks ago, Stenholm said he'd 
vote for a 2-year Freedom to Farm 
concept Last week he voted against 
it. 

Such lawmakers talk of a "safety 
net for family farmers," but want to 
micro-manage agriculture and 
preserve a voter clientele dependent 
on Congress.

"Hopefully, senators and 
representatives will move to 
compromise, because we here in 
Texas have more to lose faster in 
this early planting state than do the 
later-planting northern tier states," 
Sims said. 

"The latest word is that the 
Senate has approved a continuing 
resolution to keep the government 
from shutting down again. Still no 
farm bill, and no guarantee that 
there will be a farm bill anytime 
soon. With no farm bill in place, 
lending institutions are reluctant to 
provide loans for agriculture, and 
that could cripple food supply in 
this country," Sims said.

CORN PLANTING TIME NEAR 

During January and February, 
many seed companies have been 
holding seed meetings. Much of 
the gossip that we hear is about a 
short supply of seed available for 
spring planings. This is due in part 
to the poor wheat crop and produc-
ers in various parts of the nation 
are converting some wheat acreage 
to feed grains. If you plan to plant 
corn, some items to consider are: 

Planting Dates 
Check the soil temperature at seed 

planting depth for about 3 to 4 
days. It should be 50 degrees or 
above. As a rule of thumb, we 
look at planting by taking the last 
freezing date minus 9 to 12 days. 
This would put our planting times 
about March 1 through 15. 

Planting Density  
Corn should be planted on your 

better deeper type soils. Shoot for 
populations around 18,000 to 
20,000 plants per acre. And when 
planting, you may need to plant 
around 5 percent more seed if you 
are in cloddy or dry type condi-
tions. Under ideal conditions, we 
can figure about 95 to 98 percent 
emergence on corn. 
Fertility  

This year we have seen dry soil 
conditions and many producers are 
currently putting out anhydrous 
ammonia. The ammonia should tie 
up very readily with what moisture 
we do have in the soil. Planning 
for nitrogen needs, corn will use 
about one pound of nitrogen per 
bushel of grain produced. Nitrogen 
fertilizer should be applied pre or 
as close to planting as possible. 
With our high phosphorus levels 
and low zinc levels in our Black-
land soils, we can see a zinc de-
ficiency in corn. Therefore, both 
corn and sorghum can respond to 
additional zinc. Most of our 
producers in the county are using a 
liquid form of zinc and spraying 
this on the corn when it is about 8 
to 10 inches tall. Those producers 
using granular zinc can get up to 2 
to 3 years soil residual effect from 
their granular applications. 

Herbicides  
Currently there are a lot of 

herbicides available for corn weed 
and grass control. These include 
Harness, Frontier, Atrex, Dual, 
Lasso, and combinations. 

If you are interested in sugges-
tions for weed control in corn, we  

have a new bulletin available that 
covers products, rates and other 
information about herbicide selec-
tion. 

Insects 
This past year we saw some dam-

age in corn in the county from corn 
root worms. If you feel you are 
planting on trashy ground and corn 
root worms may be a problem, then 
a soil insecticide will help. 

The enclosed chart shows results 
of the 1995 Corn Demonstration 
Variety Plots located in the county. 

BUD-PRO WORKSHOP  

Today's farm and ranch managers 
know that, to stay competitive, they 
must manage their operations as 
businesses. They realize that they 
have to increase their emphasis on 
record keeping, planning, profita-
bility analysis, repayment-based 
financing, and better monitoring 
and controls. 

The right computerized record-
keeping or accounting software can 
play a major role in achieving these 
goals. 

BUD-PRO is a computerized 
planning tool that can be used by 
farmers to evaluate current or 
future cropping systems. In addi-
tion, BUD-PRO offers stocker cat-
tle producers a tool to look at 
break-even costs and various cattle 
scenarios. 

Dr. Ken Stokes, Extension 
Economist, will offer a BUD-PRO 
Workshop to crop and livestock 
producers on Wed., Feb. 28 from 
9 a.m. to 3 p.m. at the Cooke 
County Electric Co-Op Building 
near Muenster. Ken will have 12 
computers available with the BUD-
PRO software. The class is limited 
to 24 producers and/or spouses. If 
you plan to enroll, call the County 
Extension Office by noon Feb. 26. 
The demonstration and workshop is 
free to producers. 

If you feel the software will help 
you in your operation, it is avail-
able at cost and order forms will be 
at the meeting. 

Safe shoveling tip 
When shoveling grain, dirt or 

whatever, make sure you do NOT 
hold your breath and strain when 
you lift a full shovel. This causes 
the blood flow to your heart to slow 
down. When breath is released, 
blood pressure suddenly rebounds 
and becomes significantly elevated. 
This can create a dangerous heart 
overload. 

The correct way to shovel is to 
breath out as you lift the shovel and 
toss the load off to the side. 

Corn clips 
It's interesting to see what impact 

the brewing industry has on the U.S 
corn supplies. 

For example, the Miller Brewing 
Company in Milwaukee, WI, 
reports that it used a whopping 17 
million bushels of corn last year in 
the total production of more than 45 
million barrels of beer at its six 
breweries. 

It takes only one bushel of corn to 
make 32 pounds of starch, 33 
pounds of sweetener or 2.5 gallons 
of ethanol. 

One kernel of corn has the 
potential to grow an ear containing 
600 kernels. A single acre of land 
can produce more than 13 million 
kernels of corn.
