Cooke County Commissioners 

Court set the tax rate for 1996 
during a special meeting called for 
Tuesday, August 22.

$.0025. The effective tax rate is the 
amount needed to bring in the same 
amount of revenue as the previous 
year. 

Originally a property tax rate of 
$.4464 was considered. It would 
have been a three percent increase 
over last year. Commissioner 
Brown said, "I would like us to not 
increase the tax revenue by more 
than two percent over last year."

Robert Lewis, chief appraiser of 

the Cooke County Appraisal 
District (CCAD), defended the 
CCAD's proposed budget to Cooke 
County Commissioners Court at the 
August 14 regular meeting. 
Increases in the CCAD's budget 
were due mainly to two items --
new computer software and 
increased salaries. 

"It's basically a time bomb 
waiting to go off," said Lewis of the 
present computer software system 
in use by the CCAD. It was bought 
at a bargain price before Lewis 
came to Cooke County. The 
program was a "test pilot" and 
numerous problems have been 
discovered since. 

"Everyone (other counties) is 
bailing out," continued Lewis. 
"Weighing all of the factors, 
continuing with the current system 
is not a reliable solution." 

"I'm not happy at all with a 
couple of your salary increases," 
Commissioner Richard Brown told 
Lewis. "Most of them I can kind of 
live with -- anything in the three to 
four percent range. The county is 
currently considering a four percent 
pay raise, but county employees did 
not get a pay raise last year. Some 
of your employees got some pretty 
nice raises last year." Brown 
pointed out that some would be 
receiving raises in excess of 10 
percent, some up to 18 percent and 
that he couldn't agree with that. 

Lewis countered that it would be 
a one time deal to bring salaries in 
line with those of other districts. He 
cited the fact that the county has a 
five year investment in employees 
since several thousand dollars are 
spent in training. The average 
employment time with the CCAD is 
seven years. 

Also be worried that without 
rewarding the present employees 
without raises, there would be 
nobody at CCAD able to follow the 
complicated tracking required 
because of the inefficient computer 
software. 

At the time of the meeting the 
CCAD board had not approved the 
budget which Lewis had submitted 
to Commissioners Court. Brown 
said he didn't feel that 
Commissioners Court could 
approve the budget under such

circumstances. Lewis said that some 
entities had already given their 
approval. 

Judge Hesse told Lewis that he 
felt that the CCAD's main priority 
should be to get the software Cued. 
I don't see the justification for this 
large increase in salaries," noted 
Hesse. Commissioner Virgil Hess 
added that the only problem he had 
with the CCAD's budget was the 
salaries. 

Since the CCAD Board had not 
approved the budget, 
Commissioners Court tabled the 
matter asking Lewis to readjust the 
salaries. 

Bill Bristow of the Grayson 
County Juvenile Detention Center 
gave a presentation to 
Commissioner Court on a possible 
post adjudication center. The state 
of Texas has allocated $37.5 million 
dollars for the building of such 
facilities and are asking how many 
places intend to apply for the funds. 

"We're proposing a boot camp," 
Bristow said. "There are other 
places that are proposing to just 
build long-term or prison type beds. 
The reason for the boot camp is that 
we have a different type child here 
in Cooke/Fannin/Grayson County 
than in Dallas County, Denton 
County or Collin County. We have 
a child that needs discipline, 
academics and a good after-care 
program. Academics is in my mind 
what will save these children." 

He pointed to the people in the 
prison system today saying that 
most of them (prisoners) have no 
higher that a fifth grade education. 
He wants to force it into the 
juveniles lives until they get beyond 
the point of wanting to drop out or 
beyond the idea of being expelled. 

The estimated cost of the boot 
camp facility (40 beds boot camp, 
10 beds secure) would be $70,000 
for Cooke County. That is based on 
a 60-20-20 formula with Grayson 
County paying the larger 
percentage. 

This is a result of the 74th Texas 
Legislation following Governor 
George Bush's zero tolerance 
campaign, noted Judge Hesse on the 
reason that the state was making 
funds available for building such 
juvenile facilities.

I'm going to be a fireman! Not 

someday when I grow up, as I 
hoped when I was 6 years old, but 
this year. The rural community near 
Moab, Utah, in which I live during 
the winter, is 30 minutes away from 
the nearest fire station. Our fire 
protection is minimal, and our (re-
insurance rates are maximal. 

What to do? Buy our own 
pumper truck and form our own fire 
brigade? Great! I really don't care 
who is battalion chief. And I don't 
really want to fight any fires. I just 
want to wear the outfit and ride on 
the back of the truck up and down 
the road with the siren screaming. 

A professional fireman 
considered our plans, attitudes and 
the physical condition of the motley 
lot of heroic do-gooders we could 
muster — and concluded we were 
about to increase our problem 
rather than solve it. Maybe so. But 
it's clear that our enthusiasm is a 
product of a lifelong esteem for 
firefighters and respect for a great 
American tradition. 

Since Jamestown humeri down in 
the winter of 1607-08, citizen's 
groups have banded to fight fire. 
Washington, Jefferson, Adams and 
Paul Revere were members of 
volunteer fire brigades. Benjamin 
Franklin formed the Union Fire 
Company in Philadelphia in 1736 
and organized the first mutual fire 
insurance association the same 
year. Now there are more than 1 
million fire fighters in the United 
States, 75% of them volunteers. 

Vocational researchers say that 
the profession and avocation with 
the highest satisfaction rate among 
its membership is firefighting. 

One of the first things we do 
when we want to teach children 
citizenship values is to take them to 
visit the local fire station. When an 
elementary school teacher recently 
invited me to come along again, I 
went with enthusiasm - and was no 
less impressed than I had been 50 
years ago. And when I attended a 
firefighters' convention last 
summer, I realized it was a 
religious gathering — a reunion of 
the Church of the Burning 
Building. 

The firefighters' motto is 

waiting tables, doctoring, or 
whatever) who is good and honest, 
cares for others, and makes the 
world a better place by being a part 
of it. Just because someone is in a 
high position, is well-paid, famous, 
or highly educated doesn't mean that 
they are necessarily a person of 
whom one would be proud. 

In ways our schools are guilty of 
looking down on students who don't 
pursue an education higher than a 
high school diploma. I've heard of 
principals who "supplied" 
information on graduates making it 
appear that all of their graduating 
seniors planned to attend college. 
The quality of a high school is 
based on how many graduating 
seniors go on to college. Not on 
how responsible and reliable that 
graduate is or what they contribute 
to society, just weather they 
continue their education. 

How many people can you think 
of who have college degrees that go 
unused?

My children 
are free to choose their friends 
because they like one another, have 
things in common, have fun 
together, support and understand 
each other. 

Friends are too precious to throw 
away. No honor or achievement in 
the world can equal the gift of true 
friendship. 

I'm trying to be fair. Perhaps the 
man wasn't really being disdainful. 
Maybe he just didn't know how to 
express himself. 

"Service." Their values are courage, 
caring, community, knowledge and 
physical fitness. 

Many are cross-trained to be 
emergency medical technicians. 

They are organized like soldiers, 
but their war is not against people. 
The enemies are fire, destruction, 
disaster and human suffering. As in 
combat, they eat together, sleep 
together, train together and brave 
danger together. As in combat, they 
must be able to rely on one another 
When things go wrong. And, as in 
combat, they must be able to cope 
with injury and death — to 
themselves and others. 

When they speak of a "baptism 
by fire," they're not using a 
metaphor.

It's no wonder our culture 
observes the educational ritual of 
the visit to the firehouse. It's no 
wonder that when we ask children 
what they want to be when they 
grow up, we o ten get the answer: 
"A firefighter!" And when I grow 
up — something I am expecting 
any time now — I, too, will finally 
become a fir fighter, not really 
because I want to ride on the back 
of the truck but because I want to 
be as useful and as respected as 
they are.

Local county agent 
attends conference 
Tammie Lively, Cooke County, 

Assistant County Extension Agent -
Family and Consumer Sciences, 
attended the annual conference of 
the Texas Association of Extension 
4-H Agents (TAE4-HA) in Corpus

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Capuchina on 6-month 
overseas Navy deployment 

Navy Airman Juan J. 
Capuchina. a 1990 graduate of 
Forestburg High School is 
currently halfway through a six-
month overseas deployment with 
Strike Fighter Squadron 15 
embarked aboard the aircraft 
carrier USS Theodore Roosevelt, 
which has included duty in the 
Adriatic Sea near Bosnia and in 
the Persian Gulf near Iraq. He 
joined the Navy in January 1992 

Capuchina is one of 227 
squadron members embarked 
aboard the aircraft carrier who 
have traveled approximately 
20,000 miles since leaving 
Norfolk. Va.. in mid-March. 
Capuchin's ship is the lead ship 
of a formidable 11-ship battle 
group, which includes jet fighters, 
attack aircraft, helicopters, and 
ships and submarines armed with 
Tomahawic cruise missiles. 

Capuchina's squadron flies the 
F/A-18C Hornet, a twin-engine 
supersonic male fiehter capable of 

providing protection against 
enemy aircraft, delivering 
ordnance on targets ashore and at 
sea, and providing close air 
support for troops on the ground.

Catfish 
poisoning 
can be 
dangerous 

The dangers of catfish venom, 
compared to snakebite, may seem 
like a bad joke but there have been 
serious catfish-related poisonings, 
some even leading to death. 

The most troublesome species 
are also the most common fished 
for: channel cats, blue catfish and 
bullheads, but also handle carefully 
white catfish. All these fish can 
"sting" by stiffening their sharp 
dorsal and/or pectoral fin spines, 
which inject venom. Think of the 
spines as sharp needles dipped in 
poison. This toxin can cause pain, 
swelling, hard-to-stop bleeding and 
even nerve and tendon damage. 

The most serious damage is the 
possibility of bacterial infection. In 
cases where tips of the dorsal spine 
break off and remain in the wound, 
the chance of infection is even 
greater. 

Most fishermen learn the bard 
way to handle catfish with care. 
Avoid an over-the-dorsal reach. 
Grip from the underside or by 
slipping your fingers under the 
gills. Try not to brush against or 
step on a catfish for it will instantly 
bristle, thrusting out the toxic 
spines. 

If you are stung, doctors advise 
cleaning the wound thoroughly and 
soaking the affected area in hot 
water for at least 30 minutes. 
Painkillers will also help. For deep 
wounds, see a doctor.

Brucellosis: Where it starts 
First in a series  

Most animals contract brucellosis by eating the bacteria. Germs also 
enter the body through the eyes, nose, and skin. A cow becomes a victim 
by smelling or licking a newborn calf from an infected cow or by eating 
bacteria contaminated feed or bedding. 

After the bacteria enter a cow, they spread throughout the body. They 
settle in the udder of all cows and in the uterus of pregnant cows. This 
localization limits when and how the bacteria leave the body. Bacteria in 
the milk usually don't spread the disease among cattle. The Bang's 
bacteria don't spread through saliva, urine, or manure. 

An infected cow discharges billions of Brucella bacteria at calving or 
abortion. Cows may shed the bacteria for 2 months after calving or 
aborting. Isolating cows at calving reduces risks to the rest of the herd. 

The Bang's-infected cow that has a normal, live, full-term calf also 
spreads billions of bacteria. She is as dangerous to the herd as is the cow 
that aborts. 

Bulls can become infected with brucellosis but are not likely to spread 
the disease to cows. Steers can get the disease but can't shed the bacteria. 

Calves under 8 months old usually have resistance to infection. The 
exception is the heifer calf of an infected cow. Up to 10% of these calves 
have brucellosis, but they usually test negative until calving or aborting. 
They don't spread the bacteria until they have, or abort, their first calves.

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Full farm flexibility 
a new farm concept 

As Congress prepared to break 
for its August recess, corn growers 
from across the country took to 
Capitol Hill to advocate Full Farm

USDA report 
number at 10 

As analysts expected, the 
USDA biannual cattle inventory 
report showed the U.S. cattle herd 
has swelled to a 10-year peak. The 
report showed the July 1 cattle and 
calves inventory at 114.3 million 
head, 102 percent of year-ago 
levels. 

However, the number of beef 
replacement heifers was 97 
percent of last year's level, 
indicating the expansion phase 
could be coming to a close.

Farm & Ranch 	 
A spray vaccine? 

It's happening! 

U.S. farm programs 
try to control supply 

Just taking a deep breath may 
one day prevent or cure disease. 

Kansas State University scientist 
Alan Brown is developing an 
inhaler to spray vaccines deep into 
the lungs of both animals and 
humans. 

Respiratory diseases affect 70 to 
90 percent of all animals at least 
once in their life, Brown said. 
Preventing respiratory diseases 
could save the livestock industry 
thousands of dollars each year. 

"Any kind of infection will 
reduce the production potential of 
animals," Brown said They may 
go off feed due to the illness, as 
well as devote their energy to 
fighting off the disease instead of 
gaining weight." 

Sprays may be more effective 
than shots because the vaccine 
could directly stimulate the immune 
system in the lungs. "This 
hypothesis isn't proven yet," the 
scientist said. "We need to do a lot 
more work to prove or disprove it." 

Developing a device to deliver 
the vaccine into the lung to test the 
efficiency of spray vaccines proved 
to be challenging. "The respiratory 
system is beautifully designed to 
keep substances out," Brown said. 
"Particles must be microscopically 
small to enter the lungs." 

Brown's prototype device 
produces these extremely small 
particles in a propellant-driven 
aerosol spray. The device uses a 
gas propellant that vaporizes upon 
release, leaving vaccine proteins 
suspended in the air. The animal 
then inhales the protein particles. 

Among the remaining 
unanswered questions is whether 
the process harms the medicinal 
substances. Tests indicate they arc 

still functional after being sprayed 
Oi. 

The proteins are still happy," 
Brown said "We still need to find 
out how long the proteins remain 
functional in the propellant." 

Another question is how much of 
the vaccine is actually entering the 
lung. 

"We know that a fraction of the 
spray particles are small enough to 
get deep into the lung," Brown said. 
It may not be enough, and we are 

working to increase that fraction." 
The goal is to keep the number 

of sprays for effective treatment to 
two or three per animal. This will 
help keep the cost to the producers 
reasonable. Cost efficiency was a 
primary concern in developing the 
inhaler, Brown said. The prototype 
device only delivers the spray when 
the animal breathes in, which 
prevents wasting expensive 
medicine. 

Animals may not be the only 
ones to benefit from this research. 
Such propellant-driven aerosols 
could help treat human diseases, 
too. "We might be able to deliver 
antibodies to treat pneumonia or 
enzymes that could help with 
emphysema or cystic fibrosis," 
Brown said. 

Ag Brie 
As the 103rd Congress winds 

down, it looks like lawmakers will 
go home without having passed a 
major piece of environmental 
legislation in two years. One Sierra 
Club lobbyist calls it "the worst 
environmental Congress in two 
decades," says the New York 
Times . 

Some U.S. farm program policies 
have always bewildered city 
dwellers: "Do you mean they pay 
farmers not to farm and sell grain?" 
For example, federal farm bills 
have long controlled the amount of 
acreage farmers plant. They've 
required farmers to idle or "set 
aside" a certain percentage of their 
base crop acreage, to qualify for 
farm program participation. The 
types of setasides and reasons for 
instituting them have varied. 
Traditionally, such programs were 
to boost farm income by reducing 
grain supplies and therefore raising 
market prices. More recently, their 
purpose was to idle erosion-prone 
or otherwise environmentally 
sensitive land. 

"Of course, growers have always 
tended to idle their least productive 
land. Still, acreage setasides may 
have had a temporary price-
enhancing effect in the past, as long 
as prices didn't rise so high buyers 
turned elsewhere," said Bill 
Tierney, grain marketing economist 
for Kansas State University's 
Cooperative Extension Service. 
"The problem now is, the exports' 
growing importance to the U.S. 
wheat market may have made 
acreage reduction programs 
counterproductive. There's some 
evidence that when we've reduced 
acreage, other countries have 
simply increased their own 
production and taken over market 
shares." 

Idling land also has increased 
fanners' per-acre production costs, 
reducing efficiency, he said. At the 
same time, it has provided some 
farm income "insurance," most 
usually by entitling farmers to 
receive deficiency payments if 
market prices fall below a certain 
level. 

Government loan programs have 
varied through the years, as well. 
Typically, these low-interest loans 
have provided enough cash to pay 
farmers' production costs. The grain 
the farmers produce becomes their 
collateral. That grain remains in 
storage until the farmers pay off 
their loan. Because harvest time 
often brings the year's lowest grain 
prices, wheat growers can let their 
production remain in the bin for 
awhile, thus reducing and and/or 
evening out the supplies that hit the 
market and providing some grain 
price support. 

"In the past, the government 
stored that grain in its own bins. 
Then it switched to having farmers 
store loan-secured grain in 
elevators or on-farm bins," Tierney 
said. "In any case, when farmers 
defaulted on loans - looked at 
market prices and decided to keep 
their loan and let the government 
have the grain - huge stockpiles 
could result. After awhile, it began 
to look as if the United States 
stored grain, while other countries 
sold it. In essence, we became the 
world's emergency supply. 

"Capitol Hill was trying to get 
rid of those stockpiles when it 
instituted the Export Enhancement 
Program in the 1980s and used 
Payment-in-Kind certificates • to 
make it work. PIK certificates 
entitled buyers to redeem 
discounted grain held in 
government storage." 

Several factors can make the 
loan program difficult to 
understand. For one thing, loan 
rates can vary widely from county 
to county. Local Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conservation 
Service (ASCS) offices - which are 
divisions of the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture - use local market 
conditions to figure what is called a 
Posted County Price. And the PCP 

is the basis for local farmers' 
government loan rates. 

In 1987, USDA substantially 
revised the method ASCS offices 
use to calculate loan rates. It was 
responding to charges PCP's were 
so widely different as to create 
unfair conditions in some counties. 
Now some analysts are asserting 
USDA should determine PCP's 
regionally. 

Some analysts also believe each 
of the five major classes of wheat 
grown in the United States should 
have a different loan rate. 

"Their markets, prices and uses 
are all different," Tierney 
explained. "At the same time, 
however, their having class-by - 
class loan rates could really distort 
normal marketing patterns - and 
prices. It could create a nightmare 
of paperwork in areas that grow 
more than one class of wheat. And 
it probably would have little impact 
on farmers' production decisions, 
since other programs treat all wheat 
classes the same." 

CRA News 
at a Glance 
The "Downed Animal 

Protection Act of 1993" was the 
subject of a recent hearing before 
the US House Subcommittee on 
Livestock. The bill would require 
any non-ambulatory animal at a 
market to be killed. Dr. Lowell 
Wilson, testifying on behalf of a 
coalition of 
nearly 40 national livestock and 
poultry producer groups including 
NCA, said the legislation would not 
solve the root cause of the problem 
and industry efforts make such 
legislation unnecessary. 

Passage of the General 
Agreement on Tariffs and Trade 
implementing legislation will mean 
a reduction of tariffs and trade 
barriers that will help cattle 
producers continue to be a major 
force in the economy, says the 
National Cattlemen's Association. 
Export of US beef accounted for 
208,000 jobs and $15.2 billion in 
total industry output in 1993. Since 
1980, US beef and beef product 
exports have increased 400%. The 
US House is expected to approve 
the agreement before the break for 
elections, but an impasse in the 
Senate may result in a lame duck 
session, says the New York Times. 

A group of Indian tribes hopes 
bison can be moved from 
Yellowstone National Park to tribal 
lands this winter rather than the 
animals being shot if they leave the 
park in search of forage. The bison 
are known carriers of brucellosis 
and in the past have been destroyed 
to contain the disease. The tribes' 
plan would take bison to quarantine 
areas in Kansas, Oklahoma or 
Texas, which is a concern to some 
cattle producers and animal health 
officials. 

TEXAS DAIRY SHORT 
COURSES HIGHLIGHT 
NUTRITION METHODS 

A one-day Diary Short Course 
focused on the latest nutrition 
techniques will be offered in five 
locations around the state in early 
November. Sponsored by the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice for dairy producers, the series 
begins Nov. 7 in Jacksonville and 
moves on succeeding days to Sul- 
phur Springs, 	Decatur, 	and 
Stephenville, 	concluding 	in 
Brenham on Nov. 11. The session 
closest to the Cooke County area 
will be at Decatur on Wed., 
Nov. 9. The Short Course begins 
at 9 a.m. at the Posse Grounds in 
Decatur. 

"These sessions address the 
challenge producers face in provid-
ing the best nutrition to dairy cows 
as they increase milk production," 
said Dr. Ellen Jordan, Extension 
Dairy Specialist. Dr. J. Tal Huber 
plans to discuss new processing 
methods that improve feedstuffs so 
that more nutrients are available to 
the animal. 

Dr. James Spain, University of 
Missouri Dairy Scientist, is set to 
speak on some effective manage-
ment tools to improve feed intake 
which drives milk production, such 
as timing of feeding, additives to 
improve palatability, and feed 
handling methods that reduce dust. 

According to Dr. Michael Toma-
szewski, the afternoon session 
topics vary from site to site--
everything from farm tours in 
Sulphur Springs to a Vitamin and 
Mineral Nutrition session in 
Decatur. Tomaszewski is Short 
Course Coordinator and Extension 
Dairy Specialist.
