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Muenster Memorial Hospital prepares to set 2005 tax rate

New figures on the tax base 
for the Muenster Hospital 
District gave the Board of 
Directors pause on its 
proposed tax rate for next 
year. Last month when the 
Board set a proposed tax rate, 
the tax base given to them by 
the Cooke County Appraisal 
District (CCAD) was $237 
million.

There was no Final budget 
for FY 2005-06 because a tax 
rate hadn't yet been adopted. 

It was reported that the 
new physician, Dr. Henry 
Hewes is doing well.

"I know the term 'hands-
on' is sometimes overused," 
Hartman said, "but just 
about every course in this 
program includes a large 
amount of practical, hands-
on experiences using the 
Elnora Smith Greenhouse 
here on campus and 
elsewhere. We also take 
numerous field trips to 
commercial greenhouses, 
florist shops, landscaping 
firms, and so on to give 
students a feel for what's 
really going on out there in 
the workplace."

to get off the boat and head 
for shore when weather 
conditions worsen is a 
choice that should not be 
taken lightly. I realize that 
for many anglers the 
decision to pull up anchor 
and stop fishing, especially 
when the fish are biting, is 
not something that is easily 
determined. Just like many 
of you, I have had several 
occasions out on the water 
when the fishing was too 
good to be true, only to have 
it spoiled by darkening 
clouds and increasing 
winds. In some cases I even 
considered the option of 
riding out the storm, but 
then I would remind myself 
that the fish would be there 
tomorrow. And believe me, 
they were. I enjoy fishing 
just as much if not more 
than the next guy, but the 
bottom line is when weather 
forecasts predict stormy 
weather, you're better off 
watching my show on 
television or practicing knot 
tying in the comforts of your 
house. 

Before heading outdoors it 
is a wise idea to always 
check the local weather 
forecasts. Pay special 
attention to wind direction 
and strength and also any 
predictions of 
thunderstorms. All of these 
factors will impact your 
fishing techniques along 
with travel once on the 
water. Planning your travel 
on the water with wind 
conditions will prevent you 
from having to punch home 
in rough waters by avoiding 
high swells. Every angler 
should keep a NOAA 
weather radio (NWR) on the 
boat so they can monitor 
weather forecasts 
throughout the day and 
never be caught off guard.

Boating Weather - Whether or 
not you should head for shore 

Deciding whether or not planning your next outing is 
a weather map. An 
accurate weather map can 
be found in your local 
newspaper or on television. 
A weather map is covered in 
lines called isobars. These 
isobars link areas of equal 
air pressure. By looking at 
the map, you can determine 
how air pressure systems 
are moving. High-pressure 
systems in the northern 
hemisphere, marked by the 
letter H, spin clockwise 
while low-pressure systems, 
marked by the letter L, spin 
counterclockwise. The 
closeness of the isobars to 
each other will reveal the 
pressure differentials. The 
closer the isobars, the 
stronger the wind will be in 
that area. 

As a general rule, high-
pressure areas typically 
contain fine to mild 
conditions, whereas lovi-
pressure areas carry most of 
the rain. A short line 
pointing in a specific 
direction reveals wind 
travel. At the end of the line 
are a number of 'fingers' 
that indicate wind strength. 
Regularly looking at the 
systems and using a 
weather map will aide any 
angler in relating what is 
shown on the chart to the 
weather actually 
experienced. 

It pays to be prepared for 
any weather condition. By 
never underestimating the 
power of Mother Nature, 
your time on the water can 
be a lot more productive and 
enjoyable. Whether you go 
by the saying, "red sky in 
the morning sailors take 
warning; red sky at night, 
sailor's delight," or if you 
can just feel the weather 
changes in your bones, 
everyone should keep an eye 
to the sky when out the 
water.

Seed mix 
recommended for deer 

food plots 
Two years of tests have 

proven the practicality of a 
seed mix for white-tailed 
deer feed plots in East 
Texas according to Dr. Ray 
Smith, Extension legume 
breeder, and Dr. Billy 
Higginbotham, Extension 
wildlife specialist. 

The recommended mix is 
40 pounds per acre of forage 
cowpeas, 40 pounds of oats, 
and 10 pounds of arrowleaf 
clover. In the first year 
trials, this triple mix 
resulted in over 3,000 
pounds per acre of cowpea 
production by 
Thanksgiving; over 5,000 
pounds per acre of oats by 
April, better than 3,500 
pounds per acre of arrowleaf 
clover in April. 

Planting supplemental 
winter-feeding plots for 
wildlife is not an unusual 
practice in Texas, but most 
involve planting a single 
small grain variety such as 
oats. In Texas, oats do not 
start producing until

The president of Texas' 
largest farm organization 
praised the Texas 
Legislature for the 
overwhelming vote Tuesday 
that establishes protections 
for the State's landowners 
in eminent domain actions. 

Texas Farm Bureau 
President Kenneth 
Dierschke said that recent 
action by the U.S. Supreme 
Court in the Kelo vs. New 
London case had placed 
property rights in "serious 
jeopardy." 

In the Kelo case, the U.S. 
Supreme Court ruled that 
governments could take 
property for no other 
purpose than economic 
development, in effect 
transferring it from one 
private owner to another to 
expand tax base. 

Dierschke said the Texas 
Legislature took needed 

November, so these plots 
had nothing to attract deer 
during archery or managed 
lands deer permit seasons, 
according to Dr. Billy 
Higginbotham. The mix of 
seed promises more success 
than any single small grain 
or forage variety alone. 

With fall-planted 
cowpeas, there's a narrow 
window of opportunity from 
Sept. 1 through about Sept 
15. Higginbotham said. 
"After that, you'll see 
diminishing returns. What 
we needed was a warm and 
cool season combination to 
enhance the potential to 
attract deer early in the fall, 
then hold them through the 
winter months." 

Arrowleaf clover is 
planted in the fall for 
pasture in the following 
spring. Because of moisture 
limitations, the clover didn't 
produce as well in early fall 
in 2004 as in 2003. So yields 
in the spring of 2005 were 
not as good as in 2004. But 
the philosophy of not 
putting all your eggs in one 
basket proved itself.

Even with the dry 
conditions in September 
2004 that prevented the 
early establishment of 
arrowleaf clover, the triple 
mix again had over 3,000 
pounds per acre of dry 
forage (2,385 cowpeas + 671 
oats) 	available 	by 
Thanksgiving. The larger 
seed of the cowpea and oats 
were planted deeper and 
were better able to 
withstand the hot, dry fall 
conditions compared to 
arrowleaf clover. Oat 
production continued 
through the spring and 
increased to 4,093 (pounds) 
by mid-April, 2005. 

Commercially sold 
mixtures typically include 
some sort of early producing 
forage mixture, usually of 
the brassica family, such as 
rape or turnip. But no 
mixtures provide the 
combination of early fall 
forage production and full-
season production that this 
new mix does.

The Legislature moved op 
Tuesday to prevent many 
such actions, prohibiting 
usage of eminent domain to 
benefit a private party, as a 
pretext of benefiting a 
private party or for 
economic development 
purposes. 

"Without private property 
rights, agricultural 
producers cannot function," 
Dierschke said. "We view 
the right to own property 
and use it as a fundamental 
right, no less important 
than the other rights 
specified in the U.S. 
constitution." 

The farm leader said the 
Legislature's action does not 
interfere with the 
traditional use of eminent 
domain, the taking of land 
for public use, like roads, 
bridges, and parks. 

The eminent domain bill 
now awaits the governor's 
signature to become law. 
Governor Rick Perry has 
supported the concept of the 
protections outlined in the 
bill. 

The estimated value of
