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Area enters new year with alarming wildfire threat 
By Janet Felderhoff 

Warnings of the dire threat 
from wildfire proved to be a 
reality for many in Montague 
County on New Year's Day. 
Low humidity, high, gusting 
winds, and warm tempera-
tures combined to endanger 
the lives and properties of 
hundreds of residents. 

The raging fires cut a path 
that was roughly 20 miles by 
four miles wide. Forty build-
ings in the wildfire's path 
were obliterated and others 
suffered fire damage. "You go 
down Hwy. 82 and go through 
Ringgold, both sides are 
gone, said Cooke County 
Emergency Management Co-
ordinator Ray Fletcher. "Ev-
erything from the church on 
the south side and the school 
on the north side 
pretty much is 
gone. Nocona 
was evacuated 
and the fire did 
come close, hut 
the town was 
spared. Fortu-
nately the fire 
took only posses-
sions and spared 
human lives. 
Some livestock 
caught in the 
path of the blaze 
were killed.

With the closing of the 

Tarrant County Highway Pa-
trol office, Cooke County's 
number of troopers was in-
creased. Since October of 
1997, Sgt. Ray Sappington 
said he's had six troopers in 
Cooke County and five troop-
ers in Denton County with 
four patrol units in Cooke 
County. As of Christmas Day 
he's had three more troopers 
added to his charge, to make 
a total of nine troopers with 
an addition of two cars. He is 
no longer in charge of Sanger. 
"We've got a pretty sizeable 
increase in manpower here," 
he noted. One more may be 
added in the near future, he 
said. 

The problem is that one of 
the cars given to them is not 
equipped with radar. Sgt. 
Sappington requested that 
Cooke County Commission-
ers Court purchase the radar 
equipment at a cost of $3,265. 
Some of the fine money from 
tickets issued by the troopers 
goes into the County's coffers. 
The request was unani-
mously approved. 

The increase was attrib-
uted to more traffic and more 
accidents. "We've been want-
ing that here for some time 
now," noted Sappington. He 
said traffic on 1-35 has tripled 
in this area. 

Drawing some protest was 
a request to re-subdivide Val- 

The Red Cross responded 
swiftly, setting up shelters in 
Muenster, Bowie, and 
Henrietta. 

In Muenster, the Muenster 
Jaycees stepped in to assist 
with setting up cots and other 
necessary items. The Sacred 
Heart Community Center 
became a place to gather and 

spend the night, if needed. 
Dozens came, but only about 
a half dozen spent the entire 
night. Most chose to return 
home after the danger sub-
sided and the roads were re-
opened. Hwy. 82 westbound 
was closed to traffic for sev-
eral hours. 

Enough cots were set up in 
Muenster to accommodate 
nearly 200 evacuees. If the 
ones in the Community Cen- 

ley View Farms, Lot 13, which 
is located off of 1-35 and Love 
Trail in Precinct #2. Dorothy 
and Bill Dareing, who were 
unable to attend, submitted 
a letter of objection.

Judge Freeman said that 
if all the landowners were in 
agreement with the request, 
he wouldn't object. "My belief 
has always been and I've al-
ways said on these re-subdi-
visions, that anybody who 
buys a lot in a subdivision has 
a reasonable expectation for 
that subdivision to remain 
the same," said the Judge. 

After more questions and 
discussion, a decision was 
tabled until more studies 
could be done. 

Commissioner Virgil 'Hess 
said that he'd met with Jess 
Cason on Friday to stake out 
the location of the Muenster 
EMS substation. Cason re-
quested that the building's 
location be moved more to the 
north. Hess told him to go 
ahead. Also all of the build-
ings have been ordered.

Many from Muenster 
poured into the Community 
Center Sunday to offer assis-
tance by signing a volunteer 
sheet. Red Cross volunteer 
Sharon Forrester said that 
people would work in shifts, 
with the shelter staying open 
as long as it was needed. She 
said that people weren't be-
ing asked to bring any items 
because the number of people 
was unknown. Those volun-
teering food would be notified 
later as to how many people 
or if the shelter closed. 

Muenster Police Chief Bob 
Stovall was on the job despite 
the fact that he had evacu-
ated his wife from their home 
near Nocona and was uncer-
tain of its fate for some time. 

Backburns, dozed brush, 
and firefighters and units 
from many departments 
across the state failed to stop 
the blaze that danced its way 
with the winds across the dry 
Texas prairie brush and 
grasses. As the wind speeds 
lessened and humidity rose 
with nightfall, the fire was 
finally contained. 

A command center for the 
area east of the fire was set 
up in the Muenster Volunteer 
Fire Department. Cooke 
County Emergency Manage-
ment Coordinator Ray 
Fletcher headed the opera-
tion. "We're trying to help

Governor pledges help 
On Monday, Texas Gov. 

Rick Perry went to Nocona 
and Ringgold, where he met 
with local officials and took a 
helicopter tour to assess dam-
ages. Perry remarked, "Yes-
terday was a tough day in 
Texas. More than 50,000 
acres burned — an extraordi-
nary day." He promised that 
the State of Texas would step 
forward to help Ringgold and 
the area around it. 

"Texas is continuing to 
make every effort to protect 
lives and property," Perry 
said. "And we have received 
much-appreciated aid from

Cooke County Judge Bill 

Freeman acted swiftly with 
an executive order issued 
Dec. 28 after a large wildfire 
in the northeastern area of 
Cooke County claimedprop- 
erty and endangered lives. 
There were 5,600 acres 
burned and 14 homes de-
stroyed or damaged. Accord-
ing to Cooke County Emer-
gency Management Coordi-
nator Ray Fletcher, at one 
point the burn was seven 
miles by one and one half 
miles. The Texas Forest Ser-
vice measured this. 

Judge Freeman declared a 
state of disaster created by 
the threat of wildfires due to 
drought and adverse weather 
conditions. This enabled him 
to enact this order for a short 
period until the Court had 
time to meet and consider the 
matter. 

It was ordered that the fol-
lowing are prohibited until 
such time that the state of 
disaster is terminated: 

• The sale and use of all 
fireworks and other pyrotech-
nic materials; 

• Am and all activities 

guarded.  
Dr. Gaston had no insur-

ance ance at the time of the injury 
and a fund has been set up to 
help with medical expenses. 
Those wishing to donate may 
do so at the First National 
Bank of Saint Jo, either in 
Saint Jo or at the Muenster 
Branch.  

other states, including Ala-
bama, Florida, Louisiana, 
Tennessee, and Wisconsin, 
and support from the U.S. 
Forest Service." 

In the first 24 hours of 
2006, the State responded to 
58 wildfires, which destroyed 
72 homes and burned almost 
50,000 acres of land. Ringgold 
was particularly hard-hit, 
with its approximately 100 
residents losing 32 homes. To 
battle these blazes, Texas air-
craft flew 122 missions, drop-
ping more than 147,350 gal-
lons of fire retardant. 

"I want to thank the thou-
sands of fire fighters through-
out the state who — at great 
peril — have saved the lives 
and homes of their fellow Tex-
ans. Their efforts have been 
remarkable," Perry said. 
"Since the fires began, more 
than 500 homes and entire 
towns have been saved by our 
heroic local firefighting crews 
and a quick and coordinated 
statewide response." 

More than 520 state and 
out-of-state fire fighters are 
on the ground helping the 
thousands of local and volun-
teer fire fighters. Texas has 97 

aircraft fighting the blazes 
from above, in addition to the 
88 bulldozer crews and 32 fire 
engines fighting the fires 
from the ground. 

Since the rash of wildfires 
began in December, 139 fires 
have consumed more than 
80,000 acres of land and de-
stroyed 241 homes across the 
state. Three Texans have lost 
their lives . 

such as welding (unless 
proper fire suppression 
equipment is in place) and 
any other activities that could 
result in a fire. 

To knowingly or intention-
ally violate this order is a 
Class C Misdemeanor and is 
punishable by a fine of up to 
$500. 

Commissioners Court 
voted to approve the emer-
gency measures taken by 
Judge Freeman. They remain 
in effect until the state of di-
saster is terminated. 

To clarify the welding in 
emergency situations with 
suppression equipment, 
Fletcher said they asked for 
a 100-gallon capacity and a 
spray capability. Someone to 
act as a spotter would be best. 
A garden hose attached to a 
home's water supply was said 
to be sufficient. The person 
needing to weld is asked to 
call dispatch to alert them or 
to have any questions an-
swered. 

"We don't want to take 
somebody's right to make a 
living away from them, we 
just want to protect the safety 
of our other residents," the 
.Judge stated. 

Fletcher added, "When 
something you do can affect 
somebody 20 miles down-
stream, you need to be care-
ful." 

Also the 90-day ban on out-
door burning in unincorpo-
rated areas of the County was 
about to expire. Commission-
ers voted to approve another 
90 day burn ban. 

In reporting on Cooke 
County's assistance with the 
fire that started in Montague 
County on New Year's Day, 
Fletcher said, On Sunday we 

Keeping structures safe 
Earlier in the evening Swi-

day, there was concern that 
the fire might make its way 
to Saint Jo, and then on into 
the Muenster area. There was 
concern over what might be 
done to save homes should 
that happen. 

Fletcher and Gainesville 
Fire Chief Wally Cox offered 
the following advice, "Stop the 
chain. Number one mow 
around it. Get your garden 
hose out and have someone 
mow while the other follows 
with the hose in case a spark 
ignites a fire. Otherwise, wa-
ter first and then mow, but 
get the grass as short as you 
can around your home. 

"People stack their wood-
pile right up on the back pa-
tio. If a spark blows into that, 
bang, it's gone. So if they can, 
move their woodpile or any-
thing combustible out of the 
way." 

Fletcher added. "You've got 
to stop that chain. As the fire 
comes out of the pasture or 
out of the woods toward your 
house, don't give it anything 
to catch. First it will burn the 
car, then it will burn the 
lawnmower. and then it will 

burn the doghouse. It may 
have been 30 feet, but bam, 
bam, bam." 

Cox said that people have 
been letting the grass grow 
right up to their homes. The 
tall grass allows the flames to 
jump higher, endangering the 
structure. Short grass burns 
slow and easy while tall grass 
is much harder to fight with 
a water hose .  

coordinated a Red Cross Shel-
ter at Sacred Heart Church. 
We had five buses from 
Muenster ISD and two from 
Sacred Heart that went out 
to evacuate. It was amazing 
to see. We called the Muen-
ster ISD superintendent and 
he was there. The Sacred 
Heart transportation director 
showed up within minutes. In 
about 20 minutes we had 
those buses fueled and on 
their way over there. It 
worked out very well. The 
shelter was opened pretty 
quickly. TxDot responded 
with traffic and fuel.' Those 
coming from the east to assist 
at Montague were briefed 
first at the Muenster Fire 
Station as to where to go and 
what was going on. 

Judge Freeman remarked, 
"I want to applaud our volun-
teer fire services. They are 
doing a wonderful, wonderful 
job. The Gainesville Fire De-
partment is also doing a won-
derful job. Gainesville ran 
command on this fire at Cal-
lisburg. The rural fire depart-
ments are stretched thin now 
and they are all tired. Every-
body is worn out. I want to 
encourage all the citizens to 
be very, very careful." 

Bill Campbell of FEMA told 
the Court, "Cooke County's 
support for Montague County 
in that fire was invaluable. 
The resources that came in to 
Muenster and were coordi n 

 nated by Ray. They needed 
every bit of help that they got. 
You ought to be very proud of 
the effort that the whole 
County and Ray provided. I 
don't pass out compliments 
very easily.

On Dec. 22, an accident 
occurred at the intersection of 
Hickory Street and the 400 
block of East Division.

Someone was playing 
Grinch this Christmas sea-
son.

These are acts of vandal-
ism. You can be given a cita-
tion for criminal mischief if 
the damage is under $50. If 
it is more than $50, charges 
can be filed in County Court. 

Gov. Perry asked the Small 
Business Administration 
(SBA) to make citizens in 
Callahan, Cooke, Eastland, 
Erath, Hood, and Montague 
Counties eligible for long-
term, low-interest rate loans 
to defray the costs of losses 
from wildfires that scorched 
those counties this week. 
More than 25 homes and 
businesses in the region have 
suffered damages equivalent 
to more than 40% of their val-
ues. 

"Today I am expanding my 
request for federal aid so that 
families across the state who 
have lost homes, land, and 
loved ones can get the help 
they need to rebuild their 
lives," Perry said. "I am also 
asking the federal govern-
ment to make low-interest 
loans available to agriculture 
producers and business own-
ers in an additional six Texas 
counties that have been im-
pacted by wildfires, so that 
local economies and commu-
nities can rebound as quickly 
as possible." 

The request comes on the 
heels of several other re-
quests Perry has made to as-
sist counties impacted by the 
wildfires. Perry has also: 

• Issued a statewide dec-
laration of emergency on Dec. 
27 for all 254 counties due to 
the extreme wildfire threat; 

• Requested the federal 
Small Business Administra-
tion (SBA) and the U.S. De-
partment of Agriculture to 
make low interest loans 
available to farmers, ranch-
ers and business owners in 
impacted counties to be des-
ignated when appropriate; 

• Requested a presidential 
disaster declaration on Dec. 
28 to make impacted counties 
eligible for federal public as-
sistance to help rebuild com-
munities and defray the mil-
lions of dollars spent by local 
governments to fight the 
tires; 

• Amended his presiden-
tial request on Dec. 30 to re-
quest to make individuals 
and families eligible for assis-
tance to cover temporary 
housing and other basic 
needs. 

Perry's requests for federal 
public assistance, if approved, 
will enable state and local 

Another topic addressed at 
the Jan. 3 special meeting of 
Commissioners Court was a 
change in TRSC's rules on 
which County employees are 
to receive retirement pay.

10, 20, or 30 hours per week. 
There are between 10 and 15 
such employees. 

Commissioner Al Smith 
questioned how this would 
impact other areas such,as 
health- coverage and other 
benefits. 

It was noted that some de-
partment heads might decide 
to combine part-time posi-
tions into a full-time position. 
Some areas where part-time 
help is used include the li-
brary, County Clerk's office, 
tag office, and road crews. 

Commissioner Smith said, 
"I still would like to see some 
numbers. What are we look-
ing at here? I'm not as confi-
dent as the rest of you that 
we are not being pushed into 
a situation where there will 
be some potential legal pres-
sure to combine what we rec-
ognize as one policy, retire-
ment versus what we recog-
nize as insurance, what we 
recognize in all of the benefit 
programs. It could have a sig-

Heavier placement weights 
for much of this year may cre-
ate a grading problem be-
cause of their inherent ten-
dency to grow rather than fin-
ish. But while the weights are 
heavier, the impact is likely 
to be more as a marginal con-
tributor rather than the main 
problem. 

The last couple of quarterly 
Cattle on Feed reports indi-
cate heifers continue to com-
prise a smaller proportion of 
the cattle on feed inventory. 
The July 1 Cattle on Feed re-
port indicated the number of 
heifers on feed was 4.6% be-
low a year earlier; the Octo-
ber 1 report indicated a drop 
of 10.6 %.
