Muenster Jaycees marked 

another year of accomplish-
ments during their Annual 
Installation and Awards Ban-
quet held Saturday, Feb. 16. 
The event was held in the 
Muenster KC Hall where 
guests gathered to share in 
the local organization's cel-
ebration of the past year. 

Besides chairing numerous 
projects and fund-raisers, the 
group again gave generously 
of its bounty. A total of 
$38,950 was donated to vari-
ous causes including $16,500 
to organizations, charities, 
and scholarships; $9,800 to 
needy families and trust 
funds; $2,200 to Little League 
and Coach Pitch; and $10,500 
to the new ballpark. 

In keeping with the Jaycee 
motto that notes, "Service to 
humanity is the best work of 
life!", the members selected a 
person to honor whom they 
feel carries out that purpose. 
Imelda Rohmer received that 
honor for 2008. 

After a social hour, Master 
of Ceremonies Wayne Kle-
ment, Junior Chamber Inter-
national (JCI) senator, 
opened the program. He com-
pared the Jaycees to the En-
ergizer bunny, noting that 
they just keep "going and go-
ing" as they enthusiastically 
take on projects each year. 

Klement told of a time 
when the Muenster Jaycees 
won a large travel trophy that 
was over six feet tall. He dis-
played part of it saying it was 
once very shiny and beauti-
ful. He told of how more than 
20 Jaycees took off very early 
one Sunday morning taking 
a trip to Mineral Wells in or-
der to win the travel trophy 
and to show just what they 

could accomplish. 
Father Ken Robinson, pas-

tor of Sacred Heart Catholic 
Church, offered a prayer be-
fore the meal. Jaycee Tony 
Hartman led the Pledge of 
Allegiance. 

Muenster Mayor John Pa-
gel, a former Jaycee member 
and officer, welcomed guests. 
He praised the local group for 
all of their community ser-
vice. Pagel remarked that the 
Jaycee organization is a great 
builder of leadership skills in 
its members. 

Outgoing President Darren 
Bindel presented the three 
annual awards given to mem-
bers each year.

Bindel said that the Key

Darren Bindel concluded 
his two years of service as 
Jaycee president with several 
comments.

throughout her life." 
Bindel expressed satisfac-

lights on both fields. He said 
he is hoping on a successful 
Germanfest and plans to con-
tinue to recruit new mem-
bers. 

The evening concluded 
with Steven Knabe leading 
the group in reciting the Jay-
cee creed.

Other action taken by the 
Trustees was the approval of 
a new appraisal instrument 
(evaluation report) for the 
principals and athletic direc-
tor. 

Muenster ISD will hold a 
Board of Trustees election on 
May 10 for Place 3 held by 
Jeff McAden and Place 4 held 
by Bert Walterscheid. The 
Board requested that this 
election be held in conjunc-
tion with the City of Muen-
ster and Muenster Memorial 
Hospital. 

No action was taken on the 
Update 82. The District's 
technology plan for the up-
coming school year was dis-
cussed and the contract with 
Sivells Bend ISD was tabled. 

Delinquent tax collections 
for January 2008 was, re-
ported as $3,578.27. 

Administrative reports 
were given. Principals noted 
several training workshops  

attended by teachers and 
school events being held. Up-
coming events included TM-
SCA State Competition 
March 15 in San Antonio, the 
Cross X Debate team of 
Brandan Bindel and Cletus 
Fuhrmann qualified for State 
March 12-13 in Austin, and 
Public Schools Week open 
house will be Tuesday, March 
11. 

The technology director 
listed topics discussed at the 
Technology Committee meet-
ing and Computer and soft-
ware repairs and updates. 

Basketball and 
powerlifting reports were 
given. The golf teams' first 
tournament will be on March 
17-18 at Turtle Hill. 

A presentation by W.B.

Preparing for a 

Smooth Digital 

Television Transition

On Thursday, Feb. 7, an 
AMBER Alert message 
flashed across TVs all over 
Texas, as the Emergency 
Alert System (EAS) broad-
cast information on a five-
year old Austin boy who had 
just been abducted. Thanks 
to the swift action of authori-
ties and implementation of 
the AMBER Alert system, the 
boy was safely recovered 13 
hours later and returned to 
his family. For more than 40 
years, variations of the EAS 
have worked in concert with 
radio and television broad-
casters, cable companies, and 
satellite providers to inform 
the public of emergencies. 
Today, it warns citizens about 
severe weather hazards, 
helps mobilize communities 
to search for and recover kid-
napped children, and enables 
the government to immedi-
ately address the nation in 
the event of a national emer-
gency. 

One year from now, on Feb.

17, 2009, the nation's full 
power broadcasters (large 'IV 
stations covering multiple cit-
ies) will switch from an ana-
log to a digital broadcasting 
format. This change will dra-
matically enhance the clarity 
of television broadcasts, re-
sulting in less interference, 
sharper pictures, and better 
sound. The efficiency of digi-
tal broadcasting may also al-
low for new and diverse tele-
vision programming. 

Most 	importantly, 
transitioning to digital tele-
vision, or D-TV, will free up 
the frequencies on which data 
is transmitted to the public, 
otherwise known as broad-
cast spectrum, for important 
safety activities that will in-
crease the nation's ability to 
respond to terrorist attacks 
and national disasters. Digi-
tal broadcasting will continue 
to transmit emergency mes-
sages, like AMBER Alerts, 
but some of the spectrum 
space will be reallocated to 
implement a nationwide pub-
lic safety communication sys-
tem to support police, fire 
departments, rescue squads, 
and other first responders. 
The challenges facing first 
responders on Sept. 11, 2001, 
and during Hurricanes Kat-
rina and Rita illustrate how 
badly this capability is 
needed, and the 9/11 Com-
mission recommended a na- 

tionwide public safety system 
in its final report to Congress. 
So what does the D-TV tran-
sition mean for you? 

Nationwide, about 13% of 
homes have older television 
sets and receive over-the-air 
programming using antenna 
or "rabbit ears." In Thxas, this 
number is much higher, with 
more than 20% needing to 
take steps to prepare for the 
transition. These households 
will need converter boxes to 
change digital broadcasts 
into an analog format so their 
TVs can display public safety 
and emergency broadcasts. If 
a television is only equipped 
with an analog tuner, it will 
work as it does now until ana-
log broadcasting stops at mid-
night on Feb. 17, 2009. After 
the transition, consumers can 
keep their older, analog TVs 
if they obtain a set-top con-
verter box. 

A converter box will trans-
late the digital broadcast sig-
nal into an analog signal that 
an older TV will display. Each 
television that is neither out-
fitted with a digital tuner nor 
connected to a cable or satel-
lite service requires its own 
converter box. D-TV convert-
ers will be available nation-
wide at electronic stores and 
other U.S. retailers. 

The coming transition 
poses special challenges for 
border communities. Last 
year, I introduced legislation 
that allows broadcasters 
along the southern border to 
continue analog broadcasts 
for five years, but maintains 
Federal Communications 
Commission (FCC) authority 
over broadcasts, based on  

public interest. 
To help defray the cost of 

obtaining converter boxes, 
the National Telecommunica-
tions and Information Admin-
istration will issue up to two 
$40 coupons per household to 
go toward the purchase of 
converter boxes. Consumers 
may apply for their coupons 
until March 31, 2009 by call-
ing 1-888-DTV-2009 (1-888-
388-2009) or by visiting 
www.dtv2009.gov. The cou-
pons must be used within 90 
days of being issued. 

Those subscribing to a 
cable or satellite television 
service may not be affected by 
the D-TV conversion, but con-
sumers should contact their 
cable or satellite provider to 
make sure service will not be 
disrupted. Many newer tele-
visions are already equipped 
with a digital tuner and will 
not require a converter box to 
function after the transition. 
If you are not sure, you 
should contact the manufac-
turer to check the capabilities 
of your TV. 

I encourage consumers to 
arm themselves with infor-
mation and prepare well in 
advance of the transition. 
There are a number of re-
sources available to help con-
sumers get ready. Learn more 
from the FCC at ww.dtv.com , 
or visit the broadcast 
industry's D-TV website, 
www.dtvanswers.com . To 
speak with someone by 
phone, call 1-888-CALL-FCC 
(1-888-225-5322). 

Not since the conversion 
from black-and-white to color 
television in the 1950s, or 
from multiple party line tele-
phones to private household 
lines nationwide, has the U.S. 
communications industry 
undertaken such sweeping 
change. However, with the 
right information and prepa-
ration, consumers can have a 
smooth transition and contin-
ued access to the public infor-
mation that helps keep us all 
safe.

Among the speakers 
were two teenagers, Nabil 
Gomez and Manuel Veloz 
from Reagan County High 
School, who bravely stood at 
the podium to spread the 
word of the dangers of dating 
violence to parents, the me-
dia, and most impressively 
their peers. "Control is not 
lovewas the strong message 
printed on the poster stand-
ing behind them. 

Nabil and Manuel are part 
of a Students Taking Action 
for Respect (or STAR) Team. 
STAR is a growing commu-
nity of more than 400 youth 
leaders across the state car-
rying the message of teen 
dating violence prevention to 
their classmates and commu-
nity groups. The first pro 
gram of its kind in the nation, 
STAR has reached more than 
13,000 students in 150 Texas 
communities since its incep-
tion. 

I'm so proud of Nabil and 
Manuel and the hundreds of 
other youth around the state 
who lend their strong voices 
to the growing chorus com-
bating the dangers of dating 
violence. I am proud of them 
because sometimes it's hard-
est to confront a friend, more 
than anyone else, with the 
message that how they are 
being treated by a girlfriend 
or boyfriend is just not right. 
As much as we adults hope 
that our message is heard, 
teens often listen best to their 
peers. 

Unfortunately, relationship 
abuse among teenagers is all 
too common, partly because

many don't understand what 
constitutes inappropriate be-
havior.

Think about it, if you have 
four children, teen dating vio-
lence will personally touch 
three of them. As a mother of 
a son and a daughter, I find 
that statistic heartbreaking. 
We must do all we can to pro-
tect Texas children from this 
kind of abusive behavior. 

That's why I am pleased 
that our state continues to 
lead on the issue of teen dat-
ing prevention efforts.

Overall, USDA reported a 
207,000-head drop in heifers 
kept for beef cow replace-
ment. Of that total, nearly 
150,000 head are older re-
placement heifers expected to 
calve during 2008. Sartwelle 
said a relatively strong mar-
ket for feeder heifers through 
much of 2007 and the lack of 
forage in many areas are the 
chief reasons for these de-
creases. 

"We're not going to have a 
big calf crop during 2008, and 

we're not likely to build cow 
numbers significantly this 
year, either, Sartwelle said. 
"We're just not likely to exit 
2008 with a larger herd than 
what we started this year 
with." 

U.S. beef producers begin 
this year with 16% fewer beef 
cows than in 1978, Sartwelle 
said, but beef production per 
cow has increased by 30% 
during that time. "Flat-to-de-
clining inventories place 
greater emphasis than ever 
on the development and 
adoption of cost-effective re-
productive, health, and nutri-
tional practices and technolo-
gies for this sector to produce 
enough beef, for our consum-
ers here and abroad."

Beef cow numbers down due 
to drought, higher expenses 

TDA working with schools to 
dispose of recalled beef products 

The effects of a severe 
drought in the Southeast and 
higher prices for land, feed, 
and other inputs are chief 
reasons for a decline in U.S. 
beef cow numbers in 2007, 
according to American Farm 
Bureau Federation (AFBF) 
analysis of the U.S. Depart-
ment ofAgriculture's (USDA) 
semi-annual report of the 
nation's cattle inventory. 

There were 338,000 fewer 
beef cows in the U.S. at the 
end of 2007 than at the end 
of 2006, meaning herd liqui-
dation has occurred in 10 of 
the last 12 years. A year ear-
lier, the USDA reported a 
drop of 103,000 cows during 
2006. The 2007 beef calf crop 
was the smallest in the U.S. 
in 56 years. 

The USDA report is an in-
dicator of U.S. beef produc-
tion for the next two to three 
years," AFBF Livestock 
Economist Jim Sartwelle 
said. "The decline in U.S. beef 
cow numbers is no great sur-
prise given the extent of the 
drought in several southeast-
ern states, increasing ex-
penses, and other develop-
ments in the beef processing 
sector. We can draw some 
fairly stark conclusions about 
the size, shape, and location 
of the U.S. beef cow herd 
heading into an increasingly 
volatile era with ever-increas-
ing costs of production." 

The beef industry also faces 
some sobering economic and 
structural realities, Sartwelle 
said. High feed and non-feed 
input costs, skyrocketing 
land values, and slowly recov-
ering beef export markets are 
all at play. Regarding excess 
capacity in the feeding and  

remain historically high. 
With competition from corn 

keeping soybean acreage 
lower, stocks are held rela-
tively constant, the stocks-to-
use ratio falls, and soybean 
prices remain high through-
out the projections. 

Old minds are like old 
horses; you must exercise 
them if you wish to keep them 
in working order. 

Wheat prices decline from 
current levels in the early 
years of the projections as 
higher production facilitates 
the rebuilding of stocks. As 
wheat acreage declines in the 
latter years of the projections, 
stocks decline and push 
wheat prices up.
