35th Annual 6ermanfret 
expected to draw large crowds

One of the most talked about attractions 

of Germanfest this year is country music 
artist Mark Chesnutt who will perform at 
the festival on Saturday night at 10 p.m. on 
the MSB Stage.

KMB event bags area trash 
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What's fishy in Muenster?

Local residents are con-
cerned about the hundreds 
of dead fish in the creek that 
winds through Muenster 
City Park. Many complain 
of the smell. Others don't 
find the odor very offensive, 
but wonder what impression 
will be left on visitors during 
Germanfest weekend. 

What caused the death of 
this large number of fish? 
According to City Admin-
istrator Stan Endres, the 
fish washed out of Muenster 
Lake when the sluice gate 
was opened in mid Febru-
ary. It was not closed before 
a snow storm hit and a deci-
sion was made by members 
of the Muenster Lake Board 
to not close it. The sluice 
gate was opened to lower the  

water level sufficiently to al-
low building of a boat ramp. 

Endres said that there 
hasn't been any rain recent-
ly. The water level is drop-
ping in the creek and there 
isn't sufficient oxygen to 
keep all of the fish trapped 
there alive. He said fish kills 
like this are not uncommon. 

On Friday, Endres checked 
on the situation and said 
that there really wasn't a bad 
smell then. He noted that at 
that time there were more 
dead fish near the bridge on 
Ash Street than in the Park. 

As of Tuesday, neither the 
City nor the Chamber of 
Commerce had any plans to 
do anything about the dead 
fish. Endres said that nature 
will take care of it. 

There were also rumors 
that the City had dumped  

sewage or something in the 
creek that caused the fish 
kill. Endres said there was 
no truth to that story. 

County Commissioners 
said on Monday that there 
had been calls to their office 
from people concerned about 
all the dead fish in the creek 
at Muenster. Those callers 
were advised to call the City 
or Water Board members. 

Do you have a solution? 
Are you willing to volun-
teer time to drag the dead 
fish from the water? It may 
be worthwhile to those who 
have an interest in German-
fest to find a way to get the 
fish removed from the Park 
before the crowds arrive. 

Will it be a fishy German-
fest this year? Time will tell 
the rest of the story.

Cooke County Commis-

sioners Court took time Mon-
day, April 12 to acknowledge 
a group of volunteers whose 
purpose it to speak for the 
best interests of abused 
and neglected children who 
are involved in the juvenile 
courts.

County Judge John Roane 
read a proclamation from 
the Court declaring April 
as Child Abuse Awareness 
Month.

Cooke 
County community mem-
bers are encouraged to join 
together to raise awareness 
for those children fallen 
victim to abuse and neglect 
throughout the County, to 
give a chance for a safe and 
positive future."

Precinct #2 Commissioner 
Steve Key reported that his 
precinct has 59 subdivisions 
and there are problems in 
most of them including drain-
age problems and deteriorat-
ing roads. He requested that 
the Court consider appoint-
ing a committee to study the 
current subdivision regula-
tions set up by the County 
and consider adding or mak-
ing changes that would be 
beneficial to the County and 
residents. This will be ad-
dressed at a future meeting. 

Precinct #3 Commissioner 
Al Smith expressed concern 
over the heavy truck on 
county roads in his precinct. 
He asked that some of the 
Court meet with the County 
Sheriff seeking a way to con-
trol the speed and disregard 
for weights and limits regu-
lations. He noted that there 
is a problem with communi-
cation and a bilingual officer 
might help. Taking down 
speed limit signs posted on 
county roads and weight 
limit signs posted on bridg-
es was noted to have been 
traced back to some truck 
drivers. It was agreed to  

seek a solution to this grow-
ing problem. 

Work in restoration of the 
interior of the County Court-
house is expected to start 
very soon. The completion 
date is set for July 29, 2011.

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Each year, CASA of North 
Texas, sets up a display on 
the Courthouse lawn indi-
cating the number of Cooke 
County children who have 
been taken into foster care 
because of abuse or neglect. 
Photos are taken and other 
activities take place with the 
goal of bringing awareness 
of the problem of child abuse 
and the need for prevention. 
These efforts are made to 
bring light to sobering sta-
t 

Each day in America, more 
than four children die as a 
result of child abuse in the 
home. But for Texans, the 
news gets even worse. In the 
years 2001-2008, the State of 
Ilsxas led the nation in child 
deaths. On average, more 
than 200 Texas children die 
DR a result of child abuse or 
neglect each year. In 2009, 
the number was greater, 
288. (This is the number of 
children whose death cer-
tificates substantiate child 
abuse or neglect.) Locally, 
child abuse or neglect has 
led to the deaths of at least 
three children since 2001. 

Research indicates that 
the actual number of child 
deaths attributable to this 
cause could be as much as 
twice this high as they are 
not documented on death 
certificates. Of children who 
die at the hands of an abusive 
or neglectful parent or care-
taker, 78% are younger than 
four years of age. Homicide 
is the leading cause of injury 
deaths among infants under 
one year of age in the United 
States. Sadly, the perpetra-
tor is a parent or stepparent 
more than 75% of the time in 
these cases. 

In 2009, the Department 
of Family and Protective 
Services (formerly known 
as CPS), received 252,594 
allegations of child abuse. 
Of these allegations, 40,126 
were confirmed and 9,037 
were removed from the care 
of their parents. Locally, 78 
children were in the custody 
of the State due to abuse 
and/or neglect last year. 
These children suffered from 
sexual abuse, physical and 
emotional abuse, and/or ne-
glect of their basic needs of 
life (food, clothing, shelter. 
and supervision). 

The causes of child abuse 
and neglect are varied. Most 
often, an abuser is an indi-
vidual whose coping abilities 
are outweighed by stress of 
the moment. All too often, an 
buser has drug and/or alco- 

hol dependency issues. Fam-
ily violence is also a factor. 
Frequently, mental health 
issues are also at work in the 
family of an abused child. 
Generational patterns of 
abuse and lack of a support 
system for the family also 
play a part in the lives of 
abusers and their children. 

By now, you may be ask-
ing yourself "what can I do?" 
First, pay attention to chil-
dren around you, in your 
neighborhood, at church, 
your children's friends. Signs 
of child abuse and neglect 
are as follows: unexplained 
burns, bites, bruises, bro-
ken bones or black eyes, fad-
ing bruises or other marks 
noticeable after an absence 
from school, a child who 
seems frightened of parents 
or protests or cries when it 
is time to go home, a child 
who shrinks at the approach 
of adults or who reports that 
he or she is being abused. 
Signs of neglect are: fre-
quent absences from school, 
a child begging or stealing 
money or food, a child who 
lacks medical or dental care, 
immunization or glasses, 
a child who is consistently 
dirty or who has severe body 
odor, lacks sufficient cloth-
ing for the weather, or who 
abuses drugs or alcohol or 
who states that there is no 
one at home to provide care. 

Indicators of problems 
with parents or caretakers 
are: failure to adequately ex-
plain a child's injuries, con-
sistently describing a child 
as "evil" or in some other 
negative way, using harsh 
discipline with the child, and 
having a history of abuse as 
a child. Consider the possi-
bility of neglect when a par-
ent or other adult caregiver 
appears to be indifferent to 
the child, seems apathetic or 
depressed, behaves irratio-
nally or in a bizarre manner, 
or is abusing alcohol or other 
drugs. 

If you see a problem, don't 
ignore it, hoping it will go 
away. (Nine out of 10 Ameri-
cans regard child abuse as 
a serious problem, yet only 
one in three reported abuse 
when confronted with an 
actual situation.) If you sus-
pect abuse or neglect, RE-
PORT IT! The child abuse 
hotline number for the State 
of Texas is 1-800-252-5400. 
The names of reporters are 
kept confidential. Reporters 
may do so anonymously as 
well. 

Secondly, if you are 

parent who is struggling, 
get help. Talk to a friend, a 
pastor or priest, or teacher. 
The National Child Abuse 
Hotline lends support to 
parents as they navigate the 
sometimes difficult times 
of parenting. The number 
is 1-800-4-A-CHILD. Pro-
fessional help is available 
on this line 24 hours a day,  
seven days a week, 365 days 
a year. 

Another way to help with 
the problem of abuse and ne-
glect is to get involved with 
Court Appointed Special 
Advocates (CASA). CASA 
advocates are average citi-
zens who, after undergoing 
30 hours of training and in 
depth background checks, 
are sworn in by the District 
Court to advocate for the 
best interests of abused chil-
dren within the foster care 
and legal systems. They in-
vestigate child abuse cases 
assigned to them by the 
Court, monitor the progress 
of the parents and the con-
dition of the children, and 
report their findings back 
to the Court. They have no 
reason to be there," except 
the best interests of the chil-
dren. If you are interested, 
please contact the CASA of-
fice at 665-2244 or visit the 
agency's website at www. 
casant.org .

New technology, old ideas solve 
Texas water, resource problems 

By Gene Hall 
Texas Farm Bureau 

Compared to recent history, it's been a rel-
atively wet winter in Texas, with hopes that 
timely spring rainfall will continue to boost 
crops and refill lakes, ponds, and reservoirs. 
These were all but dried up in the devastat-
ing drought of 2008 and 2009. Despite this 
year's reprieve from Mother Nature, the 
safest thing is to anticipate that Texas wa-
ter will continue to be short most of the time 
and in many places. 

Harvesting rainfall as human drinking 
water is an ancient practice taking on new 
life in water deficient areas of Texas. 

Harvesting rainfall for drinking water 
demonstrates in a compelling way how ideas 
as old as history itself, combined with new 
technologies and old fashioned American in-
genuity, can go a long way toward solving 
some of our perpetually troubling resource 
problems. Water is only one of them. Cap-
turing that gift of the Almighty—precious 
rainfall—to alleviate shortages has an al-
most poetic connotation to it. 

Texas has made major strides in captur- 

ing the wind for electrical power, as Texas 
pioneers used it to bring water up from be-
low parched range. 

The wide-ranging, sometimes intense 
sunlight of Texas can be an energy bonanza 
when the technology catches up to it. Al-
ready, solar panels in home applications are 
paying off. 

None of this is to say that we should aban-
don our traditional sources of energy. Fos-
sil fuels—hopefully free from the regulatory 
insanity of cap and trade—are in our future 
for many decades to come. We should look 
for it, and drill for it anywhere we can, in 
an environmentally responsible way. This of 
course, we now have the technology to do. 
We must also forge ahead in developing bio-
fuels, which will help alleviate our thirst for 
foreign oil and will benefit consumers, agri-
culture, and rural Texas. 

A mix of the old and new, responding to 
market forces is happening here in Texas—
in response to resource crisis. That's why, 
when you come right down to it, Texas' 
greatest resource is—Ten

The National Agricultural Statistics Service (NASS) re-

leased 2010 prospective planting reports for sorghum. The 
report suggests growers will plant 6.36 million bushels per 
acre, down 4% from last year. 

According to reported numbers, the crop will increase in 
Colorado, Louisiana, and South Dakota, but decrease in 
Nebraska and Texas. This number, as always, is subject to 
change throughout the spring planting period as growers' 
intentions change based on weather and other factors.

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Volunteers are essential 
This coming week, April 

18 – 24, will be National Vol-
unteer Week, "Celebrating 
People in Action". This week 
is about inspiring, recogniz-
ing, and encouraging people 
to seek out imaginative ways 
to engage in their communi-
ties. Volunteers are a huge 
help to any community and 
to any program. If you are 
a volunteer, thank you for 
your efforts! If you work 
with volunteers, make sure 
you pause to appreciate their 
service this coming week. 

Volunteers are one of the 
Texas AgriLife Extension 
Service's most valuable as-
sets. They make a big differ-
ence by what they help the 
agency accomplish: reach 
more people in Texas; ensure 
that programs are relevant;

In Cooke County, Texas 
AgriLife Extension relies 
heavily on volunteers to 
help spread knowledge and 
accomplish community ser-
vice.

Commercial cow-calf op-
orators must become more 
3)st-efficient to maintain 
ir improve profit margins, 
making matching animals 
to forage resources more im-
portant than ever. 

Land, fertilizer, feed, fuel, 
and labor costs continue to 
increase relative to the value 
of carcass beef and weaned 
calves, reminds David Lal-
man, Oklahoma State Uni-
versity professor of animal 
science. 

One logical solution is to 
select and breed cattle that 
are productive in a given en-
vironment while requiring 
minimal labor and supple-
mental feed inputs," he said. 

Planned crossbreeding 
systems have been shown to 
increase lifetime kilogram of 
calf weight weaned by 25% 
compared to purebred cows. 
Nevertheless, breed associa-
tion registration records sug-
gest that the use of planned 
crossbreeding systems in the 
United States has declined 
in recent years. 

"Industry trends suggest 
that standard genetic predic- 

tion tools such as Expected 
Progeny Differences (EPD) 
and selection indexes have 
been embraced by produc-
ers, leading to substantial 
change in the past 15 to 20 
years," Lalman said. 

For example, the genetic 
trend for weaning and year-
ling growth, marbling, and 
rib eye area EPDs have in-
creased dramatically in each 
of the five breeds of cattle 
with the greatest number of 
registrations in the United 
States. Concurrently, the ge-
netic trend for birth weight 
and mature cow size appears 
to have stabilized. 

"While many of the ge-
netic changes likely repre-
sent positive trends in com-
mercial cow-calf enterprise 
profitability, some trends 
require closer scrutiny by 
academic and industry lead-
ers," Lalman said. "As an 
example, the genetic trend 
for increased milk yield con-
tinues at an alarming rate in 
several popular breeds." 

Lalman classifies the 
trend as "remarkable" given 
the increased requirements  

for maintenance energy, pro-
duction energy, crude protein 
and forage dry matter intake 
associated with increased 
milk yield. 

"Within breed adjustment 
factors for maintenance en-
ergy requirements associ-
ated with increased milk 
yield are needed," he said. 
"Recent research suggests 
that in some environments, 
forage quality limits expres-
sion of full genetic potential 
for milk yield. This scenario 
should lead to no improve-
ment in calf weaning weight 
while cow maintenance costs 
continue to increase." 

Lalman believes continued 
selection for increased mus-
cling and increased growth 
also should be scrutinized 
for their potential effect on 
beef cow efficiency. 

Considering the extreme-
ly large-framed cattle that 
were around in the late 
1980s, cows are large and 
heavy today but not extreme 
in frame size. 

"Still, there are individual 
producers who have not kept 
as close an eye on cow size as 
they should have been," Lal-
man said. "To expect large, 
heavy milking cows to be in 
moderate body condition at 
calving and maintain condi-
tion through breeding, they 
must receive more feed than 
small lighter-milking cows." 

As a practical matter, re-
duced stocking rates will be 
necessary on improvedpas- 
tures if lower amounts of fbr- 
tilizer are applied. A larger 
mature cow size also affects 
the principle of percent of 
body weight needed for heif-
ers to reach puberty. 

For a cow that eventually 
will weigh 1,000 pounds, the 
target weight for the heifer 
would be 650 pounds. For 
a cow that eventually will 
weigh 1,250 pounds, the 
target weight would be 812 
pounds going into the heif-
er's first breeding season, if 
the producer is to promote a 
high cycling and pregnancy 
rate.

TDA market 
recap 

For the week ending April 
10, feeder cattle prices at 
Texas auctions were mostly 
$1 to $5 higher per hundred-
weight with some sales to 
$10 higher. Higher fed cattle 
prices and continued good 
demand for cattle for sum-
mer grazing contributed to 
the increase. 

As for futures markets, 
feeder cattle, finished cattle, 
wheat, corn, and lumber 
were higher while cotton 
was lower. Little to no rain-
fall was reported across the 
state last week, allowing 
spring planting to progress, 
but also expanding the areas 
reporting short topsoil mois-
ture conditions. 

Corn planting was 48% 
and 35% of the acreage has 
emerged, both well behind 
the normal pace. Grain sor-
ghum planting was 48% 
complete and planting of 
rice, soybeans, and other 
spring crops was also ac-
tive, but behind the normal 
pace. Winter wheat was 6% 
headed with most of the 
acreage reported in good to 
fair condition. Pastures and 
livestock were in mostly fair 
to good condition.
