I was born Dec. 19, 1913.

Spike Yosten

My mother was Polish, fa-
ther German. I was asked by
Grand Knight Ben Bindel to
tell about the building of the
now present K of C Hall.
First, I had a hand in the
removal of the old hall, and
helped in building the ga-
rage, which was built on the
ground of the old K of C Hall.
This was the Wilde Broth-
ers Garage, which is now a
warehouse, or whatever. The
name of the contractor on
this building was Charles
Bialkowski, and he and I be-
came friends, since he found
out I was half Polish.
Charles had the contract
on the new K of C Hall. So
when the Wilde building was
finished, I asked Charlie for

a job on the K of C Hall. He
told me that if I would join
the KCs, I would have a job
there until the last nail was
driven. I took him up on
that deal, and I was initi-
ated in the Third Degree in
May 1935, at the Blackstone
Hotel, Second Floor, in Fort
Worth. I have paid my dues
until I became an Honorary
Member. Roy Endres was
Grand Knight of the KCs at
the time.

Now back to my story. I
worked mostly as a hod car-
rier for a bricklayer, name of
Clay Brooks, a very nervous
man. But he was a demon
bricklayer. The other brick-
layer’s name was Clarence

Muenster ISD’s High
School Principal Brandon
Peavey submitted a letter
of resignation which was of-
ficially accepted at the June
16 meeting of the Muenster
ISD Board of Trustees. He
said he is leaving to accept
another position.

Stepping up to the posi-
tion of principal is Sharon
Browning. She has served
as assistant principal since
the 2008-09 school year. The
assistant principal position
will not be filled.

Another resignation ten-
dered and accepted at the
June 16 meeting was that
of Fred Staugh. He served
MISD as a coach and special
ed teacher.

Hired to fill open posi-
tions on the staff were Dyan
Huchton for elementary spe-
cial ed, Kenet Richerson for
Pre-K, and Justin Josselet
as a teacher and coach. Each
was given a one year proba-
tionary, 10 month contract.

After a budget workshop,
a Budget Hearing and Pro-
posed Tax Rate were set.
They slated the Public Hear-
ing for Wednesday, June 30
at 8 p.m. After the hearing,
they will consider accepting
the tax rate.

The Proposed Tax Rate is
$1.123500. Last year’s tax
rate was set at $1.166800.

This year’s rollback rate is
$1 123500. The rollback rate
is the highest rate that the
District can accept before
requiring voting at an elec-
tion.

Charlie Price/Compass
Builders presented construc-
tion update options for the
football fieldhouse, practice
gym, and concession stand.

Sharon Browning reported
that on June 5, SAT was
administered on site to 47
students from Muenster
and the surrounding area.

Don Stocklin’s pipe dream produces PVC Art

Not being a body to sit
about the house from day
to day without a project to
keep him busy, Don Stock-
lin has ventured into vari-
ous artistic endeavors. He’s
used materials from pastel
paints to wood to create his
artwork. Fashioning pieces
of art from PVC pipe is his
most recent, and perhaps the
most challenging. He creates
each piece from a single PVC
pipe, and even finds uses for
the leftovers.

Inspired by a picture of an
egret, Don began his PVC Art
venture. He said his brother
in Maryland sent him the
pictures, which he put away
and forgot about for a time.
Don recalled, “One morning
I was reading some various
books in a kind of a devotion-
al time for me. Immediately
I got this - birds. I really
had a question, ‘What about
birds?’ I found myself going
through the desk drawers
looking for the pictures and
I found them.”

Don got a piece of PVC
pipe from his yard and be-
gan to ponder how to make
the bird figures he was look-
ing at. It was a learning pro-
cess as Don experimented
with ideas, some successful,
others not so much.

“I keep getting these
ideas,” explained the artist.
“I wake up in the middle of
the night and wonder if I
could do that. All of a sudden
I create that!”

On a trip to Florida to
visit his son and family, Don
brought along some sample
of his PVC art. People in
Florida were awed by it,
and many placed orders.
Although many of his birds
are waterfowl, north Texans
enjoy them also. Residents
of places like Lake Kiowa or

people with lake homes at
Texoma buy them to use as
lawn art on their lake front
property. Pelicans rate high
on the request list.

Relating his greatest dis-
appointment since begin-
ning his PVC Art business
in March a year ago, Don
told of his experience at the
Whitesboro Peanut Festival.
He said he worked every day
last summer, often in 100
degree plus temperatures
making 100 pieces of every-
thing. “I really poured my-
self into it like I did my wood
turning,” he recalled. He had

high hopes for making good
sales at Whitesboro. The day
was perfect and the crowd
huge.

“IT’had so many lookers that
I've never had even with my
art,” he said. “Only certain
people gravitate to that art
work. Everyone gravitates
to this because it’s different.
I heard that all day long.
You've got something dif-
ferent. We came away from
that really disappointed.’
But different didn’t go in my
pocket!”

Don received more com-
pliments and positive com-

ments on his work that day.
Men in particular seemed
fascinated by the pieces.

They would look and ask if

they were made of wood or
metal. That they were PVC
pipe and all one piece sur-
prised a lot of guys, noted
Don.

Neighbors and others who
have seen Don’s work are
some of his best customers
and source of advertising.
He’s gotten many orders just
from people spreading the
word to their friends and
relatives.

The pieces he had on hand
were priced at $25, $50, $65,
and up depending on the
work involved.

Creation of the PVC piec-
es involves Don selecting a
piece of 2”7, 3”, or 4” schedule
40 PVC pipe, setting a pat-
tern on it, and drawing it
out. He uses a jigsaw to cut
out the piece and then uses
files to remove roughness
from the edges, and sand
them smooth. A heat gun
softens the pipe, allowing
Don to curve the neck, bend
the legs, or make other ad-
justments to shape the piece.
The herons and flamingos
are attached at their feet to
a piece of wood that serves
as a base.

“The challenge is trying
to make them as quickly
as possible,” noted Don. He
said that he usually draws
out six at a time, then files
on all six, and shapes them
all at the same time. He es-
timates that it requires two
and a half to three hours
from start to finish. There
is a paint for plastic that al-
lows him to skip the sanding
and priming steps. The color
selection in these is limited
and so he often has to sand
and prime to allow the plas-
tic to absorb colors from oth-
er paint types.

Although birds were Don’s
first attempts, he has since
fashioned longhorn steers,
which were much requested
by a rustic furniture store,

desires for different things,”
Don remarked. “Painting
was really a strong thing
for me.” He feels that the
Gainesville area is good for
the arts. His work has been
offered in some of the art stu-
dios in Gainesville. He has
sold the right to use some of
his pastel paintings to Brad-
ford Exchange. He enjoys
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Longhorn steer from PVC pipe.

painting landscapes and ani-
mals. Meeting different art-
ists provides him with other
ideas and techniques. They
also provide motivation for
the Mountain Springs artist.
Don is a self taught painter.

As the economy started
to trickle another way, Don
sought other means of ex-
pressing his artistic abili-

geckos, and armadillos.

There was no pattern
when Don started his art
project. He eventually drew
out patterns so that his son
and grandson could make
PVC pipe pieces if they so
choose.

“'m just excited about
people being excited about
it (PVC art) and just like
my pelicans out there, a lot
of folks don’t know what to
do with the pelicans until
you show them what to do
with them,” Don remarked.
“Put the posts in the ground
and set ’em on there and put
some rope around - it looks
like a pier. There’s all kinds
of things. We can’t limit our-
selves, because we're in Tex-
as, with a white heron or a
flamingo.”

The former Argyle resi-
dent expresses his artistic
abilities in a variety of ways.
“The Lord blessed me with

work peaked Don’s interest
and he invested in a wood
blade. He said he turned
hundreds of wood vases.
Some of the vases were made
with turquoise or leather in-
lays.

We finally learned to
do without it. Well that is
70-plus years ago and it is
still there.

I wrote my name, age, and
time of day on a two by six
in the peak of the East point,
above the K of C emblem. I
have no recollection of the

wage we were paid. I learned
to really like Mr. Bialkowski.

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Regulation of greenhouse gases
could mean more costly food

The Texas and Southwest-
ern Cattle Raisers Associa-
tion (TSCRA) is disappointed
after the U.S. Senate failed
to pass a resolution that
would have prevented the
Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) from regulat-
ing carbon dioxide and other
greenhouse gases (GHGs).

U.S. Sen. Lisa Murkowski
(R-Ark.) filed a disapproval
resolution after the EPA
released an endangerment
finding giving themselves
the authority to regulate
GHGs.

If the EPA regulates
GHGs under the Clean Air
Act (CAA), the cost would be
overwhelming as millions of
entities, including ranches,
would be subject to burden-
some CAA regulations. If
ranchers don't comply with
the new regulations, they
could be subject to fines.

These costly regulations
would be based on what the
EPA claims is a weak and
indirect link between GHGs
and public health.

"If the federal government

wantstoregulate greenhouse
gases, that debate should
happen in Congress -- where
agriculture has representa-
tion -- not through a back-
door approach,” said Dave
Scott, rancher and TSCRA
president. "The EPA's deci-
sion to regulate greenhouse
gases on their own authority
will drastically increase the
cost of producing safe and af-
fordable food, putting many
ranchers out of business.

"Ranchers appreciate the
Senators who voted in fa-
vor of this resolution, in-
cluding Texas Sens. Kay
Bailey Hutchison and John
Cornyn," Scott said.

TSCRA, along with more
than 100 agricultural orga-
nizations, sent a letter to
Sen. Murkowski in support
of her resolution.

The letter states that "the
EPA's findings put the agri-
cultural economy at grave
risk based on allegations of a
weak, indirect link to public
health and welfare despite
the lack of any environmen-
tal benefit.”

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County Agent’s Report

Considering Stocking
Decisions for Dry Years

Even though most of the
County has had plenty of
rainfall early in the year and
sub-soil moisture levels are
good, on June 17, the U.S.
Drought Monitor listed our
area as “Abnormally Dry.”
In addition to this, there is
no hope of rain in the 10-day
forecast. With these consid-
erations in mind, ranchers
have to consider the possi-
bility of a pending drought.
Even though no action may
necessarily be warranted at
this time, it is always advis-
able to have a plan. Drought
in Texas is almost as inevi-
table as death and taxes.

Dr. Larry Redmon, profes-
sor and State Extension For-
age specialist in College Sta-
tion, suggests one strategy
that can help avoid the nega-
tive effects of future drought
events. It is to adjust the
stocking rate of the cow herd
down to the point where only
75% of the available forage
is utilized. This is a precau-
tionary measure that should
be implemented prior to the
occurrence of drought condi-
tions if possible. Base this
stocking rate decision on
several years’ observations,
NRCS recommendations, or
other reliable source.

When stocked at 75%,
livestock producers will typi-
cally not be overstocked dur-
ing drought years. Benefits
of this management practice
include 1) less need for pur-
chased hay and supplement
at a time when prices are
at their greatest and 2) less
need for de-stocking when
cattle prices are at lows.

Never graze grass to the
ground level; especially na-
tive grass. Leaving ample
leaf area will allow plants
to carry on photosynthetic
activity when moisture is
available. Also, maintain-
ing the proper soil nutrient
status helps forage plants

tolerate and recover from
drought better than plants
that do not have proper nu-
trients for optimum growth.

According to Shan Ingram,
with the Samuel Roberts
Noble Foundation, when
producers find themselves in
a situation where decisions
are necessary to start reduc-
ing cattle numbers due to
weather concerns, the most
logical culling order for cat-
tle is as follows:

¢ Cull any spring or sum-
mer calving cow that does
not have a calf at side. This
would include fall and win-
ter calvers that didn’t raise
a calf. This will reduce many
herds by 5-15%.

e Cull replacement heifers
(either raised or purchased)
that are not in production
(raising a calf).

¢ First-calf heifers typical-
ly wean smaller calves and
rebreed at lower percentag-
es than mature cows during
a drought. This makes them
the next logical choice to be
culled.

By culling in the order
outlined above, you have not
significantly affected this
year’s calf crop, but have
reduced supplemental feed
needs, and more important-
ly are giving the remaining
available forage to the cows
that are contributing to the
income of the operation.

If further reductions are
needed, they should be made
in the following order:

e Cull short bred fall and
winter calving cows as well
as long bred spring or sum-
mer calvers.

* Inspect all cows and con-
sult records. Look at feet,
legs, udders, and current
calf at side. Cull marginal
producers. If records reveal
that questionable producers
exist, cull them.

From this point on, if ad-
ditional culling is required,
it will significantly impact
this year’s calf crop. In some

cases, it will be a necessary
action to take.

In summary, the following
key points should be remem-
bered regarding preparation
for the next, and inevitable,
drought event. Paying atten-
tion to these points can help
forage and livestock produc-
ers to reduce the negative ef-
fects of drought:

* Realize that drought will
always be part of the risk
associated with forage and
livestock production; no one
is immune.

® The cow herd should be
stocked for 75% utilization
of the forage produced based
on long-term records.

* For livestock producers,
attempting to feed their way
out of a drought with hay,
plant by-products, or grain-
based rations, remember
that this strategy may not
be economically viable, and
careful consideration should
be given as to whether or not
this strategy should be at-
tempted.

* Well-fertilized forages
tolerate drought better than
poorly fertilized forages.
Well-fertilized forages recov-
er from drought more rapidly
than poorly fertilized forages
and it is generally better to
have fertilizer in the field
waiting on a precipitation
event, than to withhold fer-
tilizer until “times get bet-
ter.”

* Do not be afraid to sell
cows. Calculate your culling
decisions carefully. This will
enable your operation to re-
cover in the shortest amount
of time possible.

China is top buyer
of U.S. farm goods

China purchased more
than $10 billion in farm
goods from the U.S. during
the first six months of fiscal
year 2010 and is now the na-
tion’s No. 1 buyer, noted Ag-
riculture Secretary Tom Vil-
sack on May 20. According to
Vilsack, during the first half
of fiscal year 2010, U.S. farm
exports totaled $59 billion,
which he described as "the
best six months ag trade has
had." In light of the strong
initial numbers, USDA is
likely to raise its forecast for
total exports for the year.

USDA is currently fore-
casting $100 billion in U.S.
ag exports for the fiscal year
that ends Sept. 30, up $2 bil-
lion from 2009 and second
to the record-high tally of
$115 billion set in 2008. An
updated forecast was sched-
uled for release by USDA on
May 27.
