A chain-link ornam ental fence, 
the first in a series of perm an­
en t improvements planned for 
Sacred H eart Cem etery has been 
completed. I t  was installed F r i­
day of last week.

The fence, complete w ith steel 
posts and a double gate and 
m easuring 300 feet, cost $355. It 
was paid out of the Garden 
Club’s special fund for perm an­
e n t-  im provements which was 
raised mostly by contributions 
from  form er residents or per­
sons whose relatives are buried 
in the cemetery. Some local con­
tributions are also included in 
the  fund.

The fund’s balance, after pay­
ing for the  fence, now amounts 
to $112.75, a substantial begin­
ning for other projects in  the 
cem etery plan.

Held Here Tuesday 
For Bill Eberhart

M.Sgt. B i l l  E berhart who 
jum ped w ith the paratroops dur­
ing w orld w ar II, then  fell to 
his death from a three-story 
arm y barracks in Hawaii on 
Nov. 14, was buried here Tues­
day w ith full m ilitary honors.

said. “Most people appreciate 
the early arrival of a gift or 
card, and where there is a heavy 
concentration of mail e a r l y  
mailing could mean the d iffer­
ence in on-time and late deliv- [ 
ery.”

“And be sure to use the cor­
rect address,” Mr. Endres added. 
“W rap and address packages 
carefully. Take a little  extra 
tim e and place the address In­
side the package just in case it 
should come unw rapped.”

The address on all mail des­
tined for the larger cities should 
include zone num bers to  insure 
faster delivery.

The Postm aster also advocated 
the use of first class postage on 
Christmas cards. F irst class post­
age — a three-cent stam p — al­
lows a w ritten  message to be 
included inside. There are other 
advantages, too. The Post Office 
considers first class mail as p ref­
erential m ail which is entitled 
to the fastest handling. Also, a 
Christmas card w ith first class 
postage m ay be forw arded or 
returned to the sender.

“Incidentally,” the Postm aster 
concluded, “it is socially cor­
rect to place your re tu rn  address 
on t h e  envelope bearing a 
Christmas card.”

John L. Lewis, w ho has a l­
ways been a tough, bitter, no- 
holds-barred fighter for his mine- 
workers, and who has gotten his 
boys the highest pay-scale in L a­
bor, has told them  flatly: “If 
you w ant to stop eating so much 
and loaf more, we can get you 
the six-hour day.”

We’ve been th inking our days 
are pretty  long too. I t would 
seem like sem i-retirem ent for an 
editor to go to the 40 hour week. 
But we ju st don’t know  h o w  
we’d buy the fish-hooks we’d 
need for all th a t leisure.

And even if this crisis-torn 
nation didn’t go to you-know- 
where in a hand basket econom­
ically, we can’t help wondering 
how long the rank  and file of 
us c o u l d  physically survive 
more idle time. Some would 
have to w ork 40 hours — or 
more — ju st to rescue the  rest 
from the accidental shootings, 
drownings, highway m ayhem  and 
assorted immolation associated 
with m odern recreation!

It is a tribute to sorely-tempted 
hum an judgm ent — and a m er­
cy, too — th a t a recent Gallup 
poll has shown that people (in 
all categories) are opposed to 
the shorter week. Even m anual 
workers voted only 39 percent 
in favor, 55 percent against, six 
percent having no opinion.

A pparently the Post Office De­
partm ent had to be told t h a t  
buying locally can save high 
shipping costs.

Cem ent posts th a t support 
m any street corner mailboxes 
were being bought from a single 
supplier — in Baltimore, Md., 
— and shipped all the way to 
the West Coast a t a  cost of more 
than $15 each.

Post Office officials began buy­
ing them  locally fo r $2.70 a- 
piece only after the Hoover Com­
mission, set up to investigate 
governm ent waste, disclosed the 
costly trans-continental practice.

I t  was the  er­
ror of the last century to pu t all 
hope in physical science and to 
forget about God altogether. Twen­
tieth century people are  w iser in 
this respect. They do not w ant to 
forget God. But often they  do not 
remember Him.

God created the sun, earth , plan­
ets, and man. He gave us our life 
now and is our hope fo r salvation 
and life a fte r death. God knew

from  all eternity  th a t Sputnik 
would be launched. He alone knows 
fully well w hat i t  means fo r the 
world.

TH E W ISE MAN tu rns to God 
first fo r strength  and courage. 
He prays fervently  th a t God will 
give him th a t peace which the 
world cannot give.

As each ICBM rocket is launched, 
the Christian continues to hope. 
He knows t h a t  God s e e s  and  
watches over us. The Christian 
knows th a t the world is in the hand 
of God.

THIS TRUST in God who is our 
final hope does not excuse us from 
working out a solution to world 
problems. T rust in God gives us 
a firm foundation on which to 
work. I t  is up to us to do our 
share. We m ust pray as if all de­
pended on God, but work as if all 
depended on us.

As loyal citizens we encourage 
the  development of our national 
defense; we cooperate in civil de­
fense program s. Those who are  in 
charge of the government need 
our support and encouragement.

Safety Association 
Offers Advice on 
free Decorations

Austin — “Today is the day to 
prevent ar. accident — 2iot to­
morrow.”

J. O. Musick, General Man­
ager of the Texas Safety Associ­
ation, issued words of chtytion to­
day to Texans, regarding Christ­
mas tree decorating safety.

“Most of us make special ef­
forts to see that our homes are 
filled w ith pleasure during the 
Christmas season.

“Why, then,” Musick asked, 
“can’t we go a step fu rther and 
make sure our holiday spirit 
isn’t accidentally m arred through 
carelessness in decorating our 
homes?”

Musick pointed out th a t it 
takes less than 60 seconds for 
the average Christmas tree to 
burn completely.

“You have probably seen a 
Christmas tree burned outdoors,” 
he said. The roar and power of 
that fire are awesome, even 
when under control. I t  can 
bring death and terro r into a 
home unless a few common 
sense precautions are taken.”

To reduce the possibilities of

j such an accident tc  minimum, 
Musick listed the following 
“musts” for safe decorating.

1. Keep tree outside until 
ready to set it up; then erect it

j away from heating units Never 
place it so tha t it will block an 
exit.

2. Make a fresh cut diagonal­
ly in the trunk, at least one inch 
above the original cut, and keep

1 the base in a w ater-filled con­
tainer during the holidays.

3. Anchor your tree firm ly a t 
both the top and bottom. Don’t 
try  to fire-proof your tree with 
chemicals. Use non-flamm able 
decorations.

4. Keep lighted candles away 
from tree or other decorations. 
Use only U nderw riter approved 
lighting — checking to m ake 
certain all sockets and wires are 
in good condition.

5. Turn off tree-lights a t bed­
time or when away from home.

6. Clean up after Christmas 
gift opening — scattered w rap­
pings are an invitation to  dis­
aster.

7. Dispose of tree  safely; nev­
er burn it in the fireplace.

“Remember,” M u s i c k  con­
cluded, “keep your Christm as a 
bright one, w ith happiness not 
with fire.”

Cotton Farmors to 
Vote December 10 
On 1958 Froarcrm

How farm ers vote in the cot­
ton m arketing quota referen­
dum to be held throughout the 
Nation’s cotton-growing area on 
December 10 will determ ine 
w hether quota penalties will ap­
ply and also the level of price 
support for 1958-cron cotton 
The referendum  therefore is of 
vital concern to everv cotton 
grower, says Everett L. Malli- 
cote, Chairm an of Cooke County 
Agricultural Stabilization and 
Conservation Committee.

The m arketing quota program 
will be in operation for next 
year’s crop, t h e  chairm an ex­
plains, if at least tw o-thirds of 
the votes cast in the referen­
dum are in favor of the  program. 
In that case, price support will 
be available to growers who 
comply w ith their farm  allot­
m ents for the 1958 crop of up­
land cotton at a level between 
75 and 90 percent of parity, and j 
quota penalties will apply on j 
any “excess” cotton. If more 
than  one-third of the votes are 
against quotas, there  would be 
no quota penalties and the price 
support level to eligible growers 
would drop to 50 percent of 
parity.

All farm ers and their wives 
Jwho were engaged in the pro- 
j duction of upland cotton in 1957 
[will be eligible to vote in the r?f- 
! erendum.

I 7 p.m. on Tuesday, December 10,
I at the following polling places:
