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Would you believe that eating

costs less now than it did seven 
years ago? Looking over grocery 
bills few of us would think so, 
but there are factors which the 
average person is likely to over­
look.

Authority for this statement is 
none other than Paul S. Willis, 
president of the Grocery Manu­
facturers of America, who recent­
ly dug up some official statistics 
to back up his contention that 
American food buyers are get­
ting their money’s worth.

First of all he takes the govern­
ment’s “standard monthly basket 
of farm foods’’ and shows that 
it costs about the same as back in 
1952. But here comes the im­
portant fact. Incomes have in­
creased a lot since 1952 and the 
average worker can buy that 
“standard monthly basket" on 
about 40 hours of work whereas 
he had to work about 51 hours 
for it seven years ago. These 
figures, the man tells us, are 
not just guesses but the result 
of careful studies of food costs 
supplied by the Department of 
Agriculture and of wage data 
supplied by the Department of 
Labor.

H* goes on to explain that
people are actually spending 
more for food, and that the in­
creased food budget is propor­
tional to the increased income. 
The proportion of income spent 
on food remains at about 23 per 
cent, where it has been for the 
past 20 years.

So what becomes of the addi­
tional money we are spending? 
We’re getting a lot more than we 
used to, the man says. Some of 
the additional value is in quantity 
We get more over and above the 
“standard monthly basket” than 
before. Some of it is in processing 
for convenience of preparation. 
Some of it is in packaging for 
convenience of handling and 
storing.

Putting all the factors together, 
this means that on the basis of 
working time we spend as much 
for food as seven years ago. but 
we are living better. Actually we 
are spending less on the bare es­
sentials and the difference on 
additional food and service.

Thera's comfort in such fig­
ures, and we start wondering 
next whether we can find com­
parable comfort in other cost of 
living figures. This column does­
n't have access to other statistics 
like those furnished by the gro­
cery manufacturer's representa­
tive, but we can nevertheless 
take note of common knowledge 
in a few other fields.

Take cars, for instance. Wc all 
know that prices have increased 
tremendously since 1952. Part of 
that can be written off as pro­
portional to the increase of 
average income. Some more can 
be explained by the increased

wonder how much of the in­
creased costs apply to the stand- 
aids of several years ago and 
how much apply to the extra 
values we are getting. How much 
is the high cost of living and 
how much the cost of high liv­
ing?

As we consider such improve­
ments in our living standards 
we can see justification for in­
creasing costs . . . that is, insofar 
as they apply to the improve­
ments. However, this column 
still is convinced that there is 
no justification for increases that 
result from purely inflationary 
measures. The continuous up­
ward spiral of wages and prices 
along with the government’s def­
icit spending policy constantly 
whittles away at the value of 
the dollar. This is not so bad for 
the person who happens to be in 
the economic stream and is able 
to increase his income as the 
money’s value declines but it is 
rank .injustice to the millions of 
people who have to get by on a 
fixed income or on past savings.

PRICES AND OUR WELFARE
A  group of tobacco growers 

recently went to Washington 
and appeared before the House 
Agriculture Committee. M o s t  
members of the Committee 
have been constant advocates 
of high rigid government price 
supports for various agriculture 
products. But the tobacco grow­
ers requested a lowering of price 
supports on their product. Why? 
Because the high price supports 
arc causing tobacco growers to 
lose their foreign markets. In 
other words. American tobacco is 
being priced out of the market. 
Other American farm products 
with prices kept artificially high 
through government support pro­
grams likewise are losing mar­
kets.

Ray Vicker, an American 
journalist, reports on a conversa­

(Africa) government official. "In 
a free market,” the Rhodesian of­
ficial said, “we might have had 
trouble competing against your 
highly mechanized American 
farmers, and many tobacco plan­
tations would never have been 
started." But with the high price 
supports pushing up prices of 
American tobacco and the gov 
ernment at the same time re 
stricting tobacco acreage, the 
Rhodesian farmers are grow­
ing greater and greater amounts, 
and taking away our markets.

Other Products Too
World-wide cotton markets also 

have been lost to American pro­
ducers because of high price sup­
ports. American wheat is in the 
same situation, although the 
American taxpayers generally, 
and not the wheat farmers, have 
so far been left "holding the bag.” 
Wheat and cotton farmers are 
producing not for the market 
but for the government — to 
the tune of billions of tax dol­
lars each year. It's costing a 
million dollars a day in taxes 
just to store the surplus of 
agrcultural products which the 
American and foreign consumers 
do not need or won't buy at 
government-fixed prices.

The agricultural situation is 
only one of several danger spots 
in the American economy Some 
of our industrial products which 
have competed successfully in 
the world market for a century 
now are being priced out of 
the market The situation is 
serious — to the industries and 
their millions of workers whose 
jobs are jeopardized: and in the 
long run, to all American citi­
zens
