Kill 35  Cedars 
In Cemetery

The worst set-back encountered 
to date by the Civic League arid Gar­
den Club in its cemetery beautifica­
tion project is the horde of tiny red 
spiders that attacked the cedar grove 
and killed 35 trees.

According to a report by Mrs. 
Nick Miller, chairman of the ceme­
tery committee, a great deal of time 
was lost before the nature of the 
trouble was determined. At first a 
form of rust was believed respon­
sible. Then, when the microscopic 
pests were discovered, the first few 
sprayings were fruitless because an 
ingredient to make the poison stick 
had been left out.

It is believed that all the pests are 
now under control.

More than half of the trees along 
the sidewalk leading to the Cal­
vary group in the center of the cem­
etery, were affected. Trees spotted in 
other sections of the cemetery es­
caped infection. Thirty-five trees 
are dead and it is still too early to 
determine whether others will be 
lost.

In view of the large expenditure 
necessary to replace the trees, mem­
bers of the cemetery committee are 
urging especially generous dona­
tions In the current annual drive for 
cemetery funds.

ANOTHER STEP TAKEN

CITY WATER SYSTEM

A license as an approved water 
works operator received this week 
by Frank Hoedebeck advances the 
city of Muenster one step nearer to 
securing the State Health Depart­
ment's approval of Its water system.

WHEAT PRODUCTION 
OFFERED TO FARMER

Emergency' Crop loans for the pro­
duction of winter wheat and- other 
small grains are now available to 
farmers in Cooke county, and appli­
cations for these loans are now be­
ing received at Chamber of Com­
merce, Gainesville, by W R. Yeary, 
field supervisor of the Emergency 
Crop and Feed Loan Section of the 
Farm Credit Administration.

These loans will be made, as in 
the past, only to farmers whose cash 
requirements are small and who can­
not obtain a loan from any other 
source, Including production credit 
associations, banks, or other pri­
vate concerns or Individuals.

As in former years, the money 
loaned will be limited to the appli­
cant’s necessary cash needs in pre­
paring his land and seeding his 
1941 grain crops.

Borrowers who obtain loans -for 
the production of grain crops are 
required to give as security a first 
lien on the crop financed.

A A A  Offers 
Escape From 
Wheat Penalty

WASHINGTON. —  With many 
farmers protesting against the 49 
cents a bushel penalty on excess 
wheat, the Agriculture Department 
announced Sunday a 12-month ex­
tension of the period during which 
such grain may be stored under 
Government loan a n d  thereby 
opened a way for growers to avoid 
the penalty.

Under original regulations, the 
Government offered loans for a pe­
riod ending April 30, 1942. Regula­
tions announced Sunday extend the 
date until April 30, 1943.

Officials explained that a farmer 
storing excess wheat under loans 
could take it from storage and sell 
it free of penalty in event that:

Quotas were lifted by 1943.
He underplanted his acreage al­

lotment next year by the amount of 
this year's excess.

He suffered a crop loss next year 
in which case this year's excess 
grain could be sold as part of the 
1942 crop without penalty to the 
extent that 1942 production Tell be­
low his quota.

Farmers taking advantage of the 
extended loan will he allowed 12 
cents a bushel storage allowance for 
grain stored on their farm.

Scholastic Transfers 
Must Be Made in July

Cooke county students who plan 
to attend the next school year out­
side their respective home districts 
have only two more weeks left to 
make arrangements.

All transfers must be completed 
before August 1 in order to facilitate 
the proper transfer of student per 
capita allotments. Failure to com­
ply with this regulation may result 
in a student’s failure to make the 
desired change.

Transfers are obtained in the 
county superintendent’s office in the 
courthouse.

County Drive 
For Aluminum 
July 21 to 29

Cooperating in a nation-wide 
drive for scrap aluminum, members 
of the Cooke County- Civilian De­
fense council have completed plans 
for extensive collection of the ma­
terial from July 21 to 29. Arrange­
ments were made in a special ses­
sion at Gainesville Tuesday night.

Earl Fisher, Muenster representa­
tive on the council, brought the or­
ganization’s plea to this community. 
He explained that the purpose is to 
secure every available scrap of 
waste aluminum as a means of bol­
stering the nation’s limited supply 
of that vital and essential metal. He 
pointed out, however, that the civil­
ian council does not wish people to 
donate useful articles. “Do not give 
a pot or pan if you have to buy an­
other to replace It."

Cooking utensils are expected to 
make up the principal source of the 
scrap. Discarded radios, parts of old 
washing machines and dozens of 
other items will also yield useful 
scraps.

Every family is asked to search 
its home for items to donate, if 
necessary to rake through old rub­
bish heaps, and bring the material 
to town. For the duration of the 
drive a receptacle for the material 
will be located In front of the bank. 
No arrangement has been made here 
for calling at homes in order to 
gather the material.

Speakers at the council meeting 
appealed to the public spirit of pa­
triotism to put this drive over, ask­
ing that every person assume the 
responsibility of gathering t h e  
metal in his home and delivering it. 
No one is receiving pay. What a 
person does Is his contribution to 
the national defense program.

F . D. R. BEAT HITLER TO THE PUNCH
Hitler’s reaction to our government’s occupation of Ice­

land was the most amusing sidelight of last week’s inter­
national developments. Borrowing Roosevelt’s expression, 
he described the action as “ a stab in Europe’s back.”

Of course it did not occur to der Feuhrer that Iceland 
was as much in need of protection as Denmark was in the 
first stages of war. Nor apparently does he realize that 
US has as much right to adopt an orphaned island as the 
Reich did to subjugate a dozen nations.

But why beat the devil around the bush? Everybody 
knows why we took Iceland. Hitler knows too, and that’s 
why he’s so peeved. Adolf knows that FDR knew the Nazi 
machine wouldn’t hesitate a moment to grab that base as 
soon as it became vital to further extension of his opera­
tions. His griping now is plain sour grapes. What would 
have been all right for him was all wrong for Uncle Sam.

Another thing that bothers Hitler is the inevitable con­
sequence of America’s occupation of the strategic position. 
This will make it tough for German planes to do any real 
damage over here, whereas it will simplify our raids on 
Europe if and when we get into the fight.

Probably it will also make our aid to Britain more effec­
tive. Before long we can expect fighter planes to be com­
pleted here and flown to England. A re-fueling base in 
Iceland makes that possible. Heretofore precious time was 
lost shipping parts across for assembly in England. Be­
sides many a plane was lost in submarine raids on ship­
ping, and the parts that did get there stood a chance of 
being blasted by air raid before they could be assembled.

Doubtless that worries Hitler more than any other phase 
of this episode. He can imagine droves of powerful new 
planes swarming toward England and himself powerless 
to slow down the mighty avalanche. His only course is to 
send out droves of fighters to intercept them, in which 
case he will lose as heavily as the migratory fleets.

As far as strategy is concerned, FDR could not have 
done better. For once Hitler did not get in the first punch 
— and it does not hurt our American pride to realize that 
the first real staggering lick Hitler has felt in this whole 
fight was delivered by our country.

PLEASING DEVELOPMENTS
Everything considered, we ought to be fairly well satis­

fied with present war developments. Comparative— and 
conflicting— reports of the Nazi-Red campaign seem to in­
dicate that both sides are sustaining severe losses. That 
suits us^ine. W e want both of the international cut-throats 
whittled down to the point that they will no longer be 
able to molest civilized people.

At the same time England gets more and more furious 
in its pounding of German workshops, docks, supply cen­
ters, etc. It does seem at last that the Waterloo for the 
modern Napoleon is in sight.

In other words, it is beginning to seem as though Europe 
will be able to clean up its trouble this time without the 
help of American blood. Another pleasing circumstance. 
W e don’t belong in their quarrels anyway. We have al­
ready been extremely generous in giving all this material 
aid. They have no right to expect more.

Perhaps this is mere wishful thinking, but we anticipate 
an early realization that we can narrow down our idea 
of “national defense” to defense of our nation oply, as we 
understood it back there in those early days. Now that 
the nation is awake and the rest of the world Is punch- 
drunk we have reason to believe we will not be molested. 
Of course, our defense preparation is not complete. This 
is no time to be cocky. But it is all right to be optimistic.

The important House Military Af­
fairs Committee, headed by Repre­
sentative May of Kentucky, num­
bers 17 Democrats and 11 Republi­
cans in its membership. But It ros6 
above partisanship and reached 
heights of real statesmanship in the 
majority report on defense which it 
made a short time ago.

The document In question is worth 
serious study by anyone Interested 
in the defense situation. Unfortu­
nately it didn’t receive much ini­
tial attention, to f the Committee, 
more serious-minded than publicity- 
wise, made It public on a Saturday.

As a result, it appeared in the news­
papers the following day, and any­
one who has ever tackled a three- 
pound metropolitan Sunday edition 
knows that any single piece of news 
has a pretty good bhance of getting 
lost and "burled” there.

The report is a big affair, the out­
come of many weeks of careful study 
and only a few of Its main thoughts 
can be summar!zed_here. It Is most 
notable as a piece of statesmanship 
for the unflinching way in which It 
lays the blame for deficiencies of the 
defense program, such as they are, 
squarely on the shoulders of govern­
ment. That took realism and cour­
age.

Serious present deficiencies in de­
fense, the committee frankly de­
clared, were attributable largely to 
“absence of a responsible head with 
authority and power,” and to too 
much zeal in recent years for “social 
reform rather than national secur­
ity.” It asked for greater "vision” on

the part of government officials, and 
then lashed out with a strong indict­
ment of the present tendency to­
wards more and more bureaucracy 
as a substitute for Intelligent plan­
ning:

“The Administration has been too 
prone when difficult problems arose 
to easily dispose of them by creat­
ing another board, only to add to 
the confusion of the assortment of 
agencies we now have.”

Though the report is extremely 
critical, it is one of the most en­
couraging releases to come out of 
Washington in a long time, simply 
because it really tries to get at the 
truth of the situation, iet the chips 
fall where they may.

One large company that is playing 
a big part In the defense program 
has been accumulating a merchant 
fleet of its own. And a certain so- 
called “ liberal” publication doesn’t 
like the idea of the company’s fail­
ing to accept government assistance.

Here is the story:
Most steamship companies with 

merchant shipping plans apply to 
the government for a subsidy. When 
they receive the funds, the organi­
zations concerned are compelled by 
law to open not only their books, 
but the books of all affiliated com­
panies. to inspection by the Mari­
time Commission. In ether words, a 
considerable degree of government 
regulation Is the price paid for the 
subsidy.

This particular company, however, 
chose to pay all Its own expenses in 
building up its fleet. So the “liberal” 
publication comments sourly that 
"Congress never anticipated that 
any shipper might Ignore the sub­
sidy.”

All of which is highly reminiscent 
of the old story about the soapbox 
radical who shouted, “Comes the 
revolution, - you’ll eat strawberries 
and cream—and like It!”

INCIDENTAL INTELLIGENCE: 
One of the more recent government 
publications Is titled “Food Habits of 
the American Coot, with Notes on 
Distribution.” Your reporter hasn’t 
read this little pamphlet yet, but he 
can’t help wondering whether this is 
the coot that some people are sup­
posed to be as crazy as.

By the way, the coot classic, is 
published by the Bureau of Biologi­
cal Survey, a division of the Fish 
and Wildlife Service, which has now 
been clasifled as a "defenes agency." 
That leads to a further question pon­
dered by many observers: Can it be 
that the Fish and Wildlife Service, 
along with other non-defense agen­
cies, was thus re-classifled in order 
to confuse the issue at a time when 
the press and public were actively 
clamoring for non-deefnso econo­
mies to make up in part for our huge 
defense expenditures?

SKILLED DRIVERS NEVER STUNT
Some drivers think skill behind 

the wheel consists in doing tricks 
with a car—driving fast, beating 
lights, gliding through “ atop”  signs 
or generally making the rest of the 
world miserable.

When a skilled driver watches one 
o f these unskilled operators, he feels 
rather sorry. He sees a wonderful

fiiece of machinery, glorious roads 
eading to lovely countryside, a 

driver with good intellect, good 
arms, good legs, good eyes. And he 
sees the whole picture man-ed be­
cause the driver never acquired real 
driving skill.

Some drivers think they’re smart 
when they do tricks with a car. 
Actually, if a driver doesn’t think 
right, he can’t drive right-

highways., and in cities?
A. The speed limit on highways 

(for passenger vehicles) is 60 miles 
per hour in day time and 65 miles 
per hour at night, unless conditions 
and zone signs are to the contrary. 
In all cities and towns the speed 
limit is 30 miles per hour, unless 
changed by city ordinances.

Q. In what lane of traffic should 
you be driving to make a left turn?

A. In the lane to the right of the 
center of the street.

Q. In what lane.of traffic should 
you be driving to make a right turn?

A. In the lane next to the curb.
Q. If you approach a school bus 

stopped on the highway, loading or 
unloading passengers, what should 
you do?

A. Regardless of the direction 
from which you approach, you must 
stop and wait until the .passengers 
have loaded or unloaded and the bus 
moves on.

Q. What are you required to do 
when you see a burning red light on 
the front of a vehicle or hear a siren 
sounding over It?

A. Pull over to the extreme right 
and stop.

Q. What vehicles are allowed by 
law to have a red light on the front 
or sound a siren?

A. Police cars, fire trucks and am­
bulances.

Q. If you are entering a state 
highway from a side road, what must 
you do?

A. You must stop and see that the 
highway Is clear before entering.

Q. Is It a violation of the law to 
park on the pavement of a well trav­
eled portion of the highway?

A. Yes.
Q. When entering a street or 

highway from a private driveway, 
what should you do?

A. Stop.
Q. Are you required to have your 

operator’s or chauffeur's license with 
you at all times when operating a 
motor vehicle?

A. Yes.
A highway is the entire width be­

tween property lines of any road, 
street, way, thoroughfare, or bridge 
In this state not privately owned or 
controlled, when any part thereof Is 
open to the public for vehicular traf­
fic and over which the State has leg­
islative jurisdiction under . Its police 
power.

AUSTIN.— If your work is such 
that it causes excessive perspiration, 
add a pinch of ordinary table salt to 
each drink of water you take to help 
prevent heat cramps. This is ad­
vised by Dr. George W. Cox, State 
Health Officer, to prevent a possible 
Increase In the number of heat vic­
tims as the Texas thermometer hits 
95 degrees and above.

laborers, mechanics, farmers and 
white collar workers whose work 
causes them to sweat profusely, are 
in danger of having their body salt 
content become deficient with re­
sulting heat cramps or heat fog. 
Salt ts a prominent constituent of 
sweat; the body may lose as high as 
40 to 60 grams of salt during hot 
days.

In industry, a method of prevent­
ing heat cramps is to take a tablet 
of pure salt or mixture of salt and 
dextrose with each drink of water. 
Workmen whose duties require mus­
cular exertion should be especially 
careful to add more than the usual 
amount of salt to what they eat and 
drink.

Salt deficiency may be prevented 
by taking salt in various ways. 
Where prepared tablets are not 
available, table salt may be added 
to each drink of water. Milk Is a 
source of salt and will help to make 
up for the deficiency caused by 
sweating. Alcoholic drinks should be 
avoided.

Heat cramps is characterized by 
pains (cramps) in the abdominal re­
gion, headache, and In severe cases, 
by nausea and vomiting. The body 
temperature remains about* normal, 
likewise the pulse rate; body salt 
losses occur without the knowledge 
of the Individual until there is a de­
ficiency; then the abdominal mus­
cles begin to cramp.

Don’t Block Street With 
Parked Cars, City Asks

A general request to refrain from 
blocking streets with parked auto­
mobiles was issued this week by City 
Marshal Frank Hoedebeck. He re­
ferred specifically to West First and 
West Second streets which are fre­
quently blocked, and especially on 
Sundays, by rows of cars along the 
west side of Main.

They 
dislike labor racketeering as much 
as any of us sideline observers do, 
and once they are relieved of the 
shackles of mobster domination, are 
ready to fall in line with respectable 
people.

Months ago people were saying 
that labor racketeers were oferplay- 
ing their hands. Present conditions 
seem to support that statement. 
Ever since the soldiers called the 
hand of those West Coast Reds, 
strikes have been fewer and farther 
between.
