When jt comes to designating a
route for the farm to market road
leading north out of town, we hope
there will be less commotion than
experienced by a neighboring town
not so long ago. That controversy,
as we recall it, provoked a certain

amount of ill felling, loud talk
and ugly names. When our time
comes to decide maybe we'll be
lucky enough to pulr through
with g minimum of friccvion.

Until now there has been no
division of opinion. But it's com-
ing, you can bet on that — be-
cause a few people are now dis-
cussing the advantages of g route
other than the one we. have been
taking for granted.

Ever since we first heard of the
black top project we assumed it
would follow the present road.
North out of town, west about .7
of a mile, north again about 3
miles, then back east gbout .7 be-
fore going on notrth to the end of
the 5.5 mile limit. The alternatiye
route suggested is due north like
a crow flies cutting off the un~-
necessary exira mileage west and
extending the black top that
much farther toward the north.

The suggested change ought to
be popular with people at the end
of the black top and farther
north because {t will bring them
about a mile and a half nearer
town. Likewise, people northeast
of town, with a few short cross-
roads, could link conveniently
with the good road. But there
are others who would be disap-
pointed. And there’s also the pro-
blem of g right-of-way cutting
through people’s land.

Weighing advantages against
disadvantages we can readily see
that the bee line route is the most
practical and the benefits derived
from it seem great enough to
justify the change,

While Messrs, Taft and Dewey
vie for top billing on next year's
Republican ticket and a few
others are training to qualify as
race-worthy dark horses President
Truman js careful to see that his
party, and more specifically Harry
himself, rates a small share of the
pre-campaigin political publicity.
The Gentleman from Missouri has
Just announced a few more plans
which should boost his popular-
ity more than somewhat with the
socialistic minded element of
our population.

One objective is to raise the
minimum wage rate. The man is
still determined to raise the cost
of living and to wire out even
more of the American public's
savings. He doesn’'t say that
specifically, but he knows as well
as we dop wages and prices rise
or fall together. The better plan,
according to traditional Ameri-
can ways, is to strive for a re-
duction of both prices and wages.
It just doesn’'t seem right to pen-
alize those whese toil and thrift
built up the world’s highest stand-
ard of living.

Closely associated with that
plan are two others. Harry at
least deserves credit for being
logical in this respect. When
savings are wiped out there should
be some ovrovision to take care
of the victims. So the plan in-
cludes alsp a broadening of the
social security system and esta-
blishing an adequate health in-
surance system. It is offered un-
der the guise of greater protec-
tion but it also amounts to more
effective domination. While
seeming to gather us under a
benevolent wing it actually places
us under g despotic thumb.

A glance across the Atlantic
should be more than enough to
discourage further experiments
in socialism. England today is a
horrible exammle of what can
happen when individual initiative
is suppressed.

Returning from there only last
week an American chserver stated
that the two pfincipal reasons
for declining British coal pro-
duction are the absence of a will
to work and antiquated equip-
ment — a condtion that is g di-
rect result of socialism. Incentive
has been destroyed. When all
fare equally at the public trough
production tends towards the level
of the least productive. Hard
working men soon realize the folly
of doing their best when loafers
share equally in the reward.

If that's the course Truman
wants to follow we’'d better start
thinking about a change next
year.

Experience is gradually teach-
ing us to be suspicious when we
hear of a new organization with
a particularly democratic sound-
ing name. Communists have a
way of promoting such organiza-
tions about as fast as they can be
discredited.

The latest to get the thumbs
down sign is the Civil Rights
Congress. After investigation the

Superintendent John Hoffman
stated this week that the open-
ing day will be devoted to re-
gistration, distribution of free
textbooks, place assignments and
general orientation. Parents are
invited to0 accompagy their
children and meet the teachers
Monday. According to Superin-
tendent Hoffman's eéstimate all
the opening day preliminaries
will be completed in time for the
busses to get children home for
the noon meal.

The regular schedule of classes
will begin- Tuesday.

Six teachers are on the faculty
this year, with Miss Elfreda Luke
in the primary grades, Mrs, W.B,
Wylie in the intermediate grades
and Miss Della Rosé Endres in
the upper grades. Superintendent
Hoffman, Mrs., Effie Hembree
and Mrs. Jess Mitchell will teach
the high school subjects. Al the
teachers will meet Friday after-
noon at 2 o'clock to discuss or-
ganization, procedure, schedules,
ete.

With the increase in faculty
and an expected increase in at-
tendance Superintendent Hoff-
man is very pleased with his
prospects for a successful school
year. His primary goal is to esta-
blish an accredited pating for the
school.

Notes On Soil

Conservation

“Hairy Vetch is successful as a
four purpose crop, winter grazing
winter cover, soil building, and
cash crop”, states JW. Hess,
chairman of the board of sup-
ervisors of the Upper Elm Red
Conservation District. Any one
of the above uses of vetch will
more than pay for the expense
of seeding vetch when the crop
is put in correctly, he said.

“Four ‘musts' for g good crop
of vetch are phosphating, early
planting, innoculating seed, and
mixing with abruzzi or balboa
ryve when planting for wintex
pasture or seed production”, Mr.
Hess pointed out. Local soil con-
servation service technicans are
recommending application of 200
pounds of 20% superphosphate
per acre and preparation of land
as soon as phosphate is applied.
By applying phosphate before
land is prepared, phosphate is
mixed with soil at seed planting
depth. Cooperators who have
phosphate applied and land pre-
pared in this manner will be
ready to sow vetch and rye after
Fall rains without loss of mois-
ture and growing season. A mix-
ture of 15 pounds Hairy Vetch
and 30 pounds of Abruzzi rye are
recommended seeding rates,

Nitrogen and organic matter
added to the soil by a Hairy
Vetech crop increase production
of crops that follow. Al Hess,
Conservation Group Leader, one
mile northwest of Muenster,
states that oats yields increased
1-3 on land sowed to Hairy
Vetch last year, Hairy Vetch is
high in protein and is liked by all
livestock. When planting to turn
under green or for seed pro-
duction, grazing must be control-
led and cattle removed in the
Spring.

George Bayer recently plowed
vetch land where 200 pounds of
seed was combined per acre. Mr,
Bayer states, “I did a good job of
breaking where my vetch crop
was, but my plow wouldn't take
the ground on the same kind of
land where I had millet”, The
vetch plant’s root system breaks
up soil particles and the decayed
plant material from the vine and
roots hold moisture in the soil
and act as a blotter to take up
excess rainfall and later make the
moisture available in drouthy
seasons.

LIFE BEGINS GETTING
COMPLICATED AT 40
SAYS HEALTH OFFICER

Austin, —., From a health
standpoint, lifé after forty gen-
erally begins t0 be more compli-
cated for the average individual,
than it was in his earlier years.
According to Dr. Geo. W. Cox,
State Health Officer, the principal
health foes confronting people in
middle life are heart disease,
cancer, kidney disease, high blood
pressure, hardening of the art-
eries, apoplexy, diabetes, and ar-
thritis,

“Medical care in middle life
has two important phases,” Dr.
Cox asserts. “The first is going
to 'the doctor at regular intervals
for a complete checkup, whether
or not there have been symptoms
that suggest the need for medical
attention. The second is prompt
attention to any illness, since
this may mean the difference be-
tween complete recovery and pro-
longed invalidism. It is difficult
to say which of these phases is
the more important.”

It has been found that men
and women who faithfully pur-
sue the habit of. regular health
examinations and who follow
their physician's advice arising
from them, tend to live longer,
more satisfactorily, and freer
from disease than those who
simply take a chance and go to
the doctor only when pain or dis-

House committee on un-American
activities denounced it as a
communist front organiza-
tion egaged in a compaign of
vilification againgt. the American
Government. Its principal gctivity
was protecting communists in this
country who run afoul of the law.

According to the records the
organization originated in April
'46 as a merger of two other red
front groups after their real
colors had been exposed, and its
membership list includes lcts of
prominent names on government
jobs and university faculties.

How many of those prominent
men are communists is still any-
body's guess. In listing names the
committee on un-American aetiv-
ities did not attempt to dis-
tinguish between real reds and
the suckers who permitted reds to
exploit their names.

In that connection the commit-
tee on un-American activities and
the justice department are carry-
ing generosity and justice to a
dangerous extreme, There are
times when people do not deserve
the benefit of a doubt. Prominent
men on the public pavroll and
university faculties should not te
dumb enough to fall for commun-
ist tricks. Without too much
stretching of principles it might
be assumed that important men
know the caliber of the company
they keep and the cbjective of
organizations they belong to.
Whether or not such men are
actually listed on communist rolls
they deserve to be dealt with as
active enemies of our country.

There is one way to put a crimp
in the subversive crzanizations.
Whenever one is exyoced every
member should be expozed as an
agent of g criminai group s2eking
the gverthrow of our government,
and should be disqualified from
holding public office or teaching
in any American school. Such a
provision would discourage pro-
minent people frcm jeining
questionable organizai‘ons and
eliminate a convenient loop-hole
for lots of real reds who do their
dirty work under assumed colors.

This isn't violation of our
principles of liberty, either. Free-
dom as guaranteed by the c¢on-
stitution does not go so far g
include freedom to destroy the
government. And we who are
loyal certainly deserve some co-
operation in keeping subversive
| poison out of our government and
‘our schools.
