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A real puzzle in modern
politics is the present Nixon-
Knight fuss over the alleged
offer of a fat political appoint-
ment to Knight if he would
step aside and give Nixon the
uncontested Republican nom-
ination for governor of Cali-
fornia. Within hours the two
principals were calling each
other liars. The question of
who's lying has not been de-
cided so far, but the incident
has already gone so far that
the outcome is almost cer-
tain to cause serious political
injury to either or both of
them.

What amazes this column |
is the fact that either of those |

men, experienced in the ways
of politics, would get
worked up over a matter that
is taken for granted in polit-
ical circles. Suppose Nixon
offered such a deal. Would it
be any different from dozens

. or hundreds . . . of other
appointments in state
national circles as rewards for
service in the interest of the

party? Considering the present |
we can|

status of both men,
reasonably assume that both
have previously made similar
deals to get the backing need-
ed for their progress to date.
A commonly known axiom of
politics is to remember those
who have been helpful.

Following that axiom Nixon
might have replied, whether
or not he was responsible for
the offer, that the idea has
political merit, that he be-
lieves in political reward to a
person who subordinates his
personal wishes to party
harmony. And the public most
likely would have permitted
the incident to end there.

Instead it seems both have
decided to be political glad-
iators, engaging in a struggle
that may end in the political
death of one of them.

As a matter of principle we
must admit that this method
of making appointments has
its faults. In too many selec-
tions the object is to find an
office for the man instead of
a man for the office. That’s
good for the group in power
though not always good for
the country.

Nevertheless it's the system
we're stuck with, a sort of
necessary evil that we will
have as long as human nature
remains as it is. Isn't it sur-
prising then that two seasoned
politicians should become so
horrified at mention of a prac-
tice they both know so well?

Have you wondered about
the value of driver education
in school? Well, Governor
Daniel assures you that it is
paying off in decreasing num-
ber of accidents. Each year
more youngsters are taking
the course, so each year there
are more included in the 15-24
year-old age group. And that
group’s number of fatal acci-
dents is decreasing steadily.

Reason as well as statistics
favors driver education. The
course begins with fundamen-
tals on what a car is and what
it can do. Before his first
driving lesson a student is
taught respect for the power-
ful machine under his com-
mand. He also learns traffic
regulations and their function
of keeping order on the road.
Then he gets his driving les-
sons from someone who was
specially trained to teach the
right way and give close at-
tention to correcting faults. It's
much better than
from a parent who may have
bad driving habits himself,
or from a show-off companion.
In short, driver training helps

youngsters to keep living
while other courses prepare
them for life. It's a proper

supplement to today’s educa-
tion curriculum.

Wednesday of this week
was designated by President
Kennedy as a nation-wide day
of prayer for world peace. The
idea is wonderful, but why
has it been limited to just one
day? Considering the job that
looms ahead we ought to
realize that it calls for many
many more days of prayer.

The most encouraging fact
about the request is its official
public admission that the
time has come for us to get
down on our knees and ask
for Supernatural help in re-
storing order to our loused up
state of world affairs. Men
have left God out of their
dealings for so long that only
the intervention of Divine
Wisdom can get them back in
line.

It's important to remember
ber, however, that we need
not expect Almighty God to
come miraculously to our aid.
He doesn’t operate that way.
Instead, we can look forward
with confidence if our prayers
will inspire Western leaders
to go to God.

Nets Insurance
Savings to City

The reduction from
42 cents to 39 cents on the key
rate. The promotion is from
second key rate classification
to first.

The change results in sav-
ings of about $500 a vear on
fire insurance premiums paid
here, according to an estimate
by Earl Fisher of the Wein-
zapfel Insurance Agency. The
lower key rate accounts for
some of the saving, the better
classification accounts for ad-
ditional saving.

The reason for the better
rating is increase of duplicate
pumping facilities of the wa-
ter department to 500 gallons
per minute. Formerly the
stand-by pump had a 300 gal-
lon capacity, and that was the
city’'s limit if the 500 gallon
main pump failed. So the city
could not qualify for a first
key rate classification nor a
rate under 40 cents. The better
classification now clears the
way for further reductions in
key rates.

For several years Muen-
ster has received the maxi-
mum credit of 25 per cent as a
result of the city's record of
low fire losses.

Unpleasant facts don't go
away just because we refuse
to think about them. It’s much
more effective to face up to
them and take decisive action.
Today wé Americans are con-

fronted with an unpleasant
fact of gigantic proportions:

trends, will reach $100 billion
annually within three to five
years.

“How long can we continue
to spend, tax, and borrow at
the present rate?”

Stroke Was Fatal

To 9,000 Texans

During Past Year

Austin — More than 9,000
Texas men and women were
fatally stricken last year by
strokes. That is one of the
most ominous words In the
language today. What does
it really mean?

The medical term is “cere-
bral vascular accident,” be-
cause it is caused by cerebral
vascular disease. The body's
cerebral wvascular system is
the brain’s network of blood
vessels. Thus, cerebral vascu-
lar disease refers to diseases
of vessels in the brain.

Brain cells require a good
blood supply in order to work
properly — more so than most
other body cells. When some-
thing happens to that blood
supply, the brain itself is im-
paired.

That something could be a
hemmorhage, thrombus, em-
bolus, compression or a
spasm. Each one of those key

words 1S a major cause of
strokes.
A hemmorhage (bleeding)

is the result of a break in a
brain artery which allows
blood to escape and damage
surrounding brain tissue. An-

other name for strokes of this
type is “apoplexy.”

A thrombus is caused by a
clot of blood forming in a
brain artery, stopping the flow
of blood to the part of the
brain it supplies. But when a
clot is formed in a diseased
heart or elsewhere in the
body and pumped to the brain
to plug an artery, it is called
an embolus.

A tumor, swollen brain tis-
sue, or a large clot in another
vessel may press upon a brain
vessel to stop the flow of
blood. This is called compres-
sion. A spasm is caused when
a muscular artery constricts
or tightens up, reducing the
flow of blood to a particular

brain area.
Most stokes do not produce
immediate death. A large

number of victims live for
many lears. An estimated two
million people who have had
stokes are alive in the United
States today — many of them
disabled because of it.

Present medical knowledge
can prevent some but not all
strokes. Certain conditions
causing cerebal vascular dis-
ease — high blood pressure,
for example — can often be
helped by modern treatment,
and several conditions associ-
ated with blood clot forma-
tion respond to anti-clotting
drugs. Too, blood wvessel de-
fects with which some chil-
dren are born can now be cor-
rected by surgery.
