Postal receipts at Muen-
ster made another substantial 
gain last year, an increase of 
$1,596.66 for an all time high 
of 18,367.84. 

Reporting the volume this 
w e e k, Postmaster Arthur 
Endres said that receipts for 
the first five months were al-
most identical to those of the 
same period last year. Since 
then they have shown a steady 
gain. 

Endres also reports that the 
volume has more than 
doubled in the past decade, 
while the city's population 
increased from 896 to 1190. 
Receipts for 1950 were $8,-
539.74. Each of the following 
years showed a gain until 
1957, which fell $38 under the 
preceding year. Since '57 the 
receipts have increased over 
$5,000. 

Gains during the forties 
also increased by more than 
100 per cent. In 1940, when 
the population was just un-
der 600, postal receipts were 
$3,873. The gain for the 10 
years was $4,666. The in-
crease was steady until it 
reached $8,132 in 1945. Next 
year it fell sharply to $6,679 
then gained steadily again to 
1949 and dropped slightly in 
1950. 

After a break for the holi-
days, Muenster's hospital cam-
paign will pick up momentum 
next Tuesday night at a meet-
ing in the NTPA community 
room. 

Everyone interested in bring-
ing the drive to an early and 
successful close is invited to 
come to that meeting. Its 
purpose is to bring directors 
and workers together in order 
to make a fresh start on the 
unfinished part of the cam-
paign. 

Up to this time the drive's 
total is $170,573, a gain of $1,-
055 in the past- week and $5,-
930 since the drive was tem-
porarily halted on December 
23. 

At the meeting workers will 
re-organize to complete re-
maining contacts and in some 
cases to urge that token sub-
scriptions be raised to more 
substantial amounts. 

Headquarters for the hos-
pital campaign is now located 
in Dixie Drug Store and re-
cords are under the super-
vision of Miss Dorothy Hart-
man. Anyone wishing to make 
a subscription or cash con-
tribution is asked to see her. 

J. M. Weinzapfel, campaign 
chairman, also urges seeing 
her soon about subscriptions 
that have been made. In most 
cases, he said, the agreement 
was to begin payments on 
January 1. If people will re-
member and make remittances 
without waiting for a reminder 
they can save time and ad-
ministrative expense. 

Another reason for prompt 
payments, Weinzapfel said, is 
to get the requized amount of 
money on hand so that nego-
tiations with the State Health 
Department can go on. Re-
gardless of total subscriptions, 
one third of the amount in 
cash must be available before 
further progress can be made.

In Hollywood a few days 
ago a dozen traitors, who call 
themselves movie writers and 
actors, announced that they 
are suing major studios for 
$7.5 million and demanding 
abolition of a blacklist which 
they claim has denied them 
employment for several years. 

Four of the group were con-
victed for contempt of Con-
gress and sent to jail in 1947 
after refusing to say whether 
they had ever been members 
of the Communist party. All 
the others likewise have iden-
tified themselves as members 
of the red conspiracy by in-
voking the fifth amendment 
before a congessional com-
mittee. 

There is no doubt about the 
subversive attitude of any of 
them. All have clearly esta-
blished themselves as enemies 
of the country, but all are 
calling on a court of this 
country to uphold their civil 
right to continue their sub-
versive activity. 

To us this appears to be 
the height of absurdity. But 
don't brush it off lightly. The 
mere fact that the suit has 
been filed is alarming. The 
scoundrels and the equally 
contemptible shysters repre-
senting them obviously think 
they have legal grounds on 
which to win the case. And 
no wonder. There have been 
other cases of convicted com-
munists taking advantage of 
our legal absurdities and re-
turning freely to their trea-
sonable activity. 

Some have been pertinitted 
to return to classrooms with 
their poisonous teaching. Some 
have been permitted to re-
turn to vital government jobs 
with their subversive inclina-
tions. Maybe these will be 
permitted to continue inject-
ing their red propaganda into 
movies, TV and radio. 

It's easy to see where our 
trouble lies. America's stand-
ard of judicial fairness, though 
admirable in dealing with most 
people, is ridiculous when 
applied to the reds. It respects 
their rights as long as they 
are not caught red handed in 
the act of attempting over-
throw of the government. 
Which seems about as rea-
sonable as allowing poisonous 
snakes to go free as long as 
they are not caught biting 
someone. 

This column hopes it is 
true, as alleged. that movie 
producers have blacklisted the 
pack of traitors. If so, they are 
entitled to the profound gra-
titude of all Americans for 
having shown better judgment 
and having exercised their 
loyalty more practically than 
the courts. 

Considering red advance-
ments during the past several 
years it's high time that our 
legal leaders came to their 
senses. By now they must 
know that every communist is 
an enemy of the nation and 
should be dealt with accord-
ingly. Like the poisonous 
snakes they should be, when-
ever possible, taken out of 
circulation before they have 
a chance to do harm. Not 
necessarily exterminated, be-
cause they still are human 
beings . . . though many of 
them actually deserve that 
treatment, and furthermore it 
is no different from their way 
of dealing with enemies, At 
best they deserve no better 
than our other public enemies, 
or deportation to Russia or 
China where they can get their 
fill of the system they love. 

A glance at trouble spots 
around the world leaves little 
doubt that the time of de-
cision is here. Free countries 
everywhere, and America es-
pecially as their leader, have 
to take their stand or realize 
soon that civilization is 
doomed. Our first and only 
logical step in that direction 
is to see first that communism 
is wiped out at home. After 
that we can turn our atten-
tion to organizing the remnants 
of freedom elsewhere on the 
globe ... with the sole thought 
of eventually wiping out the 
red menace. 

It's folly to kid ourselves 
about this thing. Reds have 
told us many times, and by 
now we should know anyway 
that their ultimate goal is 
world domination. For a cou-
ple of decades we have stood 
b y 	complacently watching 
their relentless advance, know-
ing all the time that the far- 
ther they go the harder they 
will be to stop. We've already 
crowded our luck much far- 
ther than we should. Can we 
delay any longer and still ex-
pect civilization to survive? 

Regardless of the risks of 
war, our only course is to take 
the offensive, not only stop- 
ping he red conquest but

Those of 
us who 'know the score' are 
well aware of how much 
easier it would be for you 
quietly to join the conspira-
tors, add the force of the 
presidency to the strength 
they already have, and make 
treason so prosper that 'none 
dare call it treason'. Thus you 
might readily emerge in due 
time as yourself the top man 
in a one-world socialist gov-
ernment, kept in power by 
the brutality of Communist 
police. The other course is to 
use the power of the presi-
dency to reassert our nation's 
already fading independence, 
and to reestablish its influ-
ence on the side of individual 
freedom and national freedom 
everywhere. To follow that 
path is now much more dif-
ficult and more dangerous, 
even for the President of the 
United States. But it is not 
yet quite too late for such a 
purpose to prevail.

must realize that raising a fine fam-
ily is the highest achievemefit pos-
sible in our society. 

THE COMPETENT father has 
complete confidence in his wife, and 
she in him. Each has a rightful 
place in the family. And despite 
the importance of the father's role 
the mother's is even more important 
to the child. 

The relationship between a moth-
er and infant is so sensitive that 
if early love is lacking to any great 
degree a baby may refuse food from 
its mother. If lacking to a lesser 
degree, insecurity results. Some of 
our prisoners in Korea refused food, 
turned their faces to the wall —
and died. They had been denied 
love by their mothers. Feeling they 
were being denied it again by fel-
low captives, they did not have the 
courage and hope to go on. Yet 
early love can so strengthen an 
individual that he can accept and 
survive almost any future hardship. 

This is only the barest description 
of the kind of parents who produce 
good character in their children. 
First through their efforts, and then 
through his own, their son achieves 
within himself a sense of self-
esteem, of hope, of purpose in life, 
belief in his fellows and in God.

On a recent evening we 

were present at a meeting 
where the speaker was hold-
ing forth on the benefits that 
would accrue to America with 
the enactment of the Proposed

But this "average man" to 
whom we just referred, and 
who is perhaps dissatisfied with 
the uncertainties over where 
research will lead, might be

to continued work in polio, 
Perhaps you have heard the 

comment that a camel is a 
horse put together by a com-
mittee. This illuminates what I 
think is one of the principles 
of research. Great research is 
done by great men, not by 
committees. It is The National 
Foundation's job, among oth-
ers, to find those great men, 
and to see that they have ade-
quate equipment with which 
to work. 

It is natural for the public to 
want immediate results. For the 
parents of a child afflicted with 
arthritis, for instance, to want 
quick cures is understandable. 
But we are trustees of public 
funds. We cannot spend those 
funds save for projects that 
have some promise of success, 
conducted by people who have 
shown what they can do. 

If our aims in research 
could be summed up, I would 
say that The National Founda-
tion operates like a rapier, not 
a bludgeon. We are selective. 
We put March of Dimes funds 
in the exact spot and under 
the specific man who will make 

the most of it. We do not dump 
millions into hundreds of proj-
ects with a vague hope that by 
the law of averages some may 
produce. 

In short, we try to be as 
careful in the selection of re-
search projects as an extreme-
ly fussy woman is in selection 
of a spring hat. 

The research future is bright. 
With laboratory methods that 
have been developed, many 
under March of Dimes grants, 
we can move farther and fast-
er than in years past. Indeed, 
I often think of the polio strug-
gle as a time when we tooled 
up for what is to come. The 
methods that were so success-
ful in that polio challenge are 
now being applied to the 
greater challenges that lie 
ahead. 

To accomplish what The Na-
tional Foundation desires re-
quires great men. We have had 
them in the past. We shall have 
them in the future and, with 
public contributions to the 
March of Dimes, those men 
will accomplish much for the 
good of mankind.
