A few weeks ago when Wal.-
ter Schirra Jr. orbited the earth
six times Moscow's official
newspaper, [Pravda, confined
its coverage of the event to
about 250 words somewhere
inside the paper.

Some weeks Dbefore that
when two Russians allegedly
put on a more spectacular earth
orbiting achievement every
daily newspaper of this nation
and many of the weeklies gave
it extensive coverage on their
front pages.

This contrast is mentioned
by way of emphasizing the
significance of National News-
paper Week, which happens to
be this week. The American
press made an honest effort to
give the Russian feat all the
credit it deserved, even though
it was admitting thereby that
the Soviets had scored another
important triumph in ftheir
space race with this country.
Our press went even farther
in its policy of fairness by ac-
cepting the Soviet story as it
came from Russia, even though
it had abundant reason to
ignore the story completely.
That is the reason for this
column’s use of the word “al-
leged”. This country did not
have and still does not have,
conclusive evidence that the
flights really took place. We
have nothing more than the
word of the Russian propa-
ganda agency, which happens
to have a reputation of the
world’s champion liar.

The important point is that
America’s press gave proper
prominence to the report of
an important event whereas
Russia deliberately played down
the importance of a similar
event . . . so much so that the
extent of under-statement and
under-emphasis actually a-
mounts to deception.

People familiar with news
coverage here and in Commu-
nist countries can list such in-
stances by the dozens. And
every case points up the basic
fact that the function of the
press here is to inform the
public of what is happening,
whereas the function wunder
communism is to make people
think what the bosses want
them to, regardless of whether
it is true.

A free press is a conerstone
of freedom. A controlled press
1S a tool for enslavement. Our
founding fathers, conscious of
that fact, regarded represent-
ative government and an in-
formed public as inseparable
and interdependent. Thomas
Jefferson said that if given a
choice between “government
without newspapers or news-
papers without government, I
should not hesitate a moment
to prefer the latter.”” He was
convinced that an enlightened
public would establish an en-
lightened government, where-
as government not accountable
to informed people can easily
develop into tyranny.

President Kennedy expressed
the same principle in his pro-
¢lamation calling for National
Newspaper Week observance.
He says “newspapers have been
called the universities of the
people, and rightly so”. Also
“the free press remains the
most important source of pop-
ular political education, with-
out which a democracy cannot
function.”

From the foregoing state-
ments it is obvious that the
free press of this nation has a
big responsibility. It should be
impartial and complete, pre-
senting a correct account of
what goes on in the world, the
nation and the community. At
the same it should accept re-
sponsibility of commenting on
the news, opposing what it
considers wrong and support-
ing what it considers right,
making an honest effort to di-
rect public attention to dfacts
it has a right to know.

That, of course, brings up
another problem. In a strict
sense, no paper can be alto-
gether complete or accurate.
The biggest paper in the world
cannot possibly carry all of
the news, nor can it be more
accurate than the news sources
available to it. Likewise com-
ment cannot be completely
mmpartial because it will in-
evitably reflect the convictions
of the writer . . . and opinions
do differ.

In the long run, however,
the free press principle still
works out effectively and sat-
isfactorily. As long as papers
strive for completness and 4dc-
curacy they will present suf-
ficient coverage and correct-
ness to keep the public in-
formed. And as long as they
base their comment on sincere
conviction . . . while the read-
ing public considers opinions
from several sources . . . the
end result will be an adequate

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Voters Endorse
Bond Issue for
Improvements

By a ratio of almost 5 to 1,
voters of Muenster last Satur-
day approved the issue of $175,-
000 in bonds in order to finance
in bonds in order to finance
improvements to the water and
sewer systems and the city
streets.

Voting was practically the
same on the three separate is-
sues, The count was 126-26 in
favor of a $75,000 bond for ex-
tension and improvement of
the waterworks system. It was
126-27 in favor of a $50,000
bond for extension and im-
provement of the sewer sys-
tem. And it was 126-26 in
tavor of the $50,000 bond for
street improvement. Total num-
ber of votes cast was 157.

The waterworks and sewer
bonds will be revenue bearing
bonds to be retired out of in-
come already provided for In
current service charges. The
street bond will be paid out of
annual income to the city's op-
erating fund. There will be no
Increase in service charges or
taxes.

Needy children: While this
type of program is generally
criticized, the present $3.9 mil-
lion expended in grants 1n
Texas represents the least per
capita expenditure of all fifty-
one jurisdictions. Aid creases
in Texas when the child be-
comes fourteen years of age.
Figures show that of children
on the rolls below eighteen
years of age, Texas has fewer
percentagewise than any state
except New Hampshire.

Needy blind: The present $80
monthly maximum grant" will
probably not require additional
funds as approximately seven
hundred recipients over the
ferred to the Old Age Assist-
ance rolls when the Blue Cross-
age of sixty-five years trans-
Blue Shield Medical assistance
became tavailable last year.

Needy Aged: Presently the
Old Age Assistance grants are
approximately $55 monthly and
with the addition of the medi-
cal insurance, run from $65 to
$67 monthly. There have been
some additions to the rolls as
stated above. The combined
grants are rated 37th among
the states, exceeding slightly
most of the other Southern
states.

614 Enroll at
County College,
Set New Record

Following the pattern esta-
blished in institutions of higher
learning across the  state,
Cooke County Junior College
experienced an unprecedented
enrollment increase this year.
At the end of final registra-
tion on Oct. 2nd. 614 students
were enrolled at the junior
college, 402 of them full-time
students.

The per cent of increase of
full-time students over last
year was a record 34 per cent.

Grass seed harvest plans are
being made by several dis-
tricts cooperators of the Muen-
ster-Saint Jo area. Most of the
native grass observed thus far
1S .getting a good seed fill and
landowners are getting com-
bines aimed at the grasses.
Grass seed, especially native
grass mixfures and KR Blue-
stem, are widely used in re-
seeding old " fields and de-
pleted rangelands for erosion
control and increased grazing.
Seéd supplies harvested locally
have never exceeded the needs.
Grass seed can be harvested
with most combines with a few
minor adjustments. Grass seed-
heads scatter easily so ‘they
must be combined  as soon as
they mature. If in doubt about
your grass seed crop seek the

help of the local Soil Conser-
vation Service technicians.

Now 1s the time to begin
land preparation for the seed-
ing of these grassess and the
sodding of common and Coastal
Bermuda. Experience has pro-
ven that a well prepared seed-
bed is often tre difference be-
tween failure and success.

Several  cooperators have
layed out their waterways and
left them unplanted in order
to prepare a good seedbed for
sodding next spring. Farms
thus favored are those of J. C.
Embry and Mrs. J. P. Huds-
peth, Forestburg, Wayne Selby
on J. D. Howeth’s and Werner
Becker at Hood, and Eddie
Schmitt and Frank Haverkamp
northeast of Muenster.
