.w'hue the nation keeps its
fingers crossed hoping that the
Korean campaign will not de-

-velop into another full scale
global war, our military and in-
dustrial leaders are exercising
commendable and gratifying
caution in getting their respec-
tive houses in order for a quick
change to all out war effort if
?tnd when the situation demands

All that is fine. It gives us a
comforting assurance that Am-
erica will prove more than equal
to the red menace. However, ec-
onomists are deeply concerned
over what another major effort
will do to the economic structure
of our country.

We have been told that another
war like the last one will cer-
tainly bankrupt the govern-
ment. . .leave it so hopelessly in
debt that it wiil never have a
chance to redeemm all its obli-
gations. The net result is that
the millions of Uncle Sam’s cre-
ditors who have loaned him their
savings will be left holding a
partially or completly empty
bag.

As discouraging as that pros-
pect is, it is nevertheless infin-
itely better than becoming the
enslaved subjects of Moscow.
We'll take it gladly if we have
only those two alternatives.

The important thing to re-
member, however, is that our
déstiny is not reduced down to
those alternatives. A prudent
leadership can find a way to
handle the job without wiping
out the nation’s savings. We can
survive economically as well as
physically if we'll make up our
minds in the beginning to work
as much as possible and spend
as little as possible.

The first step along that line
is to mobilize industry accord-
ing to military standards. As we
used to say in the last war, the
man in overalls is just as essen-
tial as the man in uniform. All
right, if he's a part of our fight-
ing machine, make him a real
part of it. Pay him like a soldier
and require him to serve like a
soldier. And do the same for cap-
ital and management. Cut out
all the fabulous wages and sal-
aries and cost plus graft. See to
it that every person connected
with the war effort will look up-
on his part as the soldier does,
as a tough job to be finished as
soon as possible so he can get
back to normal living.

There were cases when the
last war ended of people who
were actually displeased hecause
their easy-money days were com-
ing to an end. They had been
profiting on the blood and ang-
uish of their countrymen. This
time let's see to it that there
will be no opportunity for any-
one to grow fat on the nation's
distress.

We had an opportunity to do
that in the last war but the gov-
ernment muffed it. Instead of
drafting men for civilian war
service Washington coaxed them
with offers of big wages. The
main objective was attained.
The work was done. But the Am-
erican public had to pay a ter-
rific price for it.

Before long we began hearing
complaints. People at home were
paid so much more than service
men. It wasn’t fair.

But were civilian pay scales
reduced? You remember the
answer to that. Congress decided
to raise the senldier's pay. In-
stead of equalizing downward
it equalized unward. Instead of
checking the inflationary trend
to make a GI's money go far-
ther it gave him more money to
keep pace with the inflation.
Instead of reducing the taxpay-
er's load congress increased it.
Instead of checking the na-
tion’s plunge into debt congress
accelerated it.

Let’s hope that the powers on
the Potomac have learned a les-
son from their former folly, and
will plan the next war effort, if
we must have one, on a sounder
economic basis. Such a program
is the most reasonable one from
the standpoint of both economy
and justice, And it can be done,

To begin with, establish the
army’s pay scale in industry. A
private’s pay for the unskilled
worker and other pay levels cor-
responding with army ratings
for other jobs in the plant. Also

The American Way

Time to Clean House

By George Peck

Toward the end of the 19th
Century a most deplorable con-
dition had developed In this
country. Certain powerful cap-
italists, comprising but a small
minority of the nation’s busi-
nessmen, were operating their
corporations solely for their own
greedy gain, against the best in-.

Enactment of the Sherman and
Clayton Anti-Trust Laws broke
up oppressive business monopo-
lies. Prohibition of political
campaign contributions by cor-
porations, and mandatory pub-
lication of all corporations re-
ceipts and expenditures brought
to an end the secret, illegitimate
use of corporate funds. The un-
fonization of labor gave em-
ployees collective strength to
demand and obtain better wages
and working conditions.

Now, we find we have erected
two monsters far more oppress-
ive than were the few capital-
ists of half a century ago—DBbig
Laborism and Big Centralized
Government.

Again, we find a few ambiti-
ous, in some cases, unscrupulous
men, operating against the best
interests of the people, and
bringing discredit to a great hu-
manitarian movement. 1 refer,
of course, to certain labor lead-
ers who are using the vast re-
sougces put at their command
to influence elections for the
benefit of certain minority
groups to the detriment of the
general public—oppressing and
enslaving the very workers they
pretend to protect and benefit.

Again, we find we have set
up a group of bureaucrats at
Washington who, whether in-
tentionally or not, are step by
step propelling this nation into
a socialistic economy under the
pretext of protecting our citi-
zens against themselves.

The Taft-Hartley Law was en-
acted to curb the power of op-
pressive labor leaders. Rather
than repeal or water down this
law, as the President demands,
it should be strengthened so.as
to further protect union mem-
bers against the depredations
of the power.-drunk element in
their leadership.

Means Trouble

Last week I discovered that a
lot of people do not know what
the term “deficit - financing”
means. Just to satisfy a curios:
ity 1 asked a number of persons
about it and although seme had
a vaguely correct idea only a
very few had a clear understand.
ing of the term; and, not more |
than a handful had an. aware-
ness of the full implications of a
deficit financing policy in gov-
ernment.

Some of the people with whom
1 discussed it said they had been
codging the formation of a per-
sonal opinion on.whether gov-
ernment deficit finaneing was
good or bad because, they said,
it carrled only a hazy meaning
in their minds. When they'd
heard the term spoken or had
seen it in print they'd formed
the habit, they said, of mentally
“skipping” it.

Deficit financing in its sim-
plest definition means spend-
ing money you haven't got, op-
erating beyond your income,
spending borrowed money. If
you earn $300 a month and wish
to spend $400 a month, you can
only grant the wish by borrow-
ing the extra $100 each month
and giving the lender your 10U
or your personal note, agreeing
to repay the amount plus a set
rate of Interest. Your indebted-
ness mounts each month and
so does your interest payments.

If you continue to borrow the
$100 month after month the in-
terest soon bites deeply into
your income and the debt itself

built at a cost of $16,000 a bed
or less.

A 100-bed VA hospital reeent-
ly built in Montana cost $45-
000 per bed. Another VA hos-
pital built last year in Michi-
gan cost $25,000 per bed, while
at the same time a first class
women's hospital was being
built in a neighboring city at a
cost of $12,500 per bed.

There may be good reasons
why hospitals built for veterans
should cost so much more than
those built for other American
citizens, but these reasons have
not yet been brought to light.
One reason for the operating
cost of VA hospitals being so
high doubtless is the fact that
patients remain in them longer
than in any other class of hos-
nitals.

Records show that the aver-
age length of stay of nonservice-
connected general ‘medical and
surgical cases in VA hospitals in
1949 was 29 days. The average
length of stay in other hospitals,
according to the Journal of the

American Medical Assoclation,
was as follows: State.operated
hospitals, 15% days; county

hospitals, 15 days; eity hospitals,
13 days; church and other non-
profit hospitals, 8% days, and
proprietary hospitals, 6 days.

For the past two years he
has been in Saudi, Arabia, as
assistant shop foreman of the
American-Arabian Qil company's
agricultural program for the Al
Kharj area.

Arend tells of interesting ex-
periences and events in Arabla
but always ends up telling of
the agricultural program. He liv-
ed on a farm all his life which
is thé only training he had for
his job. He said agriculturists
are striving to better the condi-
tions of some of the Arabs by
ing proper care of the desert
soil and the native crops.

All
the food raised in the “king's
gardens” is sent daily by truck
to the family’s kitchen. That
which the royalty does not need
is distributed among the starv.
