Nmi‘onal Service Life Insurance
beginning to arrive, it's mighty
nice nowadays to be a veteran of
World War II. The neat sum of
more than 150 bucks, like an un.
expected gift from rich uncle
and untaxable to boot, it more'
than welcome to the average
GIL Total payments in this hand-
out will exceed 3 billion,

Yes, to the veteran that looks
fine, and yours truly is in a posi-
tion to place emphasis on that
statement because he too is an-
ticipating the arrival of that
lump of easy money. But let's
consider this thing from the tax.
payer’s viewpoint and see whe-
ther it still looks so wonderful.
After all, in case you did not
know it, the NSLI check isn't
really a dividend but a bonus as-
sessed against the already over-
burdened taxpayer.

In fairness we can admit that
possibly a small portion of the
payment is a legitimate dividend,
but we can say in all truthful.
ness that the greater part of it

is money that does not right-
fully belong in the . NSLI fund.
That fact becomes apparent to

anyone who considers the meth.
ods of NSLI.

In a recent release of the Con-
tinental Press Syndicate Thomas
I. Parkinson of the Equitable Life
Assurance Society of the U.S. ex-
plained how the government in-
surance plan operated. An insur-
ance man's dream, it took in pre-
miums but paid out practically
nothing., Naturally it accumulat-
ed a huge sum, and that sum in
hundreds
of millions through a most desir-
able investment arrangement.

In general, here is how the
scheme worked. First of all NSLI
enjoys a provision excusing it
from liability on the death or dis-
ability of a policyholder due to
the hazard of military or naval
service as such hazard may be de-
termind by 'the administrator.
Such losses are paid out of the
general Treasury fund. In other
words they are paid by taxpayers.
And the records show that, in ac.
cordance with this provision the
taxpayvers paid more than 80°% of
the NSLI death claims.

Then there’s the matter of ad-
ministration. NSLI is big busi.
ness employing a tremendous
staff. But it does not pay admin-
istrative costs, The Treasury again
. . .rather, the taxpayers . . pays
the whole bill. And while on that
subject, let's notice also that the
cost of administering due to the
usual federal red tape and in-
efficiency, has been estimated at
about four times that required by
the regular life insurance com-
panies. Taxpayers not only paid
for the administration, but paid
four times as much as they should
have,

In two ways the taxpayer was
directly clipped to build up a big
fat surplus in the NSLI fund. In
another way he was indirectly
clipped. Because NSLI unlike
other insurance companies is not
subject to taxation. The little re.
lief from individual tax burdens
which would have resulted if
NSLI had been taxed like other
insurance companies was not giv-
en. So again at the taxpayers’ ex-
pense the organization piled up
more surplus.

Another factor, which is highly
important to insurance compan-
ies, contributed also to NSLI's ac-
cumulated wealth. That was its
perfect investment arrangement,
Every premium  received by the
company was invested in the
Treasury at a rate of 3 per cent,
It was an acfuary’s dream. No
losses on bad investment. None
of the usual high expense. of seek-
ing and placing investments. And
a higher interest rate than other
insurance companies are able to
get as an average.

As it seems to us, about the
only expense that NSLI has had
is the 20% of death claims not
charged against taxpayers, To
offset that it collects 3% interest
on every dollar of premium paid
in. Certainly it doesn't take much
figuring to see that the fund to.
day should be richer by millions
than the total of all premiums
collected.

But, in the last analysis, whose
money is it? Assuming from the
general opinion that prevails on
the principles of life insurance,
that service men got their money’s
worth when they paid their pre-
miwms and that all expenses
should have been paid out of the
fund, we cannot escape the con-
clusion that most of the present
fund, perhaps all of it, aetually
belongs to the taxpayers.

Whether or not a veteran likes
to hear it, the fact remains that

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Water Department
Tries To Correct

Double Trouble

Double trouble in the water de-
partment prompted the clty coun-
cil this week to approve a gen-
eral overhaul job on the No. 2
well as well as a scientific sear.
ch for Teaks in the water lines.

The overhaul job was consid-
ered advisable as a possible means
of increasing output and elimin-
ating hard water, Mayor John J.
Hoffinan explained that the well
is producing only about 60 gal-
lons per minute, which is less
than a third of the volume it
should produce. So the council has
engaged Cecil Sims to correct
what trouble he can find.

One fault they expect to dis-
cover is a break in the casing per:
mitting hard water from the sur-
face or some strata near the top
to seep into the well, Another ex-
pected fault is some obstruction
at either or both of the two sand
levels to retard the free folw of
water to the water pipe. If the
trouble cannot be eliminated the
city, faces the expense of drill-
ing another well.

To find leaks in the water mains
the city will try to hire a leak de-
tecting crew from the Dallas Wa.
ter Department. Using a. sensitive
sound detector, that c¢rew last
summer found leaks which were
losing an estimated million gal-
lons per month. LLeaks at the pre-
sent time are wasting more than
|a million gallons per month.

While repairs are under way
there is no danger of a water
shortage. When No. 2 was discon-

nected both tanks and the res-
ervoir were full to the brim, and
|it is estimated that No. 1, with
| help from the FMA well if needed,
can keep ahead of the city's de-
mand.

Honey Grove, Dallas,
Gainesville Triangle
Worst Hit By Storm

The destructive ice storm which
moved in on North Texas last
Tuesday, causing heavy damage
to power and communication
lines, hit hardest in an area which
included a triangle along Red
River from Galinesville -east to
Honey Grove and south to Dallas,

“Three days of freezing rain in
sub-freezing temperatures built up
A tremendous load of ice on trees
and on communication and power

lines,” said C. B. Stringer, TP&L
district manager. “Much of the
damage resulted from falling
trees where heavily Ice-laden
braches fell into the distribution
lines, carrying ‘the electric wires
and poles with them as they
crashed to earth. In addition,
other lines were broken by the

enormous weight of the ice which
formed on the wires.

“When the lece storm struck,”
Mr. Stringer said, “the Texas
Power & Light Company assembl-

ed workmen, trucks and special
equipment f{rom throughout the
52.county area it serves, and

soon had more than 500 line and
construction men working in the
stricken area. These men worked
at top speed, through freezing
rain and on ice-caked poles with
)meomturos below freezing, to
)rn:mir the broken lines, replace

fallen poles and do other work
necessary to reestablish and main-
tain service with all- possible
speed.”

Portable generators were rush-
ed into towns wherever necessary
to maintain water service, he said,
and no town served by Texas
Power & Light Company was with-
out water for any great length of
time. Woark throughout the area
was greatly expedited by use .of
the Company's two-way radio
communications, particularly in
those towns where other means of
communication failed because of
the storm. In all instances, crews
were moved to locations of line
breaks and the proper materials
delivered to them with a. mini.
mum of time and effort being
lost, said Mr. Stringer. .

American Medicine
Increases Life Span

28 Years Since 1900

SAN ANTONIO, — In‘a review of
medical progress during the last
half century, Dr, T.C. Terrell, Fort
Worth, Chairman of the Board of
Trustees, State Medical Associat.
ion of Texas, declared here today
that the free medical system has
increased the average life span
from 41.7 years In 1900 to nearly
70 years in 1950.

“Although death cannot be pre-
vented, it can be postponed. Man
is born doomed to die. At the pre.
sent time in the United States
man has a longer life span than
at any other time in history. In
1900 life expectancy at birth was

417 years. In 1930 it was 595
years. In 1940 it was 638 years
and at the end of 1949 it probably

reached 68 years. The true mea-
sure of medical progress and care

is not how many people, die but
how long they live before they
die.

“There is much difference be-
tween the quality and quantity of
medical care in 1900 and 1950
brands of medicine as between
the 1900 and 1950 models of cars,”
Dr. Terrell pointed out. “As new
drugs are discovered, new pre-
ventitive - techniques devploped
and the public educated, the
death rate from . communicable
disease in the U. S. has be.
come the lowest in the history
of our nation and the lowest in

the' world.” Dr. Terrell also at-
tributed a great deal of credit to
increasing the span of life to post-
graduate training held each year
in Texas at San Antonio, Houston
and -Dallas.

Washington, D.C., Feb. 4, 1950 1
was made very happy this week
when the Senate by a vote of 64
to 27 passed the Gossett-Lodge
Amendment to abolish the Elee-
toral College, It is my hope to get
this Resolution acted upon in the
House within the next few weeks.
If we secure a two-thirds vote in
the House, the. Amendment will
then be submitted to the State
Legislatures for action. If and
when ratified by three-fourths of
the State Legislatures, it will then
become a part of the Constitut-
jon. In my opinion, it is one of
the most badly needed reforms in
our . whole structure of govern.
ment. Under the present system,
the big cities of New York and
Chicago largely control national
politics.

A great many of my friends in
Congress, both Democrats and
Renublicans, keep asking—‘“how
will this Amendment affect our
partv?"” The real question is, how
will it affect our country?

Under it, elections will he fair,
honest, and accurate. One votes
for whomever he pleases and his
vote is counted. Any party that
cannot survive under such a fair

. and democratic system, does not
deserve to survive, Some of the
Republican leaders who oppose
this Amendment seem to me to
be stupidly shortsighted. The Re-
publican party at this time is a
sectional party. It cannot sur.
vive as a sectional party. If and
when this amendment becomes
law, the Republican party can be-
come a national party by writing
a platform that will appeal to
people throughout the nation.

Southern States will greatly
benefit because they will no
longer be kicked around by the
Yankee politicians in both parties.
For wvears, to our sorrow and em-
barrassment, the South has been
used as a sort of whipping boy.

Today, the headlines In the
Washington papers sereamed of
the British scientist giving H-
homb secrets to the Russians. In
todav's mail T got a letter from
a very fine ladv, deploring our
President's decigsion to develop
the H-bomb sald to be far more
devastine than the Atom bomb,
These things, of course, are ter.
rible to congemplate. However, it
has long been my conviction that
we got into World War I and
World War II, primarily because
our enemies thought; first, they
could bluff us; or, second, if they
couldn’t bluff us, they could whip
us. The town bullyv never started
a fight with a fellow whom he
knew he couldn't bluff or couldn’t
whip. No ageressor is going to
attack us unless he thinks he can
win.

A friend of mine who claims to
bé well-informed jn the premises,
says that Russia can now defeat
America hands down—that they
can practically wipe wus out in
thirty minutes. Our military ex-

perts disagree with this conclus-
ion. They reply that if Russia had
this power, she would unquestion.
ably,use it. They feel that when
Russia is confident of the ability
to destroy America, she will turn
the dogs loose.

Thus, it seems that our only
hope of peace is to be so strong
than no nation will dare attack
us. It’'s too bad that certain
“pinks” in our government' have
tried to betray us heretofore,

Most Congressmen have felt
sure from the beginning that Mr.
Hiss was unquestionably guilty.
Incidentally, it was a Committee
of Congress that developed the
Hiss case. At the same time, the
House Committee on Un-Ameri-
can Activities learned that a man
named *“White” who was Assist.
ant Secretary of the Treasury un-
der Morgenthau, was also a mem.

He was a Russian who had chang-
ed his name. He supposedly was
the author of the “Morgenthau
Plan" which many people think
prolonged the war many months
and made the re-building of a
deamoeratic Germany Iimpossible,
You will recall that the “Morgen-
thau Plan"—announced months
before the war was over, that it
was our intention to completely
obliterafe the German industries
and reduce the German nation to

agdicultural peasants. Through
our concessions to the Russians
at Yalta and Potsdam, we per-

mitted them to carry out such a
policy in their part of Germany
and we almost carried out such
a policy in the Allied section of
Germany. Now, we are turning
around, trying to build a buffer
in Western Europe against com.
munist aggression.

It's high time we stopped ald-
ing communism with one hand,
while trying to fight communism

with the other hand. Certainly
none but Americans should be
placed in positions of power or

responsibility within this Govern-
ment,

This story may be apocryphal
but it has a point.

That is touched on in General
Walter Bedell Smith's revelations
of his experiences as Ambassador
to Moscow, which appeared ser-
jially in the Saturday Evening
Post and ‘are now out in bookform.
He, Secretary Marshall, and other
Americans, he says, “Naively as-
sumed that the word ‘democracy’
meant the same thing to the Pol-
itburo that it did to us.” Events

proved that nothing could have
been more wrong, The Russians
gave ‘democracy’ a new mean-
ing which suited them, and
thus managed to give interpre-
tations to international agree-
ments which were the exace op-
posite of what the West had in
tended. This policy is one of the
principal reasons for our failure
to meet the Russians on common
ground.

Farmers Face More
Rigid Control Than

In Prewar Times

| WASHINGTON. — The Ameri-
can farmer, who was freed of pro.
duction controls when the United
States went to war, enters 1950
facing an era of crop restrictions
| which eventually promise to be
| far more rigid than those impos-
{ed upon him during the years
ijusl before the war,

| Not only will the six basic crops
i -cotton, wheat, corn, tobacco,
rice and peanuts—be under some
form of control, but limited con-
trols will be extended to other
crops whose production was nev-
er regulated before.

It will not be until 1951, how-
ever, that the farmers in every
section. of the nation will feel
the full impact of crop regulation.
Present prospects are that the
drastic marketing quotas, carry-
ing heavy cash penalties for ov.

er-production and marketing, will
not be applied to wheat and corn,
at least during 1950, though these
two major crops will be under
acreage allotmens,

By 1951, Agriculture Department
officials anticipate that market-
ing quotas will be applied to all
the basic commodities, as well as
to a number of other crops for
which there is no legal authority
to apply the quotas at this time.

While specific legislative pro-
posals have not yet been disclos-
ed by the department, it is under.
stood that Secretary of Agricul.
ture Charles Brannan will ask
Congress for authority to extend
marketing quotas to soybeans,
rye, oats, and probably several
otner crops during the new sess-
- jon of Congress.

Meanwhile, the department is
stepping up its program for the
development of regional and lo-
cal marketing agreements for
such perishable crops as potat-
oes, fruits and vegetables. Thro-

justice. Elementary logic dittates
that before a dividend was in or-
der the NSLI should have repaid
to the treasury every cent of ex-
pense and death claim paid out
by the treasury. That portion be-
longs to the taxpayers and the
balance, if any can rightfully
be distributed among the veter.
ans,

Since, however, the present
method is adapted and each GI
receives practically all of the
money originally paid in, we are
inclined to wonder whether it was,
our government's plan in the first
place to charge the taxpayers for
service men's insurance, If such
is the case why did it colleét pre-
miums at all? Why did it main-
tain the tremendous administra-
tive cost? Think of what happen-
ed. First the government paid out

millions of dollars handling the
premiums as they came in and
now it pays additional millions
giving the money back to the
Gls.

Another thing. If that was the
plan why wasn't every service

man told that he was automatic.
ally insured and was not requir-
ed to pay in a monthly premium?
And if -there were any casualties |
not covered by insurafice, we |
wonder whether their survivors
received death payments. Or if
covered by less than the maxi-
mum did their survivors receive
thé maximum payment?

Questions like these may be
embarrassing to some of the big
shots in Washington, but the
principle of justice is clearly evi-
dent in every one of them. Since
the premiums were charged again-
st taxpavers, was every GI given
the benefit of maximum cover-
age? If not, why the discrimina-
tion?

Another question: Why were
service men required to kick in
their' monthly payments when ev-
ery one would have been glad to
pocket the few extra dollars?
From here it seems that someone
