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P rac tically  every soil conserva­
tion ist in  M uenster’s Sacred 
H eart parish  got a p leasan t su r­
prise las t Sunday w hen th e  p a s ­
tors announced  they  had  d e­
signated  th e  day as Soil S tew ard­
sh ip  Sunday and  devoted their 
serm ons to  the  m oral side of 
soil conservation. And if there 
a re  any  persons in th e  parish  
not yet convinced of th e  econ­
omic soundness of conservation, 
perhaps those m essages from  the  
pu lp it w ill help  them  realize 
th a t  the  sub ject also involves 
th e  m a tte r  of sacred Christian 
duty.

N othing is m ore obvious th an  
th e  fact th a t  soil and  all other 
n a tu ra l resources w ere placed 
here by the  Creator for th e  use 
of a ll generations, hence th a t  a 
presen t ow ner is on ly  a tem por­
ary  custod ian  in th e  Divine 
p lan . The land  from  w hich a 
fa rm er today  produces h is liv ­
ing is in tended  to  serve th a t 
sam e purpose for th o u san d s of 
years in to  th e  future.

From th a t it follows th a t  the 
presen t ow ner who perm its his 
soil to  denlete  or d isappear is 
ac tu a lly  fa ilin g  in his du ty  to 
com ing generations. He is f a i l ­
ing in a s tew ardsh ip  th a t hag 
been en tru sted  to  him  by his 
Creator.

T he p a rab le  of th e  ta len ts
seem s to  extend th e  m oral a s ­
pect even fa rther, in to  the  p r in ­
ciple of soil im provem ent. Like 
sub jects of th e  p arab le  who 
m erited special rew ards by in ­
creasing  th e ir  ta len ts , custod ians 
of th e  lan d  m erit D ivine favor 
by increasing  th e  productiv ity  
of th e ir  soil. The w hole theory 
fits  harm oniously  in th e  C hrist­
ian  principle th a t goods of th is  
ea rth  w ere p laced heTe for m a n ­
kind to use and  develop for the  
g rea te r glory of God. The m ore 
m an  does tow ard b ring ing  out 
the  w onderful po ten tialities p lac ­
ed a t  h is  disposal in  n a tu ra l r e ­
sources the  m ore he is achieving 
tow ard reach ing  h is  tem poral 
destiny  as a creatu re  of God.

By th a t  s tan d ard  it would 
seem th a t a fa rm er’s tem poral 
success should  be m easured  more 
bv h is  im provem ent of th e  soil 
th an  by th e  fortune he h a s  ac- 
au ired  by m erelv using  it. The 
m an  who gets rich by w earing 
out h is  lan d  h as  accom plished 
little  in the  e ternal p lan . But the 
m an w ho im proves constan tly  
and leaves to posterity  a  better 
field th a n  he s ta rted  w ith  will 
m erit the  rew ard of a good s te ­
ward.

Serious though t on th e  sublect 
leads to  an  inev itab le  conclus­
ion. Soil conservation is m oral 
as well as economic. It h arm o n ­
izes w ith  C hristian principle as 
w ell as common sense.

Rating the top spot on our list
of th e  w orld’s s tin k in g est s tin k ­
ers a re  those R ussian  double 
crossers w ho slipped over th a t 
slick sw ap of sterile  Soviet s a b ­
les for good Am erican m inks.

In case  you h av en ’t heard  
the  story, one of the  S ta lin ist fur 
fanciers learned  abou t some s u ­
per fancy m inks th a t  contem p­
oraries over here w ere develop­
ing by cross breeding. So h e  p ro ­
posed to sw ap a dozen Russian 
sab les for as m any  m inks th a t 
w ould be su itab le  for breeding 
stock.

The A m erican fu r m an  w as 
elated . He h ad  visions of b u ild ­
ing a w onderful m arket in sab le 
fur. and of course jum ped a t the  
proposition.

WASHINGTON, D. C. May 20. 
—The m ost im p o rtan t action 
tak en  in the  Congress th is  week 
w as th e  Senate’s  defeat of c lo ­
ture. This m eans the  Senate r e ­
fused to cut off debate, i.e., e lim ­
in a te  filibuster. This in  tu rn  
m eans th a t Southern Senators 
w ill not perm it the  enactm ent 
of F.E.P.C. during  th is  session of 
Congress. To m any, filibuster 
seem s foolish. However, th e  f i l i ­
buster is often th e  only w ay  in 
w hich a m inority  can defend i t ­
self ag a in st a m ajority . In th is  
instance the filibuster is the  
only w eapon Southerners have 
to  use ag a in st th e  im m oral, h y ­
pocritical drives to  enact th e  so- 
called civil righ ts proposals 
w hich both R epublican a n d  
Democratic Parties have been 
w riting  in their p latform  to get 
the  m inority  group votes in the  
big cities of the  big states.

The House th is  week passed a 
b ill “am ending  and su p p lem en t­
ing the  Federal Aid Road Act— 
to  authorize appropriations for 
continu ing  th e  construction of 
h ighw ays.” It provides $500,000,- 
000 per year for the  nex t two 
years. It d ivides the  funds on 
the  sam e basis as the  1944 Act. 
$225,000,000 goes to Federal aid 
h ighw ay  projects (th is  m eans 
th e  m ain  h ighw ays); $150,000,- 
000 goes to th e  Federal aid  sec- 
onday highw ay system  (th is  
m eans farm -to-m arket roads), 
and $125,000,000 goes to projects 
on th e  Federal aid  h ighw ay  sys- 
ten  in  urban areas  to be used 
for th e  purpose of w idening 
streets, v iaducts, etc., in  b u ild ­
ing h ighw ays through our c it­
ies. I voted for th is  bill. On my 
desk as a p a rt of the  p ro p ag an ­
da for the  road bill is an  in te r­
esting  booklet published  by the 
N ational H ighw ay Users Confer­
ence, Incorporated, en titled  “The 
H ighway T ransportation  Story”. 
In th is  little  booklet appears 
the  following d a ta : We have
350.000 m iles of ru ra l highw ays, 
i.e., p rim ary  s ta te  h ighw ays;
214.000 m iles of secondary and 
farm -to -m arket roads; 2.373.000 
m iles of local ru ra l roads; 316,- 
000 m iles of city  stree t and  h ig h ­
w ay; 70.000 m iles of roads w ith ­
in federal reservations. T h e

QUEER-DEAL ECONOMICS

Last December th e  Richmond 

Tim es-D ispatch p rin ted  a ca r­
toon of two pictures. O ne show ­
ed a fa rm er lead in g  a fa t hog 
to m arket, ring  in  th e  hog's nose, 
and Uncle Sam ’s h an d  offering 
the fa rm er nice fa t subsidies for 
the hog. The second showed the  
farm er, w ith  th e  ring  in h is own 
nose, being led hom e by the  
hand  of Uncle Sam  hold ing  the  
rope of governm ent controls.

The A m erican Farm  Bureau 
h as  frank ly  denounced the  n ew ­
ly-offered B rannan  P lan, su p ­
ported by P residen t T rum an, as 
a real basis for reg im enta tion  of 
the  fa rm ers a t  a s tag g erin g  cost 
to th e  tax -payers. Looks as th o ­

United S ta tes h as  78% of the  
world’s cars and  52% of th e  
world’s trucks. In A m erica there  
is one vehicle for every 3.6 p e r­
sons. In E ng land , one for every 
18 persons, e lsew here in the  
world, one for every 222 persons. 
We have 35,500,000 passenger 
cars, 8 m illion  trucks, and 200,-
000 buses, etc. H ighw ay t r a n s ­
portation accounts for a business 
volum e of 30 billion  dollars a n ­
nually . Trucks serv ing  ag ricu l­
tu re  have increased 60% since 
1941. In 1934 one out of 10 fa rm s 
had  electricity ; now 4 out of 5 
have electricity. R ural carriers 
trave l 1,495,000 m iles a day. In 
the  3 m onths period, M arch 15 
th rough  June 15, 1949, m ore th an  
300,000 stu d en ts  visited  W ash­
ington by  bus.

From the  looks of the  buses 
on the  Capitol grounds a t  th is  
time, more s tu d en ts  w ill p rob ­
ably  v isit W ashington  th is  year 
th an  last.

A lady  com plained to m e th is  
week th a t she h ad  sponsored 
two DP’s—a fa th e r and his son 
—into th is  country. W ithin  six 
m onths of her tak in g  these folks, 
the fa th er died of cancer and 
the son had  to  be adm itted  into 
an insane asylum . Dozens of 
sim ilar instances have been 
brought to m y atten tion . Still, 
we are told th a t  DP’s a re  ca re ­
fu lly  screened.

I have several le tte rs  from 
hom e ask ing  m e w h a t m y cam ­
paign p lan s a re  for th is  su m ­
mer. I have none, as yet, and  
have been too busy  to  th in k  of 
cam paigns. I  do not in tend  to 
leave m y post of d u ty  w hile Con­
gress is in session. Follow ing 
the  ad journm ent of Congress I 
w ill re tu rn  hom e im m ediately  
and  open C ongressional offices 
in the  Federal B uilding in  W ich­
ita  Falls. Our office here in 
W ashington is never closed.

Follow ing ad jou rm en t of Con­
gress, I sha ll v isit all p a rts  of 
our District. A C ongressm an sho­
uld know  the  w an ts, hopes, fears 
and  asp ira tio n s of a ll of those 
whom  he seeks to serve. His a c ­
tions, of course should  alw ays 
be used on th e  old p la titu d in o u s 
dem ocratic m axim  of th e  g re a t­
est good for the  g rea test num ber.

But it is the  econom ics of the  
Q ueer Deal th a t  rea lly  gripes us.

T ake potatoes, for in stan ce— 
if you can  find any  to take. 
F irst, the  governm ent m ak es its 
supported  price so h igh  th a t 
people cannot afford to  buy th e  
spuds, and  farm ers a re  a t  the  
sam e tim e encouraged to pro­
duce so m any  potatoes th a t  the  
governm ent finds itse lf w ith  a 
trem endous su rp lus on hand, 
nearly  fifty  m illion  bushels  for 
th is  las t year alone. A recent re ­
port to Congress revealed  th a t  
a fa rm er in M innesota h ad  re ­
ceived $1.46 a hundred  for a to ­
ta l of 160,000 pounds of potatoes 
sold to th e  governm ent, and  then  
bought back  th e  sam e potatoes 
from  the  governm ent for one 
p e n n y  a hundred  pounds. 
W ouldn’t  you like to  trad e  m on­
ey w ith  th e  governm ent, giving 
one penny for one hundred  and 
forty-six  penn ies?  T h a t’s w here 
som e of your taxes go.

The very sacks in w hich the  
po tatoes were delivered to  the  
farm er cost the governm ent more 
th a n  ten  tim es as m uch as the 
fa rm er paid  for th e  po tatoes and 
sack  together. To ca ll th is  a 
“scan d a l” is p u ttin g  it m ildly. 
On top of th a t, we im ported a- 
bout 15 m illion  bushels of po ­
ta to es  from C anada during  the 
sam e period.

Consider now th e  case of eggs. 
The governm ent bough t them , 
as m any  as five m illion  dozen a 
week an d  stored them  in  dark  
caves u n til there  w ere m ore th an  
200 m illion  dozen of them , which 
the  governm ent w as u n ab le  to 
sell a t  p revailing  prices. T h a t’s 
a lo't of eggs. You could s ta rt 
lay in g  th em  down, one a t  a 
time,^ nex t to each other in  a 
line from  Los Angeles to  Hawaii 
and  go around the  world four 
tim es, w inding  up in New York 
City w ith  th e  la s t egg in your 
hand . W hat a lot of EGGS.

At the  sam e tim e, w e were 
buy ing  eggs from China, about 
90 m illion  dozen equ ivalen t, in 
dried form, according to the  
C ongressional record of February  
7, 1950. L a te r we dried our own 
eggs, a t  a cost of abou t $1.20 a 
pound an d  sold them  a t 40 cents 
a pound.

Then our beneficent govern­
m ent bough t th irty  m illion cans 
of M exican m eat a t  abou t 80 
cen ts  a can  and  offered it for 
sa le  a little  la te r  a t  15 cen ts a 
can. A bout fifty  m illion  pounds 
of shelled  p ean u ts  cost th e  gov­
ernm ent 16% c a pound and  were 
sold la te r  for ju s t h a lf  or 8%c 
a pound. (Congressional Record 
of F ebruary  2, 1950.)

T h a t’s  w here m ore of your 
tax es  go. W hat a gam e!

Of course, these are a mere, 
p itifu l h an d fu l of sam ples. Be­
tw een th e  S tate D epartm ent and 
t h e  A gricu ltura l D epartm ent,

w ith  an  election com ing up, try ­
ing to win- fa rm ers w ith  h igh 
prices and  hidden nose rings, a t  
the  sam e tim e prom ising in d u s­
tria l regions h igher s tan d ard s of

controls to in su re  freedom  to the  
ind iv idual, w ould m ake us strong 
by denying us th e  use of our 
facu lties, and  fin a lly  d efeat com ­
m unism  abroad  by estab lish ing  
its  roots firm ly in  our own soil.

Chinese Red Peas

W alter N ortm an of th e  N orth 
L indsay conservation group is  
using Chinese Red Cowpeas as a 
soil im proving crop on h is tig h t, 
slowly perm eab le soils th a t  a re  
not su ited  to clover. He h a s  ju s t 
p lan ted  8 acres of peas in 3-foot 
rows a t  abou t 30 pounds per 
acre. P lan s a re  to  give th e  peas 
one o r two cu ltivations so a s  to 
increase th e  grow th of vines. 
He p lan ted  about 25 acres of 
peas in 1949 after sm all g ra in  
from w hich he harvested  th e  
seed he h a s  p lan ted  th is  year.

Chinese Red Cowpeas a re  a 
quick grow ing varie ty  th a t  w ill 
m atu re  seed in abou t 60 to  70 
days. This q u a lity  m akes th em  
ideal to  use as a soil im proving 
crop follow ing oa ts  or ea rly  var- 
ities of w heat. The u su a l p ra c ­
tice is  to  harvest ea rly  grain, 
one-w ay or plow th e  lan d  a s  
soon as possible and  th en  e ither 
drill in  th e  peas or p lan t w ith  
p lan ters  in three-foot rows. Since 
Chinese Red Cowpeas m a tu re  
more evenly  th a t  m ost v arities
