News of the 20 year old GI
who got a 10 year sentence for
going to sleep on guard duty in
Korea brings back that old favor-
ite GI quip: “There’s a right way

to do things,
Army way.”

Last week the incident was
front page news all over the
country, and plenty of people
were commenting that the sen-
tence was unreasonably severe
for the offense, especially in view
of the fact that the young man
had been overworked before be-
ing assigned to guard duty.

and there’s the

As things stand now lots of
public sympathy is with the boy.
According to his version he and
four other soldiers had been on
the go for 72 hours and even
took precautions against falling
asleep by sitting on a rock pile
instead of the more comfortable
ground, but in spite of that and
the severe cold all five fell
asleep.

If his story is correct it would
seem that the Army court mar-
tialed the wrong man. The per-
son more at fault was the officer
or non-com who assigned the
five men to guard duty when
he should have known that they
were not in proper physical con-
dition to handle the job.

If, however, the young man
simply failed in his duty, he got
no more than he was asking for.
As a soldier he was fully aware
of the great importance the
Army attaches to guard duty.
In his rookie days he was told
that the security of the entire
unit depends upon his alertness
and faithfulness to duty. In the
battle zone he must have real-
ized that his negligence might
possibly have enabled the enemy
to wipe out every man in the
outfit. There’s a reason why
sleeping on guard is considered
one of the gravest offenses in
the army.

As matters stand now it would
be wise for the public to re-
serve its judgment for awhile,
until an investigation reveals
whether his version of the case
is true. And it should be easy
enough to check. If, as he says,
five guards were charged with
sleeping on the job the records
should be there to show it. And
if such records exist, if five men,
all aware of the importance of
their job, fell asleep on the same
shift, it probably is true that
they were not physically fit for
duty in the first place.

On the other hand it seems
most unlikely that such condi-
tions, if they existed, would not
have influenced the court’s deci-
sion. Officers of a general court
martial do not judge a soldier
guilty unless all of them are
convinced beyond a reasonable
doubt that he actually is guilty.

Georgia’s Dick Russell added
a good hot spark to political
interest last week when he an-
nounced his candidacy for the
Democratic presidential nomina-
tion. At long last Southerners
are beginning to feel that they
have a representative in the
contest. He makes his appear-
ance just in time to pick up
some of the waning enthusiasm
for General Ike, who is quite
generally conceded to be out of
the picture unless he returns
home and does things im a hurry.

Of all the prospects so far,
Russell is the best bet to keep
the South in the Democratic
camp. Truman, Kefauver and
Stevenson all lean a little too
far toward New Dealism to be
popular with the Dixie folks. Tke,
even though Republican, could
beat any of that trio, but it's
not certain that he could coax
good Southern Democrats to de-
sert a man like Russell.

The big question, however, is
can Russeh get the nomination.
Conventions of the past would
indicate he hasn’t a chance, un-
less the New Deal clique decides
he is the only man able to hold
Southern votes, win the nomina-
tion and keep the party in office.

Meanwhile Taft seems to be
cashing in on the waning en-
thusiasm for Ike as well as on
the support being thrown his
way by MacArthur.

A recent comment by Cedric
Foster would seem to indicate
that Taft is enjoying even a

Council Decides to
Ban Uncauthorized
Street Oiling Jobs

Seeking a workable plan that
is satisfactory to everybody,
members of the city council de-
cided Monday to permit oiling
of streets in the future, but also
to regulate it.

The action followed complaints
after two citizens had ociled the
street in front of their homes in
order to keep down dust. Others
driving over the oil before it
was soaked into the surface
objected to oil splashes on their
cars. Some also contend that
dust from an oily street, though
less, is more objectionable than
plain dust. Accordingly the
council decided that citizens are
free to put oil in the street pro-
vided that all residents on the
block are agreeable and provided
also that the oil is worked into
the surface before traffic passes
over it.

The first step in oiling is to
present affidavits signed by all
residents on the block. The city
will .then give its okay and co-
operate in the job by setting up
barricades while the oil is being
applied and provide its grader
to work the oil into the surface.

City Boosts Price
Of Building, Water
And Sewer Permits

In the future people who build
within the city limits of Muen-
ster will be expected to share
some of the city’s expense of
providing water and sewer serv-
ice.

Meeting Monday afternoon
members of the city council
agreed to make charges of $20
for a water permit, $15 for a
sewer permit, and $5 for a resi-
dential building permit and $10
for a business building permit.
Heretofore the only charge was
$1 for a building permit and $1
for a sewer permit.

The reason for the charges, as
pointed out in the” meeting, is
that the city’s cost in time and
materials is considerably more
than $75 for every building
erected. The water connection
alone, figuring pipe, meter and
labor, usually costs the city $65
to $70. At that rate the average
consumer’s service charges do
not pay out the original installa-
tion for about two years.

Council men pointed out that
the charge is one that should
have been made years ago, also
that the rates adopted are still
below the average for other
cities. Had it been in effect the
past ten years it would have
saved the city more than $4,000.

we elect to public office.

Most men elected. to political
office are inherently honest —
they aspire to serve their fellow
citizens well — they embark on
their public careers fired with
a zeal to do a thorough, unsel-
fish job of cleaning up corrup-
tion and of administering hon-
estly, capably and economically
the public affairs entrusted to
their control and guidance. The
exceptions to this rule are few.

But, ‘the new political electee
barely has time to hang his hat
on the peg provided by the tax-
payers’ money before the on-
slaught begins. Individuals, com-
mittees, pressure groups, cor-
porations, mendicants, cranks,
chiselers, social reformers and
legions of others besiege him for
this favor and that handout —
nearly all of them making sel-
fish, unreasonable demands up-
on him to crack open the pub-
lic treasury and give them some
of the loot.

'Tis a hardy soul, indeed, who
can withstand this bombard-
ment of patronage panhandlers
and merciless mendicants and
few there are of our politicians
who are successful in- entirely
resisting the barrage. So, we,
the people, are largely respon-
sible for corrupting our politi-
cians.

Anothergthing that contributes
to political delinquency is con-
tinuing any one man too long in

| office. Elected officers should be
;chzmged frequently in order to
| keep them responsive to public
[ interests. During his first years
| of office, an official makes his
| real contribution to the coun-
{ try, the state or municipality.
| When he attempts to perpetuate
| himself in office by building up
slush funds, and by increasing
the number on the public pay-
roll, while at the same time de-
claiming his indispensability
and pronouncing that a state of
emergency exists with which
he can cope, ‘then it is high
time to dispense with his serv-
ices and retire him to private
life.

This applies to an alderman,
a mayor, a state legislator, a
member of Congress, or even to
a president of the United States.

Yes, politicians can beé fair
and honest if we, the electors,
demand it of them and refrain
from using them as tools by
means of which to plunder the
taxpayers’ money. As to the
politicians who just naturally
are “bad ones” they can be
taken care of very nicely by an
aroused electorate — they just
can’t stay in office against the
wishes of the people.

Come mnext November 4, if
we are smart, we can see to it
that ¢ number of our present
public office holders start look-
ing for new employment — for
jobs the salaries of which will
not come out of the public

treasury.

Freedom is not for the lazy. It
demands character, will and edu-
cation. It requires decisions, self«
respect and self-reliance. A man
must guard and preserve his
freedom as he loves his home and
his children, with a devotion that
doesn’t count sacrifices and con-
stant effort. s

Strangely enough, the Com-
munists know this too. They re-
alize that the most effective way
to make anyone lose faith in
freedom 1is to deprive him of faith
in Almighty God.

From long experience all the
totalitarians know that once the
Divine Cause of freedom is elim-
inated, the effects automatically
disappear. Destroy the roots and
the branches eventually wither.

THIS EXPLAINS WHY there
is no let-up in the Communists’
continual war against everything
connected with religion. When
the Communists set to the task
of enslaving a country, religion is
always the first target of ridicule,
undermining and eventual exter-
mination.

Indeed, if there were no reason
why we should be for God, the
mere fact that the Communists
are so much against Him is a
strong argument that there must
he some intimate coanection be-
tween God and the basic free-
doms that all of us cherish. Ob-
viously, they recognize, even
more clearly than do the people
who enjoy those liberties, that
the body languishes and dies once
the heart is seriously affected.

Still, if all trace of Commun-
ism were suddenly to vanish in
thin air, the much greater weak-
ness would remain; namely, that

greatness of America. The dire
warning of Abraham Linceln over
a hundred years ago seems to be
more timely now than ever be-
fore: “If this nation is ever de-
stroyed, it will be from within,
not from without.”

Despite the seriousness of the
situation, there is a note of hope.
The average American is not

anti-God or anti-religious. He
simply has been conditioned by
education and literature, as well
as by government, to a godless
of secularist attitude. This sit-
uation can be changed for the
better once enough stalwarts are
found to lead America back to
its source of strength.

IT IS NOT necessary to resort
to any radical changes or innova-
tions. What is required is to re-
store to public consciousness the
cornerstone of American life,
which, as our Founding Fathers
repeatedly said, is God Almighty.

Harold Neu Wins
$200 Scholarship

Harold Neu, 15-year-old Lind-
say 4-H Club boy, is winner of a
$200 college scholarship, announ-
ced Flody Lynch, state 4-H club
leader.

This award is one of five $200
scholarships given by Anderson,
Clayton and Company of Hous-
ton to area winners in the 1951
4-H cottorn improvement pro-
gram sponsored by the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service.

A freshman at Lindsay High
School, Harold is the son of Mr.
and Mrs. John Neu, and has par-
ticipated in 4-H club work four
years. Next to cotton, swine has
been his major 4-H demonstra-
tion.

Upon becoming a  4-H club
member in 1948, Harold dis-
cussed possible demonstrations
with his parents and decided on
five acres of cottonWith a
yield of 371 pounds of lint per
acre from his first crop, he won
first place in the county cotton
contest.

He continued his cotton dem-
onstrations in 1949, 1950 and
1951 because the crop fits well
into the farming program on
the Neu farm. He made a profit
each year except 1950 when ex-
cessive rain fell.

After the 1950 failure he de-
cided to try to improve his cot-
ton program in 1951. He planted
the Qualla variety, recom-
mended for his community, and
treated the seed before plant-
ing. The cotton followed alfalfa.
When the cotton reached the 4-
leaf stage he started his early
season insect control

program.
He sprayed the cotton three
times.

It was another bad year for
cotton, due to drouth during the
growing season. But Harold ob-
tained 250 pounds of lint per
acre while his father harvested
only 150 pounds of lint per acre.

County Agent B. T. Haws
supervised - Harold’s 4-H dem-
onstrations.
