_In Dallas, so they say, some
!ugh school youngsters are enter-
ing into contracts with their
fathers “to do unto dad’s car as
he would do unto it.” The idea
has a lot of merit, that is if the
kids are really serious about it
and not just foxing the old boys
into a more favorable disposition
to trust them with the family
jitneys.

There might even be a tongue
in check attitude on the parts of
some of the sons and daughters.
Knowing that their fathers are
quite terrible drivers the youneg-
sters might regard such contracts
as a license to give the car some
rough handling.

As a rule, however the idea
should result in better driving.
Dads generally drive with more
caution. They have outgrown the
urge to speed and cut capers.
They're interested only in getting
to their destination, not in demon-
strating their nerve and skill. If
kids who enter the contracts will
drive similarly streets and high-
ways will become a lot safer, and
traffic casualty figures will make
a very gratifying decline.

Next to safety considerations is
respect for the property of others.
It ought to be a matter of prin-
ciple to treat borrowed property
at least as well as its owner does.
But think of the times we have
seen just the opposite happen. It
seems to be the rule rather than
the exception that borrowers

treat things worse than the
OWners.
While on that subject, let's

think for a minute how much
needless e xpense and trouble
could be avoided if people
generally had more regard for the
property rights of others, and if
they made greater effort to teach
respect of property to their chil-
dren. '

Most of us would be amazed to
realize how negligent we are in
that respect. ow many have
thrown a lighted cigarette out
of a car, perhaps caused a grass
fire? How many have parked
gritty shoes on polished furn-
iture? How many farmers have
allowed livestock to break into a
neighbor’s field? How many
folks have let dogs run loose
digging into other people’s flower
beds or maybe killing sheep? How
many have allowed children to
play games 'in other people’s
gardens or flower beds?

Those are mostly thoughtless
things. Considered individually
they are trifles, but a number of
such trifles happening to the
same person can become exaspe-
rating. People who put up a
howl about them generally have
good reason for their complaint.

This isn't Utopia. of course,
and we haven't a ghost of a
chance to eliminate all the
thoughtless damages, but we could
reduce them. By watching our
habits a little closer and helping
kids to watch theirs we could im-
prove conditions immensely. We'd
be doing a big favor to lots of
people, including ourselves. Re-
member, some of the damages vou
and I put up with would be
eliminated if we joined in a wide-
spread  effort to show more re-
spect for the property of others.

Wouldn’t it be possible to de-
velop a better attitude.in this re-
gard? All that’s required is just
a little more application of the
golden rule. People can do that
if they will just think . . . and
they can also teach children to be
a little more thoughtful. e

Most important of all is the
need of doing something about
vandalism. It's a sad state of af-
fairs indeed when kids of high
school age and over deliberately
destroy or damage things just to
be doing it. A great deal of that
could be stopped by teaching
yvoungsters from an early age to
respect property rights of others
That principle should be a basic
part of every person’s knowledge
like' the alphabet and the funda-
mentals of arithmetic.

Getting back to safe driving,
the column cannot pass up a
glaring boner that almost resulted
in an accident a few days ago.
One of the community young-
sters, obviously a beginning
driver, was preparing for a left
turn from the highway to Main
street, gave the correct hand
signal . . . then drifted to the
right edge of the pavement be-
fore making a wide, sweeping
curve to the left. A driver ap-
proaching rather fast from the

countered in larger stock yards.
As on normal sale dates, packer
buyers gcame here to buy the
animals. In spite of the disease
packing houses are allowed to
process the meat, but they buy it
at a much lower price.
However owners are doing fair-
ly well on their sacrifice sales.
That's because the feed company
to which the feed poisoning was
traced is compensating owners as
nearly as possible for their loss.
The procedure is to submit a
statement on which several of the
stockman’s neighbors give their
estimate of the herd’s value be-
fore it was fed the poisoned feed.
Then the cattle are sold on the
market and the feed company
pays the difference between sel-
ling price and estimated value.
The trouble started about a
month ago when a number of
cattle raisers noticed that their
animals were mysteriously losing
weight and dying. Veterinarians
determined that the cause was a
poisoned feed resulting from the
mixture of a petroleum oil with
cottonseed cake. The company
had extracted the more valuable
vegetable oil for other uses and
substituted the petroleum product
not being aware of its toxic effect.
Before the results were known
the feed had been distributed
over a large area of North Texas.
Muenster stockmen apparent-
ly have been lucky enough to es-
cape the whole “X Disease”
affair. So far go locdl cattle have
been affected.

What has been the influence of
this system on the living stand-
ards of the people—as compared
with those prevailing in the
United States?

The New York Journal Ameri-
can recently answered that gues-
tion by comparing the amount of
working time -various kinds of
American workers have to put in
to earn the money to buy com-
modities with that required of
workers elsewhere! An American
auto mechanic, for instance, earns
the price of a pound of butter
with 22 minutes of labor—his
Russian equivalent must work
more than 7 hours. Our mechanic
can buy a suit with the fruits of
three days work—in Russia the
figure is five weeks and 2 days. A
little more than one day’s work
will earn the price of a radio for
the American—Ivan would have
to labor more than five weeks to
get enough rubles to make the
purchase.

He
worked his way through Oregon
State College, but the beginning
of his career was cut short by
World War I. He enlisted. In the
historic battle of the Argonne
Forest, his outfit engaged in the
fiercest action.

He was hospitalized for months
and had to adjust to a lifetime
of being handicapped.

At the war's end he got a job
selling Ford cars in his home
town, Portland, Ore.

CHOKED VOICE

The Voice of America’s ‘“Bak-
ers” are out of fough. These are
the two huge foreign propaganda
transmitters under construction
by the State Department, on
which Dr. Wilson Compton,
former administrator of the De-
partment’s international informa-
tion programs, ordered work
stopped just before he retired.

“Baker East” is being built in
the depths of a presently inacces-
sible swamp near Wilmington, N.
C. “Baker West”, near Seattle,
Wasington, is located in a “Mag-
netic storm"” area. These loca-
tions, Lewis J. McKesson, former-
ly an electrical engineer for the
“Voice”, told the Senate Perma-
thent InvestigatingCommittee,
would reduce effectiveness about
90 percent, and make it easier
for the Russians to jam the pro-
grams from these ‘“anchor’” sta-
tions.
