Mark up a triumph for Senator
Joe McCarthy. In spite of the
abuse that has been heaped on
him by left wingers of every
shade from light pink to dark red,
and in' spite of the Army’s efforts
to hush hush the absurd regula-
tions which permitted the Peress
incident, a change has been made
eliminating the wvery weakness
that the senator was trying to
bring to light.

Secretary of Defense Charles E.
Wilson has served notice to the
communists that they are no
longer welcome in any of the
branches of the armed service.
And the directive goes a lot
farther in exeluding persons who
associated with or sympathized
with reds or other subversives,
even moral delinquents, drunks
and drug addicts. Wilson is de-
termined that the armed forces
will be composed  only of men
who are fit to wear the uniform.

Henceforth men who are
known not to measure up to the
standard will not be admitted in
the first place. As an extra pre-
caution everyone will be expected
to fill out a loyalty questionnaire,
and if the answers to that leave
any room for doubt the man will
be kept on non-sensitive assign-
ment at the lowest pay rate until
an investigation can be made.
Should the investigation show he
is OK his name will be cleared
and he can continue in service.
Otherwise he will receive a dis-
charge other than honorable.”

Of course it's hardly necessary
to mention that the undesirable
characters had better be truthful
in filling out the questionnaire.
The commie who falsifies an of-
ficial statement to worm his way
into the service may possibly
get by, but he takes a risk of
having the boom really lowered
on him if his deceit is discovered
later. Perjury will bring on stiffer
punishment by far than a non-
honorable discharge.

Provision is even made in the
directive to take care of the smart
alec slacker who attempts to
avoid military service by -falsi-
fying the other way. Untrue an-
swers to get out as a security
risk will not work if facts in the
investigation do not agree with
the statements. In that case the
man is stuck for the full term of
Service without a chance for pro-
motion or pay raise.

So, it finally seems as though
things are being done to guaran-
tee that the American public will
be served only by loyal and de-
cent Americans. Not so long ago
President Eisenhower ‘served
notice that he does not want any
of those characters who hide be-
hind the fifth amendment. He
thinks, as you and I have thought
for years, that there is no point
in taking chances with anyone
who cannot give a loyal, straight
forward answer to the $64 ques-
tion.

Who's entitled to the credit for
t hese favorable'developments?
Answer that one for yourself . . .
after answering another question.
How many would know about the
security risks in government if
we hadn't had men like Me-
Carthy, Velde, Jenner and Dies
fighting the good cause in spite
pof nasty opposition by red-in-
spired publicity and reluctant
government brass? Remember
commies weren't the only ones
trying to keep the mess secret.
Lots of politicians, who were
more concerned about their own
reputation than the nation’s wel-
fare, were trying hard to avoid
embarrassment.

All of this presenis hopes for
further developments in relation
to the assurance recently given
by the president regarding our
“Multiplicity of Fears”. After ad-
mitting that reds are,among us
and they do present a definite
danger, Ike said, that fears are
greatly exaggerated because we
loyal Americans outnumber the
commies 6,000 to one. There are
about 25,000 of them, and the
FBI knows pretty well where
they are. Besides, the FBI has
been doing a fine job of keeping
a check on them.

SECRET STRIKE BALLOT
By Maurice R. Franks

Union Busting—is that what
President Eisenhower's proposal
for a secret strike ballot adds up
to? Or does it offer full support
to the basic principles of union-
ism and provide an Bffective safe-
guard to those principles in times
of economic crisis?

The general impression, cen-
veyed by those opposing the se:
cret ballot is that the American
workingman is something of a
hopeless degenerate, lacking all
ethical conscience and mental ca-
pacity. Indeed, they seem deter-
mined to present him as a
nincompoop, totally incapable of
deciding for himself such ques-
tions as directly affect his own
and his family's personal welfare,
or of recognizing a situation—
which on rare occasion can arise
—wherein his duty to his union
surpasses his duty to himself,

This charge, implied by his
union and political protectors, is
as insulting as it is incompetent.
For if he is the chump they seem
to think he is, then certainly that
same worker is too big a chump
ever to be allowed free exercise
of his rights of American citizen-
ship. Certainly no mdron as-dull
as he is thus made out to be,
should ever be permitted to cast
a vote on reguar Election Days
when problems are presented to
him far more complex than the
down-to-earth, personal one of
deciding whether he thinks it
would be better for himself and
his union to stay on the job or
strike.

But the fact is, our nation and
all of its political institutions have
been soundly benefitted by the
mind of the American working-
man as contributed through his
vote—and it is absurd not to
trust his judgment in the matter
of a union strike vote.

Two important considerations
make it clear that the working-
man should be protected by law
from his leaders even before
they undertake, with bullying
methods, to protect him from his

employer.

The first consideration is the
fact—supported by plenty of evi-
dence—that we have in our’ in-
dustrial midst certain top-flight
labor leaders definitely com-
mitted to the overthrow of our
form of government. Such labor
leaders, obviously, are working—
not for—but against the best
interests of American industry's
employes.

The second is that the secret
ballot provision in many a union
constitution can, because of no
neutral supervision, be abused by
crafty union leadership and is no
more than a delusion and a snare.

Take the case of a local union
undertakidg to conduct a secret
ballot at a secret meeting. The
union’s membership may total
5,000. At the meeting in ques-
tion as few as 500 members may
attend. Those 500 in all secrecy
can vote away the rights of the
4500 and the whole affair be in
full accordance with the secret
ballot .provision of this partic-
ular union’s constituiion.

Then there’s the case of an in-
ternational union with a mem-
bership of a millien or more
scattered in numerous locals
from one end of the U. S. to the
other—such as the auto, steel or
communication workers’ union,
for example. Now the constitu-
tion of such a union may even
call for a local-by-local referen-
dum vote; and such a vote may
also be as secret as the union
constitution calls for—even
when a clear majority of ballots
actually oppose a strike. But
what can be even more secret—
and I mean secret!—is the method
of counting, recording and re-
porting the vote. Especially when
no néutral agency is present to
watch these proceedings — and
when it is a fine advantage for
the union’s negotiating: commit-
tee to be armed with a rousing
strike vote when they sit down
to negotiate a new contract with
management.

Such consderations as these
show how essential it is for such
a secret ballot to be taken under
auspicies other than those of the
union itself—particularly in so
serious an economic crisis as one

involving a possible strike, when

The Holstein and Jersey herd
of Hi-Lo farms and the Peter
Prescher Holstein herd each
compiled a 44 pound average
for butterfat during March.

It was the fourth consecutive
month at the top of the list for
the Prescher herd, which took
first place in butterfat produc-
tion in December, January and
February.

The Brown Swiss herd of the
Gainesville State School for
Girls ranked third in the DHIA
standings for March with a 42
pound butterfat average.

Other herds in the leading 10
for the month were: Paul Fish-
er, Hoedebeck & Myers, Paul
Fetsch, Richard Frasher, Alfred
J. Bayer, Charley Kammerdie-
ner, J. W. Fleitman and John
Knabe. The latter two tied for
the tenth spot.

The report compiled by J. J.
Hoffman, supervisor of the asso-
ciation, showed 25 herds tested
with 633 cows in milk.

The average butterfat produc-
tion per cow was 34 pounds and
the milk average per cow was
840 pounds for the month.
