Are YOU Too Much 
In a Hurry

You’re speeding w h e n e v e r  
you’re driving faster than you 
ought to — for the condition of 
the road, your car, yourself and 
the weather. But some people 
never think of conditions when 
they drive. They operate in a 
kind of vacuum, obsessed with 
the thought of getting wherev­
er they’re going in the shortest 
possible time. It’s part of the “in- 
a-hurry” complex that’s charac­
teristic of our age.

The person who is securely in 
the grip of this complex is un­
able to unwind or relax. He hu r­
ries through his meals . . . 
dashes from place to place . . . 
crams his life full of unim port­
ant activity and lives in a con­
stant state of nervous agitation. 
When he drives, he’s impatient, 
jittery, over-anxious — one of 
the worst menaces on the high­
way.

The Texas Safety Association 
says there are varying degrees of 
the malady. And every driver 
should check his driving behav­
ior to make sure he’s not de­
veloping any of the symtoms.

Are you restless and im patient 
behind the wheel . . . likely to 
be discourteous to pedestrians 
and other drivers? Do you fuss 
and fume every time you must 
stop for a red light, a train, a 
pedestrian crossing or a traffic 
tie-up? Do you find yourself in­
clined to pass other drivers for 
no other reason than just the de­
sire to get ahead of them? Are 
you overly time-conscious, al­
ways figuring how you can save 
a minute here and there in tra f­
fic? These are a few of the symp­
toms.

If you find it hard to get a 
straight answer from yourself on 
these questions, you might t r y  
observing your passengers for 
some hint as te your driver ra t­
ing.

If they’re tense and nervous 
. . . grab onto the seat or the 
door . . . press down with both 
feet to apply their own brakes 
. . . frequently offer advice or 
warning , . . i t’s a pretty safe 
bet that you’re not exactly a 
calm, cool and collected driver.

But, 
whatever is back of this gentle­
manly international concern for 
the serenity of our election cam­
paign, it can not be denied that 
Americans face no graver issue 
than that of whether the ru th ­
less Chou en-Lai and his m ur­
derous regime are to be white­
washed by the Assembly, a n d  
our ally. Nationalist C h i n a ,  
thrown out to make room for 
these Asiatic Reds.

If the Administration is in any 
doubt as to the attitude of the 
American people on this momen­
tous question, a mandate can be 
had before November 12th. The 

i  Republican convention needs 
j  only to include a Red China 
J  plank in its forthcoming p la t- ! 
form. In fact, it is the duty of 
both parties to declare them ­
selves clearly and unmistakably 
on this point before asking for 
public support.

To duck the question is to sug- j 
gest that it isfnone of our busi­
ness, or to admit uncertainity— 
or arouse the ugly suspicion that 
we have already been com m itted.!

THOSE S E A R C H I N G  FOR
Bridey Murphy have the help of a 
best-selling book, a popular song 
and a forth-coming movie. But 
some are asking whether the 
search is worth the trouble.

Scientists question the experi­
ments. Would a good scientist, 
they wonder, ask leading questions, 
the kind that tell you the answer? 
Author-hypnotist Bernstein did this 
often. Again, do good scientists 
publish their findings before all the 
facts are in ? Bridey’s story was on 
sale before the facts were checked 
in Ireland.

SERIOUS SCIENTISTS don’t 
work this way. They don’t believe 
everything they hear either. They 
wonder why Dr. Bernstein was so
?uick to believe and publicize the 
antastic tale of Bridey ? Dr. Bern­

stein, they feel, should have at 
least hesitated in the face of some 
unexplainable “facts.” For ex­
ample, Bridey “lived” in the 1850’s. 
Yet she tells of being married in a 
church not built until 1911.

They note that 
Bridey’s reincarnation t h e o r y  
makes a shambles of the world pic­
ture painted by Christ. And' they 
would rather stake their faith on
Christ than on one novel experi­
ment.

Scientists are pleased 
in the popularity of a scientific 
question; Christians are encour­
aged by the interest in the future 
life. But both wish it was the “real 
thing” which was selling and not

In­
stead of lying idle and bare all 
summer the land can be cov­
ered and its fertility built up by 
growing soil improving legumes.

Red Peas. Another legume that 
shows promise for summer soil 
protection and improvement is 
Guar.

Chinese Red Peas and Guar, 
both being legumes, should be in­
oculated with nitrogen-fixing 
bacteria that take nitrogen from 
the air and fix it in the earth so 
that soil fertility is improved.

Both plants make the optimum 
green vegetative tonnage in 90 
days for return to the soil f o r  
maximum conditioning and im­
proving benefits of added or­
ganic matter. The amount of n i­
trogen added to the soil from a 
properly managed legume crop 
will vary from 50 to 75 pounds 
an acre. This is equal to an ap­
plication of 200 pounds of am­
monium nitrate  an acre.

Cooperators of the Upper Elm- 
Red Soil Conservation district in 
the M uenster-Saint Jo area have 
witnessed t h e  advantages of 
growing summer soil improving 
crops and are m aking prepara­
tions to plant a part of their cul­
tivated land to these crops. The 
ASC offices in Cooke and Mon­
tague counties offer financial as­
sistance to farmers who plant 
summer legume crops.

Some Coastal Bermuda grass 
planted this spring already has 
put out runners two to three feet 
long and most of the cooperators 
who planted it have good stands 
in spite of the dry spring.

Some vetch and clover that 
was managed for seed harvest is 
making a good seed set and 
should turn  out a good seed crop. 
K. R. Bluestem grass is in the 
bloom stage but it’s too early to 
tell about a mid-summer seed 
crop at this time.

New ponds for livestock w at­
er have been built on the Frank 
Haverkamp farm southeast of 
Myra and on the B. A. Talley 
farm at Bulcher. These tanks 
will furnish water so that pas­
tures can be grazed in a rotation 
grazing program that will allow 
the grass a rest during a part of 
each growing season.

Farmer Refund on 
Federal Gas Tax 
To Begin June 30

Farmers will soon be able to 
obtain a refund of the Federal 
excise tax on gasoline which is 
used on a farm for farming pu r­
poses under a new law. Present 
Federal tax rate is 2 cents a gal­
lon. H. P. Moore of the Internal 
Revenue Service announced to ­
day that under the new law first 
refund payments will be made 
after June 30 on gasoline pur­
chased and used during the first 
six months of 1956. Thereafter, 
refunds will be made for a one- 
year period from Ju ly  1 to June 
30.

To get his refund, a farm er will 
have to file his claim after June 
30 and before October 1. Claims 
are to be made on Form 2240 
and are to be filed with the 
United States District Director of 
Internal Revenue for the farm er’s 
district. Forms will be available 
after June 1 at Internal Revenue 
offices, county a g r i c u l t u r a l  
agents, and at some banks and 
post offices.

Refunds will be lim ited to the 
Federal tax on gasoline which is 
used by a farm er for farming 
purposes, in carrying on a trade 
or business, on a farm located in 
the United States. A farm er may 
also request a refund of the tax 
on any gasoline which is used 
on his farm by a custom operator 
or a neighbor in connection with 
cultivating the soil, or raising or 
harvesting any agricultural or 
horticultural commodity.

Chiggers . . .
How to Treat 'Em 
And Their Bites

AUSTIN — Whether you call 
them red bugs or harvest mites I 
or chiggers of just plain Eutrom- 
bicula alfreddugesi, you’ll meet j 
them this spring and summer, j 
Forewarned is forearmed.

Texas, say State Health De- j 
partm ent entomologists, has more i 
than its fair share of the para- j 
sites, a statement with which j 
anyone who has endured cease-1 
less spasms of itching misery 
from red bug bites will agree.

They — the chiggers — have 
a special affinity for low, damp 
places covered with vegetation. 
Bermuda grass lawns harbor 
them well, but for some unex- j 
plainable reason they are n o t! 
usually found in carpet grass.

Just for the record, it’s th e ! 
larvae which do the damage, a t­
taching themselves with th e ir ! 
m outhparts and sucking blood j 
until they become engorged and I 
fall off. The severe itching is 
caused by an anti-coagulant ma- ‘ 
terial they inject into their host, j

Although adult chiggers — j 
large, red, and velvety — are 
entirely harmless to man, their 
wayward offspring can be seri­
ous as well as annoying. The en­
tomologists say they do not j 
spread any specific disease in i 
this country, but their bites often 
produce secondary infections in 
the form of sores and boils.

A few people have an appar­
ent immunity to chigger attacks, 
but the vast majority are fair 
game from about May until cold 
weather reduces chigger ranks. 
Favorite spots to attach them ­
selves for blood meals seems to 
be hands, feet, and the stomach

They attack lizards, snakes, 

birds, and rodents with the same 
vigor and resourcefulness they 
display in attacking man. No 
distinction is draw n between 
humans and l e s s e r  animal 
species, which is hardly compli­
m entary to us Homo sapiens.

Light applications of sulphur 
dust on lawns and low branches 
of shrubs have been used for 
years to successfully control 
chiggers. Nowadays, the newer 
organic insecticides s u c h  as 
chlordane and lindane gives bet- 
te t results. Just follow the di­
rections on the label.

A word of caution: be sure to 
avoid unnecessary exposure t o 
the insecticide. If you spill t h e ! 
concentrated m aterial o n your I 
skin, wash it off immediately. t 
And fee sure to keep children and 
pets out of the yard until the 
spray dries.

If your favorite golL course or j 
play ground has not been treated 
against chiggers, rub your legs 
and arms with a good commer­
cial mosquito repellent. It will 
keep the chiggers at a distance.

To learn where chiggers are 
harboring, stand a piece of black 
cardboard on end where you sus­
pect their presence. If after a few 
moments you see tiny yellowish 
or pinkish mites accumulating on 
the upper edge, it’s time to check 
your supply of insecticide.

stead, and coaching to help them 
learn to do things on their own.
