Ambulance Service

Drive Ends Dec. 2

Still straining every effort to
enroll the required membership
for establishing ambulances in
Cooke County, Professional
Ambulance Service has post-
poned its deadline 1 day, un-
til Tuesday, December 2.

“If the goal is not reached
by then, we’ll just have to ad-
mit failure,” Larry Running of
the Dallas based organization
said this week.

He alsc said that the cam-
paign’s failure wbuld be dis-
tressing news to the county.
With the old service provided
by funeral hemes closing out
on December 15, the county
will have ne ambulance ser-
vice. Then its only solution to
the problem would be to set
up a tax supported plan.

The  system proposed by
Professional Ambulance Ser-
vice is a prepaid membership
plan similar to insurance. The
membership costs $25 per
family and $15 per individual,
and it entitles the member to
free ambulance service within
a radius of 50 miles, plus $1
per mile beyond that distance.

For a minimum of 3000
members the company will lo-
cate two ambulances in the
county, both to be located at
Gainesville. For an additional
1500 members it proposed to
locate a unijt also at Muenster,
however that number now ap-
pears to be out of reach and the
drive’s immediate goal is 3000.

If established, the service
would be available to non-
members as well as members,
but the fee would be consider-
ably higher than the member-
ship, probably $75 per call.

This situation has led to
one of the principal problems
of the campaign. Some peo-
ple prefer to save the mem-
bership fee and risk paying
the higher charge if they need
the service. But the fault in
their idea is that there will be
no ambulances to serve them
unless the required member-
ship first makes the service
available.

In that respect, it has been
pointed out, signing up is
more than just providing for
one’s self. It is a community
service, helping to meet a very
vital need of the people.

The current drive, original-
ly scheduled to end on Novem-
ber 16, was extended to De-
cember 1 at a joint meeting
of the Gainesville City Coun-
cil and the County Commis-
sions. The service is strongly
endorsed by those organiza-
tions as well as the Muenster
City Council and the Muen-
ster School Board. When ex-
tended the membership was
2597, only 403 short of the
goal. During the past week-
end the closing date was post-
poned to December 2.

WACO — Texas Farm Bur-
eau has shown an increase, in
membership for the 23rd con-
secutive year, according to
Carrol Chaloupka, president
of the state’s largest general
farm organization.

Official tabulations just
completed show that the TFB
now has 180,470 member fam-
ilies in the organization, an
increase of 14,254 over last
year’s total, Chaloupka an-
nounced. The TFB’s member-
ship year runs from Nov. 1
to Oct. 31.

All of the 210 organized
county Farm Bureau organi-
zations had an increase for
the third year in a row, the
Dalhart grain and livestock
farmer said.

“This phenomenal increase
in membership indicates farm-
ers and ranchers are depend-
ing more and more on orga-
nized efforts to solves their
problems,” Chaloupka said.
“Among the more serious pro-
blems facing agriculture in
the past 12 months has been
government ahd union inter-
ference with grain exports, re-
strictive environmental regu-
lations, and the continuing in-
creases in costs of produc-
tion,”

The ten largest counties in
the state in membership size
are (1) Harris—2,811; (2) Mec-
Lennan—2,632; (3) Fayette—
2,456, (4) Fort Bend—2,452; (5)

Ellis—2,441; (6) Van Zandt—
2,387; (7) Wharton—2,319; (8)

Bell—2,014; (9) Nacogdoches—
1,918; and (10) Hidalgo—1,887.

The Texas Farm Bureau was
founded in Texas in 1921, but
had ceased functioning by the
carly 1930s.
