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It seems that esery few 
days we hear new stories of 
how professional chiselers 
are reaching into our poc-
kets for more of our tax 
dollars. One such incident 
was related a few days ago 
by Representative Dickinson 
of Alabama concerning 
lavish incomes by prisoners 
from the federal Compre-
hensive Employment and 
Training Act (CETA). 

These long term inmates 
were receiving $10,500 a 
year income in a program 
which, according to the orig-
inal intention, was to train 
them to support themselves 
when they finish the course. 

That idea is about as rid-
iculous as they come. Many 
of those characters serving 
life sentences or long term 
sentences will have forgotten 
what they learned many 
years before their time 
comes to apply it. One pre-
sumes of course that there 
should be a reasonable limit 
on the training period...for 
instance a year, and certain-
ly not more than two years. 

Counting the cost of 
training such guys, plus the 
expense of meals, lodging, 
etc., it becomes apparent 
that two years of CETA plus 
the trimmings costs more 
than sending a student 
through college. And after 
the training ends how long 
will it be before the trainee 
makes use of it? What an 
absurdity! To think that 
thoughtless politicians and 
bureaucrats are reaching in-
to our pockets to get the 
mcney for this purpose! 

Fortunately these cases 
are isolated. That is, the pay 
offs to prison inmates, but 
there have been many com-
plaints about the CETA pro-
gram, so, it is not surprising 
that the payments found 
their way into jails. The big 
complaint about the 
program is that its trainees 
were interested only in their 
pay and did little training. 
By a sort of cynical logic, 
one might as well admit that 
the funds are no more 
wasted on criminals than on 
some of the other recipients. 

A similar rip-off has come 
to light in the Social Secur-
ity, which is reported to be 
paying some 30,000 prison 
inmates as much as $60 
million a year in disability 
payments. A classic example 
is a convict in the state hos-
pital for the criminally in-
sane because a judge had 
overturned his manslaughter 

convition (after stabbing his 
victim 66 times). Officially 
then his disability was insan-
ity for which he has received 
S214 a month for four years, 
a total of over $10,000. 

It appears that prisoners 
have been eligible for this 
Social Security benefit since 
the program was enacted in 
1935. However, little if any-
thing was done about it, so 
no one noticed. But now it's 
out in the open and there 
can be no excuse for further 
delay in eliminating the pro-
vision. 

People of conscience and 
common sense can't excuse 
this rip-off whereby million 
of dollars provided by hard 
working people are siphoned 
off by prisoners who are 
already being supported by 
society. We are especially 
irked by the thought that 
this prisoner bonanza is used 
on personal comfort items 
and spending money when 
millions of ill, crippled and 
elderly need their payments 
for food, rent and utilities. 

While on this subject, the 
column wishes to divert 
briefly to the modern trend 
of pampering prisoners. 
They, as well as some over 
solicitous judges, ought to 
understand that the country 
club atmosphere required by 
modern standards is neither 
deserved nor needed.

Forestburg is back in the 
manufacturing business. 
The opening of a shoe man-
ufacturing plant, owned and 
managed by Mark Rakoover 
of Fort Worth and located 
in a building owned by the 
Forest burg Industrial 
Foundation, was announced 
this week by the Forestburg 
Industrial Foundation. 

The company will make 
moccasins and a number of 
other leather items for both 
the national and inter-
national market. 

Mr. Rakoover was inspir-
ed with the labor force of the 
Forestburg area and the pro-
ductive record of the people 
who worked in the Linda Jo 
Shoe Company branch plant 
when it was in operation at 
Forestburg. 

The plant locating in For-
estburg was in part due to 
the effort of Gene Daven-
port, Member Services Man-
ager for Cooke County Elec- 

tric Cooperative. Davenport 
spent much time and effort 
searching for someone to 
occupy the Forestburg plant 
site after Linda Jo closed 
their plant. He stated that 

the task was not an easy one, 
but the spirit of cooperation 
demonstrated by the people 
of Forestburg made the ef-
fort successful. 

The plant opened the first 
part of December and is ac-
cepting applications from 
people interested in 
working.

On a weekday, when the 
average temperature drops 
to 15 degrees Fahrenheit,

Lone Star Gas Explains 
Curtailment Program 
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WASHINGTON, D.C. —
Two of our nation's most 
valuable resources — resources 
that cannot be replaced — are 
now being inadvertantly ex-

ported with every bushel of 
grain and every bale of fiber 
that we ship to a foreign port. 

As a recent speaker to the 
National Conference on Soil 
Conservation Policies here in 
Washington put it, "We are 
marketing, unintentionally, 
our soil and water resources, in 
the guise of increased 
exports." 

There is no doubt that we 
have grown to depend heavily 
on the agricultural export 
market (61 percent of our feed 
grains and 55 percent of our 
cotton, for instance, are grown 
for export) as the only bright 
spot in our otherwise dismal 
balance of payments picture. 
We have long outproduced the 
domestic market needs and are 
now looking toward even 
greater export income in the 
years ahead. Agricultural ex-
ports play an invaluable role in 
our balance of payments and 
we must not downplay their 
importance. But, it is equally 
important to note that we can 
have the best of both worlds 
only if we are willing to work 
at it. 

"We most recognize the 
seriousness of the loss of these 
resources and take immediate 
steps to reduce soil and water 
losses or we must accept the 
responsibility of passing on a 
barren land to future genera-
tions. 

Landowners and those in-
terested in agriculture are not 
the only groups beginning to 
take focus on conservation 
problems, for the land is a 
resource of importance to all. 
There are indications in Con-

gress of support for mandatory 
conservation practice pro-
grams which would be tied to 

current farm programs. This

type of plan, generally known 
as the "red ticket" approach, 
would require that every 

farmer must have his conserva-
tion work certified before he 
was eligible for any type of 
support or loan payments. Big 
Brother would be saying, "you 
will comply." 

A second, and certainly 
more favorable direction, is the 
"green ticket" approach, or 
voluntary compliance, with 
strong incentives to encourage 
conservation work. But time is 
growing short for a voluntary 
program. The message we are 
receiving from non-farming in-
terests, the vast majority of the 
population and therefore the 
majority of the Congress, 
seems to be "do it yourselves, 
or we'll do it for you." 

Our area has been iden-
tified as one of the three or 
four most critical areas of the 
nation in terms of soil erosion 
and we certainly have never 
had a drop of water to spare. 
We must continue to utilize 
conservation methods that 
work to keep the topsoil in 
place and retain its productivi-
ty. We must also expand the 
funding of research to find bet-
ter and more economical ways 
to accomplish those purposes. 

The problems are many but 
there are none which cannot be 
overcome. The bottom line is 
simple; conservation is costly 
and is a longterm investment. 
Farmers cannot be expected to 
make longterm investments 
with income returns of less 
than five percent on equity. 
Young farmers particularly are 
having a difficult time making 
land payments or just oper-
ating with 67 percent parity 
prices. 

Soil conservation then 
needs to be looked at as an in-
vestment of all the people, 
because all will benefit. 

We must not fail to 
recognize and deal with the 
consequences of poor soil and 
water management. We are but 
guardians of the soil and 
another generation is waiting 
for their turn to use it.

State Surplus Dispute

Babe Schwartz' recent idea 
of building a nuclear waste 
dump somewhere in West 
Texas. 

He also said last week the 
1981 legislature will take a 
hard look at tenure for col-
lege and university profes-
sors in Texas.

This is a once-
in-a-lifetime break, and the 
homeowner would be well 
advised to seek competent tax 
counsel before taking the ex-

istry research program has 
been ranked sixth in the nation, 
based on 1977 figures for dollars 
expended on research and de-
velopment, according to the 
National Science Foundation. 

Chemistry studies here 
totaled $3,894,000 that year and 
1978 figures should reflect a sig-
nificant increase, university 
officials noted. 

Texas A&M was one of only 
nine institutions to exceed S3 
million in 1977 and led in the 
South and Southwest.

Recently we have been 
discussing the loss of freedoms 
in America. It is sometimes 
difficult for us to see these 
losses because they may not 
apply to us. For example, it 
may be difficult for one to ac-
cept the proposition that we 
have lost the freedom to support 
the political candidate of our 
choice if one doesn't work in a 
plant where the labor union 
which controls the plant 
assesses each employee a fee to 
be used to support political 
candidates of the union's 
choice. These might not be 
those the employee would 
suoport. Or perhaps it might be 
difficult for us to accept the 
allegation that we have lost the 
freedom to attend our neigh-
borhood school if this has not 
happened to one of our children. 

But even though the loss of 
freedom does not apply to one 
person, it does apply to others 
and is very real. Just as any 
misfortune that befalls one 
member of a community affects 
everyone in that community, so 
too, the loss of freedom of one 
person is a loss of freedom of all 
persons. 

Such is the case in the loss of 
property rights experienced by 
many of our fellow citizens 
under such programs as 
Federal Urban Renewal. Man 
has three rights: the right to 
life, liberty and property. It is 
beyond the scope of this 
discussion, but it can be 
demonstrated that life and 
liberty are totally dependent 
upon the right to property. The 
Founders of our Republic were 
thoroughly cognizant of the 
importance of the, right to 
property and the necessity for 
safeguarding it; they 
enumerated it in our basic 

charter of rights, the Bill of 
Rights. It will also be found 
in all the State Constitutions. 

It is important to understand 
the essence of the right to 
property. That essence is the 
right to control, the right of 
disposition. There seems to be a 
feeling on the part of some 
today that the only privilege 
associated with ownership of 
property is the opportunity to 
pay taxes on it. But the essence 
of ownership is control; if you 
cannot use your property, or 
dispose of it as you wish, you 
have lost your right of property 
ownership. Those who control it 
really have the benefits of 
ownership even though you may 
still possess the title and pay the 

taxes on it .  

Consider a typical case where 
a person owns a nice little store 
building which the husband and 
wife had scrimped and saved to 
pay for so that in their 
retirement years they would 
have a nice rental income. 
Unfortunately it is found that 
the building is in a part of town 
that certain city fathers believe 
ought to be revitalized with an 
urban renewal project. Should 
such a project be approved at 
all levels of government these 
persons would have lost their 
property rights. The urban 
renewal authority will be given 
the power by the government to 
take that property with the 
power of eminent domain and to 
sell it to another party for 
whatever purpose may have 
been approved in the new 
master plan. Perhaps all the 
buildings in the area will be torn 
down and replaced with a 
shopping mall or a high rise 
apartment or condominium 
complex. Many of our citizens 
have lost the freedom to own 
and use their own property in 
just this way. 

Certainly it is true that for 
various reasons certain parts of 
our towns and cities become 
run-down. They could look nicer 
and perhaps they should be 
renewed and revitalized. But 
the American way has, until 
recently, been the way of 
freedom, utilizing the free 
market and willing buyers and 
sellers to dispose of private 
property. Let's refuse to use 
programs which utilize coer-
cion against peaceful, creative 
citizens. Let's use the free 
market to renew our cities.

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AUSTIN — The Iranian 
hostage crisis was brought 
closer to Texans last week 
when the Shah moved to 
Lackland AFB in San An-

tonio to recuperate from his 
medical problems. 

His temporary residence 
here brought strong reactions 
from several groups. as one 
might expect. 

Iranians living in San An-
tonio immediately applied 
for a demonstration permit 
in that city—they wanted to 
protest the Shah's asylum in 
the U.S. by marching around 
the gates of Lackland. San 
Antonio officials denied the 
permit. 

Gov. Clements also stirred 
up a hit of controversy with 
his welcome statement to the 
Shah. The governor said the 
state wouldn't tolerate any 
demonstrations. pro or con. 
"Out-of-state agitators will 
not he tolerated. and I have 
already so directed the DPS." 

Following reactions by 
some citizens that the gov-
ernor's ban might be an in-
fringment on the Bill of 
Rights. Clements clarified 

his statement. saying the 
state wouldn't tolerate any 
violent demonstrations. 

His warning may have 
deterred several Ku Klux 
Klan groups who had 
planned to meet the Iranians 
outside Lackland. As of last 
week. no violence was re-
ported in connection with 
the Shah's residency. 

The Texas Republican Ex-
ecutive Committee officially 
passed a resolution endors-
ing the deportation of Iran-
ian students who endorse 
"actions of an enemy of this 
country." 

Carter Visit Cancelled 

President Jimmy Carter 
did not come to his Austin 
fundraiser because of the 
Iranian situation. but he sent 
several Texans in his admin-
istration. In attendencc were 
Robert Strauss. chairman of 
the Carter-Mondale cam-
paign: Energy ' Secretary 
Charles Duncan;..Lahor Sec-
retary Ray • Marshall: U.S. 
Sen. Lloyd Bentsen: and 
Sarah Weddington, assistant 
to the president. 

Also on hand were Special 
Mexico Ambassador Bob 
Krueger, Lady Bird Johnson, 
Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby, House 
Speaker Bill Clayton, Land 
Commissioner Bob Arm-
strong and Treasurer Warren 
C. Harding.

During more than 30 years of 
production. over 1,600 wells 
have been drilled in Aminoil's 

leases at the field. The data 
about the field's geological 
complexity and the maze of 
wells that were slant-drilled 

from shore to oil reservoirs deep 
under the coastal waters finally 
became too much for the mind 
to retain. 

Ted Ehring. Aminoil's man-
ager of development geology, 
remedied the problem by 

developing a computerized data 
bank that surpasses the powers 
of the human mind. 

The computer's precise maps 

of these hundreds of well 
courses are invaluable to drill-

ing engineers at Huntington 

Beach. where many of the 

original wells had to be 

red rifled. 
The courses for new wells had 

to be closely controlled to avoid 
collisions with the maze of wells 

already in existence. Errors in 
the ha nd-drawn maps used 
before the computer system was 
developed sometimes resulted 
in drilling collisions, which 
caused lost production and 
occasional blow-outs. 

Since Ehring's computer 

system was completed in 1968, 
there have not been any drilling 

collisions at Huntington Beach. 
"Now, we can drill a well that 

passes within 20 feet of another 
well - or even closer, if 
necessary." notes Ehring. 

Any proposed new well 

course is fed into the computer. 
which searches its data bank for 
interference along the proposed 
route. Drilling engineers can 
then adjust their courses if 
necessary. "This mechanical 
draftsman saves us a tremen-
dous amount of time." adds

Ehring. "Hand-plotting a well 

course took about a week, but 
the computer draws a map in 20 
minutes, and without error." 

The computer's geological 
data has done more than aid the 

drilling program at Huntington 

Beach; it has contributed to 

successful development of the 

entire field. Obtaining accurate 
information about the complex 
geology of the field has been 

critical to the secondary 
recovery techniques used to 
pump oil from the ground after 

conventional methods no 
longer succeed. In some cases. 
interpretation of the computer's 

geological data has led to the 
discovery of new, significant oil 

reserves.

Komondor dogs, being used by Texas goat raisers as guard 
dogs. base thick white coats which work into ropelike 
cords. or platelets. for added protection against predators.

Maggie's friends don't 
mind, because they are goats! 

Maggie is a five-year-old 
Komondor guard dog and her 

charges, some 300-head of 
.Angora goats on a rocky. 
shinoak-cosered Hamilton 

County ranch. are natural 
prey for the scores of bobcats. 
red foxes and coyotes in the 

area. 
Predator losses have risen 

by about 33 percent over the 

past decade according to a 
survey of Texas sheep and 

goat raisers. Cost to the 
mulustry was an estimated S13 
million in lost sales last year 

alone, explained Agriculture 
Commissioner Reagan V. 

Brown. 

"Mohair production 
peaked in the state in 1965 
when 31.5 million pounds of 

the pri/ed fiber were sheared 
in the state. But production 
has dwindled ever since, down 

to an estimated 8.1 million 
pounds in 1978. primarily 

because of predator pro-
blems" Brown said 

Goat raisers like Buster 
and Henn Adams. Evans. 
I exas. were willing to try 
anything to help them stay in 

the business. That "anything" 
proved to be an eight-month-
old Komondor puppy. a 
breed that the Adamses had

The pup. named Maggie, 

joined a long line of her 
ancestors in guard work. 
Komondor dogs have been 
documented to have been 
domesticated and at work in 

Hungary by 12 A. D. By 
World War II. however, only 

a handful of the powerful 
dogs remained after the 

onslaught of German forces: 
following the war. the 

Hungarians had to import 

breeding stock to reestablish 
the breed in their native land. 

Today, there are still 
probably more Komondor 
dogs in the U. S.. primarily as 
show dogs, than in Hungary. 

The dogs clearly show their 
centuries of breeding for the 
job they perform. In a single 
word: Solid. Hind legs are 
made for running: front legs. 
complete with razor-sharp 

toenails. for fighting. A strong 

muzzle conceals an amazing 
set of huge teeth. 

But of primary concern is 
their "guard instincts." As 

Maggie learned during her 
first months with her goats, 
her job was not to herd the 

flock nor to chase or play 

boisterously. but, basically, to 
"hang around." 

By the end of her first year. 

Maggie graduated and fully 
accepted her responsibility as 
guardian of both adult goats 

and kids under different types 
at pasture conditions. 

Maggie has worked for the 
Adamses. but they are quick 
to point out that Komondor 
dogs are not necessarils the 

ultimate answer for all 
ranchers' predator problems.  

Nor arc all Korns perlectl ■ 
suited for the work. I he 
Adamses base had si•eral 

Komondor dogs since Maggie 
irst came to the ranch and 

some simply base not adapted 
into working dogs. 

For those Korns that do 

respond to training. howe,er. 
their use is proving to he at 
least a partial solution to the 
often dinastating predator 

problem among goats. In the 
years since Maggie gained lull 
status as a guard dog. for 

example. not one Angora 
goat under her care has been 
lost to predators.

Stuffed turkey — or 
roasted turkey with dressing 
— is the star attraction of 
many Christmas meals. 
However, a few precautions 
should be followed to make 
sure that the stuffing is of 
the highest quality and en-
tirely safe. 

Problems with a stuffed 
turkey may result from un-
der-cooking. Other safety 
hazards may arise if the 
stuffed turkey is stored prior 
to cooking. 

"A stuffed turkey, if im-
properly handled or cooked, 
can be an ideal place for 
harmful bacteria to grow. 
Like most living things, bac-
teria requires proper 
nutrients, 	moisture 	and 
temperature. Generally, 
bacteria is introduced when 
the stuffing is prepared," 
points out Dr. David B. 
Mellor, Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service poultry 
marketing specialist, Texas 
A&M University System. 

A safe method for pre-
paring bread stuffing—and 
stuffing a turkey—is to com-
bine the ingredients, stuff 
the bird and immediately 
begin roasting it in a pre-
heated oven Mellor says. 

"A meat thermometer 
may be inserted through the 
skin between the first and 
second ribs and directed 
toward the center of the 
stuffing to take the temper-
ature of stuffing. The 
thermometer should read 
165 degrees Fahrenheit when 
the stuffing is cooked. This 
temperature is high enough 
to kill any food poisoning 
organisms," Mellor ex-
plains. 

Research 	shows 	that 
turkey cooked to an internal 
meat temperature of 180 
degrees Fahrenheit in a calib-
rated oven at 325 degrees 
Fahrenheit came out ahead in 
flavor, tenderness, juiciness 
and yield, as well as heat 
penetration and safety for 
both turkey and dressing, 
Mellor adds. 

"Most turkey bags have 
instructions for thawing and 
roasting, which should be 
followed with care. Holiday 
chefs should be sure to cook 
the turkey meat to an inter-
nal temperature of 180 
degrees Fahrenheit and the 
stuffing to 165 degrees Fah-
renheit," the specialist caut-
ions. 

To prepare a turkey for 
stuffing, salt the body cavity 
before adding the stuffing. 
Prepare and place the stuf-
fing in the bird just prior to 
roasting. Stuff loosely to 
allow for expansion. Never 
hold a stuffed, uncooked

Seed Lab 
AUSTIN—Ground breaking 

ceremonies held in Vernon 
Nov. 28 mark the beginning of 

construction there of a new 
Texas Department of 
Agriculture (TDA) seed 

laboratory being designed to 
expand the Department's seed 
testing capabilities and 

provide quicker service for 
seedsmen and farmers in the 
Vernon area and throughout 
the stale. 

Agriculture Commissioner 
Reagan V. Brown was on 
hand for the ceremonies. 

"When completed on March 
I. 1980, this new lab will be a 

very valuable addition to the 
TDA seed program and will 
help handle the heavy work-

load on our three existing 
laboratories in Lubbock. 
Stephenville and Giddings," 
Brown said. 

The laboratory will be 
located at 5015 College Drive. 
adjacent to the TDA District 
4 Office, which is housed in 
the Ag. Service Center, noted 

District Supervisor Ronald 
Bertrand. It will contain 
specialized seed testing 
equipment and will utilize a 

staff of from three to eight 
persons. 

TDA seed laboratories are 
responsible for testing 
commercial seed samples 
drawn by field inspectors to 
ensure that germination rate 
and other label information is 
accurate. They also provide 
seed testing as a senior to 

seedsmen, farmers and other 
individuals. The new Vernon 
lab will help meet a major 
demand in the latter category. 
according to Bertrand. 

In fiscal 1979. TDA seed 

labs conducted tests on 7.708 
official samples, as well as 
36,119 service samples (for 

individuals). ,

Of course the prison pro-
gram has many good points. 
It deserves praise for provid-

Politicians should realize 
that they are being over 
solicitous about the rights of 
peope who are already vio-
lating the rights of the rest 
of us.
