2. So, the tradition says that 
six more weeks of winter can 
be expected. 

Along with the chill Muen-
ster has had more moisture, 
mostly the .42 inch from 2% 
inches of snow measured Wed-
nesday morning. Almost all 
of the snowfall came Tuesday 
afternoon and night. Along 
with other small measures 
earlier in the week the Feb-
ruary total now stands at .62 
inch and the 1979 total is 4.56 
inches.

During the past week Vice 
Premier Teng Hsao-ping o 
Red China was wined and 
dined in this country as a 
sort of social and business 
sequel to the recent official 
recognition of his country by 

ours. 
His visit has been played 

up as a step toward lasting 
world peace as well as an op-
portunity for vast trade in-
creases especially in farm pro-
ducts and oil producing equip-
ment. To that extent it is a 
good deal for the United 
States. But it should also be 
mentioned that the values be-
ing received by the Chinese 
are considerbly more than 
those being given. 

As pointed out by Smith 
Hempstone in Human Events, 
Teng was here ''not because 
he loved us, but because he 
covets our technology, not be-
cause he respects our political 
system but because he needs 
us as a counterweight to the 
Soviet Union. He is here to 
import commuters, not con-
stitutions; fertilizers not free-
dom; radar, not religion; elec-
tronics, not elections. 

"He is here because the 
massive failures of the totali-
tarian system of which he is a 
part and product have made 
it impossible even for a peo-
ple as industrious and intelli-
gent as the Chinese to raise 
themselves, as their brothers 
in Singapore and Taiwan have 
done, above a bare subsistence 
level." 

Firemen Told to 
Keep Equipment 
Inside the City 

Members of the Muenster 
Fire Department were noti-
fied Monday night that they 
are not permitted to use the 
city's fire fighting equipment 
to answer fire calls outside the 
city as long as the city has no 
contract with the county. 

The order was given to Fire 
Chief Rick Stewart by the city 
council on advice of Chuck 
Bartush Jr., city attorney, and 
Earl Fisher, insurance con-
sultant, who said that the city 
presently has no immunity 
outside its limits. 

Muenster's former contract 
with the commissioners court 
ended on January 27 after 
failure to reach an agreement 
on a price for the service. 
Muenster asked for $2500 a 
year, and the county declined 
to pay more than $2000 on 
grounds that it was in line 
with the contract with the 
city of Gainesville, which is 
set at $15,000 per year for 
an average of 300 runs a year. 

In discussing the issue Mon-
day night, the Muenster coun-
cil referred to a published re-
port by Gainesville firemen 
saying they had made nine 
rural fire runs in January. 
On the basis of $15000 a year, 
councilmen pointed out that 
the amount would be just un-
der $140 per run, not $50. 

A cost study of Muenster 
fire runs in recent years 
shows a total of $4300 for 42 
runs the past year, an average 
of $102.37.

Council OKs Park 
Board Proposals 
For Germanfest 

With Germanfest especially 
in mind, along with a year-
round program for park man-
agement and maintenance, the 
Muenster City Council Mon-
day night went along with re-
commendations made by the 
recently appointed park board. 
The suggestions were pre-
sented by Alvin Fuhrman, 
chairman. 

The principal provision re-
lates to .the current highway 
construction replacing t h e 
overpass with a 4-lane surface 
road. Parking will not be per-
mitted on the highway, nor on 
Maple and Cross Streets which 
will be official detours. So, 
the plan is to have parking 
uptown and provide bus ser-
vice to bring people to the 
park. If weather permits ar-
rangements will be made also 
for parking on the vacant lot s 
across the creek south of the  
city park. Parking will not 
be permitted inside the city 
park, but passes will be avail-
able for persons who have to 
haul to and from concessions, 
etc. 

The council okayed the park 
board's recommendations and 
also authorized it to use its 
own judgement in other de-
tails relative to the festival. 

Another proposal concerns 
year round policy for the 
park's use. A permit will be 
required hereafter to use the 
city park or ball park for fund 
raising events, and extra facil-
ities like trash bags and bar-
rels, electrical outlets, _etc. 
will have to be furnished by 
the sponsor. Cleanup and gen-
eral restoration of facilities to 
original condition will also be 
expected. Likewise 5a cleanup 
is expected after family reun-
ions, organization parties, etc. 

Council members also ap-
proved renewal of the city's 
insurance program, including 
workmen's compensation, pro-
perty and liability insurance. 
Related to insurance they 
voted to build. a chain link 
fence around the city water 
tower. As is, the tower is rated 
as an "attractive nuisance". 

In other action the council 
noted that the terms of three 
Water Board members will 
expire on March and re-ap-
pointment is in order if they 
wish to continue the positions. 
They are Gene Hoedebeck, Al 
Walter and Henry Weinzapfel.

Sullivant Opposes 
Foreign Purchase 
Of Land in Texas 

Rep. Bill Sullivant last week 
introduced House Bill 800 
which if passed would severe-
ly limit foreign, absentee 
ownership of Texas agricul-
tural land. In so doing, he 
stated that since 1974 the sud-
den surge of U.S. land pur-
chases by Japanese. Western 
Europeans, and the OPEC na-
tions has caused growing con-
cern among ,  those who have 
studied this phenomenon. 

"While we welcome foreign 
investment in manufacturing 
and marketing enterprises be-
cause of the favorable impact 
such investments have on our 
economy, the purchase :of our 
land itself is an entirely dif-
ferent matter," Sullivant said. 
"Studies indicate that foreign 
absentee ownership of land 
usually results in less inten-
sive use of the land, less con-
cern about the  pollution 
caused by its use, less civic 
responsibility being assumed 
by its owners, and in general, 
less concern for the economic 
welfare of the community and 
state in which the land is lo-
cated. In addition, our agricul-
tural production capacity is 
the one really bright spot in 
our ability to compete in the 
world trade markets." 

"Testimony before a Con-
gressional Committee, purpor-
tedly based upon U.S.D.A. 
figures, indicated that 21% of 
all farm sales in 1977 were to 
foreign entities. Other esti-
mates, taking into considera-
tion purchases by domestic 
corporations that are foreign 
controlled, range as high as 
40'; ," Sullivant pointed out. 
"Totally reliable figures are 
not available; however. I be-
eve the prospect of any 

significant percentage of our 
f,K1 production capacity fall-
ing into the hands of people 
who owe their political allegi-
ance to foreign gogvernments 
is one which most of our peo-
ple would consider intoler-
able. House Bill 800 is de-
signed to stop it."

One might say that China is 
following the example set by 
the other communist giant, 
Soviet Russia, but it is a few 
decades behind. Yhe Soviets 
got their start with official 
recognition by President Roos-
levelt along with abundant 
technical and financial aid 
from business interests of this 
country. A few years later this 
country's massive help en-
abled the Reds to survive 
World War II. 

And many times since then, 
when the bungling commun-
ist economy was in trouble, 
Moscow got more help from 
U.S., in fact, enough help no 
it could go on with its gigantic 
military program while we re-
scued it from economic break-
down. Furthermore, supple-
menting all that assistance, 
the reds kept the world's larg-
est spy network over here 
stealing valuable military and 
industrial secrets from this 
country. 

Obviously China has learned 
from Russis. If it has any 
hope of making headway, its 
best bet is to get all possible 
help from our country. Six 
decades of history have dem-
onstrated that Communism is 
a failure economically as well 
as socially and politically. 

Its most disastrous tragedy 
is that when it takes over any 
country its first objective is to 
eliminate all people of influ-
ence in government, business 
and otherwise so that no ef-
fective leaders will be left to 
oppose the dictatorship. China, 
like Russia, has had big pro-
blems because its most cap-
able people were included in 
the estimated 30 to 40 million 
who were purged. 

Along with economic stag-
nation, China now has another 
big problem in the increasing 
hostility of Russia. At least 
that is the report being spread 
over here. And considering 
that US is getting more con-
cerned about Russia's threat to 
world peace and our own na-
tional security, it seems rea-
sonable to work out some mu-
tually beneficial, arrangement. 

Nevertheless that ought to 
be done with caution. One has 
to wonder what is the real 
attitude between t h e two 
countries. Is there a real anta-
gonism based on centuries of 
nationalistic f riction? Or, 
when the chips are down, will 
they rather unite under the 
ideals of communism in op-
posing the United States? A 
fact that should not be for-
gotten is both red regimes 
often rated US as the No. 1 

• 	enemy. 
There is merit in the pres-

ent view that China, as a na-
tion of a billion people, should 
not be ignored. Trade agree-
ments are desirable as mutu-
ally beneficial to both coun-
tries, but they cannot be justi-
fied at the price of China's de-
mand that we betray Taiwan 
in order to establish relations. 
The Nationalists who had to 
flee their homeland in the 

- first place to escape Red slav-
ery, deserve a chance to keep 
living as free people. Further-
more we. as leaders of the 
free world, and in considera-
tion of our too-little; and too-
late effort in the original cop-
flict, remain specially indebted 
to them.

Capital Highlights 
AUSTIN — Texas' economy statistics show the value of 

is in good shape, but is not 
recession proof, the comptrol-
ler's revenue forecaster told 
the House Ways and Means 
Committee last week. 

Bill Allaway said the state's 
economic growth rate will like-
ly decline from four per cent to 
three per cent in 1980, in line 
with a national drop. 

Comptroller Bob Bullock's 
estimate that revenue for the 
next fiscal period (1980-81) 
will exceed $21.2 billion — or 
$2.8 billion more than the 
current budget — is based on 
these factors, Allaway indi-
cated: 

—A declining inflation rate, 
which would slow the growth 
of sales tax revenue. 

—A possible recession this 
year or next. 

—A good chance that the 
federal revenue sharing pro-
gram will be reduced or can-
celled. The program will ex-
pire in September 1980 unless 
extended. About $111.2 million 
a year is now' received from 
revenue sharing. 

"We are not recession proof, 
as popularly believed," Alla-
way told the committee, "and 
probably less so as Texas be-
comes a more mature economy 
and a more-diversified econ-
omy." 

Bullock's estimate is based 
further on assumptions that 
there will be a gradual recov-
ery from the feared recession, 
and that federal policies will 
bring inflation under control 
by [the middle of 1981.

Texas exports jumped to $5.2 
billion in 1976 (last year avail-
able) — a 160 per cent increase 
over 1972. Exported goods 
were then valued at $1.9 bil-
lion. 

An estimated 96,200 jobs in 
Texas were dependent on ex-
ports of manufactured goods, 
and nearly 60,000 of those 
were related directly to mak-
ing goods for overseas ship-
ment. 

Texas is the top exporter 
of chemical products, but the 
industry provided only 6,300 
jobs. Two-thirds of the ma-
chinery shipped for foreign 
vale from the state was con-
struction equipment.

Lt. Gov. Bill [Hobby said he

Location is 
one of the main reasons for 
this choice_ Satisfaction with 
the  neighborhood, ties to 
friends. schools and a cost 
factor may make the present 
house the alternative

Gullies are evidence of land being misused, but there 
is a way to make it attractive and productive again.

Gullies or "critical areas" 

are probably the most obvious 
sign that land has been mis-
used. A few exceptions, such 
as the Grand Canyon in Ari-
zona and Palo Duro in Texas, 
are works of nature and are 
scenic attractions. There is 
nothing attractive, thoug h, 
about o u r ordinary gully 
patches. Sheet erosion from 
wind or water may not be no-
ticeable, but raw gashes ruin 
the looks of any land, whether 
it's on the "back forty" or in 
that new, expensive housing 
development. 

In our area, most of the pro-
blem started years ago when 
much more of our land was 
being cultivated. Some of this 
land was not suitable for culti-
vation, and erosion soon made 

It unprofitable. New ground 
was plowed up and the worn 
out fields became pasture or 
rangeland, left to grow what-
ever plants nature provided 
and often overgrazed. With all 
these handicaps nature pro-
vided enough cover to heal 
many small ditches, but some, 
especially the deep, steep kind, 
continue to slough off, leaving 
no cover of any kind. 

Most of these raw ditches 
can be healed by shaping and 
sodding. This puts the land 
back to near its original shape 
and lets runoff water come 
down the slope slowly rather 
than pouring over the edge. 
In addition to healing the gul-
ly itself, shaping makes the 
land around and between 
easier to manage. Weed con-
trol, fertilization and livestock 
management are much easier 
when gullies are crossable. 

Safety is another considera -

tion. Riding a pickup or trac-
tor over the edge of a gully 
only a few feet deep is hard 
on equipment and driver. 
Even walking is risky. Imagine 
taking a short cut through a 
gullied pasture on a dark 
night. 

Fall Is a good time to shape 
gullies; then sodding can be 
done the next spring. Gullies 
already shaped and plowed 
are ready to sod now. 

Another method is to use 
bermudagrass to sod the area 
around the gullies, preferably 
the whole pasture. After the 
grass makes a good cover, 
usually in about two years, 
shaping can be done and grass 
set out at the same time. Care-
ful bulldozer work can leave 
most of' the grass roots near 
the top of the ground and if 
done in the spring, growth 
can start immediately. 

Either way, fairly heavy 
amounts of fertilizer are 
needed and often some follow-
up work is necessary to patch 
any small pot holes that form 
in the bottom. This can easily 
by accomplished without 
heavy equipment and former 
bad land will be both produc-
tive and attractive.
