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How important is one per-
son’s vote? More than 99 per
cent of the time it can be
truthfully 'said that it doesn’t
really make any difference. As
elections usually go, the dif-
ference between winner and
loser is so big that the out-
come can’t be changed by a
single vote.

But there are exceptions.
History over the past few
hundred years has come up
with dozens of cases in which
an election outcome has been
decided by just one vote. It's
a good thing to keep in mind
as we come up to Saturday’s
primary election. The odds are
that no contest is going to be
decided by one vote but if it
should happen it might be
comforting to know that a
person has had his turn at the
ballot box — or as uncomfort-
able to remember going fish-
ing instead.

A story of that kind is told
about a primary race in Cali-
fornia. Two candidates ended
in a tie and the two contenders
drew lots in the presence of
the secretary of stute for the
party’s nomination. The In-
cumbent lost and from there
sank into political oblivion.
The sad ending of this is that
the man’s secretary on elec-
tion day was too busy with
office work to go and cast her
vote.

The lady lost her job by
one vote, but she was lucky
compared with Charles I of
England who was condemned
to execution by one vote.

Many other cases are on re-
cord of history being dras-
tically changed by a single vote.
For instance, Oliver Cromwell,
in 1645 became virtual dic-
tator of England by a margin
of one vote. And in 1776 just
one vote decided whether the
language of this country would
be English or German.

Also, a single vote in the
national congress was the
margin by which our state of
Texas was admitted into the
United States. It was also the
margin by which President
Andrew Jackson was saved
from impeachment.

Two of our presidents,
Thomas Jefferson and John
Quincy Adams were elected
by a single vote in electoral
college balloting. And another
president, Rutherford B.
Hayes, won twice by a single
vote before he could become
president. His victory by a
single vote was contested and
the issue was referred to a
commission which decided in
favor of Hayes, again by one
vote. And, believe it or not,
the congressman who cast that
decisive vote was sent to Wash-
ington by just one vote.

Many other stories bring out
the fact of one vote’s import-
ance. In 1876 France changed
from a monarchy to a republic
by just one vote. And in 1923
Adolph Hitler was placed in
lead of the Nazi party by a
single vote. More than 250
years ago the British House
of Commons chose the House
of Hanover as the royal fam-
ily by one vote. Even now
Queen Elizabeth can credit
that vote for her throne,.

We'll never know for certain
whether the nation’s survival
ever depended on a single
vote, but it was at least im-
portant if not vital in 1941
when Congress decided by just
one vote to continue the mil-
itary draft. At that very time,
Congress was to learn soon,
the Japs were well advanced
with planning the sneak attack
on Pearl Harbor.

1948 is remembered as the
year when Republicans, with
Tom Dewey as their standard
bearer, thought they had the
presidency cinched and got the
shock of their lives when Har-
ry Truman pulled through
with a small majority. An-
alysts decided later that
Dewey could have won if one
more supporter had showed up
in each voting precinct of the
country.

As all of us know, these one-
vote decisions are few and

far between. Chances of one|,

occurring Saturday are very
remote, but still a bit better
than normal. That's because
there are lots of candidates in
very active races. . If it
should happen, needless to say,
there will be people feeling
guilty for having failed to give
the help which could make
the difference.

Another consideration about
voting relates to the saying
that bad people in govern-
ment are elected by good peo-
ple who fail to vote. It can be
assumed that when the voting
is heavy it comes close to re-
presenting the cross section of
public opinion. On the other
hand the chances of manipu-

The Red River Regional Red
Cross Blood Program, in which
Muenster participates, is made
up of 26 locations, each shar-
ing in the system’s benefits,
and each in its turn providing
blood for all. Accordingly the
bloodmobile collection unit vis-
its each place twice a,year.
Twenty three of those loca-
tions are complete counties,
two are cities, and Muenster
includes the area of its hospital
district.

The benefit is a substantial
saving on blood transfusions.
Since the blood is donated,
there is no charge for it. The
only expense is the cost of
collecting, packaging, storing,
transporting and infusing, plus
administrative costs. End re-
sult is that a transfusion in the
Red Cross program costs about
half as much as one in which
a commercial blood bank is
used.

What is the begt buy at the
meat counter? Sometimes the
cut with the higher price.

“Cost per serving is the way
to figure price when buying
meat,” said Agriculture Com-
missioner John C. White. “Of-
ten more expensive cuts will
provide more meat and reduce
the cost per serving.”

A Texas Department of Ag-
riculture (TDA) chart has been
designed  to determine at a
glance the cost of meat per
serving. It is small enough to
fit into @ purse

According to TDA home
economists the number of serv-
ings per pound usually depend
on the cut. A chuck blade or
arm roast yield two servings
per pound but a pound of
boneless chuck or sirloin tip
yield three. Ground beef, saus-
age and poultry breasts usual-
ly yield four servings a pound.

Dividing price per pound by
number of servings per pound
equals cost per serving. An
arm roast at $1.19 -a pound
costs 60 cents a serving. A sir-
loin tip at $1.59 a pound costs
53 cents a serving.
