With the presidential elec-
tion only a few days away,

the time has arrived for
American voters to decide
who they want in the White
House for the next four years,
and what principles he will
be committed to. After all,
this isn't only a matter of the
candidate’s personal policy but
alsg the platform to which
his party is pledged. This ap-
plies especially in relation to
the legislature, whether it
will heed the president's pro-
posals and whether he will
sign or veto its bills.

“ When acceptng the GOP
nomination Gerald Ford stres-
sed . the urgency of having a
conservative president, espec-
ially if the country has an-
other free spending Congress.
He pointed out that the pres-
ent administration is operat-
ing on several billion -dollars
less than intended by Con-
gress because he slashed the
appropriations proposed by the
Democratic Congress.

Nor is it only a matter of
money. Probebly the most im-
portant issue facing the coun-

_try is national defense, with
Ford calling for greater
strength to keep pace with
the Soviets whereas Carter
proposes a cut in the defense
budget and use of the money
for a bigger welfare program.
Admitting Carter’s concern for
the poor people. one also has
to consider Ford’s contention
that an expanded program for
them is futile if the nation
itself fails to survive.

Platforms of the parties
present . other important
clashes on issues. For instance
the Democrats favor continu-
ation of forced busing in the
interest of school desegregation
whereas [Republicans oppose
the program. They go along
with most of us in thinking
that busing is an expense
and hardship but its benefits
are questionable.

Another very important is-
sue is the Right to Work
clause of the Taft Hartley
law allowing people in twen-
ty states to hold jobs with-
out belonging to a union. In
the other states unions can
arrange with employers to
hire only the union members.
Involved first of all is a per-
son’s freedom to join or not
to join, and pay dues or not
pay. GOP’s platform main-
tains that workers should
have the choice of deciding
and not be coerced by threat-
ened loss of a job.

And related considerations
are even more important.
Compulsory unionism creates
economic and political dicta-
tors with power to call strikes
and shut down entire indus-
tries. Or the bosses can de-
mand favors from their ob-
ligated friends of Congress
thereby directing the passage
of laws that are partial to Big
Labor. One such law already
predicted for the next legis-
lature is repeeal of the Right
to Work provision.

Carter has agreed to sign
that law if passed by the
legislature. Ford says he will
not. Of course, that’s only a
beginning. Also upcoming is
the common situs bill allow-
ing one small union to shut
down a big project. Or. laws
on exports and imports and
other legislative maneuvers
to carry out wishes af the in-
direct dictators.

This situation is really
ironic. Carter, in one of his
TV messages to the public,
comments on how distant the
government has become, and
on his desire to give the gov-
ernment back to the people.
But Carter has already obli-
gated himself to the labor
bosses whose announced in-
tention is to put their sup-
porters in Congress and the
White House. The plain fact
is that Carter cannot give
people more influence in
government, whether he wants
to or not. He has already|
pledged to favor Big Labor
with its dictatorial ambitions.

On the subject of piatforms,
a number of other clashes of
opinion 'are evident in the
two parties. Democrats are
for gun control as a way of
reducing crime. The GOP ob-
jects that this places the mil-
lions of law abiding gun own-
ers on a level with criminals,
and furthermore offers no
solution to the crime problem.
They scy don't take away the
guns, but prosecute people
who use them in crime,
