ruments by official signature 
and seal. Texas has had 
notaries public since the 
days of the republic. Origi-
nally they were appointed by 
the governor with consent of 
the senate but since 1940 
they were appointed by the 
secretary of state on appli-
cation submitted through 
the county clerk. Before 
1977 jurisdiction applied 
only to the county in which 
the applicant resided but 
now applies in all of the 
state, and the term of office 
is two years. 

If the amendment is ap-
proved application for 
notary will be made directly 
to the secretary of state for a 
term of four years, juris-
diction will apply in all the 
state, and the applicant must 
be a resident of the state. 
The amendment also pro-
vides that a justice of peace 
shall be an ex officio notary 
public. 

Amendment 2 concerns a 
situation deriving from rules 
and regulations made by an 
agency or executive depart-
ment in carrying out the 
laws passed by the legislat-
ure. As society and govern-
ment get more complicated 
and as the executive agency 
grows in power there is a 
tendency for rules and regul-
ations to differ from the 
original intent of the legis-
lature. There is a growing 
feeling that rule by bureau-
cracy is getting out of line 
and something should be 
done to restore the original 
relation between the 
legislature and the executive 

Ban Henscheid of Muen-
ster is the 1980 Poster Child 
for the Red River Chapter of 
the March of Dimes.

During the past few weeks 
we heard a number of re-
ports about the enormous 
profits made by major oil 
companies in the past year. 
President Carter and a 
number of congressman lost 
no time in telling the country 
that the windfall profits tax 
is imperative, that some of 
this excessive income must 
be siphoned off for use in 
the president's energy 
program as well as to help 
the distressed people up nor-
th and east pay their exhor-
bitant heating bills. 

Speaker Tip O'Neal said 
that the oil profits are a nat-
ional disgrace. He points the 
finger and accuses greed 
very shortly after the House 
of Representatives voted it-
self a 5.5 per cent pay raise, 
hiking its own salaries to 
over $60,000 a year. Fig-
uring in the fringe benefits, 
a congressman's pay now 
approaches SI00,000. 

Congressman Jim Collins 
in a recent news release, 
makes an effort to put the 
oil industry profits picture in 
proper perspective. He 
quotes "Energy Week" to 
the effect that taxes took 
over 70 per cent of the total 
revenues generated by 48 oil 
companies. Included in the 
list of tax collectors are 
American and foreign gov-
ernments, national and 
local. Meanwhile stockhold-
ers get 5.3 per cent. The tax 
collectors get almost 14 
times as much as the stock-
holders, and still they com-
plain. Look who's calling 
whom greedy. 

The item goes or. to show 
how the total income was 
divided. Taxes got $64.331 
billion; employee pay and 
benefits after taxes took 
$14.319 billion; and divid-
ends got $4.823 billion, 
leaving $8.192 billion as net 
earnings of the 48 compan-
ies after dividends. Accord-
ing to Collins the greedy 
men of government, after all 
they have already taken, are 
trying to take an additional 
60 percent of the industry's 
$8,192 billion. What they 
should do, he thinks, is to 
create a "plowback tax cred-
it" so that oil companies can 
put all of their profits back 
into finding and drilling for 
more oil. 

Collins says that the only 
way to solve the energy 
shortage and gain energy in-
dependence is to allow oil 
men to have the incentive to 
drill for more reserves, to 
decontrol oil prices immed-
iately. and let Americans 
find more oil here in this 
country. 

The man talks like the oil 
industry and other believers 
of the American Way have 
been talking for years. Now 
that all this time and fortune 
has been wasted by the 
government regulators, 
doesn't it seem reasonable to 
admit the mistake and let 
business have a chance? 

American history Is • 
phenomenal success story 
based on the free enterprise 
system and a minimum of 
interference by the govern-
ment. On the other hand his-
tory also relates a number of 
businesses owned and oper-
ated by the government. 
Without exception they are 
failures, saved from 
bankruptcy only by substan-
tial additions of taxpayer 
money. After all of this ex-
perience it is amazing that 
the politicians still insist that 
they know better. There's a 
lot of truth in the old saying 
that he who is least governed 
is best governed. 

This matter of too much 
government applies 
especially to the many re-
gulations which are imposed 
on us by the bureaucrats. By 
our system of government 
laws are passed by the legis-
lative department and en-
forced by the executive de- 

, partment, which is made up 
mostly of Civil Service 
career people running their 
own little dictatorship 
within the republic. They are 
the characters who imple-
ment the laws with thou-
sands of regulations requir-
ing taxes, fees and work. 
They are responsible for en-
ormous costs and miseries

The purpose of the 

amendment is to set up a 
joint house and senate 
committee on administrative 
rules with power to review 
rules and suspend them 
when advisable. 

Amendment 3 would 
authorize the legislature to 
establish a program of state 
guaranteed loans to be used 
for the purchase of farm or 
ranch land. It would auth-
orize SIO million in general 
obligation bonds, the 
proceeds of which would be 
administered by the com-
missioner of agriculture 
without appropriation for 
the purpose of: 1, guarant-
eeing loans made by private 
lenders to individuals for 
purchase of farm or ranch 
land; 

2, acquiring mortgages or 
deeds of trust on lands pur-
chased under a guaranteed 
loan; and 
3, advancing to the borrow-
er a percentage of the prin-
cipal and interest due on a 
guaranteed loan. 

The proposed amendment 
is similar to that which 
enabled war veterans of 
limited means to get estab-
lished on their land. Its in-
tended beneficiaries are 
young men and women who 
need financial help in buying 
land. Its supporters claim 
that it is not a give-away and 
presents little risk of loss by 
the state because in case of 
default the land would be 
worth more than the debt on 
it.

In one of those thrilling 
endings that happen once in 
a blue moon, Sacred Heart 
Tigers turned defeat into an 
18-16 victory Friday night at 
Tyler.

This is a 
fact that not too many Con-
pressmen care to discuss, but 
nevertheless, the truth is that 
potential candidates of 
moderate incomes may not be 
able to raise sufficient 
revenues to finance a cam-
paign due to limitations im-
posed by ObestRailsback. 

To those who charge that a 
lack of limitations allows can-
didates for office "to be 
bought.•' I would point out 
that during the election last 
fall, I was outspent by three-
re-one and yet was elected to 
Congress. I credit that election 
to the intense involvement of 

individuals in my campaign -
many who were spurred into 
action by their initial involve-
ment in PACs .

about forty-two years under its 
Constitution when Alexis de 
Tocqueville, a French scholar, 
arrived here in 1531 to study our 
form of government. Out of this 
study came his famous book, 
Democracy In America. In this 
book he endeavored to evaluate 
the influence of religion and 
morality on this Republic and 
the values on which it was 
based. Tocqueville saw that our 
religion was influencing our 
view of society and govern-
ment. 

"I may asserted," he said, 
"that in the United States no 
religious doctrine displays the 
slightest hostility to democratic 
and republican institutions. All 
are in favor of civil freedom; 
but they do not support any 
particular political system. 
Each sect adores the Deity in Its 
own peculiar manner, but all 
the sects preach the same 
moral law in the name of God. 
and Christian morality is 
everywhere the same." 

Tocqueville was convinced 

"there is no country in the 
whole world in which the 
Christian religion retains a 
greater influence over the souls 
of men than in America; and 
there can be no greater proof of 
its utility, and of its conformity 
to human nature, than that its 
influence is most powerfully felt 
over the most enlightened and 
free nation of the earth." 

Christianity, he said, "reigns 
without any obstacle, by 
universal consent, the con-
sequence is that every principle 
of the moral world is fixed and 
determinate, although the 
political world is abandoned to 
the debates and experiments of 
men. -  

In other words. Tocqueville 
said that the moral principles 
inculcated by religion in 
America. set standards and 
even men who were not par-
ticularly religious felt com-
pelled to observe these stan-
dards. This religious and moral 
res trains is essential, for if 
there are no moral boundaries 
there is nothing which is wrong 
for man to do and there is no 
right which he is obligated to 
observe. 

Although religion did not 
direct the government of the 
United States, religion and  

morality governed the lives of a 
sufficient number of its people 
that the moral foundations of 
society were kept strong. 

He further sake "There are 
those who look forward to the 
republican form of government 
as a tranquil and lasting state, 
towards which modern society 
is daily impelled by the ideas 
and manners of the lime, and 
who sincerely desire to prepare 

men to be free " 
These are wise words. It 

takes preparation to make men 
free. Our republic, or any 
republican form of government, 
has roots in certain beliefs 
about God, man, and morality . 

 The background of the people in 
the United States prepared 
them to be free men If men do 
not accept certain values they 
are not stilling to shoulder the 
responsibilities of freedom 
although they may want to 
enjoy its fruits. 

Tocqueville well said that 
those who wanted freedom were 
working against their own 
objective when they tried to 
undermine Christianity and 
morality. He rightly said 
"Despotism may govern 
without faith, but liberty 
cannot. In order for men to 
dwell together in peace and 
harmony there must be some 
restraints. Those who believe 
they are accountable to God, 
and that they have duties to 
others as well as having rights, 
will develop the inner restraints 
which are essential to a free 
society." 

If men are not to be totally 
governed by government, they 
must have inner restraints 
which govern their relationship 
to other human beings and to 
society as a whole. If people are 
to be their own masters, they 
must also be in submission to 
moral law. If they recognize no 
master above themselves, they 
will view themselves as 
governed solely by their own 
whims or passions. And when 
such a spirit prevails, freedom 
dies

Bullock said the proposal 
by U.S. Representative Al 
Ullman, House Ways and 
Means Committee, Chairman. 
borders on tinkering and 
financial experimentation 
that could result in a tax 
Frankenstein. 

The tax would be 10 per 
cent of the value each man-
ufacturer or distributor adds 
to a product or service in 
each stage before it reaches 
the marketplace. 

The tax would finally be 
included in the sales price 
and as a result consumers 
would never know what part 
of the price covers the tax. 

"Consumers will absorb 
the tax and it will fall hard-
est on lower and middle in-
come groups. Business will 
absorb a new set of federal 
tax filings and paperwork. 
And the economy will ab-
sorb a little more disrup-
tion." 

"The only winner," he 
said, "seems to be the 
federal treasury which will 
be raking in 10 cents on the 
dollar for every product and 
service in the country." 

Bullock said he did not 
think the offset measures —
tax cut for businesses —
would be a good trade-off 
for a national sales tax. 

"If Congress wants to cut 
taxes, they don't need to 
link it to a value-added 
tax," he said. 

"Let's face it, they want a 
new tax to pay off the 
billions of dollars we now 
owe as the result of deficit 
spending," Bullock said. 

He said the cost of pro-
ducts sold in Texas would be 
dependent on the "value-
added" by out-of-state man-
ufacturers and distributors. 

Everything is going to cost 
a heck of a lot more if this 
new federal tax passes, he 
said.

It's Time to Plant 
Bulbs for Spring 
For an array of landscape 

color next spring, plant 
flowering bulbs such as cro-
cus, snowdrops and winter 
aconite the next few weeks, 
says landscape hor-
ticulturist. 

Plant all spring flowering 
bulbs except tulips in Oc-
tober and November so they 
have ample time to develop 
a good root system, explains 
Everett Janne with the Texas 

Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, Texas A&M University 
System. In Central and 
South Texas, refrigerate 
tulip bulbs at 35 to 40 de-
grees F. until mid-December 
for longer stems and good 
flower development. 

For best results, plant 
bulbs in clusters around tree 
trunks and shrubs in a nat-
ural woodland setting or 
rock garden, Janne points 
out. The variety of flower 
color and size within each 
type of bulb is limitless. 

Group bulbs of the same 
color in mass plantings for 
an effective display color. 

The general rule is to 
plant outdoor bulbs so the 
top is below the surface at 
about twice the diameter of 
the bulb, explains the lands-
cape horticulturist. Plant 
bulbs in well-drained soil of 
average fertility to achieve 
blooming over a period of 
years. Bulbs prefer a sandy 
loam soil in a sunny area. 

A few choice bulbs can be 
set aside for indoor forcing, 

adds Janne. Crocus, grape 
hyacinths, daffodils, tulips 
and hyacinths are good for 
indoor use. 

To force bulbs indoors, 
pot them as soon as they are 
available in equal parts of 
soil, peat and sand on top of 
one inch of gravel. Let the 
tips of large bulbs show 
above the surface, and bare-
ly cover small bulbs with 
soil. 

Store newly potted bulbs 
at 40 to 50 degrees F. for six 
to ten weeks, then place  

them in a cool semi-lighted 
location. Gradually move 
them to a sunny location for 
good growth and color. 

Janne says most bulbs will 
be flowering in January, and 
pre-cooled or pre-treated 
bulbs may bloom by 
Christmas.

See Fall Foliage For Ideas in Home Landscape 

Convection ovens can 
save energy, they cook 
faster, and they cook at 
lower temperatures — but 
shop around before buying 
one, a home economist says. 

Price, performance, capa-
city and other features vary 
considerably among models 
on the market, so consumers 
should compare models and 
consider their own needs in 
shopping for a range, Lillian 
Chenoweth advises. 

Mrs. Chenoweth is a fam-
ily resource management 
specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, The Texas A&M Uni-
versity System. 

Unlike the microwave 
oven, the convection oven is 
not a new way of cooking. 

However, it's now more 
, readily available to non-pro-

fessionals. 
Bakers and chefs have 

long used convection ovens 
due to evenness of brown-
ing. 

Convection ovens — port-
able or full-size — use a fan 
to provide forced circulation 
of air inside the oven as it is 
being heated. 

Just as a cold winter wind 
makes one feel colder (the 
wind-chill factor), the same 
principle works in the oven 
as the fan moves hot air. 

Hot moving air enables 
the cook to prepare foods 
faster — and at lower tem-
peratures than conventional 
ovens. 

Most preparation times 

Improve your home land-
scape with trees that offer 
spectacular fall foliage 
colors, says Everett Janne. 

"By properly selecting 
plant materials capable of 
producing fall color, mixed 
with few evergreen plants, 
you can enjoy a spectacular 
foliage display in your own 
backyard," contends Janne, 
a horticulturist with the 
Texas Agriculture Extension 
Service, Texas A&M 
University System. 

"Get an idea for your fall 
landscape by traveling 
around Texas and looking at 
the display of foilage 
colors," suggests the horti-
culturist. 

The two most spectacular 
areas for fall color in Texas 
are usually the Hill Country 
area, with a preponderance 
of Texas oak, and the Piney 
Woods of East Texas, which 
feature sugar maple, black 
gum, Shumard oak, 
flowering dogwood and 
American sweet gum. 

These selections as well as 
others can bring fall color to 
home landscapes, says 
Janne. 

"One of the best intro-
duced varieties for home 
landscape color is the 
Callery pear, especially the 
Aristocrat and Bradford 
selections," contends Janne. 
"The Chinese pistachio is 
also well known for its fall 
color." 

A tree which frequently 
has better fall color than 
most is the Chinese tallow, 
adds the horticulturist. 
However, it has become a

He cites several reasons 
why fall foliage colors may 
be poor in a given year. 

Plants growing under 
shaded conditions usually 
do not produce as much 
color as those growing in 
full sunlight. 

—Plants growing under 
shaded conditions usually 
do not produce as much 
color as those growing in 
full sunlight. 

—Weather may not be 
favorable. Night tem-
peratures must drop below 
45 degrees for good color, 
but cold daytime tem-
peratures can severely

Confetti... 
Imposed on businesses and 
individuals, but can't be 
held accountable like elected 
representatives. Civil Service 
makes them practically im-
mune to discharge. 

But now it seems Colwyn is 
wising up to the situation 
and making more effort to 
assure that the bureaucrats 
do not go overboard in en-
forcing the laws. An in-
stance is passage by the 
House a few days ago, by a 
347-14 vote, of a bill to con-
tinue existing prohibitions 
on IRS from issuing regu-
lations to tax fringe benefits. 
This prohibition was to ex-
pire on Dec. 31, 1979, and 
now has been extended 
through May 31, 1981. 
While wondering why the 
prohibition was not made 
permanent, we can at least 
be grateful for some 18 
months of restraint on the 
autocratic IRS. 

While waiting for the Dec-
ember 31 expiration of pre-
sent prohibitions, IRS was 
preparing to really lower the 
boom when the restraints no 
longer applied. Its intention 
was to put the bite on a big 
assortment of fringe 
benefits, requiring that they 
be included as gross taxable 
income. Some of those are 
discounts for store clerks, 
discounts for employee 
travel on airplanes, trains 
and buses, free tuition for 
students, free parking and 
transportation, free tickets 
to shows and sports events, 
even an employer's gift if 
worth more than $25.
