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on 5-year plan 
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"The killing of Small 
Business" is the title of an 
article in this month's Con-
servative Digest explaining 
that independent business is 
not only burdened with the 
very real problem of making 
ends meet but also is loaded 
down by government 
regulation, taxation 
harassment and the futility 
of receiving inadequate help 
in presenting its problems 
before their government. 

It's estimated that 12 to 14 
million such enterprises are 
active in the country. They 
are operating stores, service 
stations, oil rigs, restauran-
ts, car agencies, repair 
shops, publishing, manufac-
turing, etc., etc. They 
produce nearly half of the 
country's goods and services 
and employ more than half 
of its workers. More impor-
tant, they are believed to be 
the source of 50 to 86.7 per-
cent of the new jobs of 
America. 

However this economic 
dynamo is being ignored and 
abused by our inconsiderate 
and short sighted gover-
nment, which should know 
that small business is getting 
a bum deal and the nation it-
self is an eventual loser in 
the decline of prosperity. 

In the first place, the 
small business tax burden 
has grown incredibly during 
the past 15 years. Because 9 
million are proprietorships 
rather than corporations, 
they have to pay personal 
rather than corporate income 
tax, which has been hard hit 
by bracket creep. Their rate 
has gone up and up as in-
flation upped income. 

An even greater burden is 
the flood of forms poured 
down on the little guy by 
Washington. Big operators 
receive them too but they 
have the legal staffs and 
special departments to do 
the forms as a part of 
routine work whereas small 
business people get stuck 
with extra work. They have 
to give up time from the 
business or their personal in-
terests. 

Since 	1960 regulatory 
agencies have increased 
from 150 to 1500. This year, 
experts say, regulations will 
have an impact of $135 
billion on the American 
economy. Needless to say, 
the nation's standard of 
living might have been that 
much higher. To put it 
another way, the White 
House Commission on 
Small Business states that 
small business is annually 
forced by federal regulators 
to answer 575 questions on 
24 forms at a cost to each 
business of more than 
$1000. This means the firm 
has had that amount taken 
out of its net income. 

Then there are such mat-
ters as interest rates which 
strongly favor big business, 
or the futility of seeking help 
in state or federal gover-
nment, or favoritism in 
procurement. The big out-
fits, when seeking loans, 
have the volume inducement 
to make the banks bid com-
petitively. Small business 
has to just settle for the 
prime rate or higher. 
Likewise big business can 
afford lobbyists to get 
legislative consideration or 
government contracts, but 
the small firms don't have 
such connections. 

Ironically, while small 
business in general is 
struggling and thousands of 
individuals are finding it 
next to impossible to get 
help from the government, a

Last week we studied how 
Jesus has gone to heaven 
ahead of us to prepare a 
mansion for us there. 
Another kind of preparation 
took place here on earth 
before Jesus began his ear-
thly ministry.

Then that beautiful 
mother's face came alive 
with understanding, and she  

shook her finger at the nurse 
and said, "You listen to me. 
He is not hallucinating and 
he's not out of his head 
because of any medicine. I 
told him weeks ago that 
when the pain in his chest 
got bad and it was hard to 
breath, it meant he was 
going to leave us. It meant 
he was going to heaven —

This kind of shabby record 
leaves no doubt that SBA, 
like lots of other federal 
agencies need to be 
eliminated or at least 
monitored to get rid of the 
graft and wickedness. Taxes 
could be reduced enor-
mously if US would quit 
funding crookedness and 
sin. 

It's obvious that for the past few weeks, something just 
hasn't been right.

But like the 
Canadian Football League's debut of several years ago, it 
just won't do. 

Besides, that's professional football. What really matters 
is the NCAA, sports tans. Not the NFL, the CFL, or the 
USFL, but the NCAA. Professionals play for money. 
College players play for pride more than money. 
Well ... maybe they're playing for money on occasion, but 
at least it's kept under the table. There's something com-
pletely different motivating a player who's working toward 
a Cotton Bowl berth and a player who makes more than 
$30,000 as a loser in the super bowl. 

But whatever your brand of football, there's little help 
in sight until late August. College recruiting kept our in-
terest for a short while, but now even that's over. 

I miss it. 
I miss football because it's an exciting game. Baseball is 

Even though Captain Kirk and his crewmates on the 
Starship Enterprise seemed light years ahead of us in scien-
tific advances, they still fell prey, on occasion, to the unex-
plainable: venturing into black holes in the universe or 
tumbling through time warps. The resluts were always en-
tertaining, and in an hour's time, the ingenious Mr. Spock 
— through the marriage of science and logic that only his 
mind seemed capable of — invariably had trekkers happily 
on their way again. 

Without taking anything away from the White House 
Office of Science and Technology, let me argue that what 
America needs today is its own Mr. Spock. Absent such an 
individual, let me suggest that the time has come for 
policy-makers in the nation's capital to stop playing 
political football with the many scientific questions they 
are faced with and find some sort of mechanism that can 
provide them with the kind of confident guidance they 
need to do their jobs. 

We have relied too long on the scientific expertise of 
Ralph Nader clones and GS-11 bureaucrats... and it has 
cost us plenty: putting a severe strain on the economy, 
sapping our confidence in government, and unnecessarily 
alarming the public as everything from smokestacks to sex 
to saccharin has been declared harmful to our health —
maybe, sometimes, somebody somewhere said today. If 
you're anything like me, you're confused.

A group of U.S. scientists headed by Dr. John Higgin-
son, former Director of the World Health Organization's 
International Agency for Research on Cancer, and Dr. 
Tom S. Miya, Past President of the Society of Toxicology, 
recently endorsed a proposal that makes so much sense —
it is perhaps understandable why the dreamers in 
Washington never thought of it. 

The idea is to establish a Central Science Panel, under 
the auspices of the National Academy of Sciences. The 
panel would be charged with providing Congress and the 
regulatory agencies with expert guidance on government 
decisions involving alleged health hazards. The panel

would be very small and very select: men and women who 
are recognized by their peers as leaders in their fields. Not 
lawyers. Not paper shufflers. And not self-proclaimed 

public health experts whose published work consists of 
writing press releases quoting themselves. 

As Dr. Miya, Dean of the School of Pharmacy at the 
University of North Carolina, explains, the idea is to 
eliminate — to the extent possible — much of the 
guesswork that policy-makers and the public must face 
every day. 

In an article for Pharmaceutical Technology magazine, 
Dr. Miya cites numerous public policy decisions that have 
been mucked up by Washington because of poor scien-
tific data: the decision to ban, and then ban, saccharin; the 
decision to ban, and then not to ban, nitrites; the Love 
Canal scare; former HEW Secretary Joseph Califano's 
ludicrous charge that America is in the midst of a cancer 
epidemic, while in fact cancer rates are falling; the decision 
by one government agency to ban formaldehyde home in-
sulation because it might cause cancer, while another 
government agency says there is no evidence that is so. The 
list goes on and on, and involves all of us... 

"-There are almost daily reports from one group or 
another about the dangers we face from the time we get up 
in the morning until we nod off at night — and even while 
we sleep. As a result, neither the public, nor government 
officials charged with protecting the public health, can 
confidently distinguish between proven dangers, alleged 
dangers, hypothetical dangers and bunkum," Dr. Miya 
says. 

"If we believed all of the reports about the substances in 
our diet, and environment that will cause us bodily harm, 
we would have no place to live, nothing to eat, and dare 
not work." 

Something has to be done about it. And while I might 
prefer hiring Dr. Spock to lead us through these troubled, 
uncharted regulatory seas, the proposed Science Panel 
might be a good substitute.

In years past, motorists 
,nvolved in accidents have 
been told to leave their 
vehicles at the scene of the 
accident until a law en-
forecement officer arrives to 
investigate...these instruc-
tions no longer apply to cer-
tain accidents because 
leaving the vehicles at the 
scene often creates an even 
greater hazzard. 

According to the Texas 
Motor Vehicle Laws 
Uniform Act. of 1981.82, 
Article IV, Section 39, "The 
driver of any vehicle in-
volved in an accident 
resulting only in damage to a 
vehicle which is driven or at-
tended by any person shall 
immediately stop such 
vehicle at the scene of such 
accident or as close thereto 
as possible without obstruc-
ting traffic more than is 
necessary but shall forthwith 
return to and in every event 
shall remain at the scene of 
such accident until he has 
fulfilled the requirements of 
Section 40." Section 40 per-
tains to giving information 
and rendering aid, 

The 	law 	continues, 
"...when an accident occurs 
on a main lane, ramp, 
shoulder, median or ad-
jacent area of a freeway in a 
metropolitan area and each 
vehicle involved can be nor-
mally and safely driven, 
each drive shall move his 
vehicle as soon as possible 
off the freeway main lanes, 
ramps, shoulders, medians 
and adjacent areas to a 
designated accident in-

vestigation site, if available, 
a location on the frontage 
road, the nearest suitable 
cross street or other suitable 
location to complete the 
requirements of Section 40, 
so as to minimize interferen-
ce with freeway traffic. Any 
person failing to stop to 
comply with said 
requirements under such cir-
cumstances shall be guilty of 
a misdemeanor." 

In a nutshell, when an ac-
cident involves only damage 
to the vehicles and there are 
no injuries, it is advisable to 
move the vehicles off the 
roadway, if possible, to a 
place nearby where the in-
vestigation can be made. In 
the case of freeway acciden-
ts, law requires vehicles in-
volved in damage only ac-
cidents to be moved after 
determining there are no in-
juries. 

If all motorists involved in 
damage only accidents will 
follow these guidelines, they 
will help prevent subsequent 
accidents in the same 
location caused by the first 
accident and make the 
roadways safer for the in-
vestigating officers and 
other people involved.

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Weeds and annual grasses 
rob producers of valuable 
forage in improved bermuda 
grass pastures and meadows 
containing Coastal or 
Midland bermuda grass. 
Farmers and ranchers have a 
variety of herbicide choices 
that give both pre and post 
emergence control of these 
problem plants. 

The first group are con-
sidered pre-emerge her-
bicides and work in 
inhibiting germination of 
annual weed and grass 
seeds. But, they have no ef-
fect on perennials. Princep 
is a pre-emerge herbicide 
and should be -applied from 
fall to spring depending on 
the type of grass or weed 
problem. In any situation 
they must be applied before 
see germination. 

Some herbicides have 
both pre and post activity. 
Karmex and Aatrex fit in 
this category and kill both 
grasses and broadleaves.  II 
should be noted that many 
herbicides have label restric-
tions on grazing and harvest 
of forage. Be sure and read 
and follow label instruc-
tions. Due to restrictions on 
grazing and harvest, some of 
these products may not fit 
your cattle or hay operation. 

Another category can be 
considered contact killers.
