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Council scraps tax plan 
Retail merchants oppose sales tax hike 

Parade to roll Saturday 

The Muenster city council is 
dropping the idea of a sales tax to 
raise funds for street-building af-
ter a convincing turnout from 
local retail business owners at 
Monday night's meeting. 

Ten business owners showed up 
at the meeting to speak against the 
city's proposal to add seven-
eighths of a cent to the present 
five-and-one-eighth cent tax. No 
one spoke in support of the idea, 
which was advanced by the city 
council last month as a possible 
means of paying for street 
programs. 

Last summer's huge paving 
program depleted the city's reser-
ves and made any paving other 
than routine maintenance unlikely 
for the next several years. 

"We're just trying to find a way 
to generate some revenue to get a 
street program started without 
having a bond issue," mayor 
Ronnie Felderhoff said at the start 
of the meeting. "We're open for 
any kind of suggestion." 

Rufus Henscheid opened the 
comments by saying, "I'm here 
fighting for my business life." The 
Muenster lumber dealer said the 

We hear a great deal about 
poverty nowadays, especially 
about the obligation of gover-
nment to help people whose in-
come is below the level officially 
regarded as not adequate, that is a 
total of $10,178 for a family of 
four. The figure refers to cash in-
come and persons who fit in the 
classification can qualify for a 
variety of benefits to help them 
make ends meet. 

According to a report of the 
Census Bureau, there are about 
35.3 million Americans who are 
living in poverty. That means 15.2 
percent of the population, which 
is higher than in 1965 when 
President Johnson started the an-
ti-poverty program. A natural 
assumption from this fact is that 
government has shirked its duty, 
even though the money spent to 
relieve poverty is enormous. 

The combined expenditure in 
federal, state and local giving 
amounts to $400 billion a year. 
Reduced to plain figures, this 
comes to an average of more than 
$11,000 to everyone of those 35.3 
million persons, or $47,000 to a 
family of four poor people. In 
other words, the income of 
$10,178 plus welfare pay of 
$47,000 should add to more than 
$57,000. And they call it poverty! 

All of this brings up the 
question of how US can spend so 
much money to get rid of poverty 
and still have more of it than ever 
before. For one thing, people, are 
paid to be poor, so increasing 
numbers strive to be in that 
classification. Specifically, more 
and more people are responding to 
the incentives of subsidized divor-
ce, teenage pregnancy, abandon-
ment of the elderly by their 
children, and break-up of 
families. 

	

Besides, 	the 	welfare 
bureaucracy is designed from top 
to bottom to encourage an in-
crease of the welfare count. The 
increase of operation resulting 
from this policy can be presented 
as a need for ever increasing fun-
ds. 

Another reason why the poverty 
population keeps expanding can 
be explained by the way poverty is 
measured. The key to being 
classified as poor in the welfare 
system is to have a low cash in-
come, or at least a low reported 
cash income. Individuals and 
government conveniently ignore 
non-cash. The system may apply 
to the barter of goods and services 
without involving cash. And it ap-
plies to accepting welfare benefits 
without regarding them as an ad-
dition to the beneficiary's income. 
Consider the family of 4 with a

Acting in an emergency meeting

meeting was that the state would 
likely alter the five-and-one-eighth 
sales tax formula during the 
coming legislative session.

Talking to real humans on the phone is getting to 
be a rare privilege. 

I spent 40 minutes on the phone the other day to 
various forms of AT&T and Southwestern Bell and 
came away with nothing but a flattened left ear. Only 
about five minutes of that time was I actually talking 
to a person. 

It was a joy, then, to make a local call and be an-
swered by a human being just two rings later. We 
should remember how it feels — we may have to 
describe it for our children someday. 

My telephone odyssey was all in vain, as it turned 
out. I blame most of my frustration on government 
for breaking up AT&T's monopoly on the phone in 
dustry. Now we have our choice of companies, they 
say, but none of them can take care of all our needs. 
Ma Bell's family is scattered and disoriented. 

My need was simple: I wanted phone service at a 
Gainesville address. Since there was no Southwestern 
Bell number in my book, I called AT&T's toll-free 
number. After 10 or so rings, a recording answered 
and asked me to hold. I did. 

(A word of advice — beware of any recorded 
telephone message that begins, "I'm sorry..." You'll 
usually wind up being even sorrier. And when it ends 
by saying, "Please do not hang up," always hang up 
immediately.) 

Anyway, I held for 10 or 12 minutes, until I 
finished reading all my mail. I decided something had 
gone wrong — no reasonable person could be expec-
ted to hold a phone that long. I had been forgotten. I 
hung up. 

Another number yielded a more cheerful com-
puterized message, also asking me to hold. 
Background music was provided. I listened to several 
catchy tunes for about 10 more minutes before hang- 

ing up. 
After three more tries, I finally got a real person 

(by that time I was so accustomed to holding I almost 
didn't talk to her when she came on the line). I told 
her I wanted to get phone service in Gainesville and 
she promptly started selling me phones. 

I figured I would go along. She asked me how 
many phone jacks there were in the house, how many 
people would be using the phone — questions which 
led me to believe she was actually going to provide 
me with phone service. When we got through talking 
she told me my phone would be delivered next Wed- 
nesday. 

"And when will the service be turned on?" I 
asked. 

"You'll have to talk to Southwestern Bell about 
that," she said. "We don't provide local service 
anymore." 

"You mean all I've done is order a phone?" 
"That's right. You see, since the first of the year 

when the companies were broken up, you have to get 
local service from one company, your telephone 
from another and your long-distance service from 
another." 

I rambled on, half-complaining, not wanting to 
admit that I'd messed up. I didn't want to let go of 
the human voice in the telephone jungle, not after I'd 
worked so hard to get her. 

Finally, I asked her to look up Southwestern Bell's 
number for me. After she did, I cancelled the 
telephone order I had just given her. There are plenty 
of phones available in stores staffed by real human 
beings. 

By the time I called Southwestern Bell they had 
closed for the day — at least that's what the recor-
ding said.

O UR CIVILIZATION is 
known as Western Christen-
dom. It is the twentyfirst 

civilization of which we have 
knowledge. Some years ago the 
late Most Rev. Fulton J. Sheen 
said, "Christendom is dead." 

Well, whether we agree with 
that assessment that our 
civilization is dead or not, such a 
statement by a highly respected, 
well-educated theologian ought to 
cause us to pause and think about 
the matter. 

The great British historian, Ar-
nold Toynbee, who is considered 
to be the number one authority 
on the history of civilizations, 
wrote that the genesis of all 
civilizations and all human 
progress is "challenge and respon- 

When circumstances of special 
difficulty arise, whether a nation 
or a civilization progresses or 
declines, depends upon whether a 
special effort is exerted to meet the 
challenge. 

Other historians have developed 
the theory that these challenges 
occur in the three areas of societal 
life which distinguish one 
civilization from another, namely, 
the cultural, political and 
economic areas. The cultural 
criteria are considered to be of 
greatest importance. Within a 
culture is found the system of laws 
and the code of ethics, historically 
based on religion.

Tax Law 

Without doubt, one of those issues 
will be the tax law passed this sum-

mer to fund massive public school 
reform. That tax increase and those

Senate said the law may have done 

more harm than good. 

State Sen. Chet Brooks, D-Pasa-
dena, admitted, "We had a special

Brooks said the education bill has 

to be "repaired," and the tax bill is 
"unbelievable." Before even a year 

has gone by, the Legislature is faced 
with a deficit on the heels of a rec-
ord tax increase. 

"We went for kids' show tickets 
and the little newsboy's delivery of 
newspapers and taxing license plates 
for the elderly people, and we put an 
eighth of one percent sales tax in-
crease that made every merchant in 
the state mad," Brooks concluded. 

Hike Defended 

Although Brooks voted against the 
lax increase in the special session, 
his outright attack on the new laws 
is surprising. Brooks has been known 
to support liberal causes in the Sen-
ate a little earlier than most, and his 
home district contains a heavy per-
centage of union and minority votes. 

His jab at the tax hill is an indirect 
attack on the man who called the 

I egistature back to Austin and 
forced them to vote on those bills: 
Gov. Mark White. 

"Homes are destroyed by 
divorce. Unions other than holy 
matrimony are established bet-
ween men and women. Parents 
neglect their young. The young do 
no honor their parents. We 
slaughter our unborn infants on 
the altar of personal selfishness." 

Item: Sexual abuse of children 
has reached epidemic proportions.

If we do 
not respond, history predicts the 
future for us! 

But, Speaker Pro Tem Hugo Ber-
langa, D-Corpus Christi, is defending

Mayor defends program 

The only fireworks at the 
meeting came when Felderhoff 
took offense at Fisher's remark 
that the city's percentage of 
payments on last summer's street 
work was too high. Felderhoff 
mentioned several factors which 
raised the city's part to nearly half 
of the $282,000 total cost, and 
chastised Fisher for not attending 
meetings when the paving 
program was underway. 

The thrust of the meeting tur-
ned more constructive after that, 
however, as those present 

Highway 82 west of Saint Jo 
will be widened to four lanes 
sometime in the next five years, it 
was announced recently by the 
Texas Highway Department. 

The department is streamlining 
its system of planning and 
building for the future and has 
replaced the longstanding 20-year 
plan system with a program called 
the Project Development Plan. 

The new program calls for 10-
year planning to be divided into 
one-year, four-year and five-year 
segments. The one-year projects 
will be done within a year; the 
four-year projects will be done in 
the next four, and projects in the 
five-year segment will be done the 

• last five years of the 10-year plan. 
Projects in the four-year plan 

have the go-ahead to acquire 
right-of-way and prepare for con-
struction. 

Approved for construction in 
the four-year plan is a 12.7-mile 
project in Montague County

cent clause. 
That, he notes, might reduce the 

city's costs to about one-third of 
any paving project. 

City manager Joe Fenton poin-
ted out that a "hot-lay" street like 
the city put down over the summer 
has about five times the life span 
of regular asphalt and gravel 
paving, and increases the load-
carrying capacity of the street. It 
costs about twice as much to in-
stall as a conventional street, he 
added. 

"Paving is a luxury," Hen-
scheid said. "It's something we 
don't have to have. If we have the 
money, let's spend it, but if not, 
let's leave it alone." 

The group praised the council 
for the quality of Muenster's 
streets. The council voted 
unanimously to seek others ways 
of raising revenue for street main-
tenance and construction. 

Thirty-two fifth,  sixth and 
seventh graders at Muenster 
Public Schools raised just over 
$1,250 for St. Jude's Children's 
Hospital in a recently-completed 
"Math-a-Thon."

We like to do 
it because it's educational for the 
kids, and it gives them an oppor-
tunity to do some fund-raising for 
children who are not as fortunate 
as they are." 

Twenty-six of the students 
raised $25 or more to earn tee-
shirts, and two brought in more 
than $100 each in pledges, 
qualifying for tee-shirts and tote-
bags. The awards will be presented 
at a special party hosted by the 
principal. 

"We're quite proud of these 
kids for working so hard," Green 
said. "We also appreciate the 
community for backing them up 
every year. We think it's a good 

thing and we plan to do it again 

next year."

Brad McDaniel, son of Robert 
and Judy McDaniel, and Sherry 
Hacker, son of Jim and Linda 
Hacker. Both are sixth graders 
and helped their class to the 
championship out of the three 
classes involved.

After a lengthy public hearing 
about a proposed increase in the 
city sales tax, the Muenster city 
council took care of some other 
routine business during their 
regular session Monday night. 

The sales tax proposal was 
nixed after the council heard from 
10 business owners who spoke 
against the idea (see separate 
story). The extra funds would 
have gone toward a street-paving 
and maintenance program. 

Streets continued to be a topic 
at the meeting, as the council 
heard a report from city manager 
Joe Fenton on patchwork done as 
part of last summer's paving 
program. Those patches need to 
be sealed over soon, Fenton said, 
or a hard freeze in wet weather 
could damage the paving. 

Fenton said he had had trouble 
locating the contractor who 
promised in a "handshake 
agreement" to seal the patches af-
ter they had cured. 

"It's urgent that this work be 
done within a month at the most," 
he said. The council agreed to con-
tinue efforts to contact the con-
tractor. 
Radio, antenna okayed 

The council approved purchase 
of a new radio for Fenton's city 
vehicle for $395. Fenton will use 
an antenna the city already owns, 
but the city will purchase a new  

antenna for its base station on top 
of city hall. 

Fenton said the base antenna is 
one which was designed for use 
on a vehicle. It is mounted 
sideways on the city's CB tower, 
and provides poor reception for 
city workers when they try to 
communicate with city hall from 
their vehicles. 

Fenton said the cost of a new 
antennna would be $372, but 
would allow the city to remove the 
phone line which is in place at the 
landfill site northwest of town. 
With the new antenna, workers 
would be able to contact city hall 
without the phone, and its 
removal would save the city 
$22.50 a month — enough to pay 
for the new antenna in a little over 
a year. 

A mast for antenna has been 
donated to the city, Fenton said. 
The new antenna would also help 
city police officers, and would 
allow better communication with 
the city's fire truck when it goes 
into rural areas. 
Alrplain needs facelift 

Mayor Ronnie Felderhoff read 
the council a letter from the Air 
Force warning the city to properly 
maintain the fighter jet mounted 
on display in the park. 

If the jet is allowed to 
deteriorate, the Air Force will 
remove it, the letter said. 

"It's pretty shabby looking," 
councilman John Pagel said. "It 
would be no great loss in my 
opinion if they came and got it." 
Councilman Willie Wimmer said 
"It would give us another good 
slab to put a picnic table on." 

The airplane needs some of its 
side panels replaced, some pain-
ting and touch-up work and some 
cleaning up around the cockpit, 
which has been exposed to the 
weather since the glass canopy was 
broken out by vandals shortly af-
ter it was installed. 

Councilmen were asked to

cash income of $10,178. It can get 
food stamps and public housing, 
as well as Medicaid, which is the 
best health insurance to be found 
anywhere in the world. These are 
sizable values which increase per-
sonal income substantially above 
the poverty level, but they do not 
change one's poverty 
classification. In fact, as the 
system is set up, the amount of 
welfare paid for the benefit of the 
poor can keep increasing, but the 
number of people classified as 
poor would go up instead of 
down. 

A related fact too often over-
looked is that the non-cash 
welfare benefits provided for the 
poor eventually get into the 
pockets of people who are not 
poor. When the government pays 
the money and poor people get the 
value but not the cash, third par-
ties have to figure in somewhere. 
It can be assumed that landlords 
and contractors get the pay for 
housing, health services get the 
pay for Medicaid, and providers of 
various items get the pay for food 
stamps. From this it's more un-
derstandable why many special in-
terest individuals and groups with 
no apparent concern for the poor 
favor the ever increasing welfare 
program. And, of course, the 
same can be said of thousands of 
the programs's administrative per-
sonnel. Their chief interest is the

fat pay they receive. 
Facts like these help us under-

stand the big howl that arises at 
every effort to trim the welfare 
system. The real trouble is that too 
much of it benefits people who do 
not need or deserve the help. First 
there are those who report far less 
than actual income. Next are the 
administrators getting big pay, 
many of whom would not be 
needed if the poverty figure were 
not inflated, and many others who 
get rich on goods and service the 
government appropriates for the 
poor. The poor are not by any 
means the only complainers when 
reform of the poverty program is 
proposed. 

As regards us taxpayers, we 
know there are many who need 
and deserve help. By all means, 
let's be generous to them, but let's 
get serious and firm about 
removing vast numbers of under-
serving from the gravy train. 

Let's be practical and admit 
that the $400 million is snore than 
enough to make rich people out of 
all our 35.3 million poor. Let's 
realize there ought to be a way of 
reclassifying poverty more correc-
tly and to reduce the vast payroll 
of administrators. 

Regardless of what the howlers 
say, something is obviously wrong 
with the system. Poverty needs to 
be correctly classified and tax-
payers need relief. And the budget 
also needs relief.

Do you know what to do if your 

baby is choking? What if your 
father falls to the floor clutching 
his chest, or your neighbor runs 
up to you with her unconscious 
child in her arms? 

Nine Cooke County residents 
recently joined the ever-growing 
number of people who will know 
what to do if confronted with one 
of these frightening situations. 
They learned how to administer 
CPR (cardiopulmonary resuscitat-
ion) during a special course spon-
sored by Callisburg I.S.D. com-
munity education department and 
Cooke County Chapter of the 
American Red Cross. The course 
was held at Rad Ware Elementary 
School last week. 

Class member Treaon Kindiger 
of Woodbine knows how it feels 
to watch a child choke — it has 
happened to her ten-year-old son 
twice. 

Josh Kindiger was five years old 
when he swallowed a small, hard 
rubber ball he had been playing 
with, while he and his mother were 
driving into town. 

"I worked on him and then 
drove and then worked on him 
some more," Mrs. Kindiger 
recalled. She was finally able to 
dislodge the ball caught in his 
throat and Josh began breathing 
again. 

Last Fourth of July Josh got a 
piece of chicken stuck in his  

throat. If family members had not 
helped him, he could have choked 
to death. 

"It would have been so much 
easier if I had known what to do," 
Mrs. Kindiger said. 

Debrah 	Brookshear 	of 
Gainesville knows what goes 
through parents' minds when their 
child is choking — but she knew 
what to do when her son, three-
year-old Cody, choked on a life 
saver in the parking lot of a 
Gainesville supermarket. 

"I bent him over my arm and 
hit him four times on the back," 
she said. Her blows, using the 
heel of her hand, forced Cody to 
expel the piece of candy. 

Mrs. Brookshear was repeating 
the class because she wanted to 
brush up on her CPR skills and 
meet the American Red Cross' 
yearly recertification requirement. 

Joe Ivy took CPR because he 
had recently tried to revive an 
elderly neighbor who had suffered 
a heart attack. That rescue attem-
pt failed. 

Ivy and the victim's son-in-law 
found the man on the ground near 
his tractor and administered 
mouth-to-mouth breathing for 
what "seemed like hours." It was 
20-30 minutes before emergency 
help arrived. 

Officials told the two rescuers 
that the man was probably dead 
before they found him; but Ivy, 
who had taken first aid classes  

through the Boy Scouts and in the 
military, decided he needed to 
learn how to help someone whose 
heart had stopped beating. 

Fonda Huneycutt, Callisburg's 
community education co-
ordinator and certified Red Cross 
instructor, began offering the 
course two and one-half years 
ago. 

"It is gratifying to teach others 
a skill that can be used to save a 
family member, neighbor or 
anyone else," she said. 

Thanks to her efforts, 256 
Callisburg elementary and high 
school students and adults from 
all over the county are certified to 
perform CPR. 

	

During the course, 	Mrs. 
Huneycutt explained the techni-
ques used in both respiratory 
(breathing) and circulatory (heart 
function) emergencies. She taught 
students how to dislodge an object 
blocking someone's airway, how 
to administer mouth-to-mouth 
resuscitation and how to perform 
external cardiac massage on an in-
dividual who has no pulse. 

Students practiced on 
ResusciAnne and ResusciBaby, 
two mannequins valued at over 
$600 and paid for out of tuition 
fees. 

The life-size dolls have chests 
that rise and fall when air is forced 
into their mechanical lungs. Anne 
has a guage featuring red, yellow 
and green lights that register  

whether or not a student is ad-
ministering mouth-to-mouth 
breathing and CPR chest com-
pressions correctly. 

Most first-time students were 
surprised at how difficult it was to 
keep the necessary, steady rhythm 
going when attempting chest com-
pressions on ResusciAnne, and 
how much energy it took to 
breathe for her. 

Mrs. Huneycutt told her class it 
is necessary to decide whether or 
not to give CPR to a victim.

Students' reasons vary for learning CPR 

to continue until help comes or 
you are too exhausted to 
go on," she said. She assured the 
class they would remember the 
skills in an emergency. "Doing 
something is better than not being 
able to do anything at all." 

According to Marie Ownbey, 
chapter executive of the Cooke 
County American Red Cross, a 
total of 427 county residents ob-
tained CPR certification in 1983. 
Two of these people later used 
their CPR skills to successfully 
revive a pair of near-drowning vic- 

rims in separate incidents at 
Gainesville's city pool. 

Mrs. Ownbey noted that in-
dividuals with current Red Cross 
certificates are protected under the 
Good Samaritan Law. The few 
suits that have been filed have 
been thrown out of court. 

For information on where the 
next CPR class will be held, con-
tact the Cooke County Red Cross 
at the Court House. This free 
course only takes eight hours —
not a high price to pay for saving 
a life.

Voting delegates at the Texas 
Farm Bureau's 51st annual 
meeting last week in San Antonio 
approved a recommendation for a 
market-oriented national farm 
program that includes the supply-
management concept. 

S.M. True, a cotton and grain 
farmer from Plainview, was re-
elected to a third, one-year term as 
president of TFB which saw its 
membership reach an all-time high  

with 317,575 member families. 
Following adjournment of the 

annual meeting, the Board re-
elected A. Wayne Cranfill, a 
Hooks dairy farmer, vice 
president, and Roy Johnson, a 
Desdemona peanut farmer, 
secretary-treasurer. 

Gerald M. Clark of Edna, who 
raises rice, grain sorghum, corn and 
cattle, was elected state director, 
succeeding George 0. White of 

Harwood, who leaves the TFB 
Board after reaching the six-year 
limitation. 

The delegates said a farm 
program should include the 
following: 

— Carry-over supplies that 
provide a cushion in time of 
disaster, but not be burdensome. 

— Acreage controls to be im-
plemented when supplies exceed 
certain levels. 

— All producers, regardless of 
size, to be treated equally to en-
courage maximum participation. 

— Because of simplicity, 
acreage controls preferred to 
pound quotas or allotments. 

— Loan rates and target prices 
to be basic features of any farm 
program. 

Ten Cooke County Farm 
Bureau members attended the an-
nual meeting, including Leonard 
and Emily Hartman, John and 
Doris Hargesheimer, Tim and 
Janie Hartman, Alois and Louise

State issues 
brucellosis 
regulations 

Livestock producers in the class 
C area of Texas should be making 
plans now to have their 1984 calf 
crop vaccinated in order to com-
ply with a new vaccination 
regulation from brucellosis. 

That announcement came last 
week from the Texas Animal 
Health Commission. 

The regulation only applies to 
heifers born after January I of 
1984 changing ownership within 
the Class C area. That area covers 
113 counties and does not include 
Cooke County. Two adjacent 
counties — Grayson and Denton 
— are included, however. 

The new rule requires heifers 
born after January 1 of this year 
between four and 12 months of age 
which are acquired and used for 
breeding, grazing, dairying or 
confinement in a nonquarantined 
feedlot to be vaccinated or be sub-
ject to the following restrictions: 
Unvaccinated heifers born after 
January I, 1984 which are over 12 
months of age can legally change 
ownership only after being 
spayed, or moved to a livestock 
market and S-branded prior to 
sale, or consigned directly to 
slaughter, quarantined feedlot or 
quarantined pasture.

With wheat starting to make 
good growth in the county 
producers should be on the 
lookout for greenbugs and winter 
grain mites in their fields. 

Greenbugs are aphids that 
develop colonies on wheat. A few 
are showing up so you should 
begin your field surveys. They 
feed mainly on leaves but can also 
feed on plant roots, making them 
more difficult to locate. Sym-
ptoms are yellow spots in the field 
that eventually die. 

Winter grain mites are true 
mites that have gray bodies with 
eight orange legs. They feed 
during cool weather. Symptoms of 
damage is a fading-out of the 
wheat stand with wheat taking on 
a grayish appearance. 

When considering control for 
greenbugs, producers should 
check for parasitic wasps which 
may move in and control the in-

Insecticides for winter grain 
mite control include disulfoton, 
methyl parathion and malathion. 
Follow all label directions and 
precautions when using insect-
icides.

Parcels will arrive at their in-
tended destination in good shape 
if you follow a few simple 
suggestions: 

CUSHION: Make sure contents 
are well-cushioned and there is no 
empty space in the box. Use 
crumpled newspaper around the 
item — including all sides, top and 
bottom. Commercially available 
foam shells or air-pocket padding 
also are good cushioning 
materials. Padded mailing bags 
are a good way to mail small 
items. 

DON'T OVERWRAP: Just use 
your carton. Brown paper and 
twine cord are not necessary. 
Paper can rip, and twine can 
become entangled in mail 
processing equipment. 

SEAL PROPERLY: Close your 
parcel with one of the three 
recommended types of tape: 
pressure sensitive, nylon-
reinforced kraft paper, or glass-
reinforced pressure sensitive. 
Don't use cellophane tape or 
masking tape — they aren't sturdy 
enough. It's a good idea to put a 
slip with the address and return 
address inside the parcel. 

AVOID SMUDGES: Use 
smudge-proof ink for your ad-
dressing. 

POSITION ADDRESSES pro-
perly: Put the recipient's address 
in the lower right portion of the 
package. Put your return address 
in the upper left corner of only 
one side of the package. Remove 
all other labels. 

USE ZIP CODES: Be sure to 
include the ZIP Code in both the 
recipient's and your address. 
Remember, wrong ZIP Codes can 
delay the mail. 

APARTMENT NUMBERS: 
Using apartment numbers or suite 
numbers, when you know them, 
helps us deliver mail in large 
buildings. 

TIME IT RIGHT: Mail early in 
the month and early in the day.
