Spearman City Council mem­

bers awarded the contract for the 
l993sealcoatprojecttoE.D. Baker 
Corporation of Borger during the 
special meeting held Tuesday, 
March 30.

Hansford County crude oil pro­
duction averaged 25,985 barrels, 
and the oil and gas wells produced 
3,204,931 Mcf (1,000 cubic feet) in 
December 1992.

According to the release, Texas 
preliminary crude oil production 
averaged 1,618,689 barrels daily in 
December, down from the 1,680,751 
barrels daily average of 1991. The 
preliminary oil production figure 
for December is 50,179,352 barrels, 
down from the 52,103,929 barrels 
reported in 1991.

Texas preliminary crude produc­
tion for 1992 totaled 612,692,189 
barrels, a 2.64 percent decrease 
compared to the 1991 preliminary 
total of 629,311,929.

The Texas oil and gas wells pro­
duced 463,430,164 Mcf of gas in
preliminary production for Decem­
ber, down 2.09 percent compared to 
473,301,280 Mcf produced during 
the same period in 1991.

For 1992 the Texas gas produc­
tion totaled 5,436,409,608 Mcf, a 
0.77 percent increase compared to 
the 1991 preliminary gas produc­
tion total of 5,395,008,249 Mcf.

In December the Texas gas pro­
duction came from 178,075 oil, and 
45,417 gas wells.

The Commi ssion issued a total of 
894 drilling permits in February 
compared to 829 in February 1992.

Operators reported 336 gas, 356 
oil and 25 service completions, com­
pared to 175 gas, 358 oil and 42 
service completions during the same 
period of last year.

and calcium. Minerals such as so­
dium, magnesium, potassium, io­
dine, calcium, copper, molybdenum 
and manganese are also present in 
varying amounts in many veg­
etables.

A number of vegetables contain 
significant amounts of vitamin C. 
Examples include broccoli, sweet 
green and red peppers, and green 
leafy vegetables (like kale and col- 
lardslandtomatoes. Othersinclude 
asparagus tips, Brussels sprouts, 
raw cabbage, garden cress, kale, 
kohlrabi, muktard greens, Irish and 
sweet potatoes (cooked in their jack­
ets), spinachltomato juice and tur­
nip greens. twice we get vegetables 
from all ovifr the world, we are 
almost certain to get the necessary 
amounts of these minerals if we eat 
the recommended number of serv­
ings, which is 3-5 per day. Vitamin 
C is needed for healthy gums and 
body tissues. Our diet should pro­
vide about 60 milligrams of vita­
min C per day.

Deep green and deep yellow veg­
etables are good sources of vitamin 
A and beta carotene. Examples in­
clude broccoli, carrots, chard, col- 
lards, cress, kale, pumpkin, spin­
ach, sweet potatoes, wintersquash, 
turnip greens and other dark 
greens. Vitamin A helps you main­
tain good vision and is essential for 
theproperfunctioningof manybody 
organs.

I want to pass along an article 

from the state Comptroller’s Office 
about the constitutional election 
on May 1 which will affect school 
finance. The following is taken 
word-for-word from the Comptrol­
lers report.

To ensure Texas public schools 
remain open, the 73rd Legislature, 
in February, passed the latest in a 
series of school finance bills aimed 
at meeting judicial mandates. 
Texas voters will have a chance to 
vote on proposed changes May 1 
when the three constitutional 
amendments are on the state bal­
lot.

Early (formerly known as ab­
sentee) voting begins on Monday, 
April 12, 1993, and ends on April 
27, 1993. The last day voters may 
apply for an early ballot by mail is 
April 23.

One amendment authorizes the 
Legislature to create and set prop­
erty tax rates for county education 
districts (CEDs). The proposal lim­
its theCED tax rate to $1 per $100 
valuation — unless the voters in 
the CED approve a higher rate. 
School districts could raise rates 
above $1 and keep the revenue.

With this new authority, the 
Legislature could then move funds 
from property-rich school districts 
to property-poor districts across the 
state or within counties for a more 
equitable distribution of public 
education funds. However, the 
amendment caps the amount 
shifted to 2.75 percent of state and 
local education revenue — about 
$400 million annually. The state's 
share of the money to be redistrib­
uted does not include revenue for 
free textbooks or retirement sys­
tem contributions. In addition, the 
amendment does not affect distri­
butions of the Available School 
Fund.

Since the amendment would 
change the Texas Constitution, 
many assume it will be more likely 
to satisfy the courts than the 
Legislature's past attempts to fi­
nance the state's public schools 
equitably. However, at publication 
time, the Legislature had not de­

termined what type of system 
would be used to redistribute prop­
erty tax revenue and how much 
state aid each school district would 
receive if voters approve the con­
stitutional amendments.

The May 1 ballot will provide for 
voting for or against the proposi­
tion:

'The constitutional amendment 
allowing limited redistribution of 
ad valorem taxes for schools, au­
thorizing the legislature or local 
districts to set a minimum tax rate 
in county education districts, and 
placing a cap on the ad valorem tax 
levied by county education dis­
tricts.'

State Mandates
The second constitutional 

amendment proposed by the Leg­
islature allows school districts to 
ignore state mandates passed af­
ter December 31,1993, unless the 
Legislature fully funds them or 
enacts the mandates by a two- 
thirds vote of both houses. The bal­
lot will provide for voting for or 
against the proposition:

The constitutional amendment 
exempting a school district from 
the obligation to comply with 
unfunded state educational man­

dates.
The article goes on to state that 

the third constitutional amend­
ment would let the state issue $750 
million in bonds to help schools 
with improvingtheirfacilities. The 
City of Spearman does not take a 
stance either for or against any of 
these proposed amendments. I hope 
you go to the polls and vote on 
May 1.

The Hansford County Com­

missioner's Court passed a motion 
to pay 21 percent of the transfer 
station feasibility study for solid 
waste disposal at the regular meet­
ing Monday, June 14, 19.13.

The Gruver I.S.D. Board of 

Trustees awarded the bid for play­
ground equipment and the bid for 
band instrument purchases, sup­
plies and repairs during the regu­
lar meeting Wednesday, June 9.

Grilling meats outside is a favor­
ite warm weather activity. Follow 
safe food handling practices to as­
sure that meat is safely prepared 
and safe to eat.

Cook chicken 
until juices run clear; fish until it 
flakes easily with a fork. Use a 
clean serving plate and utensil to 
pick up and serve cooked meat.

•For Recognition of Outstand­
ing Effort, 80% ofthe criteria must 
be met.

According to Superintendent 
Barry Haenisch, the indicators for 
the elementary were based on the 
third grade level. These indictors 
were as follows: reading, at least 
90 percent passing; writing, at least

72.6 percent posing; and math, at 
least 90 percent passing.

Haenisch said that the junior 
high indicators were based on the 
seventh grade level. These indica­
tors were as follows: reading, at 
least 60.1 percent passing; writ­
ing, at least 69.6; and math, at 
least 60.9 percent.

Haenisch explained that the 
schools must be at least 10 percent 
above the state average to qualify. 
He concluded by saying that both 
of these school were well above the 
indicators set.

Both the elementary and the 
junior high is scheduled to be rec­
ognized for this achievement dur­
ing the Gruver I.S.D. Board meet­
ing.

The 
bill gives the district five options 
for reducing wealth including con­
solidation, detach ment and annex­
ation of taxable property, and the 
purchase of attendance credits from 
the state.

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Fathers, to he treated as kings for a day
the members of the association that they select one Sunday in 
June (the month of her Father's birthday) to remind their 
parishioners of the appreciation owed to fathers. The minis­
ters agreed to preach on this theme, and the YMCA also 
helped sponsor the event. The mayor of Spokane issued the 
first Father's Day proclamation; soon Governor M E. Hay 
became interested; and he set the third Sunday in June for the 
state-wide observance.

In Spokane, during the week before the celebration, many 
merchants arranged window displays, calling attention to the 
day. For instance, John Matthieson showed the portrait of 
George Washington, the Father of his Country, with the 
caption, "Remember Father."

On that first Father's Day (June 19,1910), when Mrs. Dodd 
attended the Centenary Presbyterian Church, she was pleased 
by the tribute Mr B1 uhm paid fathers. He used the topic, "The 
Knighthood that never retreats." She considered this an 
appropriate text as her father had truly lived by the Golden 
Rule and had never flinched in his duties.

In 1916 from his desk in the White House, President Wilson 
pressed a button to begin the observance; this unfurled a flag 
at a celebration in Spokane. Eight years later, in 1924, Calvin 
Coolidge recommended that Father's Day be noted in all the 
states, declaring that such an occasion would bring about a 
clear relationship between fathers and their children, and 
also impress upon the former their obligations.

The third Sunday in June is Father's Day in this country, 
the time when the man of the house gets unusual attention 
and is really ' King for a Day." This holiday is not so old as 
others, but it has a worthwhile object-to cherish "the honor 
and dignity of fatherhood.

Often when such a project as Father's Day starts, in a land 
as big as ours, more than one person may think of the idea at 
about the same time. As in the case of Mother’s Day, there are 
conflicting accounts as to who really initiated Father's Day.

No doubt these are all valid claims; however, according to 
several sources, Mrs. John Bruce Dodd ofSpokane, Washing­
ton, "was primarily responsible" for furthering this holiday.

As she listened to a Mother's day sermon in Spokane, 
Washington, in 1909, her thoughts kept turning to her father, 
William Jackson Smart, known as "Billy Buttons." Now that 
she was married and had a child of her own, she could 
appreciate more keen ly than ever the sort of courage it took for 
her father to face the tragic early loss of her mother and 
shoulder the full responsibility of bringing up his six children- 
-five boys and a girl, single-handed. The more she thought of 
it, the more she became convinced that fathers, too, should 
have a day.

After the sermon, Mrs. Dodd spoke to Dr. Rasmus about 
her idea. He was enthusiastic about it and promised to help 
her get the project started.

During the year, she discussed the plan with others and it 
was well received. In the spring of 1910, Mrs. Dodd presented 
a petition to the Reverend Conrad Bluhm, president of the 
Spokane Ministerial Association, asking that he suggest to

Tom Dortch of Morse and Jack 
Renfro of Fort Worth will be leav­
in g  Wednesday, June 23 for a 13 
day road trip across the United
States.

It will not be a leisurely cruise 
controlled, air conditioned, com­
fort drive. Dortch and Renfro will 
be driving Dortch's 1935 Ford De­
luxe Sedan, They will be compet- 
ingagainstotherdrivers, with simi­
larly vehicles, in The 1993 Inter­
state Batteries Great American 
Race

Dortch and the other partici­
pants will leave Hunting Beach,
