27 windmill, and it w ill he erected 
in the W indmill Part, as soon as K 
& K Pipeline Construction of 
White Deer can be scheduled in 
Spearman. Although restored bv 
the car club, the Challenge w ill be 
tile property o f the Southwest 
Pioneer W indmill Association and 
w ill be a very visible landmark in 
the W indmill Park.

There is a possibility that the mill 
w ill be erected on Friday. May 25. 
KRDI- w ill be informed when the 
mill is to be set up l believe that it 
w ill be worth the lime to see this 
m ill set up. Location o f the mill 
w ill be in the south central pan of 
the park.

The Challenge is a twelve-foot 
m ill on a 35-fool tower The mill 
w ill stand about 45 feet to the top 
o f its galvanized bonnet. Top o f the 
wheel w ill be approximately 50 
feel in the air. K &  K Pipeline 
Construction has a large industrial­
sized crane that w ill be required to 
lift the tall and heavy m ill and 
tower into place in the Windmill

Park K &  K. is from White Deer, 
and strangely enough, the 
Challenge 27 is from a ranch a few 
miles north o f White Deer.

In other SPWA notes, the wind­
mill hoard met on Monday o f last 
week and heard repons from the 
landscape und convention commit­
tees.
