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Wording causes problems |Unclaimed money awaits

A word is causing interference with
Spearman’s cable television recep-
tion.

The word is “rebuild.” It appears
in Mission Cable’s franchise or-
dinance in Spearman.

Spearman city officials say Mis-
sion Cable has not performed a
rebuild of its system, as it agreed in
the franchise ordinance. Mission
Cable says the rebuild is done, and
the system is now capable of carry-
ing up to 35 channels to Spearman
homes.

Meanwhile, basic cable
subscribers in Spearman are receiv
ing 17 channels.

The rebuild and the franchise or-
dinance were discussed Feb. 26 at a
special meeting of the Spearman Ci-
ty Council. On the meeting agenda
was a status report given by Tom

Hopping, chief executive officer of
Mission Cable.

Hopping, unable to attend the
meeting in person, telephoned for a
conference call with the council. Ac-
cording to minutes of the meeting,
Hopping advised the council that his
definition of “rebuild” was different
from the council’s and stated that the
company would not perform a total
rebuild on the system. The minutes
say that Hopping told the council
some of the system's equipment
needs replacement; but some of the
lines are in good condition

The council disagreed, and Hopp-
ing requested time to review the
company'’s original plans. According
to the minutes, he was to have con-
tacted City Manager Jim Murray by
Monday, March 4 to say whether he
agreed to a total rebuild

The council was advised by Jack
Hopper, consultant, to “hold fast

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with the terms in the franchise or-
dinance.” The council then voted to
employ two law firms to represent
Spearman in the event Mission Cable
becomes in violation of the franchise
ordinance.

In a telephone interview Monday
afternoon, Murray said he had not
heard from Hopping, and that the
law firm acting as Spearman’s lead
counsel would proceed with enforce
ment of the franchise ordinance.
Murray said that the city had hired a
law firm in Lubbock to give an opi-
nion on how a court would interpret
the franchise ordinance. The other
law firm, in Washington, D.C., will
make sure the city does not violate
Mission Cable's rights under federal
law during enforcement of the or-
dinance.

Mission is required by the fran-
chise ordinance to have 35channel
capability within 24 months of
assuming the franchise, said Mur-
ray. He added that the time period
would end about March 11. “When
they first came, their intent was a
total rebuild of the system, according
to the city,” said Murray. “We've
received complaints from residents
about poor quality,” he said.

Murray said the company has
changed management since the fran-
chise was awarded, and, ‘“They want
to re-negotiate informally. Federal
law doesn’t allow for that.”

Hopping said Tuesday that he
thinks a total rebuild of the system,
with new lines and equipment, is un-
necessary. “If you painted your
house white last week, and white was
the color you wanted, they why
spend a lot of money to repaint it
again this week?” he said in a
telephone interview.

The end result is that the system
will be capable of 35 channels. I can
deliver the product now. I can pro-
vide the channels,” he said.

“In the original agreement, certain
things were required and were listed
like A, B, Cand D,” said Hopping. “A
and B are done. I think C is done and
I wanted to go on to D.” He said he is
concerned with the end result, while
Spearman city officials are concern-
ed about the route taken to achieve
the result.

“I want to start adding channels. I
think the rebuild is done. The system
wasn't capable of 35 channels when
the franchise was awarded, and now
it is,”" he continued.

According to Hopping, Mission
Cable must request permission from
the city council to add chanrnels.
“That’s what put this whole thing on
the table to begin with,” he said.

The money paid for Ziggy will be
used for Hart's college education at
Texas Tech University in Lubbock.
His interest is in agricultural
educaton.

Derington was one of several
Gruver FFA and 4H students to br-
ing honors back from Houston. Their
first stop was at Brenham, for a pre-
judging, said Tucker. “There were
about 3,500 pigs at Brenham,”
Tucker said. “Only the top 1,500 or so
went on to Houston. We took 11 FFA
pigs and two 4H pigs. Of that
number, all the FFA pigs and one of

lost, abandoned or unclaimed proper-

ty coming to them.

A number of significant changes
have been made in the program, in-
cluding the establishment of a na-
tionwide bid pool and expanded en-
vironmental criteria. Bids will be ac-
cepted only for contracts beginning
in 1991 and acceptance determina-
tions will be made after nationwide
review and evaluation. Previously,
local bids were evaluated on a pool
basis which only covered a portion of
West Texas.

The program objective is to assist
land users in voluntarily converting
highly erodible and environmentally
sensitive cropland from the produc-
tion of annual crops to less intensive
uses, such as permanent grass.

Land eligibility requirements will
be expanded from past signups to in-

Getting Rid of Touch Stains

Stains on favorite clothes can be a
menance and difficult to remove, but
there are solutions.

Although a few stains are perma-
nent, most can be removed with pro-
per care. But before using a stain
removal product on any fabric, test it
on an inconspicuous or hidden area.
If the color or texture of the fabric
changes, do not use the product.

The worst stains are those that are
common, but difficult to remove
without special treatment. Three of
the toughest stains to tackle are
mildew, paints and dyes.

Getting rid of mildew may require
several treatments:

* First, shake or brush the item out-
doors to remove excess mildew. This
keeps mildew spores from spreading
inside,

* Work heavy-duty liquid detergent
into the spots and launder in the hot-
test water safe for washable fabrics.
Use recommended amountis of
detergent and bleach if safe for
fabric. If traces of the stain remain,
repeat laundering procedures.

¢ Treat non-washable fabrics with a
detergent foam designed for use on
upholstery or carpet, or have the gar-
ment professionally cleaned. Be sure
to tell the cleaner about the mold
stains before the item is processed.

Paints, including nail polish, var-
nishes and wood staining products,
should be treated while still wet.
Once paints and similar products
dry, they are almost impossible to
remove. Try these instructions:

« Treat the spots with the solvent

recommended for thinning the paint.

If no solvent is recommended,

+ Sponge or tamp the spot and apply
more thinner. Repeat until no more
stain can be removed.
« Rinse solvent out with hot water
and launder with recommended
detergent and the hottest water safe
for washable clothes.
» Treat non-washable fabrics until no
more stain can be removed, then
have the garment professionally
cleaned.

fabrics and is best left to a profes-
sional. However, these steps can help
remove stains.

« Soak washable fabrics in cool water
for 30 minutes. Lubricate the stain
with detergent solution and sponge or
tamp. ¥
« Flush with cool water. Repeat until
no more stain is being removed. Then
apply heavy-duty liquid detergent
and launder in warm water. :
« Inspect before drying. If any stain
remains, apply a few drops of am-
monia and sponge or tamp. Flush
with detergent solution. Repeat this
procedure if necessary.

« If stain remains in white or color-
fast material, soak for 15 minutes in a
dilute solution of ali-fabric bicach if
safe for the fabric.

« Do not dry fabric between the
above steps. If only a small amount
of stain remains, it may disappear in
time with additional laundering.

The longer the stain is on the
fabric, the harder it will be to
remove. Whatever the stain is,
always read and heed the care label
instructions for safe procedures.

Avoid heat except when launder-
ing in hot water is needed. Heat sets
stains. Also, never mix stain
removers, especially ammonia and
bleach. Toxic gases can form if the
products are incompatible.

Heart Risk Factors
You Can Change

High blood pressure, high blood
cholesterol and cigarette smoking
are the three major risk factors for
cardiovascular disease (CVD) that
can be changed. Each one of these
risk factors puts individuals at in-
creased risk for this disease.

The National Health and Nutrition
Examination Survey (NHANES II)
for 1976-1980 show the following
estimates about the prevalence of
these risk factors in adults 20 years of
age and older:

« 28 percent have elevated blood
pressure (140/90 mm Hg or above).

« 77 percent have blood cholesterol
levels of 240 mg/dL or above.

« 37 percent smoke cigarettes.

In addition, many American adults
are at even greater risk for devel
ing CVD because they have multiple
risk factors. For example, among
those with elevated blood pressure, 39
percent have blood cholesterol levels

of 240 mg/dL or greater and 31 per-

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' cent smoke cigarettes. Among those

with blood cholesterol levels of 240
mg/dL or greater, 40 percent have
elevated blood pressure and 35 per-
cent smoke.

The NHANES II data show the
following estimates for adults:
« 66 percent have at least one of these
CVD risk factors.
« % percent have two or more of
these risk factors.
« 12 percent have all three of these
risk factors.

So, what is a bnide to do? Take out g
loan and complete her patterns herself?
No. Towle Silversmiths says that,
although a complete set certainly
should be a long term goal, in the
meantime you can turm these pieces to
your advantage. If variety is the spice
of life, add some zest to your table by
presenting what you have in imagina-
tive combinations. The outcome will
be more than satisfactory and a lot
more interesting than the showroom-
perfect table

A mix and match approach is partic-
ulurly welcoming for an informal
lurich, and combining complementary
pieces can add excitement to the most
formal table.

Perhaps a little heavy for honey-
moon reading, this important collec-
tion is nevertheless a fascinating
prism through which to look at love

During the first few weeks, the toll-
free line often is tied up with phone
calls. said Sarah Marlow, director of
the Treasury’s Unclaimed Property
division

‘If the line is busy, please Lry
again. If you are asked to hold,
please be patient,” Marlow said. “A
telephone operator will answer your

call as soon as possible. The impor-
Lml thing to remember is that it ls
never too late to claim your money.

Accounts on the unclaimed proper-
ty list are as diverse as checking and
savings accounts, utility deposits, oil
royalties or stocks, Hutchison said.
Most accounts must be dormant
from three to five years before they
are turned over to the state. The
Treasury acts as custodian until the
unclaimed property is claimed by the
rightful owner or heir

Money that is not claimed by
owners is used by the state for educa-
tion and general state services such
as highways and law enforcement.
Last year, for example, about $55
million in revenue was turned over to
the Foundation School Fund and the
General Revenue Fund.

This week [ am featuring a bran
muffin recipe that can provide a
nutritious breakfast for those on the
go or to help take the place of a tradi-
tional eggs and bacon meal in the
moming. The Banana-Apricot Bran
Muffin is a good way to start the day.
Fortified with a glass of milk and
fresh fruit, it will take you through to
lunchtime.

Ingredients: 1% cups bran -1 cup
whole wheat flour - 1 tsp baking
powder - 1 tsp baking soda - ‘2 tsp
salt - %2 cup chopped dried apricots -
1/3 cup vegetable oil - 1/3 cup packed
brown sugar - 1 egg, lightly beaten - 2
ripe bananas, mashed - 1 cup low-fat
yogurt.

Method: Combine bran, flour, bak-
ing powder, soda, salt, and apricots;
mix lightly.

In large mixing bowl, combine oil,
brown sugar, egg, bananas, and
yvogurt; mix well Add dry ingre-
dients and mix just until combined.

Spoon batter into paper lined or
non-stick muffin tins. Bake in 400
degree oven for 25 minutes or until
firm to the touch. Remove from pan
and let cool on wire rack. Makes 12
muffins,

Calories per muffin: 173; grams fat
per muffin: 7. Excellent fiber - Iron,
Vitamin A and niacin: Good.

Bran or natural bran is sold in the
grain sections of the supermarkets.
Because it has some fat, store it in
the refrigerator or freezer to prevent
it from becoming rancid. Use in muf-
fins, biscuits, bread and cookies.
Recipes here tested using wheat
bran, an excellent source of fiber.

I have a recipe for Breakfast muf-
fins also that uses a “friendship
starter” or “Herman” for its base. I
never share the starter but just go
ahead and make extra muffins or
sweet bread to share with friends. (I
can keep my friends longer).
Sometimes I share with the
Children’s Home in Spearman or
with families with several children
and have “working moms.”

This past weekend, I made 4%
dozen muffins and in this recipe, you
have the basic food groups - eggs,
fruit, cereal, dairy ete. In it, I added
oatmeal and chopped prunes, but
there will be a few more calories than
with the ACS recipe. Other times, I
have added raisin bran or oat bran
cereals with other types of fruit,
namely those that came from my
fruit trees last year - cherries, apples,
apricots, pears, peaches and even
shredded zucchini squash. Just use
your imagination.

Because more women with
children have entered the paid labor
force, the number of children requir-
ing child care has expanded rapidly
and will continue to expand. This has
created a critical shortage of high-
quality child care in the United
States.

The quality is directly affected
both by the training and by the rele-
vant experience of the child care
staff. Millions of child care workers
are employed in the United States,
but many of these caregivers have
received little or no training.

The American Red Cross Child
Care Course is delivered through the
Red Cross chapters to train all
caregivers, whether they are based
in centers or in homes.

Hunter education course cffered

A Hunter Education Course will be
offered Saturday, March 23 from 9
a.m. to 6 p.m. and Sunday, March 24
from 2 to 6 p.m. at the county barn in
Spearman.

The course fee is $5, which covers
the cost of instructional materials, a
decal and a patch for each hunter.
For an additional $1 charge, hunters
taking the course can have lunch
Saturday. Hansford County Sheriff
R.L. McFarlin and Deputy Dennis
Cline will serve as chefs.

Advance registration is encourag-

ed, so an accurate count of students
can be made for the lunch prepara-
tions. Anyone interested in taking the
10-hour course can register by calling
the sheriff’s office at 659-2512, or by
calling Game Warden James Wilson
at 435-5643.

Hunters born on or after Sept. 2,
1971 must take the course, said
Wilson. He added that the instruction
could be valuable to anyone,
however, including women who own
firearms for protection and those in-
terested in conservation and animal
rights.

Minimum age for those taking the

course is 12 years. Those under age 12
may attend and receive recognition
of attendance, but must retake the
course after turning 12.

After taking the course and scoring
a minimum of 70 percent on the ex-
amination, hunters will be certified
by the state of Texas. This certifica-
tion is good for life and is accepted in
other states and Canadian provinces.
Those successfully completing the
course will receive a certification
card, which must be carried at all
times while hunting with firearms or
archery equipment.

Earn-
ings over those amounts count in
determining the amount of Social
Security benefits due.

People who are 70 or older during
all of 1990 do not have to file an earn-
ings report no matter how much they
earned.

The annual report forms were
mailed automatically to anyone who
indicated they would be working and
earning over the exempt amounts
while they were getting benefits.
Anyone who needs to file a report but
didn’t get one in the mail should call
Social Security to ask for an Annual
Report of Earnings form.

In their earnings reports, Social
Security beneficiaries show the exact
amount of the past year’s earnings
and provide an estimate of their ear-
nings for the current year. For 1991,
