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Spearman City Council approves
contribution for center parking lot

The Spearman City Council ap-
proved contributing $54,000 to the
Spearhead Corporation to help con-
struct the parking lot at the new
community center

According to City Manager
Kelvin Knauf when the Spearhead
Corporation first planned the com-
munity center, the city made the
commitment to contribute "in-kind
services" towards the construction
ofthe center. Such services included
extendingutilities to the center with
the estimated cost at $54,000.

It was explained that the com-
mitment was made when the cen-
ter was going to be located on Cot-
ter Drive. Knauf continued that
after the city and Spearhead Cor
poration exchanged property ex
tending the utilities was no longer
needed. Therefore he suggested con
tributing cash in lieu of the "in
kind services". This can be used to

construct a parking lot, which will
also meet the city's need for addi-
tional parking located next to the
swimming pool. The council autho-
rized the payment of $54,000 to the
Spearhead Corporation for con-
struction of the parking lot

In other business, the council
awarded two contracts.

Unifirst Corporation received the
contract for a 24 month uniform,
mat and towel service. Their bid
was for $8,406.32. This was the
lowest bid received. The contract
begins March 1, 1994. Other com-
panies submitting bids included
American Linen Supply Co., West-
ern Uniform & Towel Service and
Perryton Laundry & Uniform Ser-
vice.

The contract for the leak survey
on the municipal gas system was
awarded to B&N Consultants, for
$190 per 8 hour day. This was the
low bid. Other bids were received
from Heath Consultants, Southern
Cross Corp., Corrpro Companies,

He stated that
the videos can be shown to elected
officials, managers, supervisors,
employees and many can be broad-
cast over the public access cable
channel. These videos can bring
more training to the work place and
be more cost effective than travel-
ing to distant cities to attend cer-
tain training seminars.

Two new parks were named dur-
ing the meeting. "Holton Park" is
located at East B Avenueand North
Endicott, while "Blodgett" is at Cot-
ter Driveand County Road #2. Some
play ground equipment has been
placed at "Holton Park" and
Blodgett" has some baseball back-

stops.

In regular business, the minutes
and the monthly entity reports were
approved. The council alsoapproved
paying the monthly bills in the
amount of $259,007.40.

of domestic violence. The center
serves Lipscomb, Ochiltree and
Hansford counties.

The center provides assistance
to victims through a 24-hour
hotline, victim advocacy, support
groups, education and a shelter for
victims to seek refuge. The shelter
provides up to 30 days housing for
victims and their children.

The Advocacy program, for both
sheltered and non-sheltered clients,
provides comfort and advice for vic-
tims to go through the proper legal
channels. The center personnel also
counsel victims to strengthen their
resistance against pressures to re-
turn early to an abusive household.
The group support system helps
victims become self-sufficient and
developsthe self-assertiveness nec-
essary to take steps toimprove their
situation. The center has Spanish
speaking employees.

In 1993 the Panhandle Crisis
Center sheltered 22 women and 35
children. The center received 397
telephone calls, many from the

hotline number. New non-sheltered
clients numbered 74 women and 7
children. Returning non-sheltered
clients numbered 146 adults and 4
children. In 1993, the center had
229 clients from Ochiltree County,
28 from Hansford County and 8
clients from Lipscomb County.

The Panhandle Crisis Center
employs an executive director, who
oversees all activities and re-
searches new possibilities; the Shel-
ter Coordinator, who oversees the
residents and maintains the shel-
ter, an Administrative Assistant,
who receives and notes all incom-
ing and outgoing calls; and Out-
reach Workers in Hansford and
Ochiltree counties. The Hansford
County Outreach Worker offers
face-to-face communication four
times a month. The Outreach
Worker visits Spearman and
Gruver on alternating weeks.

Simple precautions can protect
children from burn injuries

Each year in Texas, thousands of
children sustain fire, scorching or
scalding injuries. Many severely
burned children die from theirinju-
ries.

In 1992, burn injuries were the
fourth leading cause of death for
Texaschildren ages 1-19. Hundreds
of burned children were admitted
to hospitals.

To reduce the incidence of burn
injuries and deaths and to raise
public awareness, the U.S. Con-
gresshas chosen the week of Feb. 6-

12, to start the ninth annual Na-
tional Burn Awareness Campaign.

The theme for this year's cam-
paign is: "The worst kind of burn is
the one you could have prevented.”

“American Cancer Society vol-
unteers in Hansford unit have
reached their goal in public educa-
tion for PACE,” said Elvira
Dominguez, president.

PACE, or Priority Activities in
Cancer Education, is a plan that
spells out a basic Society public
education program for a particular
size unit. PACE helps units make
the best use of volunteer power and
other resources for cancer educa-
tion.

Area champion Lady Hounds vs Wall Friday night at Abilene

For only the second time in the
last 30 years, the Gruver Lady
Hounds have advanced to the Re-
gional Tournament in ladies bas-
ketball, by whipping the Sundown
Roughettes this past Tuesday night
66-63 at the West Texas A&M
Fieldhouse in Canyon.

Hounds succumb to Lynx, but not without a fight

The Spearman Lynx defeated the
Gruver Greyhounds in a district
playoff game at Dumas this past
Friday night February 18th, 59-56,
for the 2nd seed in the playoffs from
district 1-AA, but the Hounds never-
say-die attitude reminds one of an
old military creed, about never giv-
ing up - “I may go to Hell, but I'll
crawl there like a Marine.”

The Hounds trailed by 19 points
in the second quarter, then rallied
to cut it to one point twice in the
waning seconds.

Tomlinson took it hard, but he
‘had no cause to do so, according to
Coach Garland.

Coach Garland talked about that
last shot by Tomlinson - a trey in an
attempt to tie.
