Southwest Pioneer Windmill Association News
by Dwayne Mitchell

Thank you, Spearman, Hansford 
County and surrounding areas Your 
support of SPWA is great. You are 
contributing money, tools, old wind­
mills and time to the effort to pre­
serve an important part of our histo­
ry. Keep up the good work! As we 
go forward, there are specific tasks 
to be accomplished.

First, the SPWA's primary goal is 
to preserve, restore, and move the 
historic and innovative collection of 
J B. Buchanan's windmills. The 
.collection is the first of its kind, it

Ereserves an essential part of our 
istory, and it was inslrumental in 

starting windmill collecting across 
the country

Specifically, what is needed is for 
individuals, businesses, families, 
and other.; to adopt one of the twen­
ty or so mills in the Buchanan col­
lection. If you want to adopt a piece 
of history, i.' you have been consid­
ering adopting a mill, now is the 
time Adoption of the Buchanan 
mills is priority one. Adopting a mill 
means you will sponsor a mill's

restoration. Cost of adoption of each 
mill varies, but exact figures can be 
obtained by contacting Roger 
Buchanan at Hansford Agency in 
Spearman.

If you do not feel that you can 
afford to sponsor a mill by yourself, 
get a group of individuals togethei 
and split the cost. SPWA will work 
with you. If your family wants to 
adopt a mill, arrangements can be 
made. Let's get (he mills in the 
Buchanan windmill collection 
adopted!

Second, preparation and plans 
must be finalized for hosting of the 
Internalional Windmillers' Trade 
Fair to be held in Spearman in June
ol 2002.

Third, additional mills to the 
Buchanan collection are being 
sought. Two mills are now up, the 
ones at the banks are supplemental 
to that collection. A third mill is 
planned at "Crazy Comers" and a 
fourth at a business. Once those 
nulls are up, priority will be to 
restore and move the Buchanan 
windmills.

Fourth, windmills will be placed 
in the park in the southwest part ol 
Spearman It is hoped that they will 
be up by June, 2002. They may be 
either mills from the Buchanan col­
lection or mills otherwise owned by 
the SPWA.

Fifth, the SPWA is not going to 
place mills m residential areas or at 
residences, but you can. If you want 
to buy a mill and have it pul up, you 
are encouraged to do so. If you want 
just a small mill, for example, like 
the Babitzkes' at the comer of 11 th 
and Wilmeth, it can be bought local­
ly. ,

Those are some of the immediate 
and long-term goals of SPWA. The 
most important now is to get the 
Buchanan mills adopted so moving 
and restoration can be completed, 
and those mills, for the most part, 
preserved in the Windmill Park. The 
SPWA receives no tax monies. Ii is 
financed totally by contributions 
and by adoption of mills.

G erm ans From Russia Holding

A membership drive is under way 
to loan or join an existing chapter 
(which is located in Shuttack. Ok) in 
the Texas Panhandle. The purpose to 
bring together people interested in 
the history of Germans from Russia, 
joining together for a better under­
standing and promotes a better 
appreciation of their history and the 
preservation of their culture through 
their descendants.

In 1968, the American Historical 
Society of Germans from Russia 
was founded and is an international 
non-profit educational organization. 
Chapters were formed for members 
and lion-members to meet and 
exchange genealogical information 
and preserve their heritage The 
greatest migration of Germans from 
Russia Ix-gun under the auspices of 
Catherine the Great in the 1760s, 
when Catherine invited western 
European to settle in the sparsely

populated steppe lands along the 
Volga River. A second wave of 
German immigration, this time to 
the southern reaches of the Ukraine, 
began in the 19th century. A third 
wave of immigration to the easl 
introduced German colonists to the 
area of Poland and the Ukraine 
known as Volhynia. The German 
colonists flourished in the rich 
steppe land of Russia, hut mounting 
nationalism and social unrest in 
Russia forced the German colonists 
to seek vistas in the West and in the 
late 1800s and early 19(X)n many 
came to America.

Several ornithologist 
have examined the cuntems of the 
craws of killed roadrunners and 
found little or no evidence to sup 
port the bird-eating theory.
