FCC Launches Enhanced "Calling Home" 
Program for Military Servicemembers

by the Federal Communications Commission
The recent deployment o f  U.S. troops in the M iddle 

East has highlighted once again the need fo r rapid, 
reliable communications between servicemembers 
abroad and the ir fam ilies waiting anxiously for news 
back home.

Often enough, d ifficu lty  in accessing telecommuni­
cations services or just the cost o f ca lling can prevent 
men and women serving away from home from keep­
ing in touch w ith  their friends and family. To help pro­
vide members o f  the Armed Forces w ith  information 
on telephone services that are available to bridge the 
gap back to the States, the Federal Communications 
Commission (FCC) has launched an enhanced version 
o f its "C alling Home" program, o rig ina lly  begun in 
May 2002 during Armed Forces Appreciation Month.

"G iven the great increase in the number o f service 
personnel stationed abroad, the Commission fe lt that 
it was important to expand and reemphasize this 
important program at this time," according to K. Dane 
Snowden. C h ie f o f  the FCC's Consumer and 
Governmental A ffa irs Bureau (CGB). CGB is respon­
sible fo r implementing the Commission's traditional 
role as the m ilitary's federal consumer telecommuni­
cations advocate and maintains a Web site that focus­
es solely on issues o f interest to the m ilitary at 
www.fcc.gov/cgb/m ilitary.

"We appreciate the sacrifices made by members o f 
the services," says Snowden. "It's  our purpose to 
make their lives a little  easier by helping them keep in 
touch w ith  loved ones while they’re serving our coun­
try."

I n particular, the FCC is d istributing packets o f use­
ful materials to approximately 300 Relocation Offices 
and Family Services Centers throughout the United

States and to approximately 70 U.S. m ilita ry  bases 
abroad. Much o f the inform ation is available in both 
English and Spanish.

The inform ation packet contains five brochures, 
including: "C a lling  Home: What You Should Know - 
A  Guide fo r the U.S. M ilita ry "; "Get Connected: 
A ffo rd-A -Phone"; "About the FCC: A  Consumer 
Guide to O ur O rganization, Functions and 
Procedures"; "International Long Distance C alling"; 
and "W hat You Should Know about Wireless Phone 
Service.' These brochures provide useful inform ation 
on telephone service options fo r m ilita ry  families, 
such as dial around, international callback, toll-free 
numbers and prepaid ca lling  cards; phone subsidies 
available to low  income fam ilies; and tips on wireless 
services.

In addition, the packets contain a number o f  FCC 
Consumer Alerts that warn consumers about tele­
phone scams and frauds and several FCC Fact Sheets 
that provide inform ation on important issues such as 
slamming, cramming, and telemarketing abuses.

Snowden notes that d istribu ting  this inform ation 
w ill help m ilita ry  personnel and the ir fam ilies stay in 
touch as inexpensively as possible and w ill a llow  
them to take advantage o f low  income assistance pro­
grams, and avoid scams. "A bove all, we want our 
service personnel and their fam ilies to know that the 
FCC is here to o ffer advice and inform ation invo lv ing  
many types o f telephone services and products."

Railroad Commission Offers Tips To Cut Energy Bills
The cost o f a ll fuels - including 

propane - has been rising nation­
wide.

W illiam s, "A long w ith  natural gas 
prices, wholesale propane prices 
have more than doubled from what 
they were last year. As a result, 
propane marketers across the 
country are paying more fo r the 
fuel they provide their customers."

"D uring  these times o f high 
energy prices, it is important for 
Texas consumers to know how 
they can lower the ir energy bills," 
said Com m issioner Charles R. 
Matthews. "Due to recent global 
events, all fuel prices have 
increased."

Commissioner V ictor L. C arrillo  
pointed out that th is w inter's 
weather was also a factor. "This 
w inter was colder than normal 
statewide. As wc head into spring, 
the w inter price spike has already 
begun to case."

The Commission offers con­
sumers the fo llow ing  tips to cut 
their energy bills.

Home Heating
• Residential heating systems 

need regular tune-ups by your 
licensed propane supplier.

• Change your furnace filte r  
monthly. Clean filters w ill save 
you money on your heating b ill.

• Consider investing in a furnace 
thermostat tim er that can save 
money by lowering your home's 
temperature when you are not at 
home.

• Protect against drafts around 
windows and doors by caulking 
and weather-stripping.

• Consider insta lling a propane- 
fueled fireplace o r space heater as 
a supplemental heating source. 
Propane fireplaces and space 
heaters burn more effic iently  and 
distribu te heat more evenly 
throughout a room.

• I f  you're bu ild ing a new home, 
you may be eligible fo r a rebate on 
more efficient propane appliances.

The Fishing was just fair the past 
week. Jim did see a 13-pound catfish 
caught by a man from Hardesty.

Jim enjoys going out with the 
Texas Parks and W ild life men on 
their Fish surveys o f the Lake. This 
past week they were setting g ill nets 
on one day and checking them the 
next.

The big find was all the walleye 
on the north side o f the lake. One net 
held 26 o f these fish. In another net 
they found a walleye that was 29

inches long and weighed a little  over 
I I  pounds. Another one was 32 
inches long, but they didn't get a 
weight on it.

They all seemed to think i f  some­
one catches this fish they w ill have 
the state record for a walleye. At 
present one that was caught in Lake 
Meredith in late February o f  1990, 
weighing 11.31 pounds and with a 
length o f 31.75 inches, holds the 
record for the stale. Here at Palo 
Duro one weighing 9.34 pounds 
with a 28.5 length, has the Lake 
record.
