Workshop For Beginners April 1-3

A three-day ntensive workshop
for start-up ranchers has
openings left

Set April 1-3, the Pasture and
Livestock Management Workshop

is designed for those who have

seven

recently inherited or bought rural
acreage for the first time

‘Unlike other Extension ranching
programs, the focus of this pro
gram 1s not so much how to fine
lune an operation, but how to get
started in ranching and pasture
management the right way with
research-based information,” said
Dr. Larry Redmon, forage special
ist - with Texas Cooperative
Extension. "We will start the pro
gram with the assumption that our
audience knows next to nothing
about ranching except that they
want to do it."

lhe program will be held at the
Texas A&M University System
Agricultural Research and
Extension Center at Overton, The
center is the regional headquarters
for both Extension specialists and
scientists ~ with  the  Texas
Agricultural Experiment Station
A number of Extension specialists
and Experiment Station scientists
will be involved in the program
Enrollment for the program is
limited to 40 people to allow clos-

er interaction between participants
and faculty.

l'hose attending the workshop
will learn how to establish a busi-
ness plan for the ranch, keep prop-
er records, evaluate alternative
agricultural enterprises, choose the
appropriate forage species for East
Texas, fertilize pastures, design
forage systems that minimize win-
ter feeding costs, set up pastures
for cattle with correct stocking
rates, choose the appropriate cattle
breeds for East Texas, pick the
optimum animal breeding/calving
seasons, promote good animal
health and market cattle.

In addition to the outdoor and
hands-on activities, researchers
will give tours of the various for-
age and grazing study sites, show-
ing how theory is carried to actual
practice. There will be demonstra-
tions on how to move livestock
with stock dogs, and how to per-
form implants, ear-tagging and
castration. Other demonstrations
will focus on how to take soil sam-
ples, and how to calibrate planters
for proper seeding rates and
sprayers for weed management,
Cost of registration is $250 per
person, which includes two
evening meals, two lunches, break
refreshments, and educational

materials. Also included in the reg-
istration fee is a limited edition -
available only 10 workshop atten-
dees - cap and shirt.

"This $250 will probably be the
least expensive and wisest invest-
ment landowners ever make in the
cattle business,” Redmon said.
"The registration fee covers the
meals and educational materials.
The opportunity to pick the brains
of eight senior researchers and
Extension specialists is basically
free."

He said that past participants
have commented that what they
learned in just one hour of instruc-
tion and interaction paid for the
registration fee,

"We're giving 24 hours of infor-
mation during three days of
instruction designed to save them
money - big money - and
headaches,"” Redmon said.

Prepares For Fundraiser
Walk for Kids’ Sake Slated For March 1st

Walk for Kids' Sake, the annual fundraiser for the local Big Brothers
Big Sisters program, will be held Saturday, March 1st, at the Ochiltree

‘ounty Expo Center.

The Wheatheart Satellite of BBBS of the Texas Panhandle serves
Booker and Hansford and Ochiltree counties. The satellite office is
financially independent; no funding is received from the parent agency
in Amarillo or the national program. “The Walk for Kids’ Sake is our
only fundraiser,” explained Kimberley Lopez, agency case manager.

The proceeds from this event and an allocation from United Way
($4,000) must meet the program’s financial needs for the year. Funds
are needed to recruit, screen, train and supervise volunteers as well as
reach out to families in our area. This year's goal is to raise $23,000.

Big Brothers Big Sisters matches children ages 6-14 from single par-
:nt families with volunteer mentors. The match relationship provides
a friendship with a committed, caring volunteer, a positive role model,
the opportunity to develop and enhance the child's interests, skills and
learning experiences and the framework for strengthening self-esteem.
The program is provided at no cost to participants.

Studies show that children matched with a Big Brother or Big Sister
are less likely to begin using alcohol or other drugs, skip school or hit
someone. Their relationships with their family and friends improve
and they even get slightly higher grades. “We are seeing results like
these right here in our communities,” added Lopez. Currently, there
are eight matches in the community based program; two will celebrate
their fifth anniversary this year. There are 10 children on the waiting

list.

BBBS also serves local children through a school-based mentoring
program, Bigs in Schools. Sixteen students in Spearman elementary
and junior high schools and seven students at Williams Intermediate in
Perryton have been matched with mentors through this program.

“We are serving more children than ever before,” Lopez said. "It is
simply amazing to witness the impact the volunteers have on the lives

of these precious kids.”

Individuals, groups and businesses can all be involved in Walk for

Kids' Sake.

“WFKS is not a walk-a-thon so it doesn’t matter how far or how fast
vou walk. It's more like a walking party and it's all about having fun

and raising money,” Lopez said.

Teams of three to six walkers will have their choice of four shifts.
Each shift has a theme and features music and activities appropriate to
the theme. The shift schedule follows: 9:00 Family Walk (strollers and
little tykes welcome), 10:00 Fish Walk (featuring Christian music),
11:00 Party Walk I and 12:00 Party Walk II (music hits from the past
