Museum Musings

Craig Clyburn, manager of Palo
Duro Feeders and Texas Beef Pro-
ducers Feedyard, has been a collec-
tor of Civil War memorabilia since
he was a young man in his twen-
ties. The interest in finding these
artifacts was a great stress reliever
after work and on weekends. Most
of the pieces were found with a
metal detector.

Always a person who loved Texas
History, Craig became interested
in collecting anything he could find
relating to this subject. The Civil
War pieces were plentiful as he
lived near Fort Duncan at Eagle
Pass and Fort Clark in Bracketville.
Most of what was found was Civil
War surplus, pieces left from the
Civil War used in the Indian Wars.

Craig's favorite piece is an eagle

Employer guidelines for dealing
with IRCA, what to do - who to call

Today's employers have many
items to keep in mind to maintain a
business. One of those items that
has to be handled is the Immigra-
tion Reform and Control Act.

The Immigration Reform and
Control Act of 1986 (IRCA) makes
it illegal to hire anyone who is not
authorized to work in the United
States. The law requires that em-
ployers verify theidentity and work
eligibility of every employee hired
after Nov. 6, 1986, the date IRCA
went into effect. To show verifica-
tion, employers must complete the
Immigration and Naturalization
Service's Form 1-9.

In attempting to prevent the
employment of undocumented
workers, however, IRCA has pre-
sented problems for employers who
may be unintentionally - but ille-
gally - discriminating in their hir-
ing practices. Some employers mis-
takenly believe that they should
only hire U.S. citizens or that they
can legally turn away any appli-
cant who sounds or looks "foreign."

This is apparently a widespread
problem. A government study found
that about 19 percent of employers
across the nation are violating the
law by treating job applicants un-
fairly. Texas, with 28 percent of
employers discriminating, has the
worst record in the country.

Many employers do not under-
stand the record keeping and anti-
diserimination provisions of IRCA.
The requirements are not compli-
cated, but they do take some under-
standing.

In essence, the law requires that
employers treatall people the same
- in announcing the job, taking ap-
plications, interviewing, offering
the job, filling out the Form I-9,
hiring and firing.

That means employment deci-
sions can't be made based on the
worker's race, ethnic heritage, ap-
pearance, or accent, or because of
any suspicion or opinion about the
worker's eligibility to work legally
in the United States. It is illegal to
favor a non-citizen over a citizen,

and vice versa. :
Ignorance of the law is no ex-

cuse. Employers who violate IRCA
can be fined thousands of dollars by
the Office of Special Counsel, U.S.
Department of Justice. If they dis-
eriminate against workers or pro-
spective workers, they can also be
liable for back pay.

As an employer, what should
I do - and not do?

* Keep the hiring decision and
the document - verification process
separate and i sequence. Hire first,
then verify identification and work
eligibility.

* First, decide whether the
worker is the best person available
forthejob, based on skills and expe-
rience. If the worker is the best
qualified, offer the job.

* Then, have the worker fill out
the "employee" portion of the I-9
form. Let the person choose which
documents to present; all accept-
able ones are listed on the back of
the 1-9.

* Allow the worker to produce
these documents within three work
days. If the job you're hiring for
lasts three days or less, the workers
must produce the necessary docu-
ments at the time of hire.

*Write down thename and num-
ber of the documents produced on
the employer section of the I-9.
That's all there is to it.

* Later, ifa temporary work docu-
ment is about to expire, you can
remind the worker about having it

renewed. If the document expires
and is not renewed, the worker can
present other documents listed on
the I-9 to prove identity and work
eligibility.

* Remember, don't single any-
body out. For example, don't ask
any workers to produce documents
before you hire them. And don't
pick and choose among the docu-
ments listed.

* If a worker offers documents
from the lists that appear genuine,
accept them. Don't accept docu-
ments that you know are false, or
don't belong to the worker offering
them.

crossedsabres. It was decoration, a
helmet plate, from a United States
Calvary Helmet. The helmet was
designedto copy Prussian helmets.
The eagle holds arrows in one claw
an_d olive branches in the other.
His head is turned toward the ar-
rows. This indicates it is a time of
war. Ifthe eagle's head had been
turnedtothe olivebranches it would
mean it is a time of peace. This
piece is very representative of the
timeinhistory ofthe United States.

The most unusual thing Craig
found during his diggings was a
navy colt pistol that had three live
rounds of ammunition still in the
pistol with a cocked hammer. This
makes you wonder what was hap-
pening at the time this pistol was
dropped.

Some memorabilia such as pic-
tures, saddles, and a bugle were
bought from descendents of Semi-
nole Indian Scouts who were will-
ing to sell them. A door to door
search turned up many pieces
people would part with.

Craig has thousands of pieces in
hiscollection, some of which he still

has not cleaned. There is a lot of
lead shot from muskets, Army Ser-

vice collar buttons, locks, shell cas-
ings, calibre lead bullets, buckles,
uniform buttons, cap ornaments,
and horse bits, just to name a few.

When the Union soldiers were
pulled back east, they abandoned
the forts. The Confederate Armies
moved into them. The projectiles,
missiles for a firearm or cannon,
that werefound, represent the Con-
federate Army influence.

Craig's display at the
Stationmaster House Museum, al-

lows many of us to see pieces of
history that we would never have
been able to ses. This is a great
teaching aid for the children of
Seeing these
pieces will make history come alive
for the students. I urge every par-
ent or teacher to make their chil-
dren aware of Craig's collection.

This past Friday evening, Sep-
tember 23, was Homecoming and
with it the big football game against
the Booker Kiowas, and boy did
Queen Julie Meyer bring the foot-
ball team luck!

Be-
sides those people, there were also
scouts from Panhandle State Uni-
versity in Goodwell, as well as scouts
from the Panhandle Panthers.
There was hardly room enough for
little ole me!

"It was a good team effort," said
Hounds Coach Doug Frick this past
Saturday morning. "A lot of people
played very well," he continued.
"Our offensive line is much im-
proved, other than with the holding
penalties. Everybody played well,
and that's what you want. Our
team attitude is very good. Defen-
sively, it was the same thing- ev-
erybody played well."

Coach Frick talked about the
two quarterbacks,Jace Dawson and
Bailey Barkley, who each played a
half.

Aaron Frick kicked off for Gru-
ver at the onset of the game (he
kicked off eight times for an aver-
age of 51.9 yards per kick), and the
first series of downs for Booker was
an indication of how things would
be this night.

Frick kicked twice on the ensu-
ing kickoff.

There, of course, was no
return,

The second series for Booker was
Jjust like the first- three plays, two
rushes and an incomplete pass from
quarterback Kiley Pinckard, -4
yards total, and a bad punt.

Gruver took over at the Kiowas

Well, there is the big 41-0 vic-
tory over the Booker Kiowas to talk
about- 6 touchdowns and a safety
were accumulated by the Hounds,
not the eight touchdowns I'had pre-
dicted, but nearly!

Spearman's 17-14 victory
over the Perryton Rangers was a
surprise to me, and the Gruver-
Spearman Hansford County Cham-
pionship Game on October 21 at
Spearman is really going to be a
hum-dinger! It will be the second to
the last game for the Hounds this
year, and they will have an open
date following the Spearman game.
The Hounds are now 3-1, with their
big final non-district game this week
against the Panhandle Panthers.
Spearman is 2-2, with two straight
victories and improving each week,
like the Hounds are. What a game
that will be!

Here are some facts on the Pan-
handle game. Gruver is 8-13 all
time against the Panthers, and that
is a percentage of only .381. The
last time these two teams met was
1987, seven years ago, when David
Steele was coach, and the Hounds
played surprisingly well against
Panhandle, in their final game of

the year when the Panthers were
playoff bound, a week after the
Hounds were devastated by the
West Texas Comanches 71-0 at
Stinnett.

The Hounds finished only 1-9
that year in ten games, but lost to
Panhandle only 13-12, and out-
played the Panthers badly in Gru-
ver. The last time the Hounds beat
Panhandle was 1976, under Stocky
Lamberson. Then in 1977 the
Hounds lost Stocky to Panhandle,
and Panhandle has won 9 consecu-
tive games over the Hounds, who at
one time held an 8-4 all-time record
against the Panthers. Panhandle
has beaten Gruver in 1977- 78 - 79
-80-81-82-83-86-87. Thelast nine
times they have met!

Coach Doug Frick is now 11-9-2
in his 22 games as Hounds head
coach since he took over in 1992.
That is a percentage of .545. The
top three Hounds coaches in his-
tory are Bill Mayfield 30-12-1(.709),
Corky Chapman 63-38-1(.623), and
Austell Burris 12-9 (.671). With a
victory over Panhandle this week,
Coach Frick would have a percent-
age of 12-9-2 (.565), just behind
Coach Burris in fourth place. Coach
Frick would need victories over
