Their search is ended by a wounded Nazi soldier who fmds them 
in the attic and threatens them with his weapon. 

Across the room the Hitler youth and the youth of Terezin chal-
lenge each other for survival — the soldier wants to save his honor 
and go home; Harms wants to revenge years of hunger, slavery and 
humiliation. Raja wants to keep the promise — save the drawings 
and poems and take them to Prague. 

In the end, strengthened by Irena's lessons of healing and hope, 
they leave revenge and anger in the past. With the survival of the 
Terezin children safe in two large battered suitcases, they walk out 
through the gates of Terezin toward Prague, free — and hopeful.

EQIP Cost Share Signup 
Deadline Nearing 

The Natural Resources 
Conservation Service (NRCS) 
has set the signup deadline for 
the 2004 Environmental Quality 
Incentive Program (EQIP). The 
application deadline for the 
2004 program year is April 16, 
2004. Applications from indi-
vidual landowners interested in 
participating in the EQIP during 
the 2004 program year received 
by April 16 will be ranked for 
program eligibility during the 
month of May. This will be the 
last cost-share funds available 
until approximately early-
spring of next year. 

EQIP can provide financial 
assistance of up to 50 percent of 
the cost of the practice complet-
ed to eligible farmers and ranch-
ers to address soil, water and 
related natural resource con-
cerns on their lands. 

EQIP is a voluntary program 
and is designed to assist fanners 
and ranchers with placing natu-
ral resource conservation prac-
tices on their property. Cost 
share is provided to program 
participants to achieve the goals 
of a conservation plan designed 
with the assistance of local 
NRCS staff. Cost share prac-
tices include irrigation manage-
ment equipment, placement of 

appropriate structural or vegeta-
tive practices, such as animal 
waste management facilities, 
brush control, livestock 
pipelines and facilities, vegeta-
tive buffers, and wildlife habitat 
enhancement, to name a few. 
Eligible practices will depend 
on the location of the farm or 
ranch on which the practice is to 
be installed and the major 
resource concern to be 
addressed in that particular area. 

Information on eligible cost 
share practices and major 
resource concerns of an area can 
be secured from your local 
NRCS field office. Contracts 
for eligible producers are made 
for a period of five to ten years 
and include incentive payments 
to assist with implementation of 
land management practices, 
such as nutrient management 
and grazing land management. 
It should be noted that program 
funds target natural resource 
concerns of farmers, as well as, 
livestock producers.
