Both aTe in critical condi­
tion at Northwest Texas Hospital 
in Amarillo.

Peirce was admitted to the 
Hansford County Hospital with rib 
injuries Sunday. He was released 
Monday. There were two other 
children in the vehicle, ages 2 and 
7, they were not injured.

According to Toby Schaef, Texas 
Department of Public Safety 
Trooper, the couple was traveling 
from Amarillo to Guymon. Schaef 
went on to say, "It is thought, at 
this time, that all the passengers 
were asleep and that the driver 
may have fallen asleep and drove 
off the road, over corrected and lost 
control of the vehicle."

Trooper Schaef said that the ac­
cident is sill under investigation 
but that alcohol usage has been 
ruled out.

American Heart Association to 
hold annual fund-raiser, Feb. 4

State officials have drawn the 
lines to help fight rabies.

The State of Texas has imposed 
a statewide rabies quarantine. The 
spread of virulent rabies strains 
from southwest Texas to Montana 
and Florida has recently prompted 
the Texas Department of Health to 
impose the first ever statewide ra­
bies quarantine.

The rabies quarantine has trig­
gered fears that the disease might 
spread into urban areas. Texas offi­
cials had been concerned that two 
rabies strains, the coyote rabiesand 
gray fox rabies, were spreading from 
coyotes and foxes to domestic pets 
in nearby urban areas; where offi­
cials estimate that only 40 to 60 
percent of dogs and cats were vacci­
nated. This despite a state law re- 
quiringannual rabies inoculations.

Area residents are asked to be 
careful around stray or wild ani­

mals, and to monitor their pets 
closely. Residents should also get 
their pets vaccinated.

According to a news release, 
since 1988, more than 500 cases of 
canine and fox rabies have been 
identified in the state: 275 in coy­
otes, 216 in dogs and 45 in other 
animals. Four people in Texas have 
died of rabies since 1990 and more 
than 1,600 have been treated for 
exposure to the virus. People who 
are exposed are given an injection 
of rabies-immune globulin on the 
fist day of treatment, along with a 
rabies vaccination shot in the arm 
to trigger the immune system. Simi­
lar rabies vaccinations are admin­
istered on days three, seven, 14 and 
28.

If someone suspects an animal 
to have rabies they are advised to 
stay away from the animal, and call 
law enforcement officials.

S.I.S.D. holds 1st DARE graduation
Several proud parents, teach­

ers, and law enforcement officials 
were witness to 62 fifth graders 
graduating in Spearman's first 
D.A.R.E. program last Thursday, 
January, 19 in the high school au­
ditorium.

Every since 1983, when the pro­
gram was started in Los Angles by 
Chief Gates in just 18 of the area 
schools, the D.A.R.E. program has 
reached out to millions of kids in a 
way that they can understand in all 
50 states and in 5 foreign countries. 
It not only teaches them about the 
dangers of drugs, alcohol, and to­
bacco, but it also teaches them how 
to gain self esteem. "The program 
is based on 95% self-esteem, so that 
we can teach kids not break down 
in pressure; so that they will not 
fold like cards," stated D.A.R.E. 
Officer Jamie Downs. "We like tc 
target kids in the fifth grade be­
cause they are the most vulnerable 
at this time of their life - the time 
when they start looking for role 
models in the higher up grades." 
"This program is different and bet­
ter than the 'Just Say No Program' 
because it teaches the kids how and 
why to say to drugs," Downs went 
on to say.

This is the first year for the pro­
gram, and Officer Downs has more 
than done his part to help it out. 
For the last 17 weeks, Downs has 
taken one day out his demanding 
schedule as a police officer to come 
and teach these kids in Shirley 
Atwood's class. All 62 kids had a 
choice between going to the library 
or stayingin the program, and none 
of them chose to quite, which says 
quite a bit for Officer Downs and 
Spearman schools.

In order to graduate from the 
program, each kid must live up and 
accomplish four guidelines. They 
must stay in the program all 17 
weeks, stay out of trouble, complete 
their workbook, and a t the end of 
the course, they must write an es­
say on what they have learned as 
well as make a promise not do drugs. 
In that 17 weeks, each kid has the 
chance to roll play with other kids 
in different types of drug situa­
tions. After the roll playing is done, 
the kid feels better about him or 
herself, and can tell anybody no 
when offered drugs.

The essay is one of the hardest 
parts of the course, but each kid did 
very well. Four of the kids' essays 
were chosen as the top oftheir class. 
For their efforts these kids were 
awarded T-shirts, and even a signed 
basketball by Karl Malone of the 
Utah Jazz. Thisyears winners were

Randa Morris, who won a T-shirt, 
Audry Winegarner, who also won a 
T-shirt, Cheryl Gibson, who won 
the third shirt, and Erin Boxwell, 
who won the basketball.

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Texas Wheat Producers to hold mail election

Ram on speaks out 
against future hog farm

Over seventy people gathered in 
the Waka School Monday evening 
to hear VaLois Ramon of Goodwell 
speak out against the building of 
swine farms in the Panhandle.

Ramon spoke to the group about 
the depletion of life as we know it. 
She is concerned about the effects 
the swine waste may have on the 
underground water supply and of 
the ammonia/nitrogen and its ef­
fect on the health of the people who 
live and work in and around the 
facilities.

"Nitrates in water can occur 
when too much fertilizer or animal 
wr~ta material is deposited on the 
land. In the Panhandle, we now 
have some nitrates in our under­
ground water from one or both of 
these sources," Ramon read from a 
paper she wrote.

She went on to speak about the 
adverse health effect that the ni­
trate poisoning may cause, such as, 
methemoglobiinemia or blue-baby 
syndrome, thyroid problems, can 
cause scars to form in the arterial 
walls ( thus causing clogged ves­
sels), and may cause Reyes Syn­

drome.
She is concerned about the am­

monia from the swine waste. Am­
monia is a toxin that acts as a 
central nervous system depressant 
and can cause coma; it can also 
cause lung damage. The average 
work life of a swine worker is ap­
proximately six years according to 
research from other swine opera­
tions. "After the worker is unable 
to work any more, who takes care of 
him/her, it is a question that we 
should all ask ourselves" Ramon 
told the crowd.

She also informed the audience 
that the waste program that is de­
signed to dispose of the waste is not 
what it may seem. She told the 
group, "Swine waste has a lot of salt 
in it; we all know what salt does to 
the land. If we put this waste on the 
land and contaminate our under­
ground water supply, what hap­
pens to our way of life."

The meeting concluded with 
many of the people at the meeting 
voicing their own concerns and ask­
ing what they could do to prevent 
the invasion of the swine farms.

The Texas Wheat Producers 
Board engaged in wheat research, 
market development and services 
designed to add to the value of the 
crop, will hold its twelfth-biennial 
mail election between March 6 and 
March 20, 1995, according to Ben 
Scholz, Farmer-elected chairman 
of the organization. The board was 
formed in 1971 in the Panhandle- 
North Texas area and expanded 
statewide by a producers referen­
dum in 1985. The terms of five of 
the current fifteen board members 
expiring at this time include: Dis­
trict I: Cagle Kendrick, Stratford; 
District II: Tommy Womack, Tulia; 
District III: Keith Spears, Vamon; 
and District IV: Jack Norman, Howe 
and Billy Vinson, Abilene.

In 1971 the board was formed by 
produces as a self-help program to 
enhance the value of wheat in Texas, 
the 1.5 million acre crop produced 
31.4 million bushels, market priced 
at $ 1.25 per bu. for a value of about 
$37 million dollars. Texas' peak 
harvested acres of 5.8 million in 
1985 produced 187 million bu. crop 
valued in excess of $800 million. 
Charges in government programs, 
particularly the Conservation Re­
serve Program (CRP), Agri Conser­
vation Reserve (ACR), 0/92 and 
Conservation Use (CU) has com­
bined with changing cropping prac­
tices to drop Texas harvest acres to 
2.9 million this current year. This 
reduced acreage produced a 75.4 
million bu, crop for a value in ex­
cess of $300 million dollars.

Any farmer producing wheat in 
Texas is eligible to vote for a board 
member for that district in which 
he resides.

Counties, Dallam, Sherman, 
Ochiltree, Lipscomb, Hansford, 
Roberts, Moore, Hartley, 
Hutchinson, and Gray are in Dis­
trict I.

Scholz pointed out that any per­
son qualifying to vote in the elec­
tion may place his name in nomina­
tion for a six-year membership on 
the Texas Wheat Producers Board 
by application to the organization, 
signed by himself and at least ten 
(10) other persons eligible to vote in 
his district in the election, at least 
30-days (February 18) prior to the 
election final (March 20) date, in 
order to have his name on the bal­
lot.

The election will be held by mail 
ballot, which will be provided to all 
eligible voters 15-days prior to the 
election, Scholz said. He also indi­

cates that, any person qualified to 
vote who does not receive a ballot 
15-days before the election date, 
may obtain one at Agric Extension 
Service offices as provided by the 
TX Commodity Referendum Law.

PETITION
We, the undersigned by virtue of*this petition dated December 26, 1994, oppose the construction

and operation of the proposed swine facilities in Section 31-Block 4 and Section 46-Block 4T in 
Ochiltree County, Texas. Said facilities should not be allowed because of the potential 
environmental pollution to the immediate area and the limited economic impact such operations will 
bring to the area. Furthermore, the Texas Natural Resource Conservation Commission should deny 
permit application Nos. 03768, 03769, 26624 and 26625 for said facilities.

Environmental pollution will most likely occur as offensive odors to the reidents who live in and 
around said operations and as a potentialsource of ground water and surface water pollution 
occurring from sewage and retention pits needed for the operations. Pollution of ground water from 
said operations can potentially affect the fresh water supply of local residents and business for 
several miles from the source. Pollution of surface water can occur during large rainfalls that may 
overflow said pits, allowing sewage and waste water to contaminate natural waterways and 
surrounding lands. Such contaminated overflow can damage and harm wildlife and livestock that 
consume water from sources in said waterways. At the very least, in accordance with the National 
Environmental Policy Act of 1969, an environmental impact study should be conducted and 
published prior to any consideration of such swine facilities and operations.

The proposed swine operation will have little, if any, economic benefit to the surrounding 
communities and thus will be a nuisance for those wishing to conduct business and promote the 
economic welfare of the area. The proposed operation will bring in construction labor and materials, 
swine and feed from other areas. The swine, when fed out, will be shipped out of the area to other 
markets. Taking this into consideration, local residents and business will not and cannot 
economically benefit from said operation. Furthermore, it is our opinion that the odors and sewage 
from the operation would prevent further ecnomic development in the area, harm current agricultural 
business and devalue surrounding real estate and agricultural properties.
