Issues.

Uuffey has expressed  belief that  
a  special session will pasa upon 
fa rm  loan bills, w age and hour r e g ­
ulation. and autl-lyuchlng.

Both wage-hour and  a n ti - lynch­
ing legislation were opposed vig­
orously  by m su y  Southern  Demo­
c ra ts  In the  re re u t  sesnlot. and both 
were side tracked  fur the time. 
General farm  legislation likewise 
was deferred.

Increase During July
R eports  to University  of Texas 

B ureau  of Business Research from 
n ear ly  1.400 represen tat ive  Texaa 
establishment* showed tha t  employ­
m ent and payrolls in Texas during 
Ju ly  increased sl ightly over the 
preceding month aud substantia l ly  
over the corresponding month last 
year A to ta l  of 93.1*3 w orkers  was 
employed, an  Increase of 'v  per 
cent over June  and 9.3 per cent over 
Ju ly  last year.  Aggregate weekly 
payrolls of those f irms were 42,- 
143,093. an Increase of one-half  per 
cent over June  aud 22.5 per cent 
over Ju ly  last year.

Cities In which the increase In 
both employment and payrolls ex­
ceeded the average for the State 
were: Abilene. Amarillo. Dallas. El 
i ’aso. Houston and Waco. Business | 
groups m aking  a be tte r  than  aver­
age showing were building m a te r ­
ials. chemicals , and cotton oil mills.

From  Ju n e  16 through July  15 
fourteen establishm ents ,  employing 
1,721 workers,  reported general 
wage  ra te  increases averaging 5.3 
per  cent affecting 1,548 workers.  
No decreases were reported.

From  Ja n u a ry  1 th rough  Ju ly  16 
a total of 172 establishm ents ,  em­
ploying 46.755 workers, have re­
ported  general wage ra te  increases 
averag ing  8.3 per cent and affect­
ing 41.729 workers. Since January  
1 only two estab lishm ents  have re ­
ported general wage r a te  decreases 

fth eleven employees affected.

GAS BOND ISSUE IS 
OPPOSED AT MEETING
OF YOUNG DEMOCRATS

—
That Brownwood's need for w a t ­

er  service and  s treets  is g rea te r  
at the present time than  is the 
need for an  extended city gas s e r ­
vice was the concensus of opinion 
expressed  hv speakers  at the Yotine 
Democrats '  meeting h t ld  Tuesday 
night The  meeting was held In the 
County court  house with J. Finer 
Howell, president,  presiding. City 
Councilman Marvin T Flowers un- 
*w * red quest ions concern ing  the 
city gas plant.

The speakers  opposed issuance  of 
430.0011 worth of gas bonds August 
31 by the r l ty  for use In extending 
and Improving the  presen t  gas | 
plant.  It was pointed out by till* 
Calloway, local a ttorney, aud Al­
ber t  McChristy. two principal  
speakers  that  Urowuwood gas ra tes  
a re  among the lowest  in the Sou th ­
west. and the municipal gus plant j 
was credited  with this fact.  The 
speakers  s ta ted  tha t  as long as the 
present gas p lant  was accom plish­
ing Its purpose, that  tio fu r ther  
money should l>e spent on it. Also, 
th a t  issuance of $30,000 worth  of 
bouds would obligate the  gas plant 
for more than  it could earn ,  and 
necessar i ly  cause  the city to have 
to use w a ter  funds to p revent  the 
bonds from being defaulted. This 
money should be used to Improve 
the  water  service, the speakers  
thought.

McChristy quoted  figures to show 
th a t  the  city gas plant would have 
to spend a  t rem endous  am ount of 
money to he able  to compete  line 
for line with the  present pr ivately 
owned gas company. The prlvute 
company o p e r a t t s  more than  6o 
miles o f  city gas mains,  has more 
th an  $250.Oou invested, pays a n n u ­
ally  more than  $24,000 taxes, and 
$61.oou locally for sa laries ,  gu* 
purchases,  m a te r ia ls  aud  o ther  op­
e ra t in g  items.  The  city bus sp in t  
an es t im ated  $40,000 for seven miles 
of city g a s  m ains to serve 400 c u s­
tomer*.

Calloway developed th< possibil­
