“AM three tax credits are real and
businesses large and small will
behefit,” said Rylander. “The total
dollar amount of the tax breaks
will depend on home many busi-
nesses take advantage of this
tremendous tax credit program.”

The research credit is available
to firms that perform qualified
research in Texas, It is based on
the firm's annual increase in
research activities during the prior
yeal

Companies that create jobs in
selected Texas counties may quali
fy for a job credit equal to 25 per-
cent of the wages paid to new hires
in their first year of employment

Corporations that invest at least
$500,000 in machinery and equip
ment can qualify for a franchise
tax credit equal to 7.5 percent of
that investment

The Strategic Investment Area

(SIA) is a collection of counties
and sub-county areas where job
creation, investment and research
activities by businesses can lead to
franchise tax credits. The SIA is
determined each September by the
Comptroller’s Office, to go into
effect for the business activity of]
the following calendar year.
Of the 254 Texas counties, 224
qualify for whole or partial credit.
Hansford County is one of 106
counties that qualify for the limit-
ed-purpose SIA based on popula-
tions. Corporations engaged in
agricultural processing in these
counties can apply for the job cre-
ation ar 1 investment credits.

‘My vision for the 21st century
is paychecks and jobs for Texans,
limited government and unlimited
opportunity,” said Rylander. These
credits fit with my vision for
Texas.”
