Postal rate to increase January 1st

This coming New Year will be
bringing in more than joy and hap-
piness, it will also be a time for the
residents of Hansford County to be
making last minute runs to the
post office to beat the new price
increases on packages. Every three
years, the rates on postal prices
change, but this is the first time
that the rates took 4 years to change.

Starting January 1, 1995, the
United States Post Office will be
raising the price on all merchan-
dise handled through there. "Most
items will be changed, but there are

some that will be reaming the
same," stated George Finley, Post-
master of the United States Post
Office in Spearman. Of those items
effected, the ones mainly used, the
first class stamp, that will be raised
from 29 cents to 32 cents; post cards,
that will be changed to 20 cents;
Certified Letters, that will raise to
a $1.10; Express Mail, that will go
up to $10.75; Priority Mail, that
will be raised up to $3.00; Money
Orders, that will be .85 cents; and
Return Receipts, that will be a
$1.10, will be the ones effected.
The amount of insurance on

packages sent, up to $600.00, will
remain the same and so will the
largest amount of money orders, up
to $700.00. Also, now is the time to
buy the G stamps at the post office
before the new year.

The Post Office will be closed the
following Monday after January 1,
so people who are trying to beat the
price increase need te have their
mail at the Post Office by 4:00 p.m.
on Saturday, December 31. After
that date, all mail sent will have
the new year's post mark and will
require the 32 cent stamp.

SISD conducts monthly meeting

This past Monday, December 12,
The Spearman Independent School
District met in regular session at
7:00 p.m. in room 114 of the High
School. The Board listened to staff
members, special reports, several
action items, and discussed many
activities and events that have ef-
fected and will effect the school.

The meeting began with a re-
port from Mrs. Strawn, concerning
her attendance to a Homemaking
Conference. No action at the time
of the meeting was taking.

Secondly, the Board heard spe-
cial reports from Mrs. Thompson
and Sam Atwood, Principal of SHS.
Thompson showed the Legislative
Report video from the Association
of Texas Professional Educators,
while Atwood presented the High
School Campus Improvement Plan.

On the action items, the Board
was very busy by accepting four
proposals and delaying one. They
approved J.L. Brock's recommen-
dation to increase liability insur-
ance coverage, accepted the gas/

diesel bid from Golden Spread, ap-
proved the Minutes of November
14 and December 2 meetings, and
finally, the board approved paying
the bills in the amount of
$89,257.34. They did not, however,
act on joining the TASB Legal As-
sistance Fund. Instead, the Board
chose to postpone it and place it on
the January Agenda.

Five items also went up for dis-
cussion in front of the Board.

The Gruver School Board mem-
bers conducted their regular meet-
ing on Wednesday, December 7 at 1
p.m. in the Gruver High School
boardroom.

In an open hearing, the Gruver
ISD board of trustees heard the
district's Academic Excellence In-
dicator System report. Reports were
given by the superintendent and
each campus principal. The aca-
demic accomplishments of students,
as measured by the TAAS testgiven
in 1993-94, was reviewed for the
‘members. Areas of concern and
‘emphasis were also discussed, as
‘well as attendance rates for the
campuses and the district's drop-
outrate. The superintendent, Barry
Haenisch, informed the board that
‘copies of the report will be distrib-
uted to the city library, school li-

braries, and various community
businesses for the public to read
and study. A summary of the infor-
mation will be sent to every parent
in the district with the report cards
that will be distributed in early
January.

After closed session to discuss
the applicants for the business of-
fice position that has been created,
the board voted unanimously to
employ Julie Williams for the posi-
tion.

No cause for alarm over city
testing of drinking water

Having clean natural water in
Spearman has always been some-
thing that many of the residents of
the town have taken for granted.
However, many people are begin-
ning tobecome concerned about the
recent discovery of the water
samples that were contaminated
with the Coliform bacteria last
month.

For those residents who do not
know about the water samples, it is
not as bad as it sounds like. Last
November, the City of Spearman
water system collected three water
samples that contained Coliform
bacteria. The City is required by
the Texas Natural Resource Con-
servation Commission (TNRCC),

The Hansford County Sheriff's

The car and the suspects
were then transported to the
Hansford County Sheriff's Depart-
ment where a drug dog was called
in from McLean, Texas. The dog
did indicate that drugs had been in
the car but there were not any
found." MecFarlin went on the say
that they feel the drugs had al-
ready be delivered to a buyer.

The driver of the car, Manuel
Castillo Holgain, 28, of El Paso,
Texas, was wanted on outstanding
traffic warrants. Holgain is being
held at the Hansford County Jail
on a possible immigration viola-
tion. He is in the United States
from Mexico on a visa. The passen-
ger of the car is also being held at
the Hansford County Jail pending
charges.

"This is strange because it has
never happened before," stated
Kelvin Knauf, Spearman City Man-
ager. "Spearman's water is well
water. It could have been some-
thing in the test tubes at the lab, or
perhaps the testing site," Knauf
later stated. Sites for the testing
are chosen at random, including
business and residential areas.
Knauf went on to say later, "We
have had no strange odors from the
water or any related medical prob-
lems, so there is no cause for alarm.

We will be watching it, and if any-
thing later develops, we will make
sure that the Spearman residents
know about it."

The bacteria is a possible heath
concern, but it can be treated if
caught in time. Total coliforms are
common in the environment and
are generally not harmful them-
selves. In association with water,
however, it is usually caused by
faulty pipes. The bacteriacan cause
disease, with symptoms like diar-
rhea,cramps, nausea, jaundice, and
any associated headaches and fa-
tigue. If anyone experiences these
symptoms, the sooner that they can
get to a doctor, the more of a chance
they will not become worse.

Ring-neck pheasants are rapidly
on the increase. Food is plontliul in
corn and sorghum-producing re-
gions of the High Plains; however,
undisturbed nesting and wintering
cover is still the key.

CRP grasses have given pheas-
ants a chance to get a strong foot-
hold in the Texas Panhandle. Mix-
tures of tall introduced or native
grasses have created ideal nesting,
roosting, and winter cover, thus
enhancing pheasant populations.

Birds raised in captivity are
poorly adapted for survival in the
wild. Good habitat management
remains the key abundant popula-
tions of wild birds.
