WORK 0E AMARILLO SLUGS
John Kennedy Victim of Assault— 

-  Case a Parellel of the 
Dokray Murder.

The Amarillo Daily Panhandle 
of date of December 20 gives the 
following occouut of an atrocious 
attack made on an individual who 
made the same mistake that cost 
old dog Tray his good name:

Barefoot, with his clothes 
spattertd with blood and half tom 
from his body, with his head a 
ghastly mass of bruises, a man 
staggered into the Pecos Valley 
shops at about 2 o’clock this morn­
ing and called for help. Still 
suffering intense pain from the 
wounds aud half dazed from their 
effects, he was only able to gasp out 
that he had been robbed and to 
call for help.

The man gave his name as John 
Kennedy and said that he had been 
employed until day before yester­
day in tbe steel gang on the new 
south plains road building south 
from Canyon. Yesterday, he said, 
he left the work with a month's 
pay and in company with some men 
he had met at the camp. He 
came to Amarillo and here, so his 
story went, he was the purchaser 
of an evening’s entertainment at 
various Bowery resorts. Finally 
he became somewhat overcome by 
the extensive partakings of Boweiy 
refreshments and his compaions 
proposed a walk. They walked 
south toward the Pecos Valley 
yards end then Kennedy says, 
some one struck him from behind 
with a club. He fell to the ground

to a

dazed and his assilauts kept up the 
assult with a volley of murderous 
blows. They went through his 
pockets and started back toward 
the Bowery with their spoils.

Kennedy’s head was at first only 
a revolting mass of clotted blood 
and splintered bone. Even after 
the surgeon had cleaned and wash­
ed the wounds there was little 
semblance about the face 
human countenance. Dr. 
however, says that the wounds 
though frightful in their extent 
and brutality will not prove fatal. 
The man will be scarred for life 
but he will rocover. The bridge of 
his nose was crushed by one blow. 
One eye is nearly beaten out of his 
head and the first blow which 
struck him in the back of his head 
almost broke his neck.

The case is in many respects sim- 
to the Dockray murder and has 
caused many to suggest that the 
perpetrators of this crime might 
have some knowledge of the form­
er one. Kenedy was unknown 
here and if he, had not recovered 
consciousness there would have 
been great difficulty in identifying 
him in the battered condition in 
which he was found. It finally 
turned out thatthe Dockray hoy 
had been employed on the railroad 
work aud had come, to Amarillo 
in company with some chance ac­
quaintances who knew he had 
money. Kennedy catne here un­
der precisely the same circum­
stances and came near suffering the 
same fate.

31. As the work of review'Jwas 1 in, pro­
gress prejmratory'to the mid-winter ex­
aminations when the school closed, this 
work will he taken up, and it is very 
necessary for all pupils so tar as possible 
to be present. These examinations will 
determine the semi-annual promotions 
and to some extent effect thejpromotions 
at the close of school*

The progress of the public school dur­
ing the past four months has t>een very 
satisfactory.

Frequently neatly 
one half of ourj entire ^library is taken 
out by pupils in one Friday evening

There is 110} ^better investment tor 
moral advancement than in lawks for our 
puttie school library. Will not some 
thoughtful patron present the public 
school with suitable books for children to 
read.

The public si liool during tl.e past term 
has purchased a set of apparatus for the 
teaching of physics. Although not so 
complete as it might be, it makes the 
effective teaching of this branch of sci­
ence much easier.

T he attendance' at’ ^school has been 
excellent. Except during the snow 
storm, it has been almost perfect. The 
enrollment for the term is the largest in 
the history of the school, showing con­
clusively that it is keeping pace with,the 
progress of the town.

The influence of a good public school 
is sometimes lost sight of. Perhaps there 
has been no other single influence that 
has induced Clarendon people to be so 
well pleased with their homes here, nor 
brought more outside people here to 
ive than the public school. Education 

is becoming so universal that thoughtful 
parents cannot afford to neglect such 
advantages for their children.

The teachers would urge upon all pu­
pils to be in their places next Monday 
to begin work. The last part of the 
yeat’s work should he the best. Tlfe 
studious pupil has developed strength 
with the work already done, and should 
be better equipped to go forward to 
other achievements in the live hs
yet to follow.
