““Death has again invaded tllﬂllh
of the active and substantial men of
Hereford. 5t
The one who has novbeen taken
from us hasloften battled owugeoul-
ly with death onbehalf of the living ;
and on this account our loving gra-
titude as welljas our ! natural ne-
cessities wouldfihave plead for his
continuance with us. But death is
relentless, and medical and surgical
skill do sometimes seem of small
avail.
- So briéf was the fatal sickness
that it wa# not generally known that
Dr.Estes was ill until it began to
be reported that he was dying.

Thougk never very rugged, and for-

a féw weeks past considerably indis-
posed; he kept at his professional
work until Sabbath, 13th inst., when
he took to his bed.. Eventhen, with
characteristic self-sacrifice, he rose
to minister to the sick.

 Early on Wednesday following, it
wasfevident that an]operation would
afford the only possible hope of a
recovery. Accordingly, this was
resorted to, and was successfully
performed by Dr. Johnson of Ama-
rillo. ‘ gL

The operation disclosed a condi-
tin of diffused peritonitis, such as al-
most forbade hope of the patient’s
recovery. The efforts of physicians
and friends were added to those of
the devoted family in the attempt to
alleviate the suffering and prolong
the life until the arrival of the eldest
daughter, Miss .
