The Oklahoma, Texas & Gulf
is expected to be built from Nash-
Ark., through Indian and
Oklahoma Territories to a point on
the Ft.

It is to
be financed by New York finan-
ciers. - It has already a charter
from the Oklahoma state govern-
tent, and a portion of the route
through Oklahoma has been sur-
veyed and some rightofway secured.

Huber, Weatherford, O. T.; R.

As to Sugar Beets.

W. A. Harrell has received a re-
port from the U. S. Department of
Agriculture chemist on the four
sugar beets sent to the department
for that purpose. The report says
that the average in weight was 40
ounces, while the analysis proved
them to contain 15 per cent sugar
in the beet, 16.30 per cent sugar in
the juice, and 82.90 per cent co-
efficiency in purity, this latter be-
ing the per centage of sugar in the
solid matter in solution in the
juice.

Mr. Harrell had one acre plant-
ed in sugar beets on what 1s known
as dry up-land, which received no
irrigation other than that received
by nature. He had some beets
which weighed over 8 pounds. The
seed was furnished by the Rock Is-
land Railroad Co., for the purpose
of testing the Gray county soil as
to its adaptability for the culture
of sugar beets. The above test is
considered by sugar beet experts to
be excellent. —McLean News.
