The financial bind of recent years
has forced cattle producers to cut
back herds and delay new expansion
plans. That has reduced beef output
sharply and sent prices to record
levels at supermarket counters.

It will get worse before improving,
the analysts say. Cattle production
prices are edging still higher, and so
are consumer beef prices - which.
could threaten to make family .shop-
pers think about pork and chicken in-
stead of beef.

As of Dec. 1, according to USDA
surveys, hay stockpiles nationally
totaled less than 90.9 million tons,
down almost a fourth from more
than 119.8 million tons a year earlier.

Prices of baled hay, including
alfalfa and other kinds, averaged
almost 197 oer ton last month, DD

from leu than SIS in December 1987:
Moreover, in some of the hardest-

hit drou&ht states hay stockpiles are
a fraction of their year-ago level. In
North Dakota, for example, Dec. 1
inventories were estimated at UWe
.more than 2.3 miJlion tons. com_red
with nearly 5.3 million tons a year
earUer.

Cattle production costs "~y rise
modestly" in 19119,says a report by
the department's Economic
Research Service. Decisions to open
up this year's feed grains programs
to a larger acreage may ease the
supply and price situation later on,
but prospects will not be finned up
before July and AugUst..

Meanwhile, the agency said in the
January-February issue of
Agricultural OUtlook magazine, 19119
beef production is expect~ to
decline I percent to 7 percent from
last year. the lowest level since 1810.
However, larger supplies of poultry
and pork are expected.
